SUBJECT: Monthly Department Report

The organization of records in the Clerk’s office continues to move forward, scanning
and indexing all current and previous Council action in the form of Ordinances,
Resolutions, Contracts, Deeds & Easements and Declared Public Documents.

The upcoming City elections will be held in 2013 with the Primary election held on
March 12, 2013 and the General election held on May 21, 2013. The election will be
held to elect the Mayor and 3 Councilmembers. Candidate packets were due by
December 12, 2012. There are 2 candidates running for Mayor and 5 candidates
running for Council. The candidates are as follows:

Mayor Councilmember

Toney D. King, Sr. Jeff Cook

David Lambert Brian Crafts
Nick Maldonado
Lori McGoffin
Peter Wangsness

There have been many questions regarding HB2826 (consolidated elections) and how it
affects elections in 2013. The provisions of HB2826 do not become effective until the
2014 Election Cycle. It is the suggestion of the League of Arizona Cities and Towns to
all cities and towns that have Mayor and Council and Home Rule reauthorization
elections in 2013 to proceed with the elections as they would normally. Proposed
clean-up language that will be offered by the League in next year's legislative session
will clarify how and when future authorization elections need to occur. The League
recommended notifying proposed candidates of the following statement:

“The implementation of this new law will affect the length of your term if you are a
successful candidate in the upcoming election. Your term may be shortened, ending in
the fall of 2016, or it may be lengthened and end in the fall of 2018. We do not know
when this issue will be settled but it is unlikely that it will be before this spring’s (2013)
elections.”






The Clerk’'s office has worked with the Finance Department to prepare for the
Alternative Expenditure Limitation portion of the upcoming 2013 City elections, which
will present the Home Rule Option to voters. The public hearings for the Home Rule
option were held on October 29 and November 5, 2012 at the Council meetings. The
solicitation for arguments both for and against the Home Rule option were published on
November 14 and November 21 and were required to be submitted no later than
December 12, 2012. No arguments for or against the Home Rule were received.

Election preparations are comprised of numerous duties and include a training class
with the Election Board before the Primary and General election dates, as well as the
witnessing of the required test of Automatic Equipment and Programs, which will be
held before the elections at the Cochise County Elections Department. Other
preparations, such as the language for the General election ballot continue to move
forward and will be completed before State requirements.

The Clerk’s office continues to work closely with other departments concerning public
records requests, documentation for research purposes and the drafting of
documentation for upcoming items requiring Council action, as well as continuing
research for our outside counsel, Mr. Jeff Murray for pending litigation cases.

The next EDSC meeting will be held January 7 at City Hall. The Clerk serves in the
same function as Council’s support for the EDSC.

Planning, Zoning, and Building Divisions:

o Projects/ Events of Interest: Another exciting month for training opportunities!

Staff Michelle Johnson attended a training seminar exploring Urban Farming. In the ever growing global
population, development has continued to intrude on agricultural land. Cities around the United States as well
as the world are incorporating farming opportunities into their potential land uses. This training session gave
tips on incorporating these opportunities into cities. The following are highlights of the training:

» Use as permitted infill use for residential, commercial and industrial for non-profit community
gardens. Community gardens increase property values.

= Consider residential home gardens as landscaping (NOT ACCESSORY USE like is being done in
some municipalities). Don’t worry about if/when the homeowner sells/givers away produce, can
possibly treat like home occupation. Permit other agricultural practices requiring structures (i.e.
aqua culture) in back/side yards simply as accessory uses/accessory structures that may or may
not require permits based on size. Pens for animals to be located to maximize distance between
pens and all houses (their house and neighbors” houses). This will probably mean locating the
pens against the back property line, meaning no setback, as they can also use existing fence as a
side to the pen.

= Consider community gardens as allowed uses for infill. Gardeners can eat/sell/give away.
Generally, community gardens are non-profit so don’t allow sales on site, but it could be
considered even though this might bring “retail” into a residential infill location.

=  Urban Farms are for profit. Consider as conditional use in residential, but allowed in
Commercial/industrial since they will have larger scale, possibly trucks, possibly on-site sales.

Note: The above mentioned notes derived from the training session and are just ideas from industry
professional. Staft continues to attend training in an effort to bring the best practices and trends to the City of
Benson.

The organization of records in the Clerk’s office continues to move forward, scanning
and indexing all current and previous Council action in the form of Ordinances,
Resolutions, Contracts, Deeds & Easements and Declared Public Documents.

The upcoming City elections will be held in 2013 with the Primary election held on
March 12, 2013 and the General election held on May 21, 2013. The election will be
held to elect the Mayor and 3 Councilmembers. Candidate packets were due by
December 12, 2012. There are 2 candidates running for Mayor and 5 candidates
running for Council. The candidates are as follows:

Mayor Councilmember

Toney D. King, Sr. Jeff Cook

David Lambert Brian Crafts
Nick Maldonado
Lori McGoffin
Peter Wangsness

There have been many questions regarding HB2826 (consolidated elections) and how it
affects elections in 2013. The provisions of HB2826 do not become effective until the
2014 Election Cycle. It is the suggestion of the League of Arizona Cities and Towns to
all cities and towns that have Mayor and Council and Home Rule reauthorization
elections in 2013 to proceed with the elections as they would normally. Proposed
clean-up language that will be offered by the League in next year's legislative session
will clarify how and when future authorization elections need to occur. The League
recommended notifying proposed candidates of the following statement:

“The implementation of this new law will affect the length of your term if you are a
successful candidate in the upcoming election. Your term may be shortened, ending in
the fall of 2016, or it may be lengthened and end in the fall of 2018. We do not know
when this issue will be settled but it is unlikely that it will be before this spring’s (2013)
elections.”






The Clerk’'s office has worked with the Finance Department to prepare for the
Alternative Expenditure Limitation portion of the upcoming 2013 City elections, which
will present the Home Rule Option to voters. The public hearings for the Home Rule
option were held on October 29 and November 5, 2012 at the Council meetings. The
solicitation for arguments both for and against the Home Rule option were published on
November 14 and November 21 and were required to be submitted no later than
December 12, 2012. No arguments for or against the Home Rule were received.

