OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF BENSON, ARIZONA
HELD SEPTEMBER 9, 2013, AT 6:00 P.M.
AT CITY HALL, 120 W. 6TH STREET, BENSON, ARIZONA

CALL TO ORDER:

Mayor King called the meeting to order at 6:04 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance. Mayor King then
announced that Councilmember Brian Crafts had resigned from City Council and asked City Clerk Vicki
Vivian to read Mr. Crafts’ letter of resignation. The letter read:

“Honorable Mayor and Council,

It is with much soul-searching and contemplation that | have reached the decision to resign my seat on the
Benson City Council. | had thought that | could make a difference in the future of Benson, promoting new
business development and a positive direction for the people who elected me. However, the events of the past
few weeks have proven to me that this is going to be a futile effort. It is very apparent to me now that it will
be “business as usual” where the council is concerned....squabbling and in-fighting, instead of trying to reach
agreements and work out our differences. Until the council can behave as mature responsible adults, this will
never happen. The City Manager selection process has been a disaster, taking far too long, causing
divisiveness on the council, and in the city itself, with no end result. We still do not have a City Manager, and
it looks like we/you may need to start the process all over, due to the interference of outside influences. This
is not the only incident, but one of many. Also, the continual harassment at Call to Public is inexcusable. It is
disruptive and counter-productive to accomplishing city business.

I wish only the best for the citizens of Benson, and | am still very hopeful for the future growth and prosperity
of the city. You, the Mayor and Council, have a decision to make. Do you ‘stay the course’ and accomplish
nothing, or start to get over your differences and work together? The choice is yours, it’s up to you.

I regret that | have to take this step, but at this time, | see no other alternative but to step down.

ROLL CALL:

Present were: Mayor Toney D. King, Sr., Vice Mayor Al Sacco, Councilmembers Ron Brooks, Jeff Cook,
Chris Moncada and Peter Wangsness. Absent was Councilmember Brian Crafts.

PUBLIC HEARING: Mayor King opened the public hearing to receive comments and questions from the public
regarding the current Mayor and three (3) Councilmembers’ terms, which expire in June 2015 and three (3)
Councilmembers’ terms, which expire in June, 2017. Recently passed State law requires cities and towns to comply
with consolidated election dates in the fall of even-numbered years beginning 2014.

City Clerk Vicki Vivian addressed Council stating the dates in the second paragraph of the public notice were
incorrect; however, the balance of the notice explaining in detail the proposed changes was correct. Ms.
Vivian then stated since this hearing was optional and not a legally required public hearing, the incorrect dates
had no effect on the hearing. Ms. Vivian then read the public hearing notice, stating the purpose of the public
hearing is to receive comments from the public regarding the current Mayor and three (3) Councilmembers’
terms, which expire in June 2015 and three (3) Councilmembers’ terms, which expire in June, 2017. Recently
passed State law requires cities and towns to comply with consolidated election dates in the fall of even-
numbered years beginning 2014. In order to comply with this new law, the City Councilmembers’ terms must
be adjusted to allow for the election of Councilmember in the fall of even-numbered years. The City Council
is currently considering the possibility of shortening the Mayor and Councilmembers’ terms by approximately
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6 months or the possibility of lengthening the Mayor and Councilmembers’ terms by approximately 18
months. Shortening the terms would result in the Mayor and three (3) Councilmembers’ terms expiring in
December, 2014 (instead of June, 2015) and three (3) Councilmembers’ terms expiring in December, 2016
(instead of June, 2017). Lengthening the terms would result in the Mayor and three (3) Councilmembers’
terms expiring in December, 2016 (instead of June, 2015) and three (3) Councilmembers’ terms expiring in
December, 2018 (instead of June, 2017). The purpose of the public hearing is to receive comments from the
public regarding the terms of the Mayor and Councilmembers.

Mayor King opened the public hearing at 6:09 p.m.

Kathy Suagee read a statement advocating the shortening of the Councilmembers’ terms. Ms. Suagee first
stated some people who address Council are not citizens of Benson and their opinions are not the voices of
Benson. Ms. Suagee then talked briefly about recall elections, adding if the Council shortened their terms, it
may discourage recall elections since people could put a hold on their feelings and think about what is best for
the community. Ms. Suagee then noted if Council extended their terms, she guaranteed that elements in the
City will push for recalls for every Councilmember, which would prolong dissension and malice. Ms. Suagee
then stated Mayor King and Vice Mayor Sacco are consulting with a non-resident and getting his direction on
how to vote on City business, adding that person also has in his possession confidential documents pertaining
to the recent City Manager search, asking how he came to possess those documents. Ms. Suagee then stated
this isn’t a very good picture of our community to present to our City Manager prospects or possible investors
in Benson and asked the Council, for the sake of our community, to voluntarily reduce their terms by 6
months, adding if they do and she can see on the horizon a vote by the people within the next year, she will do
her part to limit her criticism of Council actions.

