CALL TO ORDER:

Mayor King called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. asking for a moment of silence in honor of the 19
firefighters who perished on June 30 while fighting the Yarnell Fire. Mayor King then introduced Lupe
Diaz of Grace Chapel who gave the invocation. Mayor King then led the public in the Pledge of
Allegiance.

ROLL CALL:

Present were: Mayor Toney D. King, Sr., Vice Mayor Lori McGoffin, Councilmembers Ron Brooks,
David Lambert, Nick Maldonado, Chris Moncada and Al Sacco.

CITY MANAGER REPORT:

City Clerk Vicki Vivian stated she was asked by Interim City Manager Jim Cox to let Council know he
received a memo from Fire Chief Keith Spangler stating there will be a ban on consumer fireworks on the
4th of July due to the fire conditions.

NEW BUSINESS:

1.

Presentation of Certificates of Election for the City of Benson Primary Election held in and for the
City of Benson on March 12, 2013 and Swearing In and Seating of the newly elected Mayor and
Councilmembers

Mayor King recognized Councilmember Maldonado for his service on the Council from 2010-2013 with a
plaque, adding it has been an honor and pleasure serving with him. Mayor King then recognized
Councilmember Lambert for his service on the Council from 2008-2013 with a plaque, thanking him for his
commitment and dedication to the community. Mayor King then recognized Vice Mayor McGoffin for her
service to the community by serving on the Council as Vice Mayor from 2011-2013 and as a
Councilmember from 2005-2011. Mayor King then thanked Ms. McGoffin for all the times she stood in
for him by being the Acting Mayor and for all the times she supported him and wouldn’t let him give up
during his recent state of health. Mayor King then wished the former Councilmembers the best in their
endeavors.

Mayor King then turned the item over to City Clerk Vicki Vivian. Ms. Vivian presented Certificates of
Election to and swore in newly elected Councilmembers Jeff Cook, Brian Crafts and Peter Wangsness, who
gave brief statements before they were then seated.

Councilmember Cook stated being in public office was not something he planned on and stated he had been
working on several things including something to protect the City employees from a hostile and abusive
environment, adding he believes the Council should also be protected from the behaviors that have recently
occurred. Councilmember Cook then stated he was going to resist any Councilmember telling him that he
cannot have use of the City Attorney and he will not stand for being told what he would and would not do,
with statutes being thrown at him as a threat, coercion or extortion. Councilmember Cook then reiterated
that protection against a hostile and abusive work environment needed to be in the City Code, the employee
handbook and the City Council procedures that would be enforceable and will keep all of us from a hostile
and abusive environment. Councilmember Cook then thanked the public.

Councilmember Crafts stated it had been humbling to run for office and he looks to move forward, adding
people want to see service from the Council with people working together and moving forward.

Councilmember Crafts then stated there is a lot of work to do and it’s time to get to work.
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Councilmember Wangsness stated he would like to thank everyone who put their trust in him through the
election, adding he has already been working to try to do things for Benson to help beautify it and to try
and improve it culturally and economically. Councilmember Wangsness then thanked the public.

Mayor King stated he would like to thank his wife for being at his side and her and his family for all their
support and being by his side for the last 14 years he has served the City, which includes 2 years on the
Planning & Zoning commission. Mayor King then stated he would also like to thank the citizens of Benson
for another 2 years as Mayor. Mayor King then stated it is an honor and he is quite humbled by the special
trust the citizens have given him. Mayor King then stated he looks forward to working with the new
Councilmembers and the sitting Councilmembers, adding they have a great deal of change that is coming
with the new Council and soon to be a new City Manager. Mayor King then stated he knows that the City
has a very tough 2 years ahead, but he believes they could be the best years Benson has ever seen. Mayor
King then stated he does ask that the Council maintain a balanced government and be able to agree to
disagree, adding the Council must get along and work together to bring much needed changes to Benson
and be sure to focus on what to do for Benson and not what to do for their own personal reasons, but must
focus on the betterment of our great city. Mayor King then stated he truly loves Benson, adding he has had
the great opportunity to marry his wife and raise his children here, adding he has had 3 children graduate
from Benson High School and he prays the Council can make Benson a city that our children can come
back to and raise their family and do the same as he did. Mayor King stated this means the Council needs
to get jobs in Benson and they have to work hard to get citizens working in jobs they will be happy with.
Mayor King then stated he believes this is a Council that will think outside the box and push growth
through jobs, learning and new construction and he asks each of them to get out and know the community,
adding they should not be afraid to spend time with fellow citizens, not just a few, but all fellow citizens,
noting they know what they want and what we need and the Council should take time to listen to them.
Mayor King then stated the Council needs to make Benson friendly for businesses to come to, noting he is
not saying he wants to give Benson away, but the Council needs to make them feel like Benson is a town
worth coming to. Mayor King then stated he feels we live in the greatest city in Arizona and he hopes his
fellow Councilmembers feel the same way. Mayor King then stated he truly knows in his heart Council
needs to be responsible with the City finances and in making sure Council structures the City to move
forward into the future with the best employees that will take to heart what it means to be part of this great
city.

