CALL TO ORDER:   


 


Acting Mayor McGoffin called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.   


 


ROLL CALL:   


 


Present were: Acting Mayor Lori McGoffin, Councilmembers Ron Brooks, David Lambert,                   


Nick Maldonado, Chris Moncada and Al Sacco.  Excused was Mayor Toney D. King, Sr.   


 


NEW BUSINESS: 


 


1. Budget Worksession for the City of Benson, Fiscal Year 2013-2014; all revenues and expenditures of 


the City may be discussed          


 


Finance Director Megan Moreno addressed Council stating the last budget worksession left off at Tourism, 


but noted with the Tourism Department’s new employee, there was a need to add an employee uniform 


allowance for $100.  Ms. Moreno then reviewed the Finance Department budget stating the personnel costs 


decreased with the removal of the Deputy Finance Director, adding the proposed budget now included an 


Accounting Specialist.  Ms. Moreno then noted another change in the budget was a $3,000 increase for the 


required transparency website, adding the cost for the site is based on the number of cities that participate.  


Ms. Moreno then stated the line item for IT services increased, because it now included the Caselle 


software support service.  Ms. Moreno then stated the budget included the purchase of a new laptop since 


the one in the Finance Department no longer worked.  Councilmember Moncada asked about bank charges 


with Ms. Moreno stating these are merchant services charges from customers who use credit cards to pay 


their bills, adding she is actively seeking quotes to see if this cost can be decreased.  Ms. Moreno then 


stated the current budget includes capital outlay in the amount of $2,500 and with the new budgeted 


amount of $2,500, she hopes to have the on-line bill pay program running in the near future.     


 


Acting Mayor McGoffin stated she would be excusing herself from the Police Department budget 


discussion, citing a conflict of interest and designated Councilmember Lambert to preside as Acting Mayor 


for the discussion.  Chief of Police Paul Moncada addressed Council stating his number one priority is the 


salary for officers, as mentioned last year and this year at the Council retreats, adding it has now become 


critical.  Chief Moncada then stated the Police Department is currently down 2 officers and 1 more is 


awaiting word from another department to hire him and others are looking, depending on what happens 


during the budget.  Chief Moncada then stated the City is currently in its fifth advertisement for officers 


and dispatchers and is still not finding qualified applicants, especially for officers, noting a big factor is the 


salary, adding it is hard to compete with other agencies, but we can make it a priority.  Chief Moncada 


stated it costs a lot of money and time to recruit and train officers, only to see them go elsewhere in a few 


years, adding the department has been stable until recently when they have started to lose people and the 


City needs to do what we can to retain what we have and hopefully attract better applicants.  Chief 


Moncada then stated we need to have a pay plan in place so the officers can see down the road, if they get 


good evaluations, that they have the possibility of reaching the top end in a reasonable amount of time.  


Chief Moncada then stated in the Council packets, there is a pay step plan based on what was introduced in 


2006.   Chief Moncada then stated the other personnel issue is a reclassification for the Records Clerk to 


change to an Administrative Assistant, noting when the Communications Supervisor left the department, 


her duties were divided up between the Records Clerk and the Sergeant, but now most of those 


administrative duties have gone to the Records Clerk, which is more responsibility.  Chief Moncada then 


stated he feels the position should be reclassified to grade 26 with a 3% increase, adding it would then be 


equivalent to some other positions in the City based on those responsibilities.  Councilmember Maldonado

asked if the City required officers to spend a certain amount of time with the Benson Police Department or 


if we can have the officers reimburse the City for their training with Chief Moncada stating the City had 


temporarily used a contract requiring officers to stay for 3 years and was prorated based on the cost for 


training, but found if the officer left, the enforcement of the contract was not cost effective since it costs the 


City more in legal fees than what could be recovered.  Council then discussed how the department was 


doing with 2 officer positions being vacant with Chief Moncada stating the department has had to make 


adjustments, including utilizing a detective to cover officer positions, but if they lose any more officers, 


they will have to consider more alternatives.  Further discussion focused on the decreasing number of 


applicants for both officers and dispatchers, with Councilmember Moncada noting it was important to 


remember employees also valued being able to work 4 10-hour days and in order to do that, the vacant 


positions need to be filled.  Councilmember Brooks asked about the officers patrolling the school with 


Chief Moncada stating the department does what it can and he keeps in touch with Dr. Woodall at the 


school.   


 


Discussion then moved back to the step pay plan with Chief Moncada stating he believes all the Police 


Department personnel are doing a great job and deserve raises, but the employees at the higher end are not 


getting adjustments, noting he is only addressing those at the lower end, since those positions are the most 


in need of adjusting.  Chief Moncada also noted the plan is not longevity-based, but is merit-based and 


employees will have to earn a raise with recommendations from their supervisors.  Councilmember 


Moncada stated if the Council did institute the step pay plan, it was not a guarantee it would remain in 


place, since the economy is not a sure thing, adding the next Council may not have this option and could 


change the budget.  Chief Moncada stated the plan is imperative to maintain, adding cost of living 


adjustments affect the plan, but noted if money becomes tight, the Council has to make that decision.   


 


Acting Mayor Lambert asked if the proposed budget included the requested changes with Ms. Moreno 


stating it did not, adding if the Council approved the request, it would increase personnel costs by $90,741 


and Council would need to find that funding in the budget, as she would not recommend increasing the 


budget.  Chief Moncada restated this is his number 1 priority and is, by far, the most crucial portion of the 


Police Department budget, adding he can cut some capital outlay and put off purchases to offset this 


increase.   


 


Council then reviewed the capital projects noting patrol vehicles for $25,000, unmarked cars for $10,000 


and the Animal Control truck for $5,000 could all be delayed with Chief Moncada stating he was looking at 


grants for training so that budgeted amount of $14,500 could also be removed, for a total of $54,500 to be 


applied to the proposed adjustments.  Councilmember-elect Peter Wangsness asked if the additional 


$90,000 was a one-time expenditure with Chief Moncada stating the increase would be permanent with 


future salary increases being reviewed each year and the plan being merit-based.  Council had a brief 


discussion on the economy with Ms. Moreno stating the City should be conscious of our spending for at 


least 1 or 2 more years, noting the prediction is that the Phoenix area will have a full recovery in 2015, 


Tucson and greater areas will recover a year behind that and hopefully, Benson will be close behind.  


Council consensus was to include the proposed adjustments and they agreed to keep looking for the 


remaining funding of $35,000 as they went through the budget.      


 


Chief Moncada then reviewed the remaining Police Department budget noting having the IT position 


contracted works well for the Police Department since it’s not just 1 employee covering the entire City’s IT 


needs.  Council then discussed the need to replace 3 computers as they start to age and have issues and 


Councilmember Sacco asked about grants with Chief Moncada stating he had recently applied for $75,000 


to correct a radio issue on SR90, adding when officers go to certain locations, they have to manually 


change their radio to a different frequency to hit the repeater on Adams Peak, instead of the main repeater 


on Jennella and if they forget to, they won’t have contact with dispatchers.  Chief Moncada then stated the 


adjustment is a simulcast system, which requires about $150,000 in funding, all of which he is trying to get 


through Stone Garden.  Chief Moncada then stated the officer would transmit like normal and the system 


would find the strongest signal, which would eliminate the manual switching of the frequencies, which is 


safety issue.  Chief Moncada then stated if we are awarded the first $75,000, it will pay for Phase 1 and in 


October, he will put in for the remaining funding to complete the project.  Councilmember-elect Jeff Cook 
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asked about the personnel increase for the next budget and if everyone would receive the same amount with 


Chief Moncada stating the pay raises are merit-based and each employee could receive between 2% and 


5% increases if they were recommended for a raise, based on their performance.  Mr. Cook then asked if 


the $90,000 represents the cost to implement the changes and put people where they should be based on 


experience and performance with Chief Moncada stating there are employees at the higher end, such as the 


3 supervisors who are not getting any increase, not because they didn’t earn it, but because he is trying to 


address areas where there is a greater need to address the salary ranges.  Councilmember Brooks stated he 


knows a lot of employees have not gotten raises, however police protection is critical, it’s one of our 


emergency services and we don’t want to lose more officers, adding it makes more sense to retain officers 


than to lose them and have to hire and train new officers.  Chief Moncada agreed, stating the officers want 


to see a step plan in place so they can plan their futures here.       


 


Fire Chief Keith Spangler then reviewed the Fire Department budget stating last year in the budget Council 


talked about hiring 2 firefighters and given the economy, he asked if the Council wanted to discuss other 


options, with the Council agreeing there wasn’t a way to hire any full-time firefighters at this time.  Chief 


Spangler then stated most calls are run during the daytime hours, adding he is constantly getting calls from 


outer areas wanting to volunteer, but the City doesn’t have a place for them to stay in our Fire Department.  


Chief Spangler then stated he is starting to get people to come down from 8-4 on days they are available 


which frees him up for administrative duties, adding an option for that would be to pay 2 people a stipend 


in the amount of $20 for a 4-hour shift, with 2 shifts Monday-Friday, covering the department from 8 a.m. 


to 4 p.m. at a total cost of $19,000.  Chief Spangler then stated another option Council could consider 


would be to pay for a 12-hour shift, from 7 a.m. to 7 p.m. at a cost of $28,800.  Chief Spangler then stated 


the Professional Services line item is for the City to pay Benson Fire Inc. $60,000 so the total costs with the 


8-hour coverage would be $79,000 and with the 12-hour coverage would be $88,800.  Chief Spangler then 


stated we can stay where we are now, but most of the firefighters are working out of town and can’t 


respond to calls and are not available during the day, adding this is happening everywhere.  


Councilmember Brooks asked about City employees who volunteer and if there could be a way to offer an 


incentive to employees to volunteer with Council discussion on how the volunteers must be trained, must 


pass medical exams and a fitness agility test, attend meetings and that some employees don’t want the 


inherent danger of being a firefighter, as well as the problems with overtime and insurance.  Acting Mayor 


McGoffin asked if there was any room in the Fire Department budget to pay for the increased professional 


services cost with Chief Spangler stating he could possibly drop training down to $8,000.  Ms. Moreno 


stated the Council may be able to find some funding in the Community Enrichment budget, stating Council 


didn’t review the entire budget for Community Enrichment.  Acting Mayor McGoffin then asked about 


reducing the turnout replacement line item by $8,000, adding that would only leave the need to find $3,000 


to fund the 8-hour coverage option.  Ms. Moreno then stated in the interest of time, she could review the 


budget and make recommendations on the remaining $3,000 needed for the 8-hour coverage option.  


Council agreed.   


 


Ms. Moreno then asked if the Council had any questions on the City Attorney budget or the Magistrate 


budget with Council noting there weren’t many changes and not much could be done.  Ms. Moreno then 


stated the Library Director was not present, so Council could move on and then come back to the Library at 


a future worksession.    


