Discussion:

At the Council meeting held on February 9, the resignation of Ron Brooks and the appointment of Debra Crafts
to the Benson Economic Development Committee were tabled to the February 23 Council meeting. Please see
the excerpt from the February 9 Council minutes:

Councilmember Lambert stated another resignation from the Benson Economic Development
Committee was submitted to Council on February 3, after the Council agenda was posted and
Council packets were distributed. Councilmember Lambert then stated should the Council
approve these items, the committee would have its required odd-numbered membership;
however, accepting the third resignation would result in the committee consisting of an even-
numbered membership, which is not allowed. Councilmember Lambert then stated he would like
to table these items until the February 23 Council meeting, making them action items for the
Council. Seconded by Councilmember Konrad. Motion passed 6-0.

Councilmember Lambert then asked to have the Benson Economic Development Committee on the agenda for
Council consideration and possible action at the Council meeting held on February 23, 2015. Council
discussed the Benson Economic Development Committee (BEDC); its role, responsibilities and direction
Council would like to see the committee move toward. Council then directed Staff to set up a worksession to
be held with the BEDC to further discuss the committee before taking any action. The proposed Ordinance has
been placed on the February 23, 2015 regular Council meeting agenda should Council decide to take legal
action after the worksession.

ORDINANCE 576

AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
BENSON, ARIZONA, AMENDING THE BENSON CITY CODE, CHAPTER 18
“BOARDS, COMMISSIONS AND COMMITTEES,” ARTICLE 18-6, “BENSON
ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE” TO DISBAND AND DELETE
ANY REFERENCE TO THE BENSON ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT
COMMITTEE IN THE BENSON CITY CODE

WHEREAS, the City of Benson has adopted a City Code for the efficient
administration of the City; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council in May 2014 adopted City Code Article 18-6,
concerning the establishment and functionality of the Benson Economic Development
Committee; and

WHEREAS, the City Council has reviewed Article 18-6 and wishes now to
amend the City Code to delete the contents of Article 18-6 and to delete all references to
the Benson Economic Development Committee in any Article or Section heading in the
City Code.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and the City Council of
the City of Benson, Arizona, as follows:

Section I Acrticle 18-6 of the Benson City Code is hereby deleted.

Section II: All references to the Benson Economic Development Committee in Article
or Section headings of the Benson City Code are deleted.

Section I1l:  All ordinances and parts of ordinances in conflict with the provisions of
this Ordinance are hereby repealed.

Section IV: If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or portion of this
Ordinance is for any reason held to be invalid or unconstitutional by the
decision of any court of competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not
affect the validity of the remaining portion thereof.

Section VI:  The City Clerk is directed to publish the text of this Ordinance in the San

Pedro Valley News Sun for two (2) consecutive weeks, and further to post
a copy of this Ordinance in three (3) or more public places within the City.
