At the City Council meeting on Monday, March 23, 2015, Council directed Staff to set up a special meeting for 
Tuesday, March 31, 2015, with possible follow up meetings, if needed, set for Wednesday, April 1, and 
Thursday, April 2, 2015 to consider applicants and make the appointment to fill the vacated Council seat.