Election preparations are comprised of numerous duties and include a training class
with the Election Board before the Primary and General election dates, as well as the
witnessing of the required test of Automatic Equipment and Programs, which will be
held before the elections at the Cochise County Elections Department. Other
preparations, such as the language for the General election ballot continue to move
forward and will be completed before State requirements.

The Clerk’s office continues to work closely with other departments concerning public
records requests, documentation for research purposes and the drafting of
documentation for upcoming items requiring Council action, as well as continuing
research for our outside counsel, Mr. Jeff Murray for pending litigation cases.

The next EDSC meeting will be held January 7 at City Hall. The Clerk serves in the
same function as Council’s support for the EDSC.

CALL TO ORDER:

Mayor King called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.

ROLL CALL:

Present were: Mayor Toney D. King, Sr., Vice Mayor Lori McGoffin, Councilmembers Ron Brooks,
David Lambert, Nick Maldonado and Chris Moncada. Absent was: Councilmember Al Sacco.

NEW BUSINESS:

Discussion on updates to the City Code Chapter 7 Building and Chapter 9 Health and Sanitation

Building Official Luis Garcia addressed Council stating this item is a continuation of the worksession
Council held on November 26 regarding Chapter 7. Mr. Garcia then stated the first thing he would like to
do is clarify a lot of misconceptions, adding this document is not a zoning code update; it is a separate
document from the zoning ordinance and a separate document from the building codes, adding those
documents are referenced because they all work in concert, but Chapter 7 is an entirely different document.
Mr. Garcia then stated the previous meeting left off with Council’s comments and questions. Mayor King
asked if Councilmembers came in and talked to Mr. Garcia about their questions with Mr. Garcia stating
some Councilmembers had. Mayor King then asked Mr. Garcia to review those questions with Mr. Garcia
stating the first question was related to where the language regarding the historic preservation issue in
Section 7-2-4 E on page 6 came from. Mr. Garcia then stated the language in this section came from the
current zoning code, adding all that is being done is the language is being moved, since it was dealing with
requirements in the permits process, citing Senate Bill (SB) 1598, as the reason it was brought forward.
Mr. Garcia then stated if the language were to be changed, it would have to be done in the Zoning
Regulations.

Mr. Garcia then stated another comment was based on the International Codes referred to on page 13,
adding again, this language was pulled forward from existing City code and the only change in this
proposal is the name change from “Uniform Codes” to “International Codes” since the International Codes
are what the City has adopted. Mr. Garcia then discussed a question on why the International Codes are
used, stating the International Codes are the model codes that are geared for the U.S.A., adding it deals
with scoping from coast to coast in the United States and they were created with the name International
Codes because they were created and published by the International Code Council. Councilmember
Brooks asked if the International Codes were adopted by a previous Council or if they were done internally
with Mr. Garcia stating a previous Council first adopted the 2003 International Codes which were the codes
used until 2009 when the Council adopted the 2006 edition of the International Codes. Councilmember
Brooks then stated the City still used the National Electrical Code with Mr. Garcia stating the National Fire
Protection Agency published that code, which the City Council adopted and is the electrical standard the
International Code Council recognizes.

Councilmember Lambert then asked Mr. Garcia if the other affected Department Heads had reviewed the
proposal with Mr. Garcia stating all the Department Heads have been tasked with updating their respective
chapters and updating the City Code accordingly. Councilmember Lambert then stated a lot of people are
saying that Mr. Garcia is just writing this code on his own and he wanted that information clarified. Mr.
Garcia stated the proposed chapter only deals with development services and the functions that occur under
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the development services purview. Mr. Garcia then stated the Building and Planning & Zoning
Departments are currently, and have for almost a decade, been overseen by the Building Official, noting the
departments are currently operating in the manner outlined in the proposed chapter and there is no change
from the way the departments operate now emphasizing there are no changes to any staffing dynamic at all
in the proposed chapter. Mr. Garcia then stated all affected Department Heads had also reviewed this
proposal.

Councilmember Moncada stated he still didn’t like the historical preservation issue, adding he understood it
was adopted as part of the code, but if the City is going to enforce this provision, it would make it very
expensive to own a building on 4th Street, if the owner was trying to update the building. Councilmember
Moncada then stated he felt the Council should do something about that. Councilmember Moncada then
stated on page 19, the proposal addresses exterior premises and vacant land, with the language being
carried over from the previous code sounding like the person who is responsible for the property is also
responsible for cleaning the streets and alleys in front of and behind their building. Mr. Garcia then stated
that is basically what it reads, adding we have a lot of solid waste dumping that is not being disposed of
properly, and we need to make sure the public right-of-way is being kept clear so first responders and
emergency responders that might have to use those alleyways or even streets can do so without having cars
or furniture or any type of outdoor storage in the way, adding the people responsible do have that
responsibility. Councilmember Moncada asked if that meant those people would be responsible for weeds
and debris with Mr. Garcia stating what it’s trying to be able to do is not have the responsible person dump
stuff in those areas. Councilmember Moncada stated he felt it was the City’s responsibility to cut those
weeds down, but he does understand that if the person responsible for the property were dumping trash or a
sofa in the alley, they should be responsible for it since first responders may need to utilize those rights-of-
way to respond to emergencies, adding he just wanted to make sure the City was not going to be citing
people for weeds in the alley. Mr. Garcia stated the only time that would come into play would be for a
low hanging tree limb coming into a public right-of-way, adding the City would request that it be taken
care of so the public right-of-way could remain free and unobstructed, adding the City does reserve the
right to be able to clear the right-of-way if it is blocked.