Mayor King stated he had never given out documents, but people could request them from the City. Ms.
Suagee then countered that Mayor King needed to instruct Staff not to produce those documents and that
confidential resumes should not be given out. City Clerk Vicki Vivian addressed Council stating the resumes
are in the City administration office and had been emailed to all Councilmembers and other members of the
City Manager Recommendation Committee and while some personal information is redacted, the records are
not confidential records, adding they are public records. Ms. Suagee stated she appreciated the correction.

Mayor King then asked if there was anyone else present who wished to speak.

Councilmember Moncada stated he had spoken to a lot of people and they told him they felt the terms should
be shortened and that lengthening terms would probably lead to recalls. Mayor King stated a lot of people told
him the same thing. Councilmember Brooks stated if Councilmembers were doing a good job, they shouldn’t
have to worry about being reelected.

Councilmember Wangsness stated he didn’t care either way, however at the League’s meeting he recently
attended, it was mentioned that most Councils were opting to lengthen their terms because the legislature’s
clarification was ambiguous and the language was not clear as to whether the terms could be shortened or
lengthened. Mayor King commented that it was also mentioned at that meeting that regardless of how the
Council decides to act, there may be lawsuits since the language was unclear. Councilmember Wangsness
then stated he felt the Council needed to wait before taking action until the legislature met again, with
Councilmember Moncada stating it was his understanding that the legislature was not going to address this
issue again.

City Attorney Mike Massee then addressed Council stating the legislature may have special sessions, but in
discussing this issue with other City Attorneys, the consensus was that they were not expecting nor desiring
the legislature to take another look at it. Mr. Massee then handed out material on Senate Bill 1454, stating
Section 22 addressed the implementation of consolidated elections. Mr. Massee stated these changes are only
in session law and would not be integrated into the Arizona Revised Statutes, adding the bill didn’t help a lot,
but the implication to some extent is that lengthening terms is the preferred route; however, he didn’t feel that
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the law excludes shortening term lengths. Councilmember Moncada then stated he felt if the Council
shortened the lengths of terms and the legislature didn’t approve of it, they would notify the Council.

Council discussion then focused on when the Council should take action and when the next election would be
held with City Attorney Mike Massee stating if the Council shortened their terms, the next election would be
held in the fall of 2014 with the Council needing to call the election no later than April, 2014.

Vice Mayor Sacco stated he had talked to a couple of attorneys and they informed him that the law only says
Council can extend terms and there is no mention of shortening them by 6 months, adding this really should be
a vote by the people, not the Council. Mr. Massee stated his initial thought was to put it to the voters on a
ballot, but it would have had to be done in the 2013 election cycle, adding cities and towns were advised by
the League to not address the issue, since they felt the legislature would address these questions and provide
answers.

Vice Mayor Sacco stated the Council should let the legislature resolve how to adjust Councilmembers’ terms
with Mr. Massee stating Senate Bill 1454 was the legislature’s effort to address it.

Councilmember Cook stated he had gotten a couple opinions on our City codes and what stood out was that
when there was the absence of wording that permits a particular action, then the authority to do that action has
not been granted by code or state law. Councilmember Cook then stated whether the Council chooses one way
or the other, or puts it to the people one way or the other, the authority to shorten terms doesn’t appear to be in
the statutes.

City Attorney Mike Massee stated one statute that allows creating staggered terms, addresses shortening or
lengthening the terms to do so, adding it is somewhat ok to say there’s some authority in that statute to adjust
the length of terms, but added it is a bit of a stretch. Mr. Massee then stated City attorneys met last summer
and discussed the legislature addressing this issue, but some City attorneys worked on their own to get their
cities or towns on the required election cycle. Mr. Massee then stated Gilbert had looked at the issue for
several years, adding their analysis perceived risks both ways, but their thought overall for governance
purposes, was that shortening the terms was a little less risky, adding the choice really does need Council’s
buy-in to do so.

Mayor King stated he believed the Council should shorten the terms, but if the issue needed to go to the voters,
then he was willing to do that, with Councilmember Moncada stating there was no time to put the issue to the
voters since the next election cycle would be in the fall of 2014. Councilmember Brooks stated he felt
shortening the Council terms would give a benefit to the voters with Council concurring.