FIREWORKS DISPLAY CONTRACT

This fireworks display contract is between FPA, Ltd., an Arizona Corporation DBA Fireworks
Productions of Arizona ('FPA"), and City of Benson.

FPA is in the business of selling and displaying fireworks, and City of Benson wants FPA to
provide a fireworks display for City of Benson's benefit. The parties therefore agree as follows:

1. The Display. FPA will provide and exhibit fireworks for a display on Saturday, October
12, 2013. The display will begin at approximately 7:30 pm, will last approximately 20 -
25 minutes, and will substantially comply with the program set forth in Exhibit A.

2. Contract Price. City of Benson will pay FPA the sum of $10,000.00 (the 'Contract
Price") as consideration for the fireworks display. Payment will be made as follows:

a. 50% of the Contract Price upon the signing of this contract or by no later than
September 13, 2013;
b. The balance of the Contract Price within twenty days after the completion of the
Fireworks Display.
City of Benson agrees to pay interest at the rate of 2% per month on any delinquent
balance until the debt is paid in full. In the event that City of Benson fails to perform its
obligations and responsibilities pursuant to this contract and it becomes necessary for
FPA to enforce its rights by hiring an attorney, City of Benson will be responsible for, in
addition to any other sums for which it is found responsible, all attorney fees and costs
incurred by FPA in collecting said sums.

3. Permits. The City of Benson will apply for and secure, at City of Benson’s cost, all
permits, licenses, and approvals required by all applicable local, state, or federal laws and
regulations as well as any imposed or required by local police or fire departments. City of
Benson will provide FPA evidence of the acquisition and validity of all required permits,
licenses, and approvals no later than seven days before the Original Date.

4. Insurance. FPA shall secure and maintain, at all times during the term of this contract a
policy or policies of insurance known as: (1) Commercial General Liability in the amount
of $10,000,000. (2) Business Automobile Liability in the amount of $10,000,000. (3)
Worker's Compensation (Industrial Insurance) in the amount of $9,500,000.

5. Display Site. City of Benson will procure and furnish a place suitable to FPA for the
fireworks display. The site will be sufficient to accommodate spectator viewing areas,
vehicle parking areas, and the Display Site. 'Display Site' means the discharge site, the
fallout site, and the required separation distance from mortars to the spectator viewing
areas in compliance with the most recent edition of the National Fire Protection

Association 1123 Code for Fireworks Display.

Security. City of Benson will furnish all necessary materials for and will set up
restraining lines pursuant to instructions supplied by FPA and in compliance with most
recent edition of the National Fire Protection Association 1123 Code for Fireworks
Display. City of Benson will hire and provide, at its own cost and expense, adequate
private or public security personnel to ensure that no vehicles are parked within the
Display Site and that no individuals, other than those specifically authorized by FPA,
enter the Display Site. The security personnel will remain on the perimeter of the Display
Site and will not enter the Display Site before, during, or immediately following the
fireworks display.

Cleanup of Display Area. Following the display, FPA will be responsible for cleanup of
all boxes and equipment and policing of the display area including the removal of all
unexploded fireworks, removal of frames, lumber and the refilling of holes.

Weather or Safety Cancellation. If EPA or the Authority Having Jurisdiction (AHJ)
determines that display of fireworks on the date and at the time set forth in paragraph one
(the 'Original Date") would be impossible or impractical because of inclement weather or
safety concerns, the display will be canceled. City of Benson will pay FPA, its 'Actual
Expenses' related to preparation for the unsuccessful displays on the Original Date.
'‘Actual Expenses' shall include expenses for travel, lodging, labor, meals, rentals,
permits, setup and dismantling of the display, and any other expenses related to the
unsuccessful attempts to present the display on the Original Date.

Cancellation. The parties acknowledge that, if City of Benson cancels this contract, FPA
will suffer damages. They further acknowledge that those damages will be uncertain as to
amount and difficult to prove. In the event that City of Benson does cancel this contract,
therefore, FPA will be entitled to recover, not as a penalty, but as liquidated damages, an
amount set forth below:

a. If cancellation occurs more than 30 days before the Original Date, an amount

equal to 10% of the Contract Price;

b. If cancellation occurs no more than 30 days and no less than 1 days before the

Original Date, an amount equal to 50% of the Contract Price;

c. On or after the Original Date, an amount equal to 100% of the Contract Price.
Not a Partnership. This agreement shall not be construed so as to create a partnership,
joint venture, employment, or agency relationship between the parties.