 


Public Works Director Brad Hamilton reviewed the Parks Department budget stating it was almost the 


same as last year, adding he didn’t plan on filling the vacant staff position and was carrying forward the 


CIP items, noting he would hold off on items like the storage shed, but the Gator, which was used every 


day during ball season would probably have to be addressed.  Mr. Hamilton then stated since the City 


implemented Park light fees, there has been a 30-40% decrease in the electric bill, adding people now make 


sure the lights are shut off when they are done using them.    Councilmember Brooks asked about the pool 


supplies with Mr. Hamilton stating that line item was moved to the Recreation Department budget.     


  


Mr. Hamilton then reviewed the Public Works Department budget, stating this was the General Fund 


portion of Public Works, with development review.  Mr. Hamilton noted an increase in Professional 


Services, but stated it would not be spent unless developers came in and paid for it.  Councilmember 
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Moncada asked about the cemetery line item increase with Mr. Hamilton stating this was to address erosion 


problems, which was not a major project but was still something that needed to be addressed.  


Councilmember Moncada then asked about the space in the cemetery with Mr. Hamilton stating the 


cemetery was just expanded last year and there is quite a bit of space.     


 


Recreation Coordinator Laura Parkin then reviewed the Recreation Department budget stating Professional 


Services increased to $3,700 and includes the website updates, which have been moved out of the IT line 


item in the Administration office.  Ms. Parkin then stated she is requesting an increase for CPR/First Aid 


required certifications and Pool Operator certificates they are required to have, as well as the increase in 


utilities for the Community Center to reflect the actual expenditures.  Ms. Parkin then stated the repairs line 


item was increased to allow for the installation of drain valves to prevent the sprinklers from freezing 


during the winter and she would like to paint inside and out.  Councilmember Moncada stated he would 


like to see a second phone line at the Community Center due to calling and receiving a busy signal with 


Ms. Parkin stating they only have 1 phone line and 1 fax line in addition to her cell phone, but there are 


times when both she and the Recreation Assistant are both on the phone and even though they have an 


answering machine, people calling in get a busy signal, adding she believes another phone line would be 


about $30.00 per month.  Councilmember-elect Peter Wangsness suggested a fax line splitter with Ms. 


Parkin stating she would have IT look into that option.  Council suggested making sure the phone lines 


would rollover to the open line.  Ms. Parkin then stated she is also  asking for $2,000 to purchase an 


outdoor PA system, noting it would be portable and could be used for numerous City functions.     


 


Building Official Luis Garcia reviewed the Building Department budget stating there were very little 


changes, but noted Professional Services dropped by $5,000 due to not using Brown & Associates to 


review plans since he has been with the City, adding his department has retained every bit of revenue from 


plan review fees, noting there are no projects on any scale that the current staff can’t handle.  Mr. Garcia 


then addressed his personnel requests for reclassification, noting the staff currently is the most talented staff 


Benson has ever seen and they are actually overqualified for the positions they now reside in, but their 


concern is the probationary period associated with reclassifications, adding if there is a probationary period 


with a reclassification, they are not interested being reclassified.  Mr. Garcia then stated the new job title 


for Mr. Tim Brandenburg would be Building Inspector II, adding he is a combination commercial and 


residential inspector and his current level only requires him to have one residential building inspector 


certification.  Mr. Garcia then stated Ms. Michelle Johnson, acquired her AICP, which is the highest level 


of designation a planning professional can achieve, noting she is currently is a Planning Technician/GIS 


Manager, asking for her to be reclassified to a Senior Planner Position, which is more in line with what her 


educational background shows.  Mr. Garcia then stated these employees are concerned about a 


probationary period and if it is a condition of the reclassification, they would like to decline.  


Councilmember Lambert asked if the probationary period could be waived with Human Resource 


Coordinator Melissa Quiroz stating it could not.  Council then discussed the possibility of a merit raise for 


their accomplishments with Mr. Garcia stating a reclassification for title would show they deserve the 


increase without a merit, adding since no one else in the City is getting a raise, he was also attempting to 


salvage Citywide morale.  Councilmember Brooks asked if the Senior Planner title was a title Ms. Johnson 


needed with Mr. Garcia stating it is more in line with what she does on day-to-day basis, adding she is 


currently working above and beyond her workscope, but he does recognize our economic conditions.  


Council then discussed giving a raise to the employees for their achievements and looked at the budget to 


see where the funding could come from.  When discussion turned to the education and training line item, 


Mr. Garcia asked to keep the budgeted amount, stating all his personnel are certified, and continuing 


education is required, noting in the coming fiscal year, the Educational Institute for Building Officials will 


be in Phoenix and he would like to send Staff for a day class, adding next spring, it will be held in Tucson 


and he sends them for the majority of the week so Staff can get and maintain their certifications without 


having the City pay for lodging.  Ms. Moreno then noted the subject employees were not both in the 


Building Department, stating the increase to Building would be $3,204 and the Planning Department 


increase would be $2,040 if the proposed salary adjustments were agreed to by Council.  Mr. Garcia again 


noted the caliber of the current staff, adding it is his intent not to send anything out for review, regardless of 


whether it’s a utility scale solar system or apartment complex or big box store, noting they would do 


everything in house and keep that revenue in Benson.   
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Councilmember Sacco asked about the goals listed in the Building Department and what a complete Zoning 


Regulations update consisted of with Mr. Garcia stating it was a major update, adding all existing zoning 


districts are not changing, so while it appears it’s a major overhaul, it’s an addition to encourage economic 


development and to give the property owners more options for their property.  Mr. Garcia then stated this 


was listed as a short-term goal, noting he already has a recommendation for approval from the Planning & 


Zoning Commission, and it now needs to come before Council.  Councilmember Sacco suggested the 


completion of the General Development Plan (GDP) update be the priority item with Mr. Garcia agreeing.  


Councilmember Sacco then stated he thought of all the documents the City had, the Zoning Regulations 


were the most accurate and didn’t need any updates, with Mr. Garcia stating the Zoning Regulations as they 


exist today are actually prohibitive to any sort of progress, adding what happens right now is a property 


owner gets the highest level of zoning designation and then can do everything underneath it, which results 


in the City currently having subdivisions that are still zoned under business use.  Mr. Garcia then stated the 


“topdown” zoning, as it’s called is not at all in line with what it was intended to do.  Councilmember Sacco 


then asked about the update to the City Code and establishing a Development Services Department with 


Chapter 7, stating that issued has been tabled.  Mr. Garcia and Ms. Moreno then stated the budget was 


drafted with goals that were in place before the Council tabled this issue.  Councilmember Sacco then 


stated he would like to see it eliminated from the goals of the Building Department and that Mr. Garcia’s 


top priority be the GDP update.  Mr. Garcia stated there is a State mandate requiring the City to update the 


GDP in the year 2014, adding the challenge with the update without having the Zoning Regulations update 


in concert with it, is that we’ll have a GDP that is not usable because there is no zoning district to allow it 


to be able to be used.  Councilmember Sacco asked about the dates for the GDP update with Mr. Garcia 


stating the statute requires that if the City has a certain level of growth, the update must be ratified by the 


voters; however, since Benson didn’t have that growth, the update does not need to be ratified by the 


voters.  Councilmember Sacco asked if this was considered a minor or a major change with Mr. Garcia 


stating it was considered a re-adoption, adding the ratification only has to be done every 10 years, the 


current legislation moved it to 2014 and that ratification only had to be done if the City had a certain level 


of growth, but Benson didn’t.  Councilmember Brooks then asked if the City received this extension 


because we weren’t able to get it completed and now the legislature is saying if the City didn’t have a 


certain amount of growth, we now don’t have to do that with Mr. Garcia stating that was incorrect.  Mr. 


Garcia then stated the legislature gave the entire state, due to economic conditions, a grace period to be able 


to get their General Plans re-adopted and ratification by the voters only had to occur if the City met certain 


growth levels, which Benson did not.  Councilmember Brooks then asked when the City needed to get the 


re-adopted GDP to the State with Mr. Garcia stating the GDP does not require any State approval; Council 


must just re-adopt it in 2014.  Councilmember Sacco stated the legislature was still debating that issue with 


Mr. Garcia stating the issue has been resolved by the legislature.  Councilmember Brooks then stated he 


wanted to verify Council was reducing Professional Services down to $1,500 and other items to try and 


give the adjustments to the 2 employees who received the additional certificates with Ms. Moreno 


confirming the reduction in Professional Services.  Acting Mayor McGoffin stated she had started looking 


at the Planning Department budget and it was pretty bone dry with Mr. Garcia stating he needed to keep the 


Public Notices line item in order to notify residents again of the upcoming Zoning Regulation changes and 


the GDP Update.  Councilmember Moncada asked about reducing the CIP projects with Ms. Moreno 


stating she would be very hesitant to replace an on-going personnel expenditure with a one-time 


expenditure, adding if Council commits to giving an increase, it will be an on-going expense and they 


should look at the operational side of the budget to fund those, adding Police vehicles were leases, so they 


were an on-going expense, so it seemed more reasonable.  Acting Mayor McGoffin stated she was still 


looking to see if there was any room in the Planning Department budget to accommodate the proposed 


increases with Ms. Moreno stating she could review the budget and make recommendations to Council.  


Ms. Moreno then asked if the Council wanted to continue moving forward with Acting Mayor McGoffin 


asking if the Council was on schedule with the worksessions and Ms. Moreno indicating they were.  Ms. 


Moreno then stated on Monday, the Council would begin the worksessions that week with the Enterprise 


Funds and the Miscellaneous funds, but would also need to revisit the Library Department budget when 


Ms. Scott could be present.  Acting Mayor McGoffin noted if Ms. Scott is proposing personnel increases, 


Ms. Moreno should ask her to find the funding for the increases in her budget when she presents it to 


Council.

City Clerk Vicki Vivian called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.   


 


ROLL CALL:   


 


Present were: Councilmembers Ron Brooks, David Lambert, Chris Moncada and Al Sacco.  Absent were:  


Toney D. King, Sr., Vice Mayor Lori McGoffin and Councilmember Nick Maldonado.   


 


NEW BUSINESS: 


 


1. Budget Worksession for the City of Benson, Fiscal Year 2013-2014; all revenues and expenditures of 


the City may be discussed          


 


City Clerk Vicki Vivian stated the first order of business would be to appoint an Acting Mayor to preside 


over the meeting.  Councilmember Moncada moved to appoint Councilmember Lambert as the Acting 


Mayor.  Seconded by Councilmember Maldonado.  Motion passed 4-0. 