Mayor King then discussed the historical preservation issue stating his understanding is a lot of times, the
historic group deals with it directly and advises the owner what can and can’t be done, adding he has never
heard of any complaints over the issue. Mr. Garcia then stated there haven’t been any issues, but once
Chapter 7 is acted upon, he would like to look at other programs to bring up, such as an Adaptive Reuse
Program, adding the City may be able to offset some of the hard lines standards and trade them off for
some of the aesthetics issues, noting anything that is not life safety driven can be looked at and examined to
see if the City could accommodate the issue, such as parking. Mr. Garcia then stated the proposed chapter
doesn’t look at changing anything, but was solely brought forward from the current Zoning Regulations to
be in compliance with SB 1598. Mayor King then asked if the proposal would allow enforcement if
someone wasn’t complying with the regulations with Mr. Garcia stating this section is only to let the
applicant know what they are to be looking at, adding this is required to be in compliance with SB 1598.

Councilmember Brooks asked about who would be running the Planning & Zoning, GIS and Building
Safety with Mr. Garcia stating they are all currently being run by the Building Official, adding an
organizational chart has been provided to Council with the proposal. Mr. Garcia then stated the Building
Official, Zoning Administrator and Planning Director would be consolidated into the Director of
Development Services, which is currently the way the departments are operating and have been for quite
some time. Councilmember Brooks asked about Staff with Mr. Garcia stating Michelle Johnson is the
Planning Technician/GIS Manager, Tim Brandenburg is the Building Inspector and Sheila Perkins is the
Permit Specialist.

Councilmember Brooks then expressed his concern on City employees being able to enter any premises,
building or structure while working for good and probable cause. Mr. Garcia stated good and probable
cause is anything that is imminent danger either to the occupant or the public at large, so we can see if
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something could be done to remedy the life safety issue immediately. Councilmember Brooks felt there
should be a way to clarify that language so people wouldn’t worry about someone coming onto their
property without a complaint of a serious health or safety violation or justifiable cause. City Attorney Mike
Massee then addressed Council stating the phraseology “good and probable cause” is a pretty standard legal
concept, so if something were ever challenged in court, it would be something to say to the court, adding
the courts are accustomed to measuring something based on probable cause. Mr. Massee then stated this is
the same standard that a judge would probably be comfortable with, adding probable cause means
something more than no cause, but it also means something more than just suspicion, it means not proof of
a preponderance, but that we have some articulable basis that says we really need to go in to check out the
property for some health or safety reasons. Mr. Massee then stated it could be based on someone else’s
report, if we believe that person to be reliable, adding it could also be based on other information, but it is a
very fact-based type inquiry so we have to be able to say we went on the property for some real reason.
Mr. Garcia then stated if there were an extension cord visible from public way, or if we could smell smoke
or something that was life safety related, that is when the right to be able to enter the property to be able to
relieve the immediate life safety issue would come into play, adding the language would not be used just
for the purpose of entering someone’s property. Mr. Garcia then added that a standard violation process
would go through the process that is contained in the code. Councilmember Moncada asked if a complaint
could be a reason to enter onto someone’s property with Mr. Garcia stating if the complaint was something
that was an immediate life safety issue, such as burning wires, then we would need to get to that location
quickly, but in most cases, we are going to make ourselves known, which is the standard enforcement
practice. Councilmember Brooks stated the language was very generic and there could be a chance for
abuse of it by a future Director of Development Services, adding he felt there should be a way to identify
that life, safety or health hazards would be considered good and probable cause. Mayor King disagreed
stating today’s generation has grown accustomed to the language “good and probable cause” and know
what it means, adding if a future Director was abusing his powers, it would be the City Manager’s
responsibility to take care of the issue. Councilmember Brooks again expressed his concern about the
City’s limit and where the line would be drawn between life and health and safety issues and other issues
such as rotting wood on the outside of a house. Mr. Massee then stated there is a balance between the right
to privacy and exercising dominance and control of your own property vs. the legitimate interest of the
local government to make sure everything is safe and healthy, not just for the property owner, but for others
who might be entering the property, adding we may be also talking about rental properties. Mr. Massee
then stated you can look to the 4th amendment in the constitution that preserves the right to be reasonably
secure in your property in your possession, which also uses the language to be free from “unreasonable”
searches and seizures, adding the use of the word “unreasonable” says we’re going to depend on the facts,
for an inspector to come in and say we really need to look at something, we have to be able to articulate
something. Mr. Massee then stated the proposed chapter also says that we don’t enter into property without
a consent, and if we don’t get a consent, we can apply to court, the City magistrate, for a code search
warrant, adding there is a code enforcement search warrant process built in, so instead of arguing with the
property owner, Staff would put the facts down on paper, sign an affidavit, present it to a neutral magistrate
and if that neutral magistrate believes those facts that we can articulate in the affidavit, and arise to a
probable cause to justify an inspection type search, then the magistrate signs off and gives the City a
warrant, noting this is the same process any kind of search warrant requires. Councilmember Brooks then
stated he would still feel more comfortable if it was more specified what exactly probable cause is.
Councilmember Brooks then stated on page 11, Section 7-2-11, he would like to clarify Section C, that
addresses what must be done prior to a certificate of occupancy being issued, asking if the sidewalks
referenced were required for existing homes or new tract homes. Mr. Garcia then stated this would address
anything that would require additional on-site development, adding that is where a certificate of occupancy
is going to mandate that the on-site development be done as well. Mr. Garcia then stated the O’Rielly Auto
Parts store was an example, adding until they had their entire infrastructure in, including parking spots, the
certificate of occupancy was not issued. Councilmember Brooks asked if this would apply to residential
also with Mr. Garcia stating it would apply to all construction. Councilmember Brooks then asked if a
house was built in an existing neighborhood, would it require a sidewalk with Mr. Garcia stating if a
sidewalk is part of their development standard, it would be required. Mr. Garcia then stated the proposed
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chapter is not saying a sidewalk is required, but is saying if one is required, it must be in place prior to a
certificate of occupancy being issued.