Councilmember Cook stated if the Council took a tentative action to shorten terms and if enough cities and
towns did the same thing, the legislature may act to be explicit to provide that authority, adding he was fine
with shortening terms. Councilmember Brooks stated the Council could wait to address it until the second
meeting in January with Councilmember Wangsness adding the Council could always make the action subject
to legislative changes.

Interim City Manager Jim Cox stated the issue could be scheduled for a future meeting and if Council chose to
shorten the terms, they could certainly come back and change it if the legislature would say it could not be
done. Vice Mayor Sacco then stated he had talked to someone in the legislature a few days ago and it doesn’t
look like the legislature is going to address the issue. Vice Mayor Sacco then stated again, he doesn’t think
this is a Council decision, but should be put to the voters. Councilmember Moncada agreed, but stated again,
there isn’t time to put the issue to the voters with Vice Mayor Sacco asking why the Council is in such a hurry
to address the issue. Councilmember Moncada stated the issue is State-mandated and must be addressed
before the 2014 election.

Ms. Suagee asked Mayor King if she could address Council and after being given permission, stated as an
English teacher, she thinks if the legislature came back and said, ‘to clarify things, you may extend the terms,’
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that it makes sense that what they were thinking before that, was the terms would be shortened. Ms. Suagee
then stated she didn’t think there would be any disagreement in the legislature that the original intent was for
cities find a way to come into the legislature’s election schedule and the thought was shortening terms was the
practical way to do it; however, people then began questioning if the terms could be extended and the
legislature addressed the issue by adding cities and towns may extend terms. Ms. Suagee then stated since the
language doesn’t say cities and towns must extend terms, she would interpret the language as giving
permission to either shorten or lengthen the terms.

City Clerk Vicki Vivian then addressed Council stating at the last meeting, Council decided to hold the public
hearing and to schedule action addressing the issue at the September 23 Council meeting. Ms. Vivian then
stated Council was welcome to delay action to either the end of the year, or the second meeting in January,
adding the only effect is giving members of the public less time to consider running for Council.
Councilmember Moncada stated he would prefer to address the issue sooner rather than later, adding there
isn’t a reason to wait with Councilmember Brooks agreeing, adding if the Council were to get new information
from the legislature, the Council could always revisit the issue at a later meeting. Mayor King also agreed,
saying the Council should move forward now to shorten terms. Council then directed Staff to prepare the
necessary documentation for Council to take action at the September 23, 2013 Council meeting, with Ms.
Vivian stating she would do so and would also watch for legislative action regarding consolidates elections,
adding if anything should change, she would bring it to Council’s attention. Councilmember Wangsness asked
if Council would have a copy written up for the Council to review it, with Ms. Vivian stating the ordinance
would be prepared and have a legal review completed and would then be placed in the Council packet for
Council to review.

A member of the public asked how Councilmember Crafts’ vacancy would be filled with City Attorney Mike
Massee stating the Mayor should conclude the public hearing before discussing the Council vacancy. Mayor
King then asked if anyone present would like to make any other comments. After receiving no further
requests to speak, Mayor King closed the public hearing at 6:36 p.m.

Mayor King then stated Council would appoint someone to fill the vacancy created by Councilmember Crafts’
resignation. City Clerk Vicki Vivian then addressed the Council stating the last resignation on Council was in
2010 when Mayor King had to resign in order to run for Mayor. Ms. Vivian then stated at that time, the
Council directed Ms. Vivian to prepare an audio advertisement placed on the local radio station and an
advertisement to be placed in the local newspaper, as well as posting an advertisement in the City’s posting
locations and at City Hall. Ms. Vivian then stated Staff collected applications, consisting of an application and
an affidavit of qualification, which were then presented to Council for their consideration and appointment to
the vacant position.

A member of the public asked what would happen if the ordinance addressing Council terms was a 3-3 vote
with Councilmember Moncada stating it was another good reason to address the issue as soon as possible,
giving Council more time to address it, if needed.

Councilmember Moncada moved to adjourn at 6:38. Seconded by Vice Mayor Sacco. Motion passed 6-0.