Acts of God. In the event of fire, accident, strike, act of God, terrorism or other causes
beyond the reasonable control of either party that prevent performance of either or both
parties' obligations under this contract (other than inclement weather or safety concerns
as described in paragraph eight) each party hereby releases the other from any and all
obligations hereunder, except for liabilities that may have already accrued to such time.
Indemnifications and Liability. The Parties will hold harmless and indemnify each
other from any demands, claims, causes of action or liability arising from damage to or
destruction of real or personal property or bodily or personal injuries, whether arising
from tort, contract, or otherwise, that occur directly from the failure of the Parties to
comply with their obligations and responsibilities as set forth in this contract, including
attorney fees and costs. The Parties shall not, under any circumstances, be entitled to
recover any consequential, incidental, exemplary, special, or punitive damages from each
other, including, without limitation, loss of income or profits.






13. Whole Agreement. This written contract, including Exhibit A, is the entire agreement
between the parties. No statement, promise, or inducement made by either party or agent
of either party that is not contained in this written contract will be valid or binding. This
contract may not be enlarged, modified, or altered, except in writing signed by both
parties.

14. Conflict of Interest. This contract may be cancelled for conflict of interest, pursuant to
A.R.S. 38-511.

15. Qualifications of Service. FPA warrants and agrees that it is qualified to perform the
services under this contract and will abide by all applicable laws and regulations.

16. Dispute Resolution. Venue and jurisdiction for any dispute resolution proceeding shall
be in Cochise County, Arizona.

AGREEMENT FOR MUNICIPAL LEGAL SERVICES

This Agreement is entered this day of July, 2013, by and between the City of
Benson, an Arizona municipal corporation (hereinafter called the “City”), and the Law Office of
Christopher Wencker, P.L.C. (hereinafter called the “Firm”).

1. Scope of Engagement. The City wishes to engage the services of the Firm to serve as
general counsel to the City. This engagement includes providing legal advice to the City as
directed by the City Manager or the City Council, and any other litigation, appeal, or post-
adjudication matters as the City Manager or the City Council may direct. Any change in this
engagement must be set forth in writing. The parties anticipate that this engagement shall
continue from the date listed above until such time as the City may retain the services of a
permanent City Attorney.

2. Requested Waiver. The City is aware and acknowledges that the Firm represents
many other clients. While the Firm currently has no clients who have dealings or disputes
with the City, it is possible that some other present or future clients may have future dealings
or disputes with the City that are unrelated to the City’s business with the Firm. Therefore, as
a condition of this engagement, the City agrees that the Firm may continue to represent other
clients in any matter that is not related to the Firm's work for the City, unless as a result of
such work the Firm has received sensitive, proprietary, or other confidential information of a
non-public nature that, if known to any such other client, could be used in any way by that
other client to the City’s material disadvantage.

3. Fees. The City has agreed to pay the Firm $150.00 per hour for legal work performed
by an attorney, and $75.00 per hour for legal work performed by a paralegal or law clerk.
Time shall be computed in increments of 0.1 hour. Legal work shall not include travel time to
or from meetings of the City Council, boards or commissions, for which the City shall pay the
Firm a flat rate of $150 for each round trip to the City. At the end of each month, the Firm will
send the City an invoice detailing the work performed for the City during that month, and the
amount owed for that work. The City agrees to pay such invoices no later than ten (10)
business days after they are delivered, unless such amounts are disputed. If the City
disputes any such invoice, the City agrees to deliver notice of such dispute to the Firm no
later than five (5) business days after the invoice is delivered.

4. Staffing. Christopher Wencker will provide the primary services for the City, will serve
as the City Attorney, and will oversee the course and scope of representation. Circumstances
may arise, however, requiring the Firm to use the services of other lawyers, paralegals, legal
assistants, law clerks, file clerks, investigators, or other staff for temporary work. The City
agrees that the Firm may make such use of other staff as is necessary to accomplish the
goals of this engagement. The time spent by any such staff providing legal work shall be
billed to the City pursuant to paragraph 3 above.

5. Client Expectations. The City’s participation and cooperation with the Firm is essential
to enable the Firm to advise the City. Accordingly, the City agrees to provide whatever
reasonable assistance is requested by the Firm to provide legal advice to the City, including