 


Finance Director Megan Moreno then reviewed the changes discussed by the Council at the May 15 Budget 


Worksession.  This included adding $100.00 to the Tourism employee uniform allowance due to the hiring 


of a new employee, and the following changes in the Police Department budget; an increase in personnel of 


$90,794.71 to institute a step plan for officers and dispatchers, pushing back Capital Projects for patrol 


vehicles, an Animal Control truck and unmarked cars, moving the training equipment amount to the Grants 


Fund since it was determined this will be funded by a grant, if awarded, decreasing professional services to 


$28,500, increasing education and training to $10,000, increasing grant matches to $10,000 and moving 


community sponsorships to the Administrative budget.  Ms. Moreno then reviewed the remaining budget 


changes which included increasing the professional services to $79,200 in the Fire Department to institute a 


stipend for daytime coverage, reducing education and training to $8,000 and reducing turnout replacements 


to $8,000.  Adjustments to the Recreation budget was the request to add a second phone line to the 


community center, with Ms. Moreno stating after doing some research $400 has been added to the budget 


for that purpose.  Ms. Moreno stated other changes were in the Building Department budget, increasing 


personnel costs, by $3,204.50 and decreasing professional services to $1,500.  Ms. Moreno then stated the 


Council had discussed removing a short-term goal for the Building Department to update the City Code, 


establishing Development Services, but after further discussion and in reviewing Council minutes, the item 


was only tabled and not terminated, so at this time, it remained in the budget as a goal for the department.  


Ms. Moreno then addressed the changes in the Planning Department budget which was to increase 


personnel $2,487.61 to account for a salary increase, adding she had also found the Public Works review 


revenue was budgeted too low, noting the line item has now been increased to $25,000.   


 


Ms. Moreno then addressed Council stating the Council still needed to find $30,000 in the budget for the 


step plan discussed at the previous worksession adding the Council would be hearing from another 


department tonight on personnel issues.  Ms. Moreno then cautioned that even though personnel increases 


may have been worked into the budget, she would be hesitant to support those increases through 


eliminating or delaying Capital Projects, since those are one-time expenditures.  Ms. Moreno then stated 


she felt Council also needed to take into account the morale of all City employees when Council would 


only be giving an increase to certain departments and not others.  Ms. Moreno then stated she hesitates to 


think the increases are sustainable for more than this current budget year and next year, when it comes time 


to reevaluate whether or not to keep the step plan or these increases in place, there’s a high risk that we will 


have to either eliminate it or take raises away.   
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Interim City Manager Jim Cox then addressed Council stating he wanted to amplify what Ms. Moreno said 


so well, adding he thinks every City employee deserves a raise, but on the other hand, he doesn’t believe 


it’s sustainable since we see a continuing revenue decline unless something else happens, and these 


changes are expenditure increases.  Mr. Cox then stated as soon as we began to see a recessionary time 


approaching 5 years ago, our top priority was the protection of jobs, and for that reason, we have 


recommended no salary increase, adding each year, the situation is more critical and if it were left up to 


him, he would leave all salaries the same and feel good that we can sustain it for a few more years going 


forward.  Mr. Cox then stated if these changes are approved, there may be some difficult decisions that 


must be made in the future budget sessions. 


 


Library Director Peggy Scott then reviewed the Library budget stating there were very few changes.  Ms. 


Scott stated the budget included upgrading the Wi-Fi service at the library to better serve all the rooms in 


the library and the addition of tables in the back room with power strips for customers and students who 


bring their own laptop in to use.  Councilmember Brooks asked about the increase in personnel with Ms. 


Moreno stating with the combining of the 2 part-time Page positions to 1 full-time position, the increases 


were benefit-related.  Ms. Scott then addressed Council concerning her proposed salary adjustments stating 


she has asked to have the salary grades adjusted 2 grades on each position in the Library Department and 


the reclassification of the Page position to a Library Assistant, adding this position is the new full-time 


position and the employee has increased responsibilities.  Acting Mayor Lambert stated on a 


reclassification, the employee must go back and start at ground zero with a probationary period of 1 year.  


Council then discussed the proposed salary changes with the consensus being to approve the 


reclassification of the Library Page to a Library Assistant with a salary grade of 14 and to address the 


remaining personnel issues next year, if possible.  Ms. Moreno then stated the change would increase in 


budget approximately $4,200 with Council reducing the maintenance line item to $1,000, reducing the IT 


line item to $3,000, reducing computer supplies by $300 and office supplies by $300 to fund the increase.     


 


Ms. Moreno then had Council review the Community Enrichment budget stating they had tabled the 


contribution to SAEDG and were to come back and revisit this entire budget since it had increased $20,000 


from the last fiscal year.  Councilmember Brooks reminded Council they still needed to find $30,000 for 


the Police Department’s proposed step plan and salary adjustments.  Ms. Moreno reminded Council of the 


addition of the Cowboy Poets’ event line item in the amount of $1,000 and the Relay for Life line item in 


the amount of $1,500 noting the City promotions line item of $15,000 would then be reduced to $12,500.  


Ms. Moreno then noted the bed tax revenue was budgeted at $60,000, noting the Community Enrichment 


budget uses the bed tax for the community and the expenditures definitely exceed the revenues.  Council 


then discussed the Community Enrichment budget, leaving the SAEDG line item at $2,000, reducing the 


Bluegrass line item to $27,000 and reducing the City promotions line item to $2,500, noting most events 


now have their own budgeted amount.  Council then noted this would still leave the need to find $15,000 


for the Police Department personnel increases.           


 


Public Works Director Brad Hamilton then addressed Enterprise Funds beginning with the Gas Fund 


stating the only change was increasing the telemeters, adding the new meters are very successful and with 


the installation of these meters in the Pomerene area, the meter reading will be much faster.  Mr. Hamilton 


then reviewed the Water Fund stating again, there were very few changes.  Mr. Hamilton then noted the 


new hookup and impact fee line items were reduced due to the slower growth and there was a slight 


increase in education and training.  Mr. Hamilton then addressed the Wastewater Fund noting a large 


change in the budget was the elimination of the Whetstone Waste Disposal fees, adding with the ingenuity 


and work of the utility crews, the City now has a truck to haul the waste from the Whetstone treatment 


plant, adding this must be done until there is enough volume at the plant to process it there.  Mr. Hamilton 


then briefly reviewed the Sanitation Fund stating the only change is the personnel section now includes the 


Finance Department’s personnel cost to reflect the time spent on Sanitation issues and billing.  Finance 


Director Megan Moreno noted the revenue line item has increased based an internal audit the Finance 


Department performed for sanitation services and noted in working with the sanitation provider to make 


sure the City was being billed correctly, the expenditure line item may even decrease.     
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Mr. Hamilton then moved to the Airport Fund stating the large increases are in the budget in anticipation of 


something happening with the UAS project, adding if nothing happens, the money won’t be spent.  Mr. 


Hamilton then addressed the Street (HURF) Fund stating the changes are the $30,000 decrease in funding 


from the State and moving Paving Management to the Capital Projects Fund.   


 


Mr. Hamilton then addressed the Transit Fund stating the proposed budget assumes the City will receive 


the same level of grant funding we now have, but we won’t have that confirmed until the middle of June.  


Mr. Hamilton then noted the capital side of FTA funding had been pretty much wiped out.  Council 


confirmed with Mr. Hamilton that if the funding is not received, he will come back to Council for them to 


address the transit services with Mr. Hamilton stating he definitely would as the transit system was very 


expensive to operate.  Councilmember Brooks asked about working with SEAGO and an intermodal 


system with Mr. Hamilton stating the City works with SEAGO on the transit system.  Interim City Manager 


Jim Cox then stated SEAGO is conducting a study to look at 1 administrative center for all bus service in 


Cochise County in order to reduce costs overall, adding the paperwork required for this funding is 


horrendous. Mr. Cox then stated the City doesn’t know what our funding will be, but the transit system has 


been properly budgeted as if there won’t be any changes, noting any changes will be funding-based and 


expenses would be decreased to reflect any decreases in funding.      


 


Finance Director Megan Moreno then reviewed the Debt Service Fund stating we are estimating $1.2 


million left in bond proceeds, with the budget showing a transfer of those funds to the Capital Projects 


Fund and $30,000 to the Water Fund and $70,000 to the Gas Fund, adding these transfers correlate in the 


respective budgets.  Ms. Moreno then noted the bonds proceeds to carry forward would be estimated at 


$350,000 if we complete all the capital projects.  Ms. Moreno then reviewed the Capital Projects Fund 


stating construction sales tax is the main source of revenue, and the budget reflects a decrease in 


construction sales tax, bond proceeds of $750,000, a CDBG grant, hangar financing and anticipated grants.  


Acting Mayor Lambert then stated the Council had reviewed the capital projects at a previous budget 


worksession. 


 


Ms. Moreno then reviewed the Impact Fee Fund stating there was a transfer to the Water Fund of $20,000 


and $30,000 set aside for capital outlay reserve, noting if the revenue doesn’t come in, the money won’t be 


spent.  Ms. Moreno then addressed the Grants Fund stating there are unclassified airport grants and 


unclassified grants, the WIFA grant and based on an earlier change, she will be adding in training 


equipment from the Police Department that will be funded with a Tohono O’odham grant, if it is awarded.  


Public Works Director Brad Hamilton stated the WIFA grant will commission the study and design for the 


SCADA system, adding right now the Water Department has to send an operator every day to every major 


tank and well-site to check the levels and make sure everything is fine, adding a SCADA system would 


change it to all coming in on the computer.  Mr. Hamilton then noted the City would have to construct the 


system and the grant requires a match, but much of it can be in-kind with employee services. 


 


Ms. Moreno then addressed the Fire Pension Fund stating the contribution from General Fund has slightly 


increased due to lower interest earnings, adding she is not anticipating additional payments in the coming 


year.   


 


Acting Mayor Lambert then opened the floor for discussion, adding the Council still needed to find 


$15,000 for additional Police Department personnel costs.  Chief Moncada addressed Council proposing to 


remove $10,000 in grant matches, reducing the building and maintenance line item by $2,500 and reducing 


the professional services line item in the Police Department to make up the additional $15,000.  


 


Council then discussed the Administration budget salaries line item with Ms. Moreno stating the personnel 


item was arrived at with a new City Manager budgeted at $105,000 and a janitor at $21,460, adding though 


the position was vacant, employees were performing the janitorial duties and had hoped to hire a janitor.  


Mr. Cox addressed Council stating he is currently working on having the City utilize DOC workers to 


perform janitorial services, but they must have a certified supervisor, adding he is hoping to have the details 


worked out shortly.   
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Chief Moncada then stated he typically doesn’t apply for grants that require a match, noting the only one 


that requires a match is the ACJC grant and if a match presents a hardship, we can negotiate with the 


Arizona Criminal Justice System to have it waived, adding the last time the City was awarded a grant from 


them in the amount of $104,000, they waived the required match.  Councilmember Moncada stated he is in 


favor of finding the necessary funding within the Police Department budget since the proposed increased is 


benefitting the Police Department.  Chief Moncada agreed, stating he feels this is benefitting his 


department and it is his number 1 priority so he will do anything he can in cutting where he can to make 


sure the proposed adjustments are funded, adding next year, he will continue to do the same thing in next 


year’s budget because he doesn’t want other departments to pay for the proposed adjustments.  Council 


then agreed with Chief Moncada’s recommendations to remove $10,000 in grant matches, reduce the 


building and maintenance line item by $2,500 and reduce the professional services line item in the Police 


Department to make up the additional $15,000. 