Councilmember Brooks then expressed concern over the application of the proposal, stating almost all the
homes north of the tracks could be cited and asking if we were going to be looking at health and safety
issues or if we would be looking at cleaning up the town. Mr. Garcia stated he would like to clarify the
proposal was not targeted to north of the tracks but would be applicable citywide and was to be a provision
to offset blight. Mr. Garcia then stated no one would be cited for solely the cracking or peeling of paint,
but was using the peeling of paint to be able to show a blighted property, adding the proposal is trying to be
able to protect property values at that point. Mr. Garcia then stated this is something municipalities are
trying to enact to have people maintain their properties to not give the appearance of a rundown
neighborhood. Councilmember Brooks expressed his concern that a lot of homes would fall into that
category and asked if he should have to worry about rotting wood on his house or if Mr. Garcia was only
looking at properties that are really deteriorating badly and diminishing property values. Mr. Garcia stated
if the property isn’t appearing to be blighted property, it will not be called. Councilmember Brooks then
asked about window screens with Mr. Garcia stating they are a health issue, because the building code does
require minimum ventilation, so there are a percentage of the windows that have to be operable, adding if
there aren’t any screens, it creates a health issue since appropriate ventilation can’t be obtained without
exposing people to anything else. Mr. Garcia then stated screens alone would not be a sole reason to be
able to cite a property. Councilmember Moncada stated the Council was only discussing the proposal and
no action was being taken at this point. Mr. Garcia then stated he would like some direction on bringing
the proposal back to Council for action, adding he could address any further questions at a Council
meeting, if the Council so chose. Mr. Massee stated if the Council so desired, they could move to amend a
particular provision of the proposal and if that motion were to pass, the Council could then consider
approving the amended proposal. Mr. Massee then stated if the Council passed multiple amendments, Staff
would then want to bring the amended version back to Council for action. Councilmember Moncada then
stated the Council could still change it after they approved it, if Council wanted.

ADJOURNMENT:
Vice Mayor McGoffin moved to adjourn at 6:38 p.m. Seconded by Councilmember Moncada. Motion
passed 6-0.

CALL TO ORDER:

Mayor King called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance. Mayor King then
introduced Pastor Lupe Diaz of Grace Chapel who gave the invocation.

ROLL CALL:

Present were: Mayor Toney D. King, Sr., Vice Mayor Lori McGoffin, Councilmembers Ron Brooks,
David Lambert, Nick Maldonado, Chris Moncada and Al Sacco.

EMPLOYEE RECOGNITION:

Mayor King recognized Leon Vassar for 30 years of service with the City of Benson.

PROCLAMATION: None

PUBLIC HEARING: None

CALL TO THE PUBLIC:

Paul Lotsof addressed Council regarding the new State law requiring the municipal elections to be held in
the autumn of even numbered years. Mr. Lotsof stated there are two choices the Council has; one is to do
nothing, which would probably result with the City ending up in court or the other is to pass an ordinance
to change the dates of Benson’s elections. Mr. Lotsof then stated the Council would need to shorten the
terms of the Councilmembers who are elected next spring by approximately 6 months, and felt potential
candidates and the citizens of Benson have a right to know what the Council’s intentions are relative to
complying with the new law.

Mr. Nichols then
stated continuing efforts to improve the facilities at Lions Park will affect the softball field, adding in the
coming months the field will be graded and leveled, sprinklers will then be installed and the field will be
reseeded. Mr. Nichols then stated the work has already begun and will continue into the spring until the
new turf is re-established.

Councilmember Brooks moved to approve the Consent Agenda. Seconded by Vice Mayor McGoffin.
Motion passed 7-0.

Presentation on the Relay for Life event and request of continued support and sponsorship of the
event to include possible financial assistance

City Manager Glenn Nichols introduced Alan Birkemeier and Lorraine Green who addressed Council on
the Relay for Life program. Ms. Greene then presented the Council with a plaque the Benson Relay for
Life Committee was given by the American Cancer Society at the Great West Division Relay for Life
Summit in Phoenix. Ms. Greene stated the Relay for Life in Benson was presented the Hope in Numbers
Award (the plaque) for being a new relay with the highest income in Arizona, adding their goal was to raise
$27,000, but they surpassed that goal and raised more than $40,000. Ms. Greene then stated the plaque is
to thank the City Council for their support of the inaugural relay in April, 2012. Ms. Greene then stated last
year, the City generously donated funds for the committee to purchase purple silicon bracelets which they
have been distributing at events in Benson and neighboring communities, adding the City also provided
help to set up the relay site before the event. Ms. Greene then stated the 2013 Relay for Life will be held
April 20-21 and again they are asking the City to provide workers to prepare the site for the event, adding
the committee still has bracelets from last year, so they would like the City to cover the cost of the survivor
dinner, which is a celebration of all those attending who have won their battle with cancer, as well as the
cost for participant t-shirts. Ms. Greene then informed the Council that statistics indicate more than 500
people in Cochise County will be diagnosed with some form of cancer over the next 12 months with
approximately 25 of them being in Benson, adding these people will be our co-workers, our friends and our
family members, which makes the Relay for Life an important fund-raising opportunity for the citizens of
Benson. Ms. Greene stated the money raised goes not only to research but also to programs to help these
patients from the moment they are diagnosed and then she thanked the Council for the opportunity to
address them. Mayor King thanked the City employees and others who were involved with the first relay,
adding he hopes it is even bigger this year. Vice Mayor McGoffin stated when she brought up having a
cancer walk event, it was to honor her mother and the 10 year anniversary of her passing from cancer,
adding she was very happy with the turnout and the event. Vice Mayor McGoffin then stated she is happy
the event is continuing, although she won’t be able to be as involved in the event as she was last year. Vice
Mayor McGoffin then stated she knew of a young girl, only 28, married to a first year teacher, with 3 small
children, who had been diagnosed with cancer and asked the Relay for Life committee to have someone
contact her and let her know what resources were available to her, adding this is why the event takes place,
to not only raise money for cancer research and programs, but to raise awareness of the resources available
to cancer patients. Council then discussed the financial support the City gave for the first event and the
cost of the survivor dinner with Ms. Greene stating the survivor dinner costs approximately $800 and the
participant t-shirts costs approximately $1,000. Further discussion was had regarding the cost of City
employees preparing the site with Mr. Nichols stating the preparation was done during working hours. Mr.
Nichols then stated there is funding in the budget for this event. Councilmember Brooks then moved to
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support the Relay for Life event with $900.00 as monetary support and to have City employees set up the
site. Seconded by Vice Mayor McGoffin. Motion passed 7-0.