CALL TO THE PUBLIC:

Aaron Kramm stated he has been trying to get the Council to give the younger people some attention and he
doesn’t know if any of them have given it any thought, but he had an idea, adding the Council could utilize

young people to do a project similar to the murals being painted at the Visitor Center. Mr. Kramm then stated
the City could announce that they are looking for kids that can draw and paint or even kids that just want to
help in some way and have them paint something somewhere. Mr. Kramm then stated if the City stayed with
the railroad theme, these youngsters would also learn about their town as well. Mr. Kramm then stated the
Clean and Beautiful Committee has a vision to see more historic expressions displayed on walls and
businesses throughout Benson and it would be a perfect opportunity to get something like this started, adding it
would be something positive and could save the City money, adding it would be a win-win solution. Mr.
Kramm then spoke about the after-school program, called PAWS, stating it is great but is only for kids in
kindergarten through 4th grade and is only for a couple of hours after school, adding his concerns are after that
time and on the weekends, especially for kids ages 13-17. Mr. Kramm then stated back in the day Benson had
a movie theatre, a drive-in theatre and a roller rink and asked how did the City go from having all of that to
what there is now, adding Willcox is about the same size as Benson and they have a movie theatre. Mr.
Kramm then stated as far as economic development is concerned, the people of Benson do not want big
businesses; they want real economic development. Mr. Kramm then stated he thinks the young people should
be given the opportunity to share their ideas for Benson adding maybe the City could make up a form asking
for age, gender and ideas for Benson and advertise it in the newspaper, as well as having it available at City
Hall and any businesses that would like to participate, adding he knows it might now work, but our future is
worth a try.

Councilmember Wangsness stated there are a couple of ideas being looked at that involve murals and include
students.

Elizabeth Holly passed out rubberbands to each Councilmember. Ms. Holly stated she has been coming to
Council meetings for a long time and they are very disappointing; asking the Council if they don’t see the
reactions of the people who come and watch the meetings. Ms. Holly then stated it is not necessary for the
Council to respond to anyone who speaks at the Call to the Public, adding this is the first Council that seems to
feel the need to defend themselves when their vote speaks for itself. Ms. Holly then stated the public is not as
stupid as Council must think and the people can make up their own minds about things that are brought up in
the Call to the Public. Ms. Holly then stated to help the Council, she provided each Councilmember with a
rubberband and asked them to put it on their wrist, adding when Councilmembers want to open their mouths
before their minds think, they should snap the rubberband on their wrist. Ms. Holly then stated
Councilmembers should not comment to fellow Councilmembers on things that don’t have anything to do with
the agenda, adding if they are picking on each other, their minds are not open, adding Council should think of
their minds as a parachute and they only work when they are open. Ms. Holly then stated an open mind is
essential to a Councilmember’s life, their job and to Benson. Ms. Holly then stated no matter how many times
the Mayor has asked Council to get along, they continue to interrupt and interject the Mayor’s authority,
adding many people have stood at the Call to the Public and requested Council to stop bickering, so Council
should use the rubberbands and get to work. Ms. Holly then stated the Council needs to celebrate their
differences and join them to get a full perspective of all the walks of life that fill the City. Ms. Holly then
stated she felt the Council should also be on time for meetings, which means being 10-15 minutes early to
prepare for their jobs, adding Council meetings are their job and Councilmembers should show a little respect
for their position and shouldn’t make the public wonder if Councilmembers care about being the voice of the
people in Benson. Ms. Holly then stated the Councilmembers need to turn the other cheek, snap their
rubberband, and listen without feeling the need to defend themselves. Ms. Holly then stated Councilmembers
need to voice their dislikes of other Councilmembers in private to that person and not publicly, adding doing
so in public only makes the person doing it look the fool. Ms. Holly then stated the Council needs to get
together and start making smart decisions for the City.

Stephen Insalaco addressed the Council regarding the City’s Economic Development Subcommittee. Mr.
Insalaco’s comments will be retained with the Council packet.

Vicki Kramm stated she wanted Council to know what happened to Aaron Kramm after he addressed the
Council. Ms. Kramm then stated a woman told him that he should know the facts before he speaks and the
more talking the woman did, the more rude she became until Mr. Kramm left, but the woman followed them
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outside and continued talking, with Ms. Kramm feeling they were being harassed. Ms. Kramm then stated
everyone has the right to their opinion whether people like it or not and when someone is in the public eye,
dealing with criticism is part of the job, but she felt people that speak to the Council shouldn’t have to be
afraid that someone will harass them after the meeting is over. Ms. Kramm then stated her son has every right
and the freedom to voice his opinion, adding her son undoubtedly had more manners than the woman who
approached and spoke to them. Ms. Kramm then stated the neither the Council nor the City Manager need that
kind of public negativity, adding maybe the Mayor should announce that if someone harasses someone after
the meeting, the person who initiates it shouldn’t be allowed to attend meetings for 3 months or so, adding
once again, no one should be afraid to voice their opinions.