 


Acting Mayor Lambert then opened up the floor for Council discussion, incoming Council discussion and 


Department Head comments.  After no further discussion, Ms. Moreno addressed Council stating the 


Council had now successfully completed all budget worksessions and asked the Council to leave their 


budget books, adding all changes will be reprinted and she would like the Council to review all the changes 


as soon as possible since May 30 was the deadline to get the Tentative budget into newspaper.  Ms. Moreno 


then stated she would like the Council to notify her of any changes or errors prior to June 3, when the 


Council would be approving the Tentative budget and she could review those changes at that time.  


 


Acting Mayor Lambert then stated the Council would cancel the May 22 worksession as it was not needed.

Councilmember Moncada moved to adjourn at 8:32 p.m.  Seconded by Councilmember Brooks.  Motion

CALL TO THE PUBLIC:   


 


Steve Sacco addressed Council stating it was common knowledge members of staff and Council are 


circulating recall petitions pertaining to alleged wrongdoings by Councilmember Ron Brooks.  Mr. Sacco 


stated while the allegations are unsubstantiated, what bothers him is the cavalier way some employees and 


Councilmembers have ignored their oath, the employee handbook and Arizona law, adding these staff 


members and Councilmembers were observed circulating petitions while wearing City logo attire and 


according to the employee handbook, that is a prohibited activity.  Mr. Sacco then stated when the issues 


were brought to the Acting City Manager’s attention that City Councilmembers were guilty not only of 


violating the employee handbook, but also State law, his response was that City Councilmembers were not 


employees.  Mr. Sacco then disagreed stating Councilmembers receive a paycheck with taxes withheld, 


have a city assigned employee number, receive a W2 and are covered by City’s workers compensation 


insurance, adding under A.R.S. §38-701, paragraph 2, an employee is defined as any person in the employ 


of this state or a political subdivision of this state and includes any elective or appointed officer of this state 


or an eligible political subdivision of this state, with political subdivision further defined as an incorporated 


city.  Mr. Sacco then stated the City Councilmember employee classification was further confirmed by the 


current president of the League of Arizona Cities & Towns.  Mr. Sacco then stated Councilmember 


Moncada should not be on the committee that will be selecting his father’s supervisor, which is against 


conflict of interest laws.  Mr. Sacco then stated it should be obvious that the citizens of Benson are tired of 


the backdoor shenanigans like the ones that are occurring right now and what he doesn’t understand is why 


these issues are being ignored and allowed to continue.  Mr. Sacco then stated it is his advice to out-going 


Councilmembers to stop their recall activities and slip quietly into political retirement, adding as for the 


Acting City Manager, he recommends he does his own research and not rely on the legal opinion of others 


in making decisions.  Mr. Sacco then stated it is his opinion that the offending Councilmembers be asked to 


step down immediately and that any participation in the budget process by Mr. Moncada should be reversed 


or disregarded.            


 


Peter Wangsness addressed Council stating he wanted to file a complaint about the behavior of Michelle 


Johnson as it relates to the memorandum that was included in the Council packet, adding the reprehensible 


behavior found in the memo is clearly intended to attack a Councilmember through speculation and we 
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need to stop this type of inter-office behavior, if we ever wish to work together.  Mr. Wangsness then stated 


he was subject to these types of back-handed attacks when he was at the University of Arizona and he feels 


it is beneath the dignity of the City of Benson and it does nothing but fester and poison the relationships 


among us, adding it doesn’t look well to other cities.  Mr. Wangsness then stated the memo relates to Mr. 


Jason Miller being placed on a consent agenda to be approved to the Board of Adjustment, and proceeded 


to dissect the memo, stating the first four statements are the only objective statements in the memo and the 


tone of the rest of the memo is an attack, with pure speculation on Ms. Johnson’s part as to Mr. Miller’s 


mindset and Mr. Brooks motive.  Mr. Wangsness then stated there should be a public reprimand as this 


document has become public.         


 


Sharon Sacco stated she would like to voice her opinion on Councilmember Lambert showing up at Wal-


Mart at their grand opening with a petition to recall Councilmember Brooks, adding she thinks it was the 


most disrespectful thing Councilmember Lambert could have done, noting it was disrespectful to the City 


of Benson, to Wal-Mart and to the businesses in the City.  Ms. Sacco then stated she had done nothing but 


talk highly of Councilmember Lambert and when she heard about this and when she heard the Mayor knew 


about it and did nothing to stop it, she was disappointed.  Ms. Sacco then stated she felt Councilmember 


Lambert owed both Wal-Mart and the City an apology.      


 


Kathy Suagee addressed Council concerning the out-going Councilmembers and their activities.  Ms. 


Suagee urged Mayor King to cancel all meetings, including the City Manager search committee, until the 


new Councilmembers can take their seats.  Ms. Suagee’s comments will be retained with the Council 


packet.  


 


Tom Fitzgerald addressed Council stating he was premature with making statements about an event that 


occurred on Saturday, but he will have more information that will be relevant to provide to everyone about 


that event later.  


 


J.T. Moffett addressed Council stating he wasn’t going to add much to what was said, adding those before 


him had said quite a bit that made a lot of sense and it was well-spoken.  Mr. Moffett then stated he wanted 


to talk about the senior center, adding the building was given to the City by a grant in the year 2000.  Mr. 


Moffett then stated Leisa Cotton helped write that grant and has been working tirelessly for our seniors for 


many years, adding the senior population is an essential part of and are vital to the community.  Mr. 


Moffett then stated he lost his parents and grandparents, adding he doesn’t have anyone like that in his life 


since his wife also lost her elder family as well, but he has adopted many of the seniors in this community 


and he looks out for quite a few of them.  Mr. Moffett then stated he would like to see the City have an 


Adopt-a-Senior program, whether it be the City or by a committee, adding we need to start the program.  


Mr. Moffett then stated we are not doing enough for the seniors or the youth of this community right now 


and we need to seriously look at that, adding he is not going to stop talking about it and having forums 


about it until we do.  Mr. Moffett then stated seniors are a large part of our population and many are on 


fixed incomes with family that can’t afford to take care of them and many with no one to look after them.  


Mr. Moffett then stated we’re down 125 senior meals a week since 2000 and he wants to see the City start 


helping to put out more meals and having more activities, citing Yuma as a great example.  Mr. Moffett 


then stated he knows the City of Benson isn’t the same as Yuma, but we can still do things on a smaller 


scale and can start ministering to our senior citizens of the community.  Mr. Moffett then stated the City 


gives $500 to the Shop with a Cop program and he just heard the City is not going to pay $800 for the golf 


carts for the senior meal benefit.  Mr. Moffett then asked Mayor King and the Council to put some pressure 


on City Hall to pay for these golf carts, adding he knows the City pays the utility bills for the meals 


program, and he appreciates it, but he feels there is no limit to what the City can do for the senior citizens 


in this community, adding $800 is just a drop in the bucket, once again asking the Mayor and Council to 


put pressure on City Hall to pay for the golf carts for the senior benefit golf tournament.   


 


Jeff Cook addressed City Council stating he didn’t come prepared, but he knew Little Caesar’s was going 


to be on the agenda, adding he needed to talk to a few people to find out what the other side of the story 


was.  Mr. Cook then stated he didn’t know what the Council’s plans were, but he knew Little Caesar’s 
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wanted them to pay him a lot of money for what appears to be a problem he probably created for himself.  


Mr. Cook then stated he remembered Mr. Rose’s first appearance before Council where he probably spent 


2 minutes telling them about things that mattered and over an hour giving them defamation statements 


about Staff, adding he was horrified to see that.  Mr. Cook then stated if it had been the other way around, 


with over an hour of things that mattered and 2 minutes of defamation, he could let that go and actually 


would have, if he hadn’t spoken to Jim Cox.  Mr. Cook then stated he understood Mr. Rose’s claim has 


been denied.  Mr. Cook then stated 2 months ago on April 11, Mr. Rose was asked to submit photos to the 


City Clerk so they could be sent to the insurance company and was also told at that time, this didn’t 


constitute filing a claim.  Mr. Cook then stated since then, he had spoken to Jim Cox because he wanted to 


know why was Mr. Rose’s claim was denied and Mr. Cox told him on April 12, that Mr. Cox had a meeting 


with Mr. Rose and the reason for the meeting was to go over the claim form and the procedure to file a 


claim so Mr. Rose would know what he needed to do, how to do it and who to do it with.  Mr. Cook then 


stated on April 13, Mr. Rose was given an email with written instructions on the procedure for filing a 


claim, adding on that same day, the insurance company contacted Mr. Rose and went over with him the 


procedure for filing a claim.  Mr. Cook then stated on April 20, Mr. Rose got a follow up call and an email 


on how to file a claim, why and who to file it with, adding he doesn’t feel the least bit sorry for Mr. Rose 


since it seems that his was an actual refusal to file a claim until after the passing of the deadline to file the 


claim and it appears that the refusal to file a claim shows the claim is invalid, otherwise he would have filed 


it when he could have had it ruled on by the insurance company.  Mr. Cook then stated it also appears it 


was designed to give the impression that Mr. Rose is a victim of the City and this would give him and his 


political allies a political advantage and we should be outraged.  Mr. Cook then stated he is intensely 


interested in how this current Council and how the next City Council will or will not offer a settlement 


based on a claim that has already been denied.    


 


Mayor King stated he would like to respond to some comments made during the Call to the Public, stating 


he has already discussed the Adopt-a-Senior program with Mr. Cox and the City will be advertising the 


program on the utility bills, so everyone will be aware such a program exists.  Mayor King then stated 


when he saw Councilmember Lambert with the recall petitions, Councilmember Lambert was already on 


the way to his vehicle, adding he didn’t see Councilmember Lambert until after the grand opening at Wal-


Mart.  Mayor King then stated with all the accusations of wrong-doing, he would like to direct Staff to 


move forward with having an outside agency look into the accusations, adding he has already spoken to 


Mr. Cox about this issue and he would like it to move forward.  Councilmember Brooks then stated he 


would like to direct the Interim City Manager to put discussion and possible action for the Senior Meals 


Program on a future Council meeting agenda.

Item 1f had been removed from the Consent Agenda by the Amended Agenda.  Vice Mayor McGoffin 


moved to approve the Consent Agenda.  Seconded by Councilmember Moncada.  City Clerk Vicki Vivian 


stated she was passing out amended minutes from the May 13, 2013 Regular Meeting, with the following 


change, “ Paul Lotsof addressed Council regarding the terms of Councilmembers and stated according to a 


published report, the new Council will be seated in early July but he doesn’t think that is correct.”  Vice 


Mayor McGoffin then amended her motion to approve the Consent Agenda with the amended minutes for 


the May 13, 2013 Regular Meeting.  Amended motion seconded by Councilmember Moncada.  Motion 


passed 6-1 with Councilmember Lambert voting nay.    