Solid Waste Collection Agreement between the City of Benson and Waste Connections of New
Mexico, Inc. dba Southwest Disposal for Solid Waste Collection in the City of Benson

Public Works Director Brad Hamilton stated in July the City released an RFP for solid waste collections,
adding this RFP was a lot more comprehensive than the last one, noting it included the cost for recycling
and green waste options we would have in the future. Mr. Hamilton then stated the City received 2
responses; Waste Management and Southwest Disposal, adding after reviewing both proposals, it was
Staff’s recommendation to approve the proposal submitted by Southwest Disposal. Councilmember
Brooks expressed his concerns regarding Southwest Disposal’s trucks leaking hydraulic fluid and the
damages it causes to the City streets which the City must then pay to repair. Councilmember Brooks stated
the proposed contract did require a $100 fee per incident, but felt the City should receive a reimbursement
from Southwest Disposal to repair any damage they cause to the streets.

City Attorney Mike Massee stated the purpose of the $100 fee for each incident is to allow the City to
police the issue before there is damage to the streets. Mr. Massee then added Southwest Disposal has
indicated they have upgraded their equipment with Mr. Hamilton stating since they upgraded their vehicles,
he hasn’t heard of any more problems. Vice Mayor McGoffin then moved to approve the solid waste
collection agreement between the City of Benson and Waste Connections of New Mexico, Inc. dba
Southwest Disposal for solid waste collection in the City of Benson. Seconded by Councilmember Sacco.
Motion passed 7-0.

Discussion _and possible action on the proposal to change the 4th of July Celebration from a
Fireworks Display to a Laser Light Show

City Manager Glenn Nichols stated this item was discussed at the previous Council meeting, but he had
some new information from Fireworks Productions of Arizona that they would no longer accept the City’s
3 or 4 day notice to cancel or postpone fireworks. Mr. Nichols stated nothing had been finalized but they
were looking at requiring a 30-day notice on a cancellation or postponement, with some sort of financial
penalty if the cancellation or postponement notice was shorter than 30 days. Vice Mayor McGoffin stated
when she was gathering signatures on her election petitions, she asked people if they would prefer the laser
show or the fireworks, adding she only found 1 person who didn’t care and the rest of the people she asked
thought the laser show was a great idea. Vice Mayor McGoffin stated many people were very frustrated
over the last few years in having no display at all and the laser show held more promise of not being
cancelled due to weather conditions. Vice Mayor McGoffin then stated she would like to have the laser
show and then have fireworks in October for Butterfield Stage Days if it was financially feasible.
Councilmember Moncada stated he had talked to a lot of people who like the idea of a laser show, but they
want fireworks on the 4th of July, adding they do understand having to cancel the fireworks because of dry
conditions. Councilmember Moncada then stated he felt if the fireworks were held with Butterfield Stage
Days, there would be less chance of needing to cancel them due to fire danger, adding he is in favor of
having a laser show with the 4th of July celebration and fireworks with Butterfield Stage Days. Mayor
King stated he concurred with Vice Mayor McGoffin and Councilmember Moncada, adding he also spoke
with a lot of people who felt the laser show would be better because of the disappointments in having to
cancel the fireworks show the last few years. Mayor King then stated this was also an opportunity to make
Butterfield Stage Days even bigger by having a fireworks display, adding with the surrounding Helldorado
Days and Rex Allen Days, it may even be able to draw those crowds to Benson. Councilmember Lambert
then stated he originally brought up the idea of having both a laser show and a fireworks display at the 4th
of July celebration, but he liked the idea of having the fireworks with Butterfield Stage Days better.
Councilmember Maldonado agreed. Councilmember Brooks then stated he talked to people and got a
different reaction, with most of the people he talked to feeling that fireworks were an American tradition
and wanted fireworks for the 4th of July, adding he would not be able to see a laser show from his home
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and would have to go to the park to see it. Councilmember Brooks then stated he felt the City may have
been a little premature in cancelling some of these things and we may need to be a little more careful on
how soon we make a decision like that, adding even if there were a problem, it would probably be in the
ravine like it happened before and the fire department had no problem handling it, since they are there for
the fireworks display. Councilmember Moncada agreed he would miss the fireworks, but if the City had to
decide about cancelling the display 30 days before the event, he felt it might have to be cancelled to be
safe. Councilmember Brooks stated he was curious about the amount of the penalty because if the penalty
were minimal, it may be acceptable, adding he would like to have that information before making a
decision. Councilmember Maldonado asked about the timeframe for booking a laser show with Recreation
Coordinator Laura Parkin stating most communities start booking in January for the 4th of July. Mayor
King stated he also likes the traditional fireworks, but felt we should go ahead with the laser show this year
and then go back to fireworks next year if people wanted to. Councilmember Brooks stated he felt the City
couldn’t afford to have both a laser show in July and a fireworks display in October. Councilmember
Maldonado stated the fireworks have had to be cancelled 2 years in a row and people were very
disappointed and we were in danger of vendors not participating in the event. Mayor King then moved to
have a laser show for the 4th of July celebration and to have a fireworks display during Butterfield Stage
Days. Seconded by Vice Mayor McGoffin. Motion passed 6-1 with Councilmember Brooks voting nay.

HELD DECEMBER 17, 2012, AT 7:00 P.M.
AT CITY HALL, 120 W. 6TH STREET, BENSON, ARIZONA

CALL TO ORDER:

Mayor King called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.

ROLL CALL:

Present were: Mayor Toney D. King, Sr., Vice Mayor Lori McGoffin, Councilmembers Ron Brooks,
David Lambert (arriving at 7:01 p.m.), Nick Maldonado, Chris Moncada and Al Sacco.