Dave Thompson stated he uses the airport facilities and the Benson airport is a great place, adding there’s
about 12-14 people at the airport who have started a fly-in once a month, on the third Saturday of the month,
which brings in 25-30 aircraft with 50-60 people. Mr. Thompson then stated those people buy fuel and
services, adding they spend the day in Benson and the fly-ins are getting more and more people each time.
Mr. Thompson then stated one of the problems he is sure Council is unaware of is that Benson is responsible
for some of the maintenance at the airport and wanted them to know the security gates and the aero beacon
haven’t worked for 3 months, adding the automatic weather reporting system is also not working due to a
lightning strike. Mr. Thompson then stated the big issue is the road to the airport, adding it has been terrible
for years, but about 3 ¥ months ago, the City came out and they were going to chip seal it. Mr. Thompson
then stated the road was graded and was in beautiful shape, but it wasn’t chip sealed, so how with the monsoon
season, the road was right back to being mud holes. Mr. Thompson then stated he was appealing to Council to
find out what is going on and get help with these issues. Mr. Thompson then stated the other issue he wanted
to discuss was that the Council was elected for the betterment of Benson. Mr. Thompson then stated he wasn’t
complaining, but as a businessman in Benson, he was required to have a business license, which he does and
insurance since it is part of the privilege of operating in the City of Benson, but noted there are
Councilmembers operating businesses in the City who don’t have business licenses and who are not
complying with ordinances, adding he understands the ordinances can’t be enforced because the City Council
has no enforcement rules, but stated there is a conundrum there and questioned why.

Mayor King directed Interim City Manager Jim Cox to check on the airport issues with Mr. Cox stating the
issues are already being looked at, adding there had been a delay with the engineering firm, noting Public
Works Director and Airport Manager Brad Hamilton could provide further details. Councilmember Brooks
asked Mr. Thompson if he had brought the airport issues to anyone in the City before this with Mr. Thompson
stating he knew the Airport Manager was aware of the situation, but Mr. Thompson didn’t know what was
being done.

Councilmember Moncada made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda. Seconded by Councilmember
Brooks. Motion passed 6-0.

Discussion and possible direction to Staff regarding where to make the budget reductions in the amount
of $21,000 and to prepare a resolution to amend the FY2013-2014 budget, due to the Tax Levy

Finance Director Megan Moreno stated the Council needed to amend the budget due to the change in the
property tax levy and she wanted to get Council direction where to make the budget reductions. Vice Mayor
Sacco recommended reducing the contingency fund by $21,000 with Ms. Moreno stating her professional
opinion is to reduce the contingency fund in the General Fund by the required amount. Councilmember
Moncada asked how much was budgeted in the General Fund contingency with Ms. Moreno stating the
budgeted amount was $548,724.00.

Councilmember Brooks stated he didn’t know what items would be cut there, adding he knows there are
advertisements and promotions for the City and he would argue that it is critical to try and get businesses and
tourists to the City. Councilmember Moncada stated the contingency line item is money set aside for
unforeseen expenses and emergencies with Councilmember Brooks stating he was thinking of the Community
Enrichment fund.

Councilmember Wangsness stated he was talking to Interim City Manager Jim Cox about an idea for a
different way to handle the City Attorney, adding it may be possible for the Council to go on a fee basis, using
an Attorney named Mr. Sims, who currently represents 5 cities. Councilmember Wangsness then stated for
Council meetings, Mr. Sims would stay by the phone and if the Council ever needed to call him, he would
only charge for the time the Council actually used him. Councilmember Wangsness then stated he had
emailed a Mayor and received a positive response and had also spoken to a City Manager, who told him Mr.
Sims was very frugal about the way he operates. Councilmember Wangsness then stated he thought the City
may be able to save about $80,000 out of the City Attorney professional services section, which is currently
budgeted at $120,000. Councilmember Moncada asked if Councilmember Wangsness was proposing
something like this long-term with Councilmember Wangsness stating he was and he has contacted the cities
Mr. Sims represents and is getting responses back from them. Councilmember Wangsness then stated Mr.
Sims may have a sample contract and it could come to Council, adding he thinks that could solve the problem
with the budget adjustment. Councilmember Brooks stated he felt it could be considered, but he thinks it is
critical to have an attorney at the Council meetings, adding when the Council starts to do something they
shouldn’t, the attorney can stop them. Councilmember Brooks then stated he knows it’s a lot of money to
have an attorney here, but it’s not hard for the Council to make a bad decision and if Council doesn’t think to
call the attorney, they won’t know that, adding he sees the value of having an attorney at the meetings so the
Council doesn’t get themselves in trouble. Councilmember Brooks then stated he thinks the City is looking to
bring on a couple extra temporary employees and if there was a freeze placed on that right now, it would save
the City $21,000 right there.