    


2. Discussion and possible action regarding Little Caesar’s claim against the City of Benson      


 


Interim City Manager Jim Cox stated at the Call to the Public, Mr. Cook explained the process we followed 


in encouraging Mr. Rose to file a claim with the City’s insurance company, adding everything was 


processed absolutely as quickly as we could.  Mr. Cox then stated when Mr. Rose did file a claim on May 


30, we had an adjudication from our insurance company by June 6 and it was now up to Council, adding 


Staff is seeking direction from Council.  Councilmember Moncada stated he would be abstaining due to a 


conflict of interest.  Vice Mayor McGoffin stated she hasn’t been very vocal on this issue, but from the 


beginning, she felt someone should have contacted the business owner and told him if there were any 


problems, he should let us know and we would figure it out.  Vice Mayor McGoffin stated everything is 


just a convoluted mess, because she doesn’t feel anything can be proven and if the City would have handled 


it back in December the way it should have been, all of this mess would never have gotten to where it is.  


Vice Mayor McGoffin then stated she personally feels the City should settle with Little Caesar’s in any 


way that we can, adding she doesn’t know if we can give them a settlement or can give him credits on his 


utility bills towards his claim, but she does know at one point the City settled with the SKP park on a water

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issue; she doesn’t remember how the settlement was done.  Mr. Cox stated the settlement with SKP was 


done before he started with the City, but he does know the SKP park received a credit to use toward their 


monthly bills.  Vice Mayor McGoffin then stated if the City does settle this issue with Mr. Rose, we need 


something signed to make sure the claim ends.  Councilmember Maldonado stated he felt like the issue 


should be tabled until the new Council could be seated and they could address the situation.  


Councilmember Sacco asked if Mr. Rose filed a claim with his own insurance company, adding in one 


report he read, the issue was the City’s fault and in another report he read, it was no one’s fault and yet in a 


third report he read, it was the business’ fault so he felt the Council should let the insurance companies 


fight it out.  Councilmember Lambert stated the Council had received an opinion from the City Attorney 


and he agreed with tabling the issue, but not so the new Council to make a decision, but because he 


believes the Council should get more information on what happened with the SKP park so Council would 


know what their options are if they decide to offer a settlement and give Mr. Rose a credit toward his utility 


bill.  Councilmember Brooks stated he has seen this from the beginning and was hoping it would not 


become a big ordeal adding he made suggestions early on in this investigation to have an oil sample taken 


right at the ovens immediately, but it was never done until almost 2 months later and the tests that were 


done were not done by forensic people.  Councilmember Brooks then stated when a test is to be conducted; 


it should be done by the analytical lab, not by people who are not qualified.  Councilmember Brooks then 


stated the way he sees it right now, he really doesn’t know if it was the plumber’s oil in there or the City’s 


oil, but the first mistake the City made was not owning up to the error in the first place and the second 


mistake the City made was the way we went about investigating what actually happened, adding at this 


point, he doesn’t know if Council will ever know what happened, but his feeling is that the City Council 


ought to pay Mr. Rose because we can’t afford not to.  Councilmember Brooks then stated as a City, we 


need to do the right thing for all of our customers and all who live in the City, adding if we make mistakes, 


we need to pay up on it. Councilmember Brooks then stated he doesn’t like giving the public’s money 


away, but this is not a gift.  Councilmember Brooks then stated he read the original report from the gas 


company and the bottom line is there was no test done by them, adding the second test was not done with 


forensic rags, but was done with rags used by the City.  Councilmember Brooks then stated he sees too 


many mistakes the City made and he thinks that we’re at fault regardless, so he doesn’t see how the City 


cannot pay Mr. Rose, adding he should be paid and the City should move on.  Vice Mayor McGoffin stated 


she would like to ask Mr. Rose a question.  Mr. Rose then stated he would like to address the Council, 


stating he recommended the City use what is called a mouse when they cleaned the gas lines, but instead 


they used rags and after that was done, his technicians found cloth fibers in the oven filters and with more 


recent problems, found even more cloth fibers.  Mr. Rose then stated it is now June, 2013 and all of this 


occurred in December, 2012, adding he pays his taxes every month to the City of Benson.  Vice Mayor 


McGoffin then asked Mr. Rose if he would be ok with a utility credit to use toward his utility bills with Mr. 


Rose stating the amount he asked for doesn’t even cover all the expenses related to his claim, so he would 


just prefer a check.  Vice Mayor McGoffin moved to cut Mr. Rose a check for the amount that he 


submitted.  Seconded by Councilmember Brooks.  Councilmember Brooks then stated he would like to say 


again, because of the way this was done, he doesn’t feel anyone is going to be able to prove who was at 


fault, but our best interest is to show this town and the investors out there, that the City will take care of 


them even if we don’t know it was our mistake.  Councilmember Brooks then stated he does that in his own 


business because he knows that if he doesn’t take care of a customer, he will lose business and he can’t 


afford that.  Councilmember Sacco then stated he feels due to the circumstances and the conflicting reports 


he got, the City is in a very gray area here, so he would recommend paying Mr. Rose.  Motion then passed 


5-1 with Councilmember Lambert voting nay and Councilmember Moncada abstaining.       


   


3. Appointment of the Chairman of the City of Benson Economic Development Subcommittee (EDSC)  
 


Vice Mayor McGoffin stated she had been named the chairman of the EDSC when the previous chairman, 


Councilmember John Lodzinski passed away.  Vice Mayor McGoffin then stated at the last EDSC meeting, 


the subcommittee recommended Member Chris Moncada be appointed the new chairman.  Vice Mayor 


McGoffin then moved to go with the subcommittee’s choice to appoint Councilmember Moncada the 


chairman of the EDSC.  Seconded by Councilmember Lambert.  After no further discussion, motion passed 


5-2 with Councilmembers Brooks and Sacco voting nay.    
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4. Discussion and possible action in the creation of a Non-Exempt Seasonal Part-Time Pool Cashier 


position in Recreation       


 


Mayor King asked for the HR Coordinator Melissa Quiroz to address Council concerning this item.  Ms. 


Quiroz then stated Mayor King had received questions about creating a new position, stating the City 


usually hires 6 lifeguards, but this year only had 5 qualified applicants, noting the sixth person interviewed 


great and has certification in First Aid, but is not certified to be a lifeguard, so they would like to create the 


position of a part-time Pool Cashier for 25 hours a week at $7.80/hour, adding the position will be seasonal.  


Ms. Quiroz then stated instead of hiring the normal 6 lifeguards, the Recreation Department would be 


hiring 5 lifeguards and the Pool Cashier.  Mayor King noted the City would actually be saving money 


because we would not be hiring a sixth lifeguard at a higher rate of pay.  Ms. Quiroz confirmed this adding 


a sixth lifeguard would also be working more than 25 hours a week.  Mayor King then stated this would 


also enable the lifeguards to stay completely focused on the swimmers’ safety and their lifeguarding duties, 


instead of having to collect money and handle First Aid issues.  Mayor King felt it was important to note 


the City was simply replacing a lifeguard with a cashier and was not hiring extra personnel.  


Councilmember Brooks then asked about pool hours with Recreation Coordinator Laura Parkin stating the 


pool is open Monday through Friday from 11 a.m. to 5 p.m. for general swim with swimming lessons at 


9:50 a.m., there are adult swim mornings and evenings as well as on Saturdays and the pool is open on 


Sundays from 1 p.m. to 5 p.m.  Councilmember Brooks then asked about lifeguard coverage with Ms. 


Parkin stating the lifeguard to patron ratio is 22, so for every 22 swimmers, the City has to have 1 lifeguard, 


adding the average number of patrons is 100-130 each day, noting if there are 45 people in the pool and 


only have 3 lifeguards on duty, we cannot open the child pool, because we are required by our insurance 


company to have lifeguards on duty at all times in both pools.  Councilmember Brooks asked about the 


cashier’s duties with Ms. Parkin stating the cashier will do a lot of administrative work, such as swimming 


lesson registrations, taking money, filling out paperwork, First Aid, etc.  Councilmember Brooks then 


asked if on normal days, the City had just 1 lifeguard taking care of people with Ms. Parkin stating the City 


can’t open the pool with 1 lifeguard.  Vice Mayor McGoffin then stated this will save the City money by 


hiring a cashier to do administrative duties instead of hiring a sixth lifeguard.  Councilmember Brooks then 


stated he had heard some people just drop their children off at the pool and asked if it was a problem with 


Ms. Parkin stating it’s not really a big problem, adding the City is not responsible for who drops off and 


picks up children; our only responsibility is lifeguarding.  Vice Mayor McGoffin moved to create a non-


exempt seasonal part-time pool cashier position in recreation.  Seconded by Councilmember Moncada.  


Motion passed 7-0.  


 


5. Resolution 18-2013 of the Mayor and Council of the City of Benson, Arizona, approving a 


Construction Agreement with L.B. Foster Company for installation of ADA-compliant restrooms at 


Lions Park, pursuant to CDBG Grant #107-13  


 


Public Works Director Brad Hamilton stated Council approved this project back in April, 2012 with the 


City replacing the main bathroom across from the big ramada and a second bathroom at the softball field.  


Mr. Hamilton then stated as part of the CDBG project, the City has cleared the environmental review and 


got to the bidding stages, with 2 responsive bidders, adding L.B. Foster was lowest bid by about $18,000.  


Vice Mayor McGoffin noted if the City didn’t spend the CDBG money, we would lose it and the park 


bathrooms would now be ADA compliant, which was very important.  Mr. Hamilton agreed, stating the 


City went ahead with the purchase and installation of 2 bathrooms knowing the City would need to 


contribute approximately $30,000, but the grant funding was paying for most of the cost.  Mr. Hamilton 


then stated with federal funding, the City must go with the lowest qualified bidder.  Councilmember 


Moncada made a motion to approve Resolution 18-2013.  Seconded by Councilmember Lambert.  Motion 


passed 6-1 with Councilmember Brooks voting nay.   


 


6. Review of City Finances with emphasis on April,  2013 financial results, the City’s financial position 


at April 30, 2013 and discussion of expected future net revenue streams 
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Finance Director Megan Moreno addressed Council with the financial highlights for the month of April, 


stating the City’s unrestricted cash is $1.6 million and the City’s bond proceeds are $1.4 million, adding in 


May, we will see that amount decrease since we did just do our fourth bond draw for some projects 


completed around the City.  Ms. Moreno then noted the City has been spending more than incoming 


revenues, with the fund balance for the month being down $37,000.  Ms. Moreno then stated Citywide 


revenues are $823,000, which is higher than April of 2012 and personnel is at $412,000, also up from 2012.    


Ms. Moreno then reviewed the General Fund stating revenues are on target with budgeted numbers and 


personnel was up a little in April, due to a large payout for vacation and sick time for a retirement, adding 


expenditures exceeded revenues by $31,000 mainly due to the large retirement payment.  