Mayor King then called for a moment of silence for the families of the victims in the recent shooting in
Connecticut and also for the Weeks family and the local boys who were in a car accident over the weekend,
stating it has been a very tragic weekend.

PUBLIC HEARING:

City Clerk Vicki Vivian stated the public hearing was being held for the purpose of considering the
continuation of the City transit system project for which financial assistance is being sought from U.S.
Department of Transportation and grant funds would be used to provide general public transit to the
residents and visitors of the City and surrounding communities. Ms. Vivian then stated the public hearing
affords the opportunity for interested persons to be heard with respect to the social, economic and
environmental aspect of the project. The information including grant applications was available for
inspection on the table at the back of the room. Ms. Vivian then stated Mr. Brad Hamilton, Public Works
Director and Cheri Shull, Engineering Aide are also available at City Hall for questions. Mayor King then
opened the public hearing at 7:02 p.m. Mayor King stated there was no one signed up to speak during the
public hearing and then asked if there was anyone present who wished to speak.

Mr. Steven Insalaco then addressed the Council stating he was very happy to see the transit (BAT) system
in the City, adding he has numerous friends in town who would like to take greater advantage of the transit
system, but they are in the more outlying areas of J6 Ranch, St. David and Pomerene, adding if the system
could be expanded in any capacity to reach those more rural areas, he thinks the transit system would have
a larger audience. Mr. Insalaco then stated he thinks the transit system is great and he hopes it stays.

Councilmember Brooks stated he had comments on the transit system, but he would discuss them when the
New Business item opened.

Mayor King thanked Mr. Insalaco for speaking and then closed the public hearing at 7:04 p.m.

NEW BUSINESS:

1.

Resolution 61-2012 of the Mayor and Council of the City of Benson, Arizona, authorizing the
submission of an application for Arizona Department of Transportation Section 5311 Funds to
operate a Rural Public Transit System

Councilmember Brooks had several questions on the grant application beginning with page 11, noting if the
revenue miles increased, the question regarding the increase should be answered yes instead of no. Public
Works Director Brad Hamilton stated the application was using information from the original study
completed by consultants for the transit system. Councilmember Brooks then continued to page 12,
confirming with Mr. Hamilton that the City would be meeting with the Department of Economic Security
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(DES). Councilmember Brooks then stated on page 13, it discusses using the Caselle software system for
accounting and verified this was done in the Finance Department and not in the Public Works Department.
Councilmember Brooks then asked about dispatching and the use of radios with Mr. Hamilton stating the
drivers have cell phones and they work very well, adding radios wouldn’t be considered unless we had
more buses. Councilmember Brooks then stated there was a typo on page 16 that should be corrected
before sending the application to ADOT. Councilmember Brooks then stated Councilmember Sacco had
an issue he will address, adding he was concerned about the same issue. Councilmember Sacco then stated
the application names Cheri Shull, Engineering Aide as the primary point of contact for the transit division
since the transit system was recently taken over by the Public Works Department. Councilmember Sacco
then asked how intimately Ms. Shull is going to be involved in the transit system with Mr. Hamilton stating
she is the primary contact and the duties take approximately 50% of her time. Councilmember Sacco then
asked about Ms. Shull’s experience with Mr. Hamilton stating she has been handling the transit system for
the last 6 months. Councilmember Sacco then asked about the Technical Advisory Committee (TAC)
consisting of the Council with Mr. Hamilton stating in the past the City Council could be the TAC
committee, but now ADOT is requiring a separate TAC with certain requirements. Mr. Hamilton then
stated they are still working on the TAC, but they will finalize the suggested committee at the beginning of
the new year. Councilmember Sacco then confirmed Mr. Hamilton is the Director of the transit system and
those items such as setting fares and changing routes will be brought to Council for action.

Councilmember Sacco then again questioned the experience and knowledge of Ms. Shull with Mr.
Hamilton stating Ms. Shull has been handling the transit system for the past 6 months. Mayor King then
stated these are questions Councilmembers could have asked of Staff before coming to the meeting.
Councilmember Sacco then asked if the Finance Director Jim Cox would be leaving this position
immediately or would stay in it for a month of so, because Councilmember Sacco would like to see a
smooth transition. City Manager Glenn Nichols stated the transit system is under him with Mr. Hamilton
being the responsible Department Head, adding that change in the transit system occurred prior to the
current fiscal year and Mr. Cox is the person who asked to move the transit system.

Councilmember Lambert then moved to approve Resolution 61-2012. Councilmember Maldonado then
stated the figures Councilmember Brooks was questioning on page 11 were year-to-date figures, adding
there isn’t any increase in the projection. The motion on the floor was then seconded by Councilmember
Moncada. Councilmember Brooks then stated he also had concerns about the Engineering Aide being the
transit manager and asked if she were going to be paid for the position. Mayor King stated these concerns
and questions should have been asked of Staff before the Council meeting, adding Councilmembers can
talk to Staff at any time and ask these questions. Mayor King then stated the Council shouldn’t be
guestioning Ms. Shull’s qualifications until they speak to Staff. Councilmember Brooks then expressed
concern over something happening and the City ending up in a lawsuit and needing to defend that the
transit manager who handles the day-to-day operations didn’t have any experience. Mayor King stated the
City Manager and the Public Works Director must have had the confidence in Ms. Shull’s ability or they
wouldn’t have assigned the duties to her, adding he feels proceeding with this line of questioning is now
guestioning the judgment of the City Manager and the Department Head in making that decision. Mayor
King then asked both Mr. Nichols and Mr. Hamilton if they felt Ms. Shull was qualified for the duties as
transit manager with both Mr. Nichols and Mr. Hamilton stating they felt she was. Councilmember Brooks
then stated there was a very short timeframe to come up with people for this in order to fulfill the grant
since we didn’t know ADOT changed the requirements until December. Mr. Hamilton then stated we have
been dealing with changes from ADOT since Public Works took over the transit system before the
beginning of the current fiscal year. Councilmember Brooks then asked when it became known that the
Council could no longer be the TAC with Mr. Hamilton stating it had been in the last month or so.
Councilmember Brooks then stated he understood the importance of getting the grant through so the City
didn’t lose the transit system, but he was concerned about the TAC, adding he didn’t even know who Joyce
Scott is and questioned Councilmember Moncada being a transit manager on the proposed TAC and their
ability to make decisions. City Clerk Vicki Vivian stated the TAC will act as an advisory board before
Council, but the Council would still be making any decisions regarding the transit system, including
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changing fares or routes or anything of that nature. Councilmember Brooks then stated he would prefer to
have Mr. Hamilton as the transit manager because he is a manager level person and if something happened,
the Council would be looking to the transit manager. Mayor King then stated Mr. Hamilton is responsible
for everything in his department. Councilmember Brooks then stated the Council could possibly look at
this in the future on the next application. Councilmember Lambert then stated ultimately the only person to
work for the Council is the City Manager, adding if something goes wrong, the City Manager is ultimately
responsible, again adding, the City Manager works directly for the Council. Mayor King then called for a
vote. Motion passed 7-0.