Councilmember Cook stated he was not for or against using an on-call attorney, but noted the Council has
several things that are very important for the City right now, adding one issue is the litigation with Stagecoach
Trails and that it would take a lot of time to bring a new attorney up to speed on the case. Councilmember
Cook then reiterated that he is not against the idea, but stated he thinks there might be more to it.
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Councilmember Wangsness stated Mr. Sims is pretty much up to speed, because his office is the one that is
handling the case, noting Mr. Sims is part of the Sims-Murray law firm.

Mayor King stated he agreed with everyone, adding Councilmember Moncada has a point of making the
reduction in the contingency fund and he agrees with a hiring freeze, with the exception of the Police
Department and another person for Public Works. Interim City Manager Jim Cox stated there are several
vacant positions right now. Councilmember Brooks then stated he knew the Parks & Recreation Department
was looking for a temporary employee and that might give the City some money with Mr. Cox stating that
approved full-time position was not temporary and would leave the Recreation Department short-handed. Mr.
Cox then stated Staff was in the process of studying this right now in conjunction with looking at the overall
finances of the City, adding Finance Director Megan Moreno plans to give a presentation to Council on the
City’s current financial situation at the next Council meeting. Mr. Cox then stated Staff will have some
recommendations at that point for some financial austerity programs they would like Council to consider, but
they are not prepared tonight to be able to make recommendations, adding this is why Staff is suggesting the
reduction in the General Fund Contingency Fund, which historically has been used only for emergencies.

Councilmember Cook asked for Staff to also include information on the elimination of the additional position
in the Recreation Department and the impacts it would have for the young people and if the programs were to
be preserved, what the impact would be elsewhere.

Councilmember Moncada moved to reduce the contingency fund in the General Fund by $21,000. Seconded
by Councilmember Brooks. Motion passed 6-0.

3. Ordinance 564 of the Mayor and Council of the City of Benson, Arizona, repealing Ordinance 535,

which amended the Benson City Code, Chapter 3. “Administration,” Article 3-2, “Officers,” Section 3-
2-1(B), “Manager”

Interim City Manager Jim Cox stated as Council went through the City Manager selection process, they
directed Staff to amend the City Code to require the City Manager live within the City limits, adding this
change simply reverts back to the code that was in place before Council amended it with Ordinance 535,
which allowed the City Manager to live within 2 miles of the City limits. Mayor King stated Ordinance 535
was approved by Council when they selected the previous Police Chief Glenn Nichols, who lived just outside
the City limits, to serve as the City Manager, noting every other City Manager has resided in the City limits
and he feels it’s important to bring it back. Councilmember Moncada agreed, stating he felt it was good to
change it now, so any candidate for City Manager would understand they would be required to live within the
City limits. Councilmember Brooks moved to approve Ordinance 564. Seconded by Councilmember
Moncada. Motion passed 6-0.

Ordinance 566 of the Mayor and Council of the City of Benson, Arizona, changing the basis for calculation of a
majority of votes cast at the Primary Election

Discussion:

Ordinance 566 is a proposed ordinance to provide a different calculation of what a “majority of votes cast”
means. During the 2010 legislative session, the Legislature amended A.R.S. §9-821.01 to allow cities and
towns by ordinance to establish a different method of calculating a majority of the votes cast at a Primary
Election. Now that cities and towns are required to consolidate their elections with the State Primary Election,
this ordinance is of interest.

The law was passed because voters in consolidated elections may choose not to vote in the City/Town part of
the ballot, thereby creating a significant undervote. The statute prior to the amendment required the Clerk to
calculate the majority using the total number of ballots cast in the election regardless of whether the voters
marked their ballots in the City/Town part of the ballot. This amendment reduces the number of votes required
to those that actually vote for the office of Mayor on the ballot.

ORDINANCE 566

AN ORDINANCE OF THE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
BENSON, ARIZONA, CHANGING THE BASIS FOR CALCULATION OF A
MAJORITY OF VOTES CAST AT THE PRIMARY ELECTION

WHEREAS, the State Legislature has provided an alternative method for calculation of
the votes cast at a City election for purposes of determining whether a candidate for Mayor or
Council has received a majority of the votes cast at a primary election; and

WHEREAS, the City has consolidated its elections with the State election cycle resulting
in the calculation of votes cast based on the total number of ballots cast unless the alternative is
enacted by the City; and

WHEREAS, the City finds that the adoption of the alternative allowed by State law may
reduce election expenses;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the City of
Benson, Arizona, as follows:

IN CALCULATING THE VOTES CAST IN THE CITY PRIMARY ELECTION FOR
PURPOSES OF DETERMINING IF A CANDIDATE FOR THE OFFICE OF MAYOR OR
COUNCIL HAS RECEIVED A MAJORITY OF THE VOTES CAST, THE BASIS SHALL BE
THE NUMBER OF VOTES CAST FOR THE OFFICE OF MAYOR AT THAT ELECTION.