 


Ms. Moreno then reviewed the Enterprise Funds beginning with the Gas Fund stating it was down for the 


month of April, noting the volume has decreased due to weather.  Ms. Moreno then stated the Water Fund 


is doing well and is showing a positive fund balance for the month as well as for the year, but the 


Wastewater Fund was down for the month, due to a few unusual expenditures.  Ms. Moreno then stated she 


has added the Sanitation Fund to the presentation and for the first time this year, the City has seen a 


positive fund balance in Sanitation, which is due to the adjusted billing from Southwest Disposal.  Ms. 


Moreno then stated the Golf Course operations had a positive month in April, noting that does include the 


$25,000 contribution from Mr. Hartley, but the Food and Beverage side showed a loss of $4,000 for April. 


 


Ms. Moreno then reviewed sales tax stating for the last 3 months, City retail sales tax are below last year’s 


numbers and last year we continued to decline through the end of the fiscal year, adding she is projecting 


this current decrease will continue the current fiscal year.  Ms. Moreno then stated the City saw a huge 


increase in our bed taxes for April, but it was simply due to back-tax payments being paid; noting this is 


very unusual and we will not see this continue.  Ms. Moreno noted there isn’t much in construction sales 


tax, adding for the City’s total sales tax collections, we are below where we were the last two years.  Ms. 


Moreno then noted the State sales tax collection is looking good, adding it’s very predictable and is about 


the same level as last year. 


 


Mayor King stated his concern was that the City was starting to see a trend and with Council getting ready 


to pass a new budget, he thinks we need to direct Staff to take a good look at this and see if there’s anything 


Council needs to look at cutting from the budget, adding if this trend continues, there could be problems.  


Interim City Manager Jim Cox stated the proposed budget did take lower sales tax collections into account, 


but Staff can review it again in light of the April and May financial results and if there is something they 


aren’t comfortable with, they will come back to Council with suggestions.  Mayor King then stated the 


Council needed to be fiscally responsible.  Councilmember Brooks then stated when things are tight,  


hunkering down is sometimes the best answer, but if we don’t get business into this town, it’s going to die 


and he would like to see that we allocate some money to try and do some outreach and get some revenue 


into this town.

Mayor King opened the public hearing to receive comments and questions from the public regarding the 


proposed City of Benson Fiscal Year 2012-2013 Tax Levy at 7:01 p.m.  Mayor King indicated no one had 


signed up to speak at the public hearing and asked if there was anyone present who wished to speak.  After 


receiving no comments, Mayor King closed the public hearing at 7:02 p.m.   


 


PUBLIC HEARING:  The Mayor and Council will receive comments and questions from the public regarding the 


City of Benson Fiscal Year 2013-2014 Tentative Budget and the Capital Improvement Plan for 2013-2018. 


 


Mayor King then opened the public hearing to receive comments and questions from the public regarding 


the City of Benson Fiscal Year 2013-2014 Tentative Budget and the Capital Improvement Plan for 2013-


2018 at 7:02 p.m.  Mayor King indicated no one had signed up to speak at the public hearing, but he would 


like to explain that historically, the existing Council has passed the budget prior to the start of the term of 


the incoming Council, inviting citizens to look at public records if they desire.  Mayor King then asked if 


there was anyone present who wished to speak.  After receiving no comments, Mayor King closed the 


public hearing at 7:03 p.m. 


 


NEW BUSINESS: 


 


1. Request for a donation to support the “Back to School Fair” sponsored by the San Pedro Family 


Resource Council  


 


No one from the San Pedro Family Resource Council was present.  Mayor King stated he has been 


involved with this event in the past, explaining that donations from businesses are used to purchase school 


supplies for distribution.  Councilmember Lambert stated that he has also been involved in the event, 


clarifying that many items have been donated by businesses for this and the “Stuff the Bus” event, with 


cash donations being used to purchase additional needed supplies.  Vice Mayor McGoffin acknowledged 


that families line up early to participate in the distribution, then commented it was in poor taste that there 


were no representatives from the organization present.  Councilmember Lambert asked what amounts have 


been given in the past with Interim City Manager Jim Cox noting amounts have varied from $100 last year 


up to $1,000 in 2009.  Mayor King asked about holding off the vote until the next Council meeting since 


there wasn’t a representative from the organization present.  Councilmember Maldonado replied that since 


funds would be coming from this closing budget, the decision needs to be made now.  Interim City 


Manager Jim Cox stated there is not a line item for this event in the Community Enrichment Budget, but 


there is $11,000 remaining in the general category.  Councilmember Lambert moved to expend a $500 


donation toward the San Pedro Family Resource Council for their Back to School Fair.  Vice Mayor 


McGoffin suggested $250.  Councilmember Maldonado suggested giving the same amount that was given 
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to Meals on Wheels, which was $500.  Councilmember Maldonado then seconded the motion.  Motion 


passed unanimously 5-0.    


 


2. Health Insurance contract with Health Net for the Employee Benefits for Fiscal Year 2013-2014  


 


Finance Director Megan Moreno introduced Al Thunberg and Jon Stewart of ESG.  She briefly explained 


that the City of Benson is staying with the same provider, Health Net, and that the City also received a rate 


pass from Health Net.   


 


Mr. Thunberg introduced himself, stating that the healthcare field has been challenging due to changes at a 


national level.  Mr. Thunberg acknowledged that there are still questions about new healthcare rules, but 


strategies have emerged.  Mr. Thunberg stated that renewal costs have been as high as 55% from year-to-


year but the City of Benson has been implementing strategies to contain costs, mentioning the health 


reimbursement arrangement, which began in 2009.  Mr. Thunberg noted that the City’s premium costs used 


to be upwards of $750,000 annually, but costs have dropped to $582,000 as the City uses aggressive tactics 


to help control costs.  He stated ESG is continuing to provide the employees with ideas on how to maintain 


coverage at a reasonable cost.  Mr. Thunberg acknowledged that Health Net’s original offer was an 8% 


increase in costs, which was competitive to other providers who offered between 8% and 10% cost 


increases, noting upon further negotiations, Health Net offered a rate pass, meaning there would be no 


increase in costs.  Mr. Thunberg stated this rate pass is a tribute to Benson since rate passes do not occur 


often, adding the City actively helping control costs provided some leverage.   


 


Mr. Thunberg stated the health reimbursement arrangement is continuing, noting this has helped secure 


premium savings and at the same time, manage the City’s risk under those plans, adding the City beats the 


expected claims numbers every single year, again noting this is a tribute to the employees using the 


healthcare plan wisely and that it has contributed toward the savings in premiums.  Mr. Thunberg then 


stated the City implementing strategies has been very effective. 


  


Mr. Thunberg then addressed the Flexible Spending Accounts (FSA) and stated the new benefit this year is 


the Health Savings Accounts (HSA), acknowledging they are similar in nature as they are both consumer 


directed healthcare strategies to help manage premium costs.  He hopes that some employees will use the 


new HSA account which allows employees to “bank” pre-tax funds to spend on medical events.   


 


Mayor King questioned if this account could be used for OTC (over-the-counter) medications and 


pharmacy benefits.  Mr. Thunberg replied that this account can be used for OTC items, but is directed 


toward co-pay and deductible expenses as well as vision or dental costs that are not covered by insurance.   


Councilmember Maldonado asked if this plan is similar to a 125 account.  Mr. Thunberg clarified that 


section 125 creates the FSA account, not the HSA account, with a major difference being HSA funds can 


be invested in hopes of growing the amount available for medical expenses.  Councilmember Maldonado 


asked if this is a use-it-or-lose-it account with Mr. Thunberg replying that FSA is use-it-or-lose-it, but HSA 


funds carry over from year-to-year to accumulate.  Mr. Thunberg did acknowledge the City will not be 


fully governed by the Affordable Care Act, aka Obamacare, until the next open enrollment in 2014, but the 


goal is to start informing employees of new options already.  


 


Mr. Thunberg reiterated that employees still have the traditional PPO and HMO plans to choose from, 


along with the new HSA plan.  Mayor King stated he is glad to have the new plan feature.   


 


Vice Mayor McGoffin asked about excusing herself and Interim City Manager Jim Cox agreed it would be 


prudent.   


 


Councilmember Lambert then moved to approve the health insurance contract with Health Net for the 


employee benefits for Fiscal Year 2013-2014 and for the City Manager to sign said contract.  Seconded by 


Councilmember Maldonado.  Motion passed 3-1 with Councilmember Sacco voting nay and Vice Mayor 


McGoffin abstaining.    
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3. Resolution 19-2013 of the Mayor and Council of the City of Benson, Arizona, approving a Final 


Budget for Fiscal Year 2013-2014   


 


Finance Director Megan Moreno noted that the Council has the final version of the budget, including 


changes discussed at the prior meeting.  She stated that new titles for the binder cover sheet will be updated 


with the “Final” wording.  She then asked if there were any questions and opened the floor for discussion.   


  


Mayor King emphatically stated that this Council is not doing anything differently from prior Councils in 


passing the budget prior to the seating of the new Council. Vice Mayor McGoffin stated that the incoming 


Councilmembers have been allowed and encouraged to participate in the budget process and their input has 


been considered so they have not been excluded, but have been actively included in the budget process.  


 


Councilmember Lambert motioned to approve Resolution 19-2013.  Councilmember Maldonado seconded.  


Motion passed 3-1 with Councilmember Sacco voting nay and Vice Mayor McGoffin abstaining.

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INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT 
PUBLIC PARKS, RECREATION AND SPORTS FACILITIES 


 
This Intergovernmental Agreement is between the City of Benson, hereinafter referred to as “City” 
and Benson School District, hereinafter referred to as “District,” subject to the following terms and 
conditions:  
 
I. Purpose     
 
 The purpose of this Agreement is to permit the parties to use each other’s buildings and 


grounds to provide to the public an organized program of recreation and athletic activities that 
contribute to the physical, mental and moral welfare of the citizens of the community. 


 
II. Authorization 
 


Cities and school districts are authorized to carry out all activities included in this Agreement, 
pursuant to A.R.S. §§ 9-276(A)(1), 9-494, 15-363 and 15-364, and to enter into 
intergovernmental agreements, pursuant to A.R.S. §§ 15-342.13 and 11-952.  


 
III. Term 
 


This Agreement will commence after it has been reviewed by counsel and executed by all 
parties and will end on the 30th day of June, 2014.

City agrees such keys shall not be copied 
or distributed beyond those named by the City as being entitled to the keys for City use.    


6. Provide to the City Manager a list of City facilities the District wishes to use, together with 
a proposed use schedule, in sufficient time to allow the City to review the proposed use 
and notify the District of any conflicts. 
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V. Responsibilities of City 
 


The City agrees to:  
 


1. Allow the District to use City athletic fields and the City’s pool for District educational and 
recreational programs, so long as District’s activities are all appropriately supervised, and 
provided that the School District’s use does not interfere with the operating activities of 
the City.  