Resolution 62-2012 of the Mayor and Council of the City of Benson, Arizona, adopting a Paratransit
Plan making known its commitment to the principle to provide Paratransit services to Individuals
with disabilities that is comparable to the level of service provided to those who use the Fixed Route
Service

Public Works Director Brad Hamilton stated this resolution addresses both transit systems and is required
to be put in place. Vice Mayor McGoffin moved to approve Resolution 62-2012. Seconded by
Councilmember Lambert. Councilmember Brooks stated the transit system can make interconnections with
other cities at some point, adding he would eventually like to see it get to that point. Mr. Hamilton then
stated all the transit systems are currently meeting with SEAGO and are trying to coordinate something in
the future. Motion then passed 7-0.

Discussion and possible action regarding the development cost of $525.00 for the billboard designs
prepared by Larry Scott of Kestral Graphic Designs and proposed by Jim Gray

Councilmember Brooks stated he would like to invite Mr. Gray up to address the Council. Mr. Gray then
stated he had passed out letters from Mr. Scott on the cost of the designs, adding there has been no cost up
to now. Mr. Gray then stated Mr. Scott has all the software needed to make the designs available for the
signs and he would develop them and work with the sign company to have them ready. Mr. Gray then
stated the business community likes the signs and he hopes Council approves the cost so they will be ready
to go when the City acquires the billboards. Mayor King asked City Manager Glenn Nichols if he had
talked to the billboard company with Mr. Nichols stating he had been in contact with Bowlins and had two
billboards they think might work, adding he asked a representative to come to the next Council meeting and
speak at the Call to the Public on what is available and what the exact costs would be. Mr. Nichols then
stated the cost of the vinyl is $2.00 per sqg. ft. Councilmember Lambert stated he would like to direct Staff
to put the billboards on the agenda as an item instead of the Call to the Public so the Council could ask
guestions and discuss the item. Councilmember Lambert then stated he would like to commend Mr. Gray
for all the work he’s done, adding the designs came out great and he thinks the price is fair.
Councilmember Lambert then moved to approve the expense of $525.00 for the signs. Seconded by
Councilmember Maldonado. Councilmember Brooks then stated he had spoken to Diane Bingham, the
Manager at Wal-mart regarding a possible donation toward the signs and she said she could come up with
some money toward the signs as a contribution, but asked if we could add “24/7” next to Wal-mart since
many Wal-mart’s aren’t open all the time and it might pull more nighttime traffic off the freeway.
Councilmember Brooks then stated he would like to accommodate her request and added he felt the signs
were great and would like to see them up right away. Councilmember Brooks then stated he has full
confidence in the City Manager to make the decision on the placement of the signs, adding he would like to
see them up as soon as possible and would rather not wait for another Council meeting. Council concurred
they had already directed the City Manager to proceed with the signs placement as soon as they were
available. Mr. Nichols then stated the proposed billboards wouldn’t be available for 3 weeks, so we would
have time to work on getting the designs ready. Mr. Nichols then stated Mr. Scott’s letter read that Mr.
Scott would do the scalable art work for the billboard companies and the designs would remain Mr. Scott’s
property. Motion then passed 7-0.

WHEREAS, the County has drafted an Intergovernmental Agreement, attached hereto as
Exhibit “A” and incorporated herein by this reference, pursuant to which the County would
provide the City with the County’s elections personnel, supplies and equipment, and the City
would pay the County’s fees for same; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the City of Benson have determined that approval
of the Intergovernmental Agreement is in the best interests of the City and its residents.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the City of
Benson, Arizona, that the City hereby approves the Intergovernmental Agreement between
Cochise County and the City of Benson, and the Mayor is hereby directed to execute said
Agreement on behalf of the City of Benson.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the staff of the City is hereby directed to take all
actions necessary and proper to implement the Intergovernmental Agreement and further its
purposes.

Intergovernmental Agreement between
Cochise County and the City of Benson
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INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT
FOR ELECTION SUPPLIES AND SERVICES

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into this day of , 2013, by and between
COCHISE COUNTY (COUNTY), a political subdivision of the State of Arizona, and the CITY OF BENSON
(CITY), located at 120 W. 6th Street, P.O. Box 2223, Benson, Arizona 85602, for certain election supplies and
services;

WHEREAS, it is the mutual desire of the parties to provide citizens in the region with all necessary
means and opportunity to participate in elections;

WHEREAS, the COUNTY seeks to assist in the elections process by providing election supplies and
services to cities, districts, or other governing bodies within the region;

WHEREAS, the parties have authority to enter into an intergovernmental agreement to provide for
election supplies and services pursuant to A.R.S. § 11-952 (Intergovernmental Agreements), A.R.S. § 11-
251(41) (County Lease of Personal Property), A.R.S. § 41-2632 (Cooperative Purchasing) and A.R.S. Title 16
(Elections and Electors), the parties agree as follows:

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants, conditions, and obligations herein set
forth, the parties agree:

1. COUNTY DUTIES. The COUNTY agrees contingent upon receipt of a timely, specific request
as provided in Paragraph 2(C), to provide the following election services:

A. Provide ballots, including when appropriate, addition of candidate names.

B. Administrative services to include the following:
1.  Conduct logic and accuracy tests of programs and equipment
2. Provide abstract of results of tabulation to include total ballots cast within the
jurisdiction; total votes for each candidate, question or proposition.
3. Provide election equipment and supplies

C. Arrange for consulting services to include the following:
1.  Programming for operation of tabulating equipment
2. Printing of ballots
3. Printing precinct register

D. Arrange for election board workers:
1. Hire qualified election board workers to include precinct and early boards.
2. Train and supervise election board workers
3. Pay election board workers.