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Employment Agreement

This Agreement, made and entered into this 22nd day of April, 2013, by and between the
City of Benson, Arizona, an Arizona body politic, (hereinafter referred to as "City”) and JAMES F.
COX, (hereinafter referred to as “Manager”) acting in his individual capacity, both of whom agree
as follows:

Section 1: Term

The duration of Manager's employment as Interim City Manager shall be sixty (60) days
from the effective date of this Agreement. Thereafter, until such time as council by majority vote
shall select a permanent city manager or otherwise terminate this Agreement in accordance with
Sections 9 or 12, this Agreement shall automatically be renewed for additional renewal terms of
thirty (30) days each until such time as council shall either select a permanent city manager or
terminate this Agreement. Manager's employment shall continue on the same terms and
conditions as herein provided for each renewal term.

This Agreement may be terminated by the City or Manager as provided in Sections 9, 11 or
12 of this Agreement.

Section 2: Duties and Authority

City agrees to employ Manager as Interim City Manager to perform the functions and duties
of city manager as specified in the applicable Arizona Revised Statutes, City Code and the Human
Resources Administration Manual, including but not limited to, A.R.S. § 9-303 and Section 3-2-1 of
the Code of the City of Benson, and to perform other legally permissible and proper duties and
functions as the City Council may direct.

It is anticipated that during the final renewal term a permanent city manager shall assume
office upon appointment by council. At such time as a permanent city manager is appointed,
Manager shall immediately assume the duties of special advisor to the city manager for the
remainder of the final renewal term. Manager's duties during such period of overlap shall be
principally devoted to informing and advising the permanent city manager on the City’s procedures,
policies and methods of day-to-day city administration and proper functioning of the city
government, and pursuant to additional and further directions of the permanent city manager.

Section 3: Compensation

Beginning April 15, 2013 and until this Agreement is terminated City agrees to pay Manager
an annual base salary of his current salary of EIGHTY THOUSAND TWO HUNDRED FORTY-
ONE DOLLARS AND 41 CENTS ($80,241.41), payable in equal instaliments at the same time that
the other employees of the City are paid.

Section 4: Health, Disability and State Retirement Insurance Benefits

The City agrees to provide Manager and his dependents all of the benefits accruing to
regular City employees, including but not limited to, participation in the Arizona Retirement System,
holiday pay, vacation and sick leave, short term and long term disability coverage, and healith and
life insurance, in the same manner as provided for all other employees of the City of Benson.
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Section 5: Vacation and Sick Leave

A. The Manager shall accrue paid vacation and sick time in the same manner as other
employees of the City of Benson.

B. The Manager is entitled to accrue all unused leave, subject to personnel policy limits.
Upon termination of this Agreement, either voluntarily or involuntarily, the Manager shall be
compensated for all accrued vacation time.

Section 6: Automobile

City shall provide Manager with a full-size automobile which he may take home, provided at
the City's expense, to be used for City business. The City shall be responsible for paying for
liability, property damage, and comprehensive insurance, and for the purchase (or lease),
operation, maintenance, repair, and regular replacement of the automobile.

Section 7: Retirement

The City agrees to keep the Manager in the applicable state retirement system, and to make
the appropriate City contributions.

Section 8: General Business Expenses and Conditions of Employment

A. City recognizes that certain expenses of a non-personal, but job related nature are
incurred by Manager, and agrees to reimburse or to pay said general expenses. The City Clerk is
authorized to disburse such moneys upon receipt of duly executed expense or petty cash
vouchers, receipts, statements or personal affidavits.

B. Manager shall be provided with an office with all necessary modern equipment to
function as City Manager. In addition, Manager shall be provided with a modern laptop computer
available to him to use away from the office to conduct City business. The Manager shall be
entitled to City provided technical support to maintain and use the computer for City business while
at home. The Manager shall also be provided with a modern “smartphone” at the City’s expense.

Section 9: Termination
For the purposes of this Agreement, termination shall occur when:

1. The majority of the governing body votes to terminate the Manager at a duly authorized
public meeting pursuant to A.R.S. §9-303(C) and the City Code.

2. If the City, citizens or legislature acts to amend any provisions of the Code, pertaining to
the role, powers, duties, authority, or responsibilities of the Manager's position that
substantially changes the form of government, the Manager shall have the right to declare
that such amendments constitute termination.