2. Use District facilities solely for school sponsored recreational, educational and athletic 
activities; provide adequate adult supervision of any activities, and conduct all activities in 
a safe, responsible manner.  


3. Provide to the District Superintendent a list of the District facilities the City wishes to use 
for its recreational activities, together with a proposed use schedule, in sufficient time to 
allow the District to review the proposed use and notify the City whether a conflict exists, 
and if so, whether there are alternate facilities available. 


4. Keep a log of keys issued.  City agrees that should individuals who have been issued 
keys utilize the facilities for personal use or permit others to use the facilities for their 
personal use, City shall discipline those individuals and require such individuals to return 
the issued keys.  “Personal use” shall be defined as any use other than City approved 
public parks/recreation activities. 


5. Insure that any use of the District facilities complies with District prohibitions against the 
possession or use of drugs, alcohol, tobacco products or weapons on school property.  
Weapons may be carried by law enforcement officers while enforcing state law on district 
property and others may secure permission from the District to carry or use weapons for 
specific limited purposes including, but not limited to, firearm safety courses, Junior 
Reserved Officer Training Corps (JROTC) classes or martial arts demonstrations.

1. PARTIES 


 


The parties to this Agreement are Cochise County Community College District, hereinafter referred 


to as "DISTRICT," and City of Benson, having a mailing address of 120 West 6th Street, Benson AZ  


85602, hereinafter referred to as "GUEST."

 2.1 DISTRICT has offered to make available space at the Cochise College – Benson Center, 


hereinafter referred to as the “FACILITY,” to be used by GUEST, based on availability, for 


occasional meetings or events.. 


 


 2.2 GUEST represents that the FACILITY will only be used for the purpose so stated. 


 


 2.3 DISTRICT has offered to make available the following equipment and/or services to be used 


by GUEST as part of this AGREEMENT: Furniture, overhead projectors, podiums (and set 


up) . 


 


3. TERM 


 


The term of this agreement shall commence on July 1st, 2013,  and end on June 30, 2014, at which 


time GUEST’s rights to use the FACILITY under this Agreement shall automatically expire unless 


otherwise extended in writing, by DISTRICT, in its sole discretion. 


 


4. COMPENSATION 


 


GUEST will compensate DISTRICT for use of the FACILITY in the amount of $ 40.00 to $100.00  per 


day to help defray the costs to the DISTRICT.  


1 Room = $40.00 


2 Rooms = $100.00 


Events held outside of the Center’s normal operating hours will be assessed an additional $20 per 


hour fee with a one hour minimum to open and close the facilities 


Any catering charges will be additional and paid directly to the food services provider. 


 


5. USE 


 


When using the FACILITY or any portion thereof, GUEST agrees to comply with all applicable state, 


federal and city laws and regulations, and with the policies, regulations, and Facilities Use 


Guidelines of DISTRICT, made a part of this agreement as Attachment I, pertaining to the use and 
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occupancy of the FACILITY.  GUEST agrees to take good care of the FACILITY and any equipment 


and furniture located therein, and to leave the FACILITY at all times in as good order and condition 


as existed prior to GUEST’s use thereof. GUEST shall not use or allow any portion of the FACILITY 


to be used for any unlawful purpose. GUEST shall not commit or allow to be committed any waste or 


nuisance in or about the FACILITY, or subject the FACILITY to any use that would damage any 


portion of the FACILITY or raise or violate any insurance coverage maintained by DISTRICT. 


GUEST shall not allow a number of persons in any portion of the FACILITY at any time in excess of 


the legal or normal capacity of such portion of the FACILITY. GUEST shall not permit any food, 


drink or smoking in any portion of the FACILITY without the prior written consent of DISTRICT.  


 


6. INSURANCE 


 


GUEST, agrees to procure, at its expense, and maintain during the term hereof, and thereafter—if 


and as necessary, a policy of general liability insurance in the amount of no less than $1,000,000 


against claims for bodily injury, death and property damage occurring in connection with GUEST’s 


use of any portion of the FACILITY.  This insurance shall include the DISTRICT as an additional 


insured and shall be the primary and non-contributing insurance to any coverage maintained by the 


DISTRICT. GUEST shall provide DISTRICT with a certificate evidencing that such insurance 


coverage is in effect.  For purposes of this agreement, “occurring in connection with GUEST’s use of 


any portion of the FACILITY,” means that the injury, death or property damage in question occurred 


because GUEST and its employees, invitees, representatives and affiliates were present at the 


FACILITY or used the FACILITY in any manner.   As such, this terminology shall be given the 


broadest reading and interpretation possible by any court of competent jurisdiction. 


 


7. LIABILITY AND INDEMNITY 


 


GUEST agrees to conduct its activities in the FACILITY in a careful and safe manner. As a material 


part of the consideration to DISTRICT, GUEST hereby assumes all risk of damage to and loss or theft 


of property, and injury or death to persons related in whole or in part to GUEST’s use or occupancy of 


any portion of the FACILITY or any of its contents from any cause whatsoever—whether in whole or 


in part.  GUEST hereby waives all claims in respect thereof against DISTRICT. To the maximum 


extent allowed by law, GUEST shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless DISTRICT and all of its 


employees, agents and representatives from any and all claims, demands, suits, actions, proceedings, 


losses, costs and damages of every kind and description, including any attorney's fees and/or litigation 


expenses, which may be brought or made against or incurred by DISTRICT, on account of loss or 


damage to any property and for injury to or death of any person arising out of any act or omission by 


GUEST, its employees, agents, representatives or subcontractors, or otherwise arising out of such use 


of the FACILITY, or arising out of workers’ compensation claims or unemployment disability 


compensation claims of employees of GUEST or out of claims under similar such laws. 


 


8. ENTIRE CONTRACT 


 


This Agreement embodies the entire contract between GUEST and DISTRICT. The parties shall not 


be bound by or be liable for any statement or representation of any nature not set forth in this 


Agreement. Changes of any of the provisions of this Contract shall not be valid unless reduced to 


writing and signed by both parties. 


 


9. SUSPENSION AND TERMINATION 
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DISTRICT may, by written notice, direct GUEST to suspend its use of the FACILITY for such period 


of time as may be determined by DISTRICT to be necessary or desirable. Upon receipt of such 


termination notice, GUEST shall immediately discontinue use of the FACILITY under this 


Agreement. Payment for use already completed or in process at the time of the notice of termination 


is received shall be adjusted between DISTRICT and GUEST in a fair and reasonable manner but 


shall exclude any allowance for unperformed use or anticipated profits thereon. 


 


10. WAIVER 


 


The failure of DISTRICT to insist upon strict performance of any of the provisions of this Agreement 


or to exercise any rights or remedies provided by this Agreement, or GUEST’s delay in the exercise of 


any such rights or remedies shall not release GUEST from any of its responsibilities or obligations 


imposed by this Agreement and shall not be deemed a waiver of any right of DISTRICT to insist upon 


strict performance of this Agreement. 


 


11. ASSIGNMENTS AND SUBLETTING 


 


GUEST shall not have the right to assign this Agreement or allow any other person or entity to use or 


occupy any or all of the FACILITY without the prior written consent of DISTRICT, which consent 


may be granted or withheld in DISTRICT’S sole discretion. 


 


12. DEFAULT 


 


In the event that GUEST fails to pay any fee or other sum required to be paid by GUEST hereunder 


when due, or otherwise fails to comply with or observe any other provisions of this Agreement, in 


addition to any other remedy that may be available to DISTRICT by reason of such failure, whether 


at law or in equity, DISTRICT may immediately terminate this Agreement and all rights of GUEST 


hereunder. 


 


13. ARBITRATION 


 


In the event of a dispute hereunder, the parties agree to use arbitration insofar as required by A.R.S 


§12-1518 and §12-133, and rules promulgated thereunder. 


14. CONFLICT OF INTEREST 


 


The parties understand that this Agreement is subject to cancellation pursuant to A.R.S. §38-511 of 


the Arizona Revised Statutes, without penalty or further obligation on the part of DISTRICT, if any 


person significantly involved in initiating, negotiating, securing, drafting or creating this Agreement 


on behalf of DISTRICT is, at any time while this Agreement or any extension hereof is in effect, an 


employee or agent of GUEST, in any capacity, or a consultant to GUEST, with respect to the subject 


matter of this Agreement. 


 


15. GOVERNING LAW 
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The laws of the State of Arizona shall govern this Agreement, the courts of which state shall have 


jurisdiction of the subject matter hereof. 


 


 


16. RELATIONSHIP 


 


The parties agree that neither GUEST nor any employees or other personnel of GUEST will for any 


purpose be considered employees of DISTRICT.  DISTRICT shall not be responsible in any manner 


for the supervision, daily direction and control of GUEST or any of its employees or other personnel or 


the payment of salary (including withholding of income taxes and social security), workers’ 


compensation and disability benefits for GUEST and any of its employees or other personnel.

FACILITY USE GUIDELINES 


 


General Safe Practices 


 


The Guest shall adopt and follow safety measures during its operations at the District facility. 


 


Cooperation  


 


The Guest is expected to cooperate with District personnel to ensure a safe site. The Guest shall clarify 


with District personnel all safety and security requirements prior to use of the facilities. 


 


Facility Use Guidelines 


 


1. All use shall be performed in compliance with all applicable statutes, rules and regulations. 


 


2. The Guest shall furnish and/or require participants to wear appropriate clothing. 


 


3. The Guest shall observe District vehicle parking guidelines. The Guest shall not allow any parking 


in areas marked with red indicating a fire lane. 


 


4. The Guest shall maintain all areas used in a clean well-organized manner. 


 


5. Any electrical tools, appliances and extension cords used shall be in good condition.  Extension 


cords are to be taped to the floor to avoid a trip hazard. 


 


6. All means of access or egress shall be identified and communicated to participants. 


 


7. Guest shall identify areas where travel isn’t permitted and inform participants. 


 


8. Roadway and sidewalks, to be used, shall be inspected by the Guest and are to remain clear of 


obstructions during use.  


 


9. All catering on the Douglas and Sierra Vista campuses must be requested through District’s food 


services provider.  Food items may not be brought onto the Douglas or Sierra Vista campuses 


unless the requestor makes prior arrangements with the District’s food service provider.    The 


Willcox and Benson centers do not provide catering service and outside food and drink are allowed 


from insured and regulated vendors.  Regardless of location, the Guest is responsible for all 


catering arrangements. 
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10. Guest cancelling less than 48 hours in advance may be charged the agreed upon fees.  


 


11. District policy prohibits the possession or consumption of alcoholic beverages on District property 


at any time.  Any person deemed by the appropriate District official to be under the influence of 


liquor or any illegal substance will not be allowed on campus.  (See Policy 5003, Drug and Alcohol 


Free Environment)  


 


12. District is not responsible for any items including equipment, displays, signs, etc. which the renter 


brings on to the site.  