E. Prior to or within ten (10) working days after the Cochise County Elections Officer
receives notice, pursuant to Paragraph 2(C), that the CITY desires services, provide an
estimate of the aggregate cost of the services and supplies.





2. CITY DUTIES. The CITY understands and agrees that:

A. The CITY retains the primary responsibility for insuring that its election is noticed, held
and conducted in the manner required by applicable local, state and federal laws and that
the COUNTY does not assume responsibility under this agreement for any aspects of this
election other than those that are expressly stated in Paragraph 1.

B. For any specific election for which the CITY desires services and supplies pursuant to this
Agreement, the CITY shall pay to the County the amounts at the rates set forth on Exhibit
A hereto.

C. With respect to any specific election for which the CITY desires services and supplies

pursuant to this Agreement, the CITY shall provide written notice to the Cochise County
Elections Officer of the need for services or supplies, listing specific services and supplies
desired, at least one hundred and twenty (120) days prior to such election. This notice shall
be in the form provided in Exhibit B hereto.

D. The CITY shall inform the Cochise County Elections Officer in writing within ten (10)
workings days after receiving the COUNTY estimate of the aggregate cost of elections
services and supplies of the CITY’s acceptance or rejection of the COUNTY’S services
and supplies. Acceptance by the CITY shall constitute agreement by the CITY to pay
actual costs up to ten percent (10%) over the estimate for the supplies and services
provided.

E. If a recount/hand count is necessary, the CITY shall reimburse the COUNTY for
administrative costs of conducting a recount at the rate of $500 per
contest/questions/proposition.

F. The CITY shall pay the COUNTY in a timely manner or in any event within ninety (90)
days of receipt of invoice.

3. TERM. The term of this Agreement shall begin on February 1, 2013 and continue until December
31, 2014 provided that the Agreement shall be effective only when it is executed by all parties.

4. INDEMNIFICATION. To the extent permitted by law, each party to this agreement shall
indemnify, defend and hold harmless the other party, its officers, departments, employees and agents from and
against any and all suits, actions, legal or administrative proceedings, claims, demands or damages of any kind
or nature which results from the act or omission of the indemnifying party, its agents, officers, employees or
anyone acting under its direction, control or on its behalf, whether intentional or negligent.

5. CANCELLATION DUE TO CONFLICT OF INTEREST. Pursuant to A.R.S. § 38-511, the
provisions of which are incorporated herein by reference, all parties are hereby put on notice that this
Agreement is subject to cancellation by the a political subdivision or its departments or agencies if any person
significantly involved in initiating, negotiating, securing, drafting or creating the contract on behalf of such
political subdivision is, at any time while the contract is or any extension of the contract is in effect, an





employee or agent of any other party to the contract in any capacity or a consultant to any other party of the
contract with respect to the subject matter of the contract.

6. NON-DISCRIMINATION. To the extent required by law, each party to this agreement shall
comply with all state and federal equal opportunity and non-discrimination requirements and conditions of
employment, including the American with Disabilities Act, in accordance with A.R.S. Title 41, Chapter 9,
Article 4, and Executive Order 99-4, which mandates that all persons, regardless of race, color, religion, sex,
age, national origin, or political affiliation, shall have equal access to employment opportunities.

7. WORKER’S COMPENSATION. An employee of either party shall be deemed to be an
“employee” of both public agencies while performing pursuant to this Agreement, for purposes of A.R.S. § 23-
1022 and the Arizona Workers’ Compensation laws. The primary employer shall be solely liable for any
worker’s compensation benefits which may accrue. Each party shall post a notice pursuant to the provisions of
A.R.S. § 23-906 in substantially the following form:

All employees are hereby notified that they may be required to work under the
jurisdiction or control or within the jurisdictional boundaries of another public
agency pursuant to an intergovernmental agreement or contract, and under such
circumstances they are deemed by the laws of Arizona to be employees of both
public agencies for the purposes of workers’ compensation.

8. NOTICE. All written communications shall be addressed and mailed or personally served upon
the parties, as follows:

9. GOVERNING LAW. This Agreement shall be governed and interpreted by the laws of the State
of Arizona.

10. SAVINGS CLAUSE. Should any part of this Agreement be held to be invalid or void, the
remainder of the Agreement shall remain in full force and effect with those offending portions omitted.

11. AGREEMENT MODIFICATION. This Agreement may only be modified in writing and must
be signed by both parties and their duly authorized agents.





12. BREACH. Failure by the COUNTY and/or CITY to provide the services/ material or to provide
the documentation at the time and in the manner described in this Agreement shall constitute a breach of this
Agreement.

13. WAIVER OF CONFLICT. The parties to this Agreement are aware that the County Attorney’s
Offices represents the Cochise County Elections Department, and may or may not also represent other party (for
example, Special Districts, including but not limited to Flood, Fire or School Districts) to this agreement in this
and other matters. By signing this Agreement each party specifically acknowledges that it is aware of a
potential conflict of interest and specifically waives any such claim based upon legal counsels’ representation of
other parties to this Agreement.

14. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement contains the entire understanding of the parties
hereto. There are no representations or other provisions other than those contained herein, and any amendment
or modification of this Agreement shall be made in writing and signed by the parties to this Agreement.