3. If the Manager resigns following an offer of resignation made by the City as a result of a
majority vote of the City Council to accept resignation, then the Manager may declare a
termination as of the date of the suggestion.
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4. Breach of contract declared by either party with a thirty (30) day cure period for either
Manager or City. Written notice of a breach of contract shall be provided in accordance with
the provisions of Section 18.

5. Termination pursuant to the terms of this Agreement shall occur when the council shall
appoint a permanent city manager who assumes office, in which event the date of
termination shall be the last day of either the initial term or renewal term, whichever is then
in effect when the permanent city manager assumes office.

Section 10: Severance

A. Severance shall be paid to the Manager when employment is terminated as defined in
Section 9.

B. If the Manager is terminated during the initial sixty-day term of this Agreement, then City
shall provide a severance payment equal to one month’'s salary at the current rate of pay, in
addition to all accrued vacation time in accordance with Section 5. This severance shall be paid in
a lump sum unless otherwise agreed to by the City and the Manager.

C. If Manager is terminated after completion of the initial term of this Agreement, then City
shall provide severance payment equal to one month’s salary at the current rate of pay plus one
week’s salary for every renewal term that has accrued under Section 1, in addition to all accrued
vacation time in accordance with Section 5. This severance shall be paid in a lump sum unless
otherwise agreed to by the City and the Manager.

D. If the Manager is terminated because of a conviction of a felony, then the City is not
obligated to pay severance under this section.

Section 11: Resignation

In the event that the Manager voluntarily resigns his position with the City, the Manager
shall provide a minimum of sixty (60) days notice unless the parties agree otherwise.

Section 12: Hours of Work

A. Manager shall be required to maintain office hours at City Hall from 8:00 a.m. until 5:00
p.m. with one (1) hour provided for lunch, taking exception for absences during which City
Manager is conducting business outside of City Hall.

B. As a requirement of Manager's salaried position, Manager shall be required to attend
City Council Meetings, Work Sessions and other functions requiring representation on behalf of the
City of Benson beyond the business day subject to approved absences by the Mayor.
Section 13: Outside Activities

The employment provided for by this Agreement shall be the Manager's sole employment.
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Section 14: Indemnification

Beyond that required under Federal, State or Local Law, City shall defend, save harmless
and indemnify Manager against any tort, professional liability claim or demand or other legal
action, whether groundless or otherwise, arising out of an alleged act or omission occurring in the
performance of Manager's duties as City Manager or resulting from the exercise of judgment or
discretion in connection with the performance of program duties or responsibilities, unless the act
or omission involved willful or wanton conduct. The City shall indemnify Manager against any and
all losses, damages, judgments, interest, settlements, fines, court costs and other reasonable
costs and expenses of legal proceedings including attorneys fees, and any other liabilities incurred
by, imposed upon, or suffered by such Manager in connection with or resulting from any claim,
action, suit, or proceeding, actual or threatened, arising out of or in connection with the
performance of his duties. Any settlement of any claim must be made with prior approval of the
City in order for indemnification, as provided in this Section, to be available.

Section 15: Other Terms and Conditions of Employment

The City, only upon agreement with Manager, shall fix any such other terms and conditions
of employment, as it may determine from time to time, relating to the performance of the Manager,
provided such terms and conditions are not inconsistent with or in conflict with the provisions of this
Agreement, or any other law.

Section 16: Notices

A. Notice pursuant to this Agreement shall be given by depositing the same in the custody
of the United States Postal Service, postage prepaid, to the addresses listed on the signature page
for the City and Manager.

B. Alternatively, notice required pursuant to this Agreement may be personally served in the
same manner as is applicable to civil judicial practice. Notice shall be deemed given as of the date
of personal service or as the date of deposit of such written notice in the course of transmission in
the United States Postal Service.

Section 17: General Provisions

A. Integration. This Agreement sets forth and establishes the entire understanding
between the City and the Manager relating to the employment of the Manager by the City. Any
prior discussions or representations by or between the parties are merged into and rendered null
and void by this Agreement. The parties by mutual written agreement may amend any provision of
this Agreement during the life of the Agreement. Such amendments shall be incorporated and
made a part of this Agreement.

B. Binding Effect. This Agreement shall be binding on the City and the Manager as well as
their heirs, assigns, executors, personal representatives and successors in interest.

C. Effective Date. This Agreement shall become effective on April 22, 2013.

D. Severability. The invalidity or partial invalidity of any portion of this Agreement will not
affect the validity of any other provision. In the event that any provision of this Agreement is held
to be invalid, the remaining provisions shall be deemed to be in full force and effect as if they have
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been executed by both parties subsequent to the expungement or judicial modification of the

invalid provision.