 


13. Smoking is permitted in designated smoking areas located a reasonable distance away from 


building entrances, open windows, and ventilation systems; furthermore, by-products of smokeless 


tobacco must be disposed of in a discrete and sanitary manner.  (See Policies 649 and  5005, Use of 


Tobacco Products)  


 


14. The appropriate District official must approve any materials distributed or displayed on or in 


District facilities.  All materials and decorations must be removed after the completion of the event 


or as determined by the appropriate College official.  Decorations must be flameproof and must be 


put up and taken down without damaging District property.  


 


15. The District does not permit commercial vendors on District property unless they are part of a 


scheduled event and have specific authorization from the appropriate District official. 


 


16. District is not responsible for materials left on District property.   


 


17. Disruptive conduct or behavior may result in disciplinary action including but not limited to 


eviction from campus by District security.

Discussion:  
 
The agreement between the City and Arizona Golf Systems, LLC for the donation of $950,000 over three years 
is contingent upon golf course expenditures exceeding revenues by at least $950,000 during the three year 
period.  The donation is made at the rate of $25,000 per month, or $300,000 per year.  There is one payment 
remaining due for the month of July, 2013. 
 
Preliminary estimates indicate that the golf course needed to spend about $50,000 to ensure that the fiscal 
2012-2013 expenditures exceeded revenues by $300,000. 
 
The golf course greens mowers have been in desperate need of replacement for the past two years.  We were 
able to negotiate the purchase of two mowers for the total purchase price, including tax, of $59,423.86, and 
have them delivered by June 30.  The list price of the mowers is $83,000.  The State Bid price is $64,000 plus 
tax.  Please note the significant savings we received for buying and paying for the equipment.

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1. EQUAL EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY 


 
A. The City of Benson hereby reaffirms its commitment to providing equal employment 


opportunities for all qualified persons without regard to race, color, national origin, 
religion, gender, sexual orientation, disability, age, or any other basis which is 
proscribed by law.  In addition, the City of Benson is committed to providing a work 
environment free of retaliation, harassment, intimidation, and coercion.  These 
protections shall be provided to both candidates and employees at all applicable 
stages of the City’s employment process, including recruitment, hiring, benefits, 
training, job assignments, promotion, and compensation. 


 
B. The City recognizes that the effective implementation of this equal employment policy 


requires more than just a statement of principles.  The City Manager and the Human 
Resources Director are hereby delegated with the responsibility for developing and 
implementing the specific plans and procedures that are necessary for this policy to be 
properly applied. All Department Heads and all other employees are required to 
cooperate and coordinate their actions with this policy and all applicable equal 
employment plans and procedures to ensure that they are properly applied. 


 
C.  Any employee or candidate for employment with the City who believes that he or she 


has been improperly discriminated against in any manner in violation of this policy, or 
subject to any unlawful retaliation, harassment, intimidation, or coercion is encouraged 
to submit a report of any such action directly to the applicable Department Head and to 
the City Manager.  The City Manager will provide a written response to any such 
complaint within ten (10) calendar days of receipt of any complaint. Any employee or 
candidate who is not satisfied with that response may submit a written request for 
further review by the Civil Service Commission.  Any such complaint will be addressed 
by the Commission in the manner provided for the review of Grievances, as provided 
for in these rules.  Nothing in this Section shall limit or infringe upon any other legal 
remedies that any employee or candidate for employment may have for the 
enforcement of any such rights. 
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2. TITLE VI OF THE CIVIL RIGHTS ACT OF 1964 


 
A. SERVICES OPEN TO ALL  
 


Public transportation services provided by the City of Benson, either directly, or through 
a contractor, are open to the public.  Neither the City nor its contractors shall 
discriminate on the basis of race, color, religion, gender, national origin, age, sex, 
disability, military or veteran status, political status, or other legally protected status in 
the delivery of any transit services.

It is the policy of the City of Benson transit program to abide by all provisions of the 
Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) of 1990, as amended, including but not limited to 
those stated in this policy, in all of its activities, operations, and relationships with, and 
accommodations of, employees, clients, customers, and the general public. 
 


A.  AFIRMACIÓN

As required by the ADA, the City o fBenson transit program has, and shall maintain, a 
sufficient number of wheelchair accessible vehicles in the transit fleet to ensure that 
persons needing a wheelchair have equivalent access to transportation services as 
ambulatory persons.

As required by the ADA, the accessible features on transit vehicles are maintained to a 
high level, and shall continue to be so maintained, so that persons needing these 
features receive equivalent service to persons not needing those features.

As required by the ADA, persons using transit vehicles may bring respirator, portable 
oxygen, and/or other life support equipment on board as long as they do not violate the 
law or rules relating to the transportation of hazardous materials.  All equipment must 
be small enough to fit into the vehicle safely and without obstructing the aisle and/or 
block emergency exits. 


 
E. USO DE OXĺGENO PORTATIL

not limited to, guiding individuals with impaired vision or alerting individuals with 
impaired hearing, are accepted on transit vehicles. 


 
            F.  ANIMAL DE SERVICIO

   As required by ADA, drivers are trained to proficiency in the use of wheelchair       


equipment on board transit vehicles and in passenger sensitivity.

 5. PRIVATE ENTERPRISE INVOLVEMENT 
 


In order to protect the interests of private-for-profit and private nonprofit transportation 
operators in the area, the City of Benson will: 


 
 Solicit private sector participation in the planning and implementation of transit service 


in the area.  This includes reviewing the possibility of contracting with private operators 
to provide general public transportation services. 


 Maintain a list and description of all transportation providers in our service area 
including the days and hours of service, number of passengers, frequency of service, 
fare charged, and area served. 


 Provide reasonable notice to all transportation providers in the area to inform them of 
project grant applications and potential participation opportunities.  Reasonable notice 
includes public notice in a newspaper of general circulation and direct notice by mail. 


 Receive and respond to any concern or dispute by any private transportation provider 
which is provided in writing to the Transportation Director, City of Benson at 120 W. 6th 
Street, Benson, AZ 85602. 


 
 6. DISADVANTAGED BUSINESS ENTERPRISES 
 


The City of Benson Transit Program staff shall adopt the Arizona Department of 
Transportation’s DBE Plan when the City receives in excess of $250,000 in FTA funding 
exclusive of vehicle purchases, or when any such plan is otherwise required. Any such 
DBE Plan will be approved by the ADOT Civil Rights Office.  Until that threshold is reached, 
the City of Benson shall make sure that disadvantaged business enterprises in this area 
have an equal opportunity for all contracts awarded by the City in connection with the 
delivery of these services. 


 
 7. SUBCONTRACTOR COMPLIANCE 
 


All subcontractors and agents that are retained by the City of Benson for the purpose of 
providing any of the services that are the subject of these Transit Program Policies shall be 
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required, as a condition for any such agreement, to comply with all of these policies and 
procedures.  


 
8.  OTHER LEGAL REQUIREMENTS 


 
The City of Benson Transit Program staff shall comply with all other applicable state and 
federal requirements in delivery of these services.  Staff are hereby directed and authorized 
to promulgate any additional policies and procedures that may be necessary to ensure that 
the program is operated in full compliance with all applicable laws, rules, and regulations.

June 19, 2013 


Doug Quarles, a muralist painter from Tucumcari, New Mexico, has submitted a quote to paint murals on 
the panels on the west side of the Benson Visitors' Center. ·We as a committee feel that those panels should 
be painted with a railroad theme because the Visitors' Center is so close to the railroad. Bob Nilson of the 
Visitors' Center has indicated that the railroad logos that are being fabricated will be mounted on every 
other panel on both sides of the Visitors' Center. With this in mind, Mr. Quarles has submitted a rough 
sketch drawing of the photos we provided to him showing murals and the railroad logos on the length of the 
west wall. 


Mr. Quarle' s normal rate is $15.00 per square foot, which would be a total cost in excess of$7,000. 
However, Mr. Quarles has offered us a package quote to do eight panels for $3,600.00, which is slightly less 
than $10.00 per square foot. This quote includes the cost of the primer, the paint, and the clear coat. He is 
offering this discounted rate with the expectation of moving to Benson soon and literally "Painting the 
Town" with murals of our choice. 


He estimates that it will take approximately eight weeks to do the murals, and has asked that we reimburse 
him for lµUf of his motel bill while he's here. Nancy Iverson, owner of the Sahara Motel, has offered to give 
him a discounted monthly rate of$756.00, with half of that being $378.00. Therefore, the total cost to the 
Clean & Beautiful Committee for painting these eight murals would be $3,978.00. 


In addition to the rough sketch drawing, also submitted for review are photos of some of the murals that Mr. 
Quarles has previously painted.

Benson Clean & Beautiful Committee 


June 24, 2013 


After having been inactive since 2007, the Benson Clean & Beautiful Committee is being revived. For our 
first major project, it is our wish to have murals of early Benson history painted on the outside walls of as 
many Benson businesses as possible. We would like to make Benson a destination for all tourists, rather 
than just a pass-through on the way to Tombstone and Bisbee. The mural program has revitalized other 
cities such as Tucumcari, New Mexico, Lake Placid, Florida, and Ely, Nevada, to name just a few. 


I have been elected Chairman of the Clean & Beautiful Committee and as such, would like to ask the City 
Council for permission to paint murals on eight of the outside panel walls west of the Benson Visitors' 
center. We as a Committee are also asking the City of Benson for a donation to help cover the cost of this 
first project. 


Doug Quarles, an experienced muralist painter from Tucumcari, New Mexico, has submitted a quote to 
paint murals on these panels. Because the Visitors' Center is so close to the railroad, we as a committee feel 
that the panels should be painted with a railroad theme. Bob Nilson of the Visitors' Center has indicated 
that the metal railroad logos that are being fabricated will be mounted on every other panel on both sides of 
the Visitors' Center. With this in mind, Mr. Quarles has submitted a rough sketch drawing of the photos we 
provided to him showing murals and the railroad logos on the length of the west wall. A copy of these 
drawing is attached. 


Mr. Quarle's normal rate is $15.00 per square foot, which would be a total cost in excess of $7,000. 
However, Mr. Quarles has offered us a package quote to do eight p~els for $3,600.00, which is less than 
$10.00 per square foot. This quote includes the cost of the primer, the paint, and the clear coat. He is 
offering this discounted rate with the expectation of moving to Benson soon and literally "Painting the 
Town" with murals of our choice. 


He estimates that it will take approximately eight weeks to paint the murals, and has asked that we 
reimburse him for half of his motel bill while he's here. Nancy Iverson, owner of the Sahara Motel, has 
offered to give him a discounted monthly rate of $756.00 for a kitchenette unit. The total cost to the Clean 
& Beautiful Committee for painting these eight murals would be $3,600.00 and one-half of two months' 
motel bill in the amount of $756.00, for a total of $4,356.00. 


In addition to the rough sketch drawings, also submitted for your review and information are copies of the 
railroad logos, several photos which are the subject of the murals, and photos of some of the previous 
murals that Mr. Quarles has painted.
