SUBJECT: Monthly Department Report 


The organization of records in the Clerk's office continues to move forward, scanning 
and indexing all current and previous Council action in the form of Ordinances, 
Resolutions, Contracts, Deeds & Easements and Declared Public Documents. 


The Clerk's office has been assisting with Human Resource functions since the HR 
Coordinator left the City's employ on March 12. The duties have temporarily been 
divided between the Clerk's office and the Finance Department with the Clerk's office 
handling all administration of new hires, from advertising, the interview process and all 
paperwork for the implementation of a new employee and the Finance Department 
handling all existing employee issues. The Clerk's office worked hand in hand with the 
Finance Department on open enrollment meetings resulting in a smooth transition for 
any employee who changed or enrolled into benefit programs. 


The Clerk's office also continues to work closely with the City Manager and other 
departments concerning public records requests, documentation for research purposes 
and the drafting of documentation for upcoming items requiring Council action. 


I have attached a news release from Cochise County concerning elections, with the 
most notable issue being Vote Center locations. Vote Centers are consolidated polling 
locations and will enable registered voters to vote at any Voter Center. The advantage 
to this is that voters who live in one location and work in another will be able to choose 
the most convenient Vote Center location for them to vote on Election Day. Registered 
voters will still need to present an acceptable form of ID in order to vote at the polls. 
Should voters opt to cast an early ballot, they may still do so, as there is no change in 
the vote by mail process. 


Another change at the County is the equipment that will be used for elections. The new 
ExpressVote machines are discussed in the attached news release in more detail.

Board of Supervisors Approves 18 Vote Center Locations 


At their regular Board meeting Tuesday, August 25th,  at 10:00 a.m., the Board of Supervisors 


approved staff recommendations for eighteen 2016 Vote Center locations. Voters will vote 


at the new Vote Centers beginning with the March 22, 2016 Presidential Preference 


Election. 


Vote Centers are consolidated polling locations. The advantage of Vote Centers for voters is 


that any registered voter in Cochise County can vote at any Vote Center. Cochise County 


voters will no longer be required to vote only at designated precinct locations. Voters who 


live in one location and work in another will be able to choose the most convenient Vote 


Center location for them to vote on Election Day. The idea is to help voters get to the polls, 


no matter where they are in the County on Election Day. 


Registered voters will still need to present an acceptable form of ID in order to vote at the 


polls, where they will cast ballots using the County's new ExpressVote machines - universal 


ballot marking devices featuring touch-screen technology. These machines enable voters to 


easily select candidates, review completed ballots, and make changes before printing a final 


ballot. Voters will deposit printed ballots in a tabulation machine, where votes are counted 


and ballots are safely stored in a locked collection bin. Vote Center election volunteers will 


be present, similar to the polling locations in the past. 


Voters may still choose to vote an Early Ballot, if they wish, instead of going to a Vote 


Center to vote. There is no change to the vote by mail process.

COCHISE COUNTY ELECTIONS UPDATE FOR 2016 ELECTION CYCLE 


Many changes have been instituted during 2015 


that will enhance the voting experience for voters in 


Cochise County beginning in the 2016 Election 


cycle. 


Following a difficult election cycle in 2014, the 


Board of Supervisors, County Administration and 


Elections staff met to review what had gone wrong 


and how to prevent a recurrence of these same 


problems. The new Elections Director was 


mandated to: 


• Identify and procure new voting equipment 


to replace the aging election system 


• Review and revise procedures as necessary 


to ensure smooth operations, streamline 


processes, avoid errors and ensure 


absolutely accurate results 


• Obtain necessary training for staff 


responsible for election functions and 


ensure the election system is sustainable 


• Establish a back-up plan and identify and 


obtain cost-savings wherever possible 


• Conduct substantial voter outreach and 


regain voters' confidence in the integrity of 


the election process in Cochise County. 


Elections staff spent several months researching 


and investigating available elections systems and 


evaluating their fit for Cochise County. Of critical 


importance was that the system be certified by the 


Arizona Secretary of State, that the system be easy 


for Poll Workers and voters to use and that the 


system had built in safeguards to prevent some of 


the problems occurring in the past. Staff visited 


other counties, attended conferences and vendor 


shows, arranged in-house demos, met with staff 


from multiple firms, discussed findings with other 


county elections departments and ultimately made 


a recommendation to the Board of Supervisors for 


the Elections Systems & Solutions (ES&S) new 


hardware and software: an end-to-end elections 


solution that met all of the requirements. 


Vote Centers: Staff also recommended, and the 


Board approved, consolidating the polling locations 


(previously one per each of the 49 precincts) into 17 


Vote Centers. Vote Centers will be like large polling 


places. There will be more people, more equipment 


and more assistance available to voters at each of 


the Vote Centers. Also, importantly, voters will 


have the choice to go to ANY Vote Center they 


choose in the County. No longer must a voter vote 


only in his/her precinct. If a voter lives in Benson, 


but works in Sierra Vista during the day, the voter 


can vote in Sierra Vista! Once a voter signs-in 


wherever he/she chooses to vote, that information 


is communicated to all other Vote Centers; this 


prevents the voter from signing in again and voting 


a second time elsewhere in the County. Vote 


Centers will provide more convenience to the 


voters by allowing them to vote where they are and 


the consolidation of people and equipment will 


provide better service. Going to the Vote Center 


model also meant that the County had to purchase 


less equipment, which is a savings of taxpayer 


dollars! 


At the Vote Centers: The new system is state 


of the art and, for those voters who vote at a Vote 


Center, they will begin with check-in using the new 


electronic tablets (ePoll books) which contain the 


voter registration roll and registration status for the 


entire County. Once a voter signs the ePoll book, 


the voter will be given a ballot card (about 5" wide) 







which will have only a printed bar code at the top. 


The bar code contains the appropriate ballot style 


for that voter (i.e., party (for Primary elections), and 


the precinct and precinct splits (fire district, water 


district, school district, etc.) reflecting the races that 


the voter is entitled to vote). There is no 


information about the voter's identity in the bar 


code. 


The voter then takes the ballot card and feeds it 


into an ExpressVote. This device is a universal ballot 


marking device. The ExpressVote guides the voter 


through the process to make selections in each 


race. Voters will no longer have to fill in ovals on a 


paper ballot. Just like an ATM, voters will use the 


touch-screen technology on the ExpressVote to 


select choices for each race, and then review all of 


their choices for accuracy. Once the voter is 


satisfied that the races are all voted as intended, 


the voter will press "Print Ballot" and the machine 


will do so. The printed card will contain only the 


selections the voter made, for each race the voter 


voted. (This device is fully ADA-compliant and has 


many features to assist voters who are blind, low-


vision, or who have difficulty reading; in addition, 


the device presents the ballot to the voter in either 


English or Spanish (voter's choice)). 


After the ballot card is printed, the voter feeds the 


card into the DS200 Tabulator which reads the 


voter's selections and counts the ballot. 


That's it! 


Early Voting: Early voting remains an option 


and, in fact, the number of registered voters who 


vote Early ballots has historically been increasing by 


approximately 10% each major election cycle (i.e., 


every two years). 


With the new system, Early voters will still receive a 


paper ballot, although it should be more "user 


friendly" with clearer separation between federal, 


state and local races. Using the new Electionware 


software, the Elections staff will be programming all 


of the ballots and will have the ability to customize 


the ballot to make it easier to read. 


The envelope the voter will use to return the ballot 


to the Recorder has also been redesigned. No 


longer will there be two envelopes (inner and 


outer); instead, the return envelope has a secrecy 


flap that covers the voter's signature on the 


affidavit, eliminating the need for two envelopes. 


In addition, the Election's & Recorder's offices have 


established a joint contract with a Vote by Mail 


provider who will be printing and mailing all of the 


Early ballots. The Vote by Mail provider will ensure 


that all Early voters receive the correct ballot based 


on a bar-code tracking system that matches the 


ballot style the voter would receive if voting in 


person. After confirming the match, the 


ballot/instruction sheet and return envelope are 


inserted into the outbound envelope. By 


eliminating the inner envelope and taking 


advantage of digital printing technology and 


services, the two departments are saving money 


and time, Early voters will receive the correct ballot 


and the entire process is auditable! 


One word of caution: If you plan to vote an 


Early ballot, put it in the mail at least one-week 


before the Election! This is because all of the US 


Postal Service mail in Cochise County is now routed 


through either Phoenix or Albuquerque and you 


must allow time for the return mail to be received 


at the Recorder's Office on or before Election Day! 


If your ballot arrives after Election Day, it will not be 


counted. 


You can also choose to drop off your Early ballot at 


the Recorder's Office by Election Day, OR drop it off 


at any Vote Center in the County on Election Day. 


However, keep in mind that Early ballots dropped 


off at Vote Centers on Election Day have to be 







counted after the election, thus potentially delaying 


election results in close races. 


Bottom line: If you are going to vote an Early ballot, 


MAIL IT IN EARLY—ONE WEEK BEFORE ELECTION! 


Voting an Early Ballot on-site: The 


Recorder's Office will continue to use their Bisbee 


location as an on-site Early voting option. Those 


who choose to vote Early on-site before Election 


Day will be voting on the same ExpressVote ballot 


marking device that will be used at the Vote 


Centers. 


Counting Early Ballots: The new system also 


includes a high-speed digital scanner which has the 


capability of counting more than 300 ballots per 


minute. The processes for batching Early ballots 


have also been streamlined, and additional 


verification checks have been instituted. The 


combination of new equipment and procedures will 


ensure that Early ballots will be processed 


accurately and quickly.

Mayor King called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Mayor King then introduced 


Sarah Isakson of St. Raphael in the Valley church who offered the invocation.

Present were: Mayor Toney D. King, Sr., Vice Mayor Lori McGoffin, Councilmembers Pat Boyle, Jeff Cook, Joe

 Mayor King read a proclamation of the Mayor and Council declaring the Month of September 


“Grandfamily/Kinship Care Month.”   


 


PUBLIC HEARING:  None 


 


CALL TO THE PUBLIC:   
 


Mike Reinbold of El Dorado Holdings stated he would like to share an article in the Washington Post regarding a 


study that was conducted by the USDA Economic Research Service.  Mr. Reinbold stated the study addressed a 


ranking system of all counties in the U.S. based on scenery, climate, physical characteristics and natural amenities 


that make a county a desirable place to live.  Mr. Reinbold then stated while it is known locally, he was happy to 


report that the country now knows Cochise County falls in the top 1%, adding when he discusses marketing and 


where the marketing comes from, people can see that this study reinforces that this is a desirable place to live.   


 


Stephen Insalaco, Pinto Place, J6 Ranch, addressed Council concerning the Benson Municipal Airport, stating he 


had spoken with Jason Musselman with Armstrong Consulting on August 14 and August 21 concerning future 


airport projects and learned a new helipad rotating beacon was approved for 2015 and the enhanced airport 


security fence design and construction was approved for 2016, access road improvements were approved for 2017 


and a project involving 2 taxi lanes surrounding a new hangar pad was approved for the 2017-2018 timeframe.  


Mr. Insalaco stated he was excited about these projects, adding he also learned that the master plan is scheduled to 


be revised in conjunction with an airport-wide drainage study in the 2020 timeframe and there are 3 things he 


would like to share about this idea.  Mr. Insalaco then stated the consultant agency offers the master plan with the 


assistance of community inputs, adding the FAA approves the airport layout plan and airport usage portions of the 


master plan and the final master plan is then approved by the Council.  Mr. Insalaco stated while the 2007 master 


plan was approved and illustrates runway extensions, the actual funding by FAA AIP grant funds has not yet been 


approved, adding that implies that a runway extension is unlikely because of FAA funding shortages, but 


nonetheless, the City should stay on course with this idea, adding the runway and additional hangar space are the 


two most critical pathways to economic growth and development at the airport.  Mr. Insalaco then stated a 


continuous strain of letters to AOPA and Congresswoman McSally’s office would help in the runway endeavor 


and urged Council to submit their letters as well.  Mr. Insalaco then stated any hangar projects by whoever will 


not jeopardize future AIP funding of a runway extension or other FAA funded airport projects, adding additional 


hangar development will help with FAA funding because additional t-shades and hangar space brings additional 


based aircraft to airport, which demonstrates a greater need for FAA AIP grant funded projects.  Mr. Insalaco then 


stated he would like to stress and amplify the idea of the City finding a way to build additional hangars either on 


their own or by the private sector.  Mr. Insalaco then stated he found it comfortable talking with Armstrong 


Consulting representatives and the Council made a good choice in selecting Armstrong.     
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Dave Thompson, La Cuesta Drive, Benson stated he was listening to the BEDC Chairman Mike Berryhill discuss 


the SCA (Society for Creative Anachronism) event and decided to look up the organization, adding he learned the 


SCA creates a time other than the present and chose medieval times, holding an event in Sonoita.  Mr. Thompson 


stated he went to see the event, adding the people who participate in the event are very serious and are 


professionals, such as businessmen and engineers.  Mr. Thompson stated he expected the event to be like a 


renaissance fair, but it wasn’t, adding the event is very serious and has been going on since 1966 worldwide.  Mr. 


Thompson stated the event has knights and apprenticeship programs, and people can see from the pictures he 


took, (and passed around the Council) that the participants invest a lot of their own money in realism, adding 


when he walked onto the field, it was like stepping back into medieval times.  Mr. Thompson then stated the event 


consists of amazing battles with everyone in costumes and it was interesting and a lot of fun.  Mr. Thompson 


stated the Council and the BEDC recently talked about bringing the event to Benson and he thinks it would be 


fabulous to do so, adding the event is a nice upscale function, the SCA leaves the area for the event cleaner than 


they found it and they have a good system of policing the event.  Mr. Thompson again stated the event was a lot 


of fun and was a good experience.

Vice Mayor McGoffin moved to approve the Consent Agenda.  Seconded by Councilmember Boyle.  Motion 


passed 7-0.  


 


2. Discussion and possible direction to Staff and/or the Benson Economic Development Committee (BEDC) 


about the BEDC’s efforts to assist in having scoreboards purchased and installed at Lions Park    


 


City Manager William Stephens stated the BEDC is seeking permission from Council to pursue efforts to assist in 


having scoreboards purchased and installed at Lions Park and he believes they will solicit sponsorships to do so.  


Mr. Stephens then stated the BEDC Chairman, Mike Berryhill was present to provide additional information.  


Councilmember Boyle stated he understood there were already people who were willing to donate and were 


looking for an avenue to do so.  BEDC member Mindi Flores addressed Council informing them that there were 


some sponsors who had pledged money, but the BEDC needed approval from Council to move forward.  


Councilmember Konrad asked if the BEDC had an idea of the pledged amount and the amount needed for the 


scoreboards with Ms. Flores stating no solicitations have been done, but there was about $600 pledged through 


word of mouth, adding people are excited about the project.  Mayor King stated he has spoken to a lot of people at 


the park and they would love to see scoreboards.  Councilmember Lambert stated he knew the BEDC has been 


looking at getting grants and he wanted to make it clear that all grants have to go through Staff and have to be 


approved by Council before they are submitted, again stating he wanted that to be clear.  Vice Mayor McGoffin 
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asked what kind of scoreboards the BEDC was looking at and if they were electronic with Ms. Flores stating the 


BEDC would be talking to the different organizations that use the fields to see what they would like, but have 


looked at different types and sizes with LED lights, adding they are even looking into solar powered scoreboards.  


Vice Mayor McGoffin then stated a recent softball tournament was held with 14 teams and they are looking at 


having another tournament in October, adding scoreboards would be a great addition and thanked the BEDC for 


their efforts.  Councilmember Cook stated he thought the scoreboards were a good idea and that seeking 


donations and grants was another good idea.  Councilmember Cook then stated he thought the Council and the 


BEDC would like to see the cost covered as much as possible with Ms. Flores agreeing.  Ms. Flores then stated no 


money would be needed from the City, adding the BEDC will get all donations; whether monetary or in the form 


of someone’s time, expertise and their labor.   


 


Councilmember Boyle moved to allow the BEDC to go ahead and take whatever steps are necessary to form a 


way to collect the donations and keep it in a separate account; to direct the City Staff to set up an account to do 


this and to let the Mayor know.  BEDC Chairman Mike Berryhill stated the BEDC needed permission to continue 


working on the project with Ms. Flores stating the BEDC was going to talk to the Little League to see what kinds 


of funds they have set aside and if they have an account to put the donations in.  Mayor King stated the Council 


might want to hear from the City Attorney to make sure the Council is following proper protocol, adding he didn’t 


want the Council to get into a situation with some loophole that creates problems.  City Attorney Gary Cohen then 


stated the Council may want to consider a motion along the lines of directing the BEDC to continue their efforts 


and work with City Staff towards having scoreboards purchased and installed at Lions Park.  Councilmember 


Boyle then moved such.  Seconded by Vice Mayor McGoffin.  Motion passed 7-0. 


 


3. Discussion and possible action regarding the authorization to repair the engine on Apparatus Engine 71   


 


Fire Chief Keith Spangler stated Engine 71 was responding to emergency call when the engine lost power, adding 


when the driver pulled over he could see white smoke coming from the exhaust and antifreeze leaking.  Chief 


Spangler then stated Engine 71 was towed to a local shop where they informed him that it would be better to have 


the repair done elsewhere.  Chief Spangler then stated the truck was then towed to WWW Williams in Tucson, a 


Detroit dealer, who gave the City a quote for the repair.  Councilmember Moncada asked about the life of the 


engine with Chief Spangler stating most last about 10 years, but with scheduled maintenance, it would probably 


extend the life of the apparatus another 10-20 years.  City Manager William Stephens then added that this engine 


was no longer manufactured and stated the City could buy a rebuilt engine for approximately $40,000, have the 


engine rebuilt for approximately $21,000 or could buy a brand new truck at the cost of approximately $800,000-


$1,000,000.  Councilmember Moncada then asked where the funding would come from in the budget with 


Finance Director Dustin DeSpain stating the Fire Department has a line item in the budget of $30,000 for repairs 


and equipment and hopefully, there wouldn’t be any other events like this throughout this fiscal year.  


Councilmember Konrad asked if the cause of the failure was known with Chief Spangler stating the sleeve in the 


engine failed and it was only a matter of time before it did so.  Mayor King noted the life of the engine was 


usually 10 years, but the City has had it for 24 years.  Councilmember Cook asked how many trucks the Fire 


Department had that were similar to Engine 71 with Chief Spangler stating Engine 71 has a 1,500 gpm pump and 


the other similar truck similar is a 1973 truck, called the “ladder company.”  Chief Spangler then stated the 2008 


NFPA standard is to have a 3,000 gpm pump, which would require the Fire Department using the ladder company 


and an additional truck.  Chief Spangler then stated if the ladder company went out of service, the Fire 


Department would not have the required equipment to respond to a call and would need to rely on coverage from 


other Fire Departments, which is what is done when the ladder company is out on service.  Councilmember Cook 


then spoke about the ISO rating, stating he believes the ISO rating is a number that insurance companies give to 


cities so they can insure residences and businesses in the city and that rating basically determines the costs of 


insurance with Chief Spangler stating that was correct.  Councilmember Moncada then moved to approve the 


authorization to repair the engine on Apparatus Engine 71.  Seconded by Vice Mayor McGoffin.  Motion passed 


7-0.    


    


4. Discussion and possible action regarding the Intergovernmental Agreement with Cochise County relating 


to Planning and Zoning, Subdivision Development and Long Range Planning Services   


 


Public Works Director Brad Hamilton stated this is an Intergovernmental Agreement (IGA) with Cochise County 


for help with services, adding he has been working with the county more through IGAs to reduce costs.   
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Councilmember Cook stated this item looked similar to the next agenda item and asked if the Council was 


looking at approving both agreements with Mr. Hamilton stating the contract being considered under this item 


was for subdivision plans, plan review and other Planning & Zoning items and the next agreement was for 


construction plans and inspections.  City Manager William Stephens stated the City currently contracts out these 


services with Brown & Associates, adding these agreements will replace Brown & Associates and will reduce 


costs.  Councilmember Konrad then asked if the City would still be able to utilize the contract with Brown & 


Associates and call on them as needed, noting sometimes expediency comes into play with Mr. Stephens 


confirming the City could.  Vice Mayor McGoffin then moved to approve the Intergovernmental Agreement with 


Cochise County relating to Planning and Zoning, Subdivision Development and Long Range Planning Services.  


Seconded by Councilmember Lambert.  Motion passed 7-0. 


 


5. Discussion and possible action regarding the Intergovernmental Agreement with Cochise County relating 


to Building Code Inspection and Plan Review   


 


Public Works Director Brad Hamilton stated this agreement was for services related to building code inspections 


and building plan review, then noted the County has adopted the 2012 building codes and to fully utilize this 


contract, the City will also have to adopt the 2012 codes.  Vice Mayor McGoffin asked if those codes would come 


back to the Council later with Mr. Hamilton stating they would.  Councilmember Konrad asked if it would be an 


error to approve this agreement before the Council considered the 2012 building codes with Mr. Hamilton stating 


the County could still do regular building inspections.  Vice Mayor McGoffin asked what building codes the City 


uses with Mr. Hamilton stating the City uses the 2006 building codes, which were the last building codes adopted.   


Councilmember Cook asked about the workers’ compensation clause with City Attorney Gary Cohen stating in 


the unlikely event something were to happen, the City and the County would negotiate as to which workers’ 


compensation policy would apply or if it would be split between the two depending on the facts of the particular 


incident.  Councilmember Moncada moved to approve the Intergovernmental Agreement with Cochise County 


relating to Building Code Inspection and Plan Review.  Seconded by Vice Mayor McGoffin.  Motion passed 7-0. 


   


6. Discussion and possible direction to Staff regarding the re-negotiation of the Whetstone Annexation 


Development Agreement approved on November 1, 1993     


 


Mayor King asked if the Council needed to have an executive session regarding this item with City Attorney Gary 


Cohen stating he didn’t think the Council could enter into an executive session regarding the item, but they could 


enter into an executive session only for general legal advice if the Council desired.  Mayor King then opened the 


item for discussion.  Councilmember Cook spoke about the 2006 addendum to the 1993 agreement stating the 


addendum read that it superseded all previous agreements and the agenda read that the Council would be 


discussing the 1993 agreement.  Councilmember Cook then asked if the Council should be addressing the 


addendum instead and if they would be able to make a motion regarding the addendum since it’s not on the 


agenda.  City Attorney Gary Cohen stated if the Council were to make a motion of any type, it would have to be 


for the item on the agenda; however, he wasn’t sure any motion needed to be made.  Mr. Cohen then stated the 


Council could always direct the City Manager and the City Attorney to meet with El Dorado Holdings about 


renegotiating the development agreement that’s in effect, adding he has already been contacted by counsel for El 


Dorado to make that happen, noting Mr. Reinbold of El Dorado is present and confirming this with nodding.  Mr. 


Cohen then stated it’s just a matter of making it happen when El Dorado is available to do so, adding on the 


Attorney’s end, they have been waiting.  City Manager William Stephens stated Mr. Reinbold is waiting to 


answer questions Council may have.  Mr. Stephens then stated it may not be a re-negotiation, noting there are a 


number of items within the particular agreement that won’t apply due to laws that have changed.  Councilmember 


Cook then stated there were several things in the agreement that caught his attention that are either outdated or 


will not work well with a Community Facilities District (CFD), adding he was also speaking with Planning 


Technician Michelle Johnson who pointed out some other things that need to be redone.  Councilmember Cook 


then asked Mr. Reinbold if he had talked to Ms. Johnson about that with Mr. Reinbold stating there have been 


discussions about reworking the development agreement and they would like to do so, adding they are working 


toward that goal and would like to have it done by the end of the year.  Mayor King asked if there was a timeline 


for this with Mr. Stephens stating there was no timeline, but he believes an agreement of this type should be in 


place prior to forming the CFD.  Mr. Reinbold stated there are a number of issues that are in process and his goal 


would be to incorporate those things as they are created so the end product is a final development agreement that 


encompasses everything, whether it’s public finance or whatever agreements they have on infrastructure, zoning 
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and the Community Master Plan.  Mr. Reinbold then stated his goal would be to suggest that it is completed 


before the end of the year because he hopes most of the things El Dorado is currently endeavoring would be 


completed by then, adding they would start a parallel process on the development agreement to incorporate those 


things.  Mayor King then stated this is something that Staff and El Dorado can get together and go from there with 


Mr. Cohen stating the City Attorneys are ready, willing and able to jump on this as soon as they get the word from 


El Dorado, adding this has been talked about for a while and he knows El Dorado has been busy with other issues, 


but again, he and City Attorney Paul Loucks are ready whenever El Dorado is ready and calls them.  


Councilmember Moncada stated he felt this should be done sooner rather than later with Mayor King agreeing.  


Mr. Reinbold stated his goal is to march all the things El Dorado has going as fast as he can, adding they have 


started on the process, but don’t have a document yet ready to submit to the City’s law firm, adding they are 


working in that direction and it’s high on their priority list.  Mr. Reinbold then stated it does encompass 


everything El Dorado is doing and his goal is to have everything El Dorado in doing in terms of processes, 


completed by the end of the year so El Dorado can move into engineering and final planning.  Mayor King stated 


his expectation is to get started on this, adding he knows it may take some time, but he would like to get it started, 


noting he doesn’t want anyone saying that the Council is dragging their feet on this.  Mayor King then stated his 


expectation is for the City to put their all into this and he expects El Dorado to do the same with Mr. Reinbold 


stating El Dorado is.  Councilmember Cook then stated he understood that any of the costs incurred by this 


development, including billable hours for City Staff with Planning & Zoning, probably Planning Technician 


Michelle Johnson, maybe an engineering consultant and certainly the City Attorneys as well as possible others 


would be covered through the $25,000 El Dorado presented to the City to cover expenses.  Councilmember Cook 


then asked Mr. Cohen if that was correct with Mr. Cohen stating he had no reason to believe that El Dorado 


would not comply with the agreement that was approved, but he wanted to clarify that his recollection was the 


agreement was to pay for the City Attorneys’ costs as they are related to the CFD and not every single thing.  


Councilmember Moncada then agreed, stating the agreement was not to pay for City employees, but was to pay 


for Attorney fees with Vice Mayor McGoffin also agreeing, stating the agreement was for Attorney fees related to 


the CFD only, adding the development agreement is on the City.  Mr. Cohen then stated if the City is going to 


incorporate the development agreement and the CFD into the same agreement, there could be issues in that 


regard, but the City Attorneys will do their best to try and separate them and work in good faith to make sure 


things that are supposed to be covered by El Dorado get paid for per the agreement and the things they are not 


supposed to pay for will not be billed to them.  Mr. Cohen then stated his interpretation of this agenda item is that 


the Mayor and Council wanted to be apprised of what is going on and he thinks the direction from the Council is 


clear, adding he can see Mr. Reinbold agrees.  Mr. Cohen then stated his suggestion was to table this item.  Mayor 


King asked if the Council should table the item or give direction with Mr. Cohen stating the Council could move 


to direct him to reach out to Mr. Reinbold as soon as possible, adding he would be happy to do it tomorrow.  


Mayor King then agreed the direction from the Council was to have the City Attorney, City Manager and Staff 


move forward with the renegotiation of the Whetstone Annexation Development Agreement.

 ARTICLE 1 
 SCOPE OF WORK 
 
As required by the Contract Documents, the Contractor shall completely engineer, construct,

3.1 CONTRACT AMOUNT.  The Owner shall pay the Contractor the sum of ONE 
HUNDRED AND THIRTY EIGHT  THOUSAND, FIVE HUNDRED and SIXTY FIVE Dollars and 
NO CENTS ($138,565.00), the Contract Amount.  This sum is subject to additions or 
deductions made in accordance with the provisions of the Contract Documents. 
 
3.2 SOURCE OF FUNDS.  NOT USED 
 
3.3 CONTRACT TIME.  The Contract Time as used and defined in Article 11 herein shall be 
Ninety (90) calendar days.  If completion date occurs after the 90 calendar-day period, 
Liquidated Damages will be assessed as stated in the Construction Agreement.   
 
3.4 LIQUIDATED DAMAGES.  Liquidated damages as used and defined in Article 11 herein 
shall be Three Hundred Dollars ($300.00) per calendar day. 
 
3.5 OVERHEAD AND PROFIT.  The limits on the amount of overhead and profit as used in 
Articles 2, 15 and 17 herein shall be ten percent (10%) overhead and twelve percent (12%) 
profit for the Contractor and Subcontractors. 
 
3.6 CASH ALLOWANCES.  The Contractor agrees that he has included in the contract price all 
cash allowances, if any, specified in the Contract Documents, and shall cause the work so covered 
to be done by such contractors as the Owner may direct, the Contract Amount being adjusted in 
conformity therewith.  The Contractor agrees that the Contract Amount includes all his expenses 
and such profit as he deems proper in connection with the Cash Allowance.  No demand for any 
sum other than those included in the Contract Amount shall be allowed in connection with the Cash 
Allowance and only direct costs may be charged against the Cash Allowance.  If the cost, when 
determined, is more than or less than the allowance, the Contract Amount shall be adjusted 
accordingly by change order. 
 
3.7 EXPENDITURE OF CASH ALLOWANCES.  The Project Administrator and City Manager, 
are authorized to act for and on behalf of the Owner and as Special Agents of the Owner in the 
expenditure of the Cash Allowances, including any allowance later added to the Contract 
Documents pursuant to the provisions for modifying the Contract Documents.  No act of such 
Special Agents purporting to authorize any charge against any Cash Allowance shall be valid 
unless in the form of a written Change Order, specifying the particular work to be done and the 
whole cost thereof to the Owner, and signed by both Special Agents.  The cost of extra work or 
changes shall be determined under the provisions of Article 15 of this Contract and General 
Conditions. 
 
 Said Special Agents are not authorized to exceed the amount of the Cash Allowance 
hereinbefore listed. 
 
 The Contractor is warned of, and agrees to, these express limitations on the authority of the 
Owner's Special Agents. 
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 ARTICLE 4 
 DEFINITIONS AND GENERAL PROVISIONS 
 
4.1 OWNER, CONTRACTOR AND PROJECT ADMINISTRATOR.  The Owner, the Contractor, 
and the Project Administrator are those herein defined in this Contract and General Conditions.  
They are treated throughout the Contract Documents as though each were of the singular number 
and masculine gender. 
 
4.2 SUBCONTRACTOR.  See Article 8. 
 
4.3 NOTICE.  See Article 10. 
 
4.4 TIME.  See Article 11. 
 
4.5 COST.  The term "Cost" shall include all charges, costs, losses, and expenditures of every 
kind whatsoever for the Work, or portion thereof to which reference is made with respect to this 
term. 
 
4.6 FINISH AND COMPLETION DATES.  See Article 11. 
 
4.7 CONTRACT DOCUMENTS.  See also Article 1.  A modification is: 
 


.1 A written amendment to the Contract and General Conditions signed by all parties; 


.2 A Change Order properly signed by all parties pursuant to Paragraph 15.1; or 


.3 A Field Order for a minor change in the Work issued by the Project Administrator 
pursuant to Paragraph 15.4. 


 
A modification may be made only after execution of the Contract and General Conditions. 


 
4.8 CONTRACT AND GENERAL CONDITIONS.  The Contract and General Conditions consist 
of all the Contract Documents enumerated in Article 2.  The Contract and General Conditions 
represents the entire and integrated agreement between the parties hereto and supersedes all 
prior negotiations, representations, or agreements, either written or oral, including the bidding 
documents.  The Contract and General Conditions may be amended or modified only by a 
Modification as defined in Subparagraph 4.7. 
 
4.9 WORK.  The term "Work" includes, without limitation, furnishing all labor, administrative 
services and supervision necessary to produce the construction required by the Contract 
Documents and furnishing and installing all materials and equipment incorporated, or to be 
incorporated in such construction to complete the Project. 
 
4.10 PROJECT.  The Project is the total construction, installation and connection of all utilities of 
the ADA-compliant restrooms, and more fully depicted and described by the Contract Documents. 
 
4.11 EXECUTION, CORRELATION, INTENT AND INTERPRETATIONS OF THE CONTRACT 
DOCUMENTS. 
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4.11.1 The Contract and General Conditions shall be signed by the Owner and the Contractor.  
By executing the Contract and General Conditions, each party accepts and agrees to be bound by 
each of the Contract Documents listed in Article 2. 
 
4.11.2 By executing the Contract and General Conditions, the Contractor represents and 
warrants that he has examined closely the site and the existing structures, if any, including the 
materials and methods of construction utilized in and the condition of the existing structures, has 
familiarized himself with the local conditions under which the Work is to be performed, including 
any and all relevant weather conditions or records or both, and correlated all of his observations 
with the provisions and requirements of the Contract Documents including, but not limited to, the 
details of demolition and construction indicated by the Plans and Specifications.  Where 
discrepancies in quantities, materials, sizes or other conditions exist between the existing structure 
and the Plans and Specifications, the Contractor shall accomplish the Work required to carry out 
the intent of the Contract Documents and the actual requirements of the existing structure shall 
take precedence over the Plans and Specifications for purposes of determining the quantity and 
nature of the Work required herein. 
 
4.11.3  The Contract Documents are complementary, and what is required by any one shall be 
as binding as if required by all.  The intention of the Contract Documents is to include, without 
limitation, all labor, materials, equipment and other items as provided in Subparagraph 7.4.1 
necessary for the proper execution and completion of the Work. Words which have well known 
technical or trade meanings are used herein in accordance with such recognized meanings. 
 
4.11.4 The organization of the Specifications into divisions, sections and articles, and the 
arrangements of Drawings shall not control the Contractor in dividing the Work among 
Subcontractors or in establishing the extent of Work to be performed by any trade, or constituting 
part of the contract or having any legal or contractual significance. 
 
4.12 COPIES FURNISHED AND OWNERSHIP 
 
4.12.1 All Drawings, Specifications and other data, and copies thereof, furnished to the 
Contractor are and shall remain the property of the Owner.  They are not to be used on any other 
project and, with the exception of one set for each party of the Contract and General Conditions, 
are to be returned to the Owner upon request at the completion of the Work. 
 
4.12.2 It shall be the responsibility of the Contractor to insure that each subcontractor and 
material supplier has a current set of Drawings, Specifications and Addenda, as required for proper 
execution of their respective portions of the Work. 
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 ARTICLE 5 
 PROJECT ADMINISTRATOR 
 
5.1 DEFINITION 
 
5.1.1 The Project Administrator for this project, as used in this Contract and General Conditions 
by the term "Project Administrator," means BRAD HAMILTON, CITY PUBLIC WORKS 
DIRECTOR. 
 
5.2 ADMINISTRATION OF THE CONTRACT 
 
5.2.2 The Project Administrator will be the Owner's representative during construction to the 
extent described herein, until final payment and including the guarantee period.  The Project 
Administrator will have authority to act on behalf of the Owner to the extent provided in the 
Contract Documents, unless otherwise modified by written instrument that will be shown to the 
Contractor.  The Project Administrator will be the principal means of communication between 
Owner and Contractor. 
 
5.2.3 The Project Administrator and Owner’s designated representatives and officers shall at all 
times have access to the Work wherever it is in preparation and progress. 
 
5.2.4 The Project Administrator shall make periodic visits to the site to become generally familiar 
with the progress and quality of the Work and to determine in general if the Work is proceeding in 
accordance with the Contract Documents.  These visits shall be of the frequency necessary to 
apprise the Project Administrator of the progress and quality of the Work.   
 
5.2.5 Based on such observations and the Contractor's Applications for Payment, the Project 
Administrator will determine the amounts owing to the Contractor and will issue Certificates for 
Payment in such amounts, as provided in Subparagraph 12.4.1. 
 
5.2.6 Claims, disputes and other matters in question relating to the execution or progress of the 
Work, payment, time extension or interpretation of the Contract Documents shall be referred to the 
Owner in the manner provided by Subparagraph 12.4.4, within the time limits prescribed in 
Subparagraph 15.2.1, for decision by the Project Administrator, as the subject of the matter may 
require, which decision will be rendered in writing within a reasonable time. 
 
5.2.7 If a decision of the Project Administrator is made pursuant to the terms of Subparagraph 
5.2.6 which goes directly to the Contractor in writing, and it states that it is final but subject to 
appeal, no claim, dispute, or other matter covered by such decision may be made later than thirty 
(30) days after the date on which the party making the demand received the decision.  Appeal shall 
be to the Owner’s City Manager, whose decision is final, subject to any rights that the Contractor 
may have at law. 
 
5.2.8 The Project Administrator will have authority to reject Work that does not conform to the 
Contract Documents.  Whenever, in his reasonable opinion, the Project Administrator considers it 
necessary or advisable to insure the proper implementation of the intent of the Contract 
Documents, he will have authority to require the Contractor to stop the Work or any portion thereof, 
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or to require special inspection or testing of the Work as provided in Subparagraph 10.8.2, whether 
or not such Work be then fabricated, installed or completed.   
 
5.2.9 Within a reasonable time the Project Administrator will review Shop Drawings, Product 
Data and Samples promptly as provided in Subparagraphs 7.12.1 through 7.12.8, inclusive. 
 
5.2.10 The Project Administrator will prepare Change Orders in accordance with Article 15.  The 
Project Administrator will have authority to order minor changes in the Work not involving extra cost 
or an extension of the Contract time and not inconsistent with the Contract Documents as provided 
in Subparagraph 15.3.1. 
 
5.2.11 The Project Administrator will conduct site visits to determine the date of Final Completion, 
shall notify the Owner of a date for inspections, and shall issue a Certificate of Final Completion.  
The Project Administrator will receive written warranties, record drawings, maintenance manuals 
and related documents required by the Contract and assembled by the Contractor, and will 
transmit a final Certificate for Payment to the Owner. 
 
5.2.12 The duties, responsibilities and limitations of authority of the Project Administrator as the 
Owner's representative during construction are set forth in Articles 1 through 18, inclusive, of this 
Contract and General Conditions. The Owner may increase or diminish the responsibilities and 
duties of the Project Administrator as it may see fit in its sole discretion. 
 
 
 ARTICLE 6 
 OWNER 
 
6.1 DEFINITION 
 
6.1.1 The Owner is the person or organization identified as such in the Contract and General 
Conditions. 
 
6.2 INFORMATION AND SERVICES REQUIRED OF THE OWNER 
 
6.2.1  Information or services under the Owner's control shall be furnished by the Owner with 
reasonable promptness to avoid delay in the orderly progress of the Work. 
 
6.2.2 The Owner may issue instructions directly to the Contractor through the Project 
Administrator. 
 
6.2.3 All final decisions concerning Change Orders, Payments, Substantial Completion, Final 
Completion, Liquidated Damages and Contract Time shall be reserved to the Owner’s City 
Manager and this provision of the Contract shall take precedence over any other term hereof. 
 
6.2.4 The foregoing are in addition to other duties and responsibilities of the Owner enumerated 
herein and especially those in respect to Payment and Insurance in Articles 12 and 14, 
respectively. 
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ARTICLE 7 
 CONTRACTOR 
 
7.1 DEFINITION 
 
7.1.1 The Contractor is the person or organization identified as such in this Contract and General 
Conditions and the term "Contractor" means the Contractor or his authorized representative. 
 
7.1.2 Whenever the words "as may be directed," "suitable," "or equal," "as approved," or other 
works of similar intent and meaning are used implying that judgment or discretion is to be 
exercised or a decision is to be made, it is understood that it is the judgment, discretion, or decision 
of the Project Administrator to which reference is made. 
 
7.1.3 All materials and articles of any kind necessary for this Work are subject to the approval of 
the Project Administrator and his judgment and decision shall be final and conclusive. 
 
7.1.4 Except as the Specifications may be modified (prior to the opening of Bids) by addenda 
and/or written approvals of equal items of equipment or materials as provided for in the bid 
documents, the successful contractor will he held to furnish all Work as specified in the bid 
documents. 
 
7.1.5 After execution of the Contract, changes of brand named, trade named, trademarked, 
patented articles, or any other substitutions will be allowed only by written order signed by the 
Project Administrator, in which case the Owner shall receive all benefit of the difference in cost 
involved, except where choice of material or method is designated "or equal" in the specifications. 
 
7.2 REVIEW OF CONTRACT DOCUMENTS AND SITE CONDITIONS 
 
7.2.1 By executing this Contract the Contractor warrants that he has carefully studied and 
compared the Contract and General Conditions, Drawings, Specifications, Addenda, all other 
Contract Documents and the existing structure and has determined that the Contract Documents 
describe a completely buildable and functional Project.  The Contractor does not warrant the 
suitability or feasibility of the Owner's proposed operation of the Project.  The Contractor shall at 
once report to the Project Administrator any error, inconsistency or omission he may discover.  The 
Contractor shall not be liable to the Owner for any damage resulting from any such errors, 
inconsistencies or omissions so long as the Project Administrator is notified promptly thereof 
unless discovery of such error, inconsistency or omission should have been made by careful 
examination of the Contract Documents prior to submitting a Proposal.   
 
7.2.2 The Contractor shall be required to use for data and dimensions, figures marked on any 
drawings in preference to what the drawings may measure to scale.   
 
7.2.3 The Contractor shall verify all dimensions shown and check all measurements in connection 
with any present improvements, driveways, or other existing conditions, before executing any work. 
 
7.2.4 The Contractor agrees to comply fully with all applicable state, federal and local laws.  
Contractor agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the Owner from all claims or whatever nature 
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involving failure of the Contractor or any of its Subcontractors to comply with any federal, state or 
local law or ordinance in connection with this Project. 
 
7.2.5 It is the Contractor’s responsibility to inspect the site of the work to identify any surface or 
subsurface conditions or underground facilities that can be reasonably identified and that are 
materially different than what may be indicated in the Contract Documents prior to beginning the 
Work. 
 
7.2.6 If the Contractor believes that any surface, subsurface or physical condition at the work site 
that is uncovered or revealed is of such a nature as to require a Change Order, because it either 
differs materially from that which is specifically designated on the Contract Documents or is of an 
unusual nature and differs materially from conditions ordinarily encountered and generally 
recognized as inherent in work of the character required by the Contract at this location, then  the 
Contractor shall promptly notify the Project Administrator in writing prior to further disturbing the site 
and performing the Work.  The Project Administrator shall promptly review such notice and the 
conditions and advise the Contractor whether additional tests may be required or a revision of the 
plans may be appropriate.  The Contractor shall not be entitled to an adjustment in the Contract 
Price or Contract Time if the Contractor knew or should have known of the existence of such 
conditions at the time of the Bid was submitted; the existence of the condition could reasonably 
have been discovered or revealed as a result of the investigation or study of the site as required of 
the Contractor, or the Contractor failed to provide written notice of condition, as required in this 
section. 
 
7.2.7 The information and data shown or indicated on the Contract Documents with respect to 
underground facilities at or around the location of the work is based upon information and data 
provided by the owners of these facilities.  The Owner  not responsible for the accuracy or 
completeness of this information.  The Contractor is required to verify the location any such utilities 
and to comply with all applicable laws and regulation regarding the location and protection of 
utilities.  No additional compensation shall be provided for complying with these obligations. 
  
7.3 SUPERVISION AND CONSTRUCTION PROCEDURES 
 
7.3.1 The Contractor shall supervise the Work, using his best skill and attention.  He shall be 
solely responsible for all construction means, methods, techniques, sequences and procedures 
and for coordinating all portions of the Work under the Contract. 
 
7.3.2 Contractor shall hold periodic meetings as often as reasonably required, but at least one a 
week, with subcontractors to monitor the progress of the Work.  A report of the results of each such 
meeting shall be included in the Daily Report required by Subparagraph 7.10.2 herein.  Contractor 
shall inform the Project Administrator at least twenty-four (24) hours in advance of the time for each 
meeting. 
 
7.4 LABOR AND MATERIALS 
 
7.4.1 Unless otherwise specifically noted, the Contractor shall provide and pay for all labor, 
material, equipment, tools, construction equipment, machinery, water, heat, utilities, waste and 
refuse disposal, transportation and any other facilities and services necessary for the proper 
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execution and completion of the Work whether temporary or permanent and whether or not 
incorporated or to be incorporated in the Work. 
 
7.4.2 Any work necessary to be performed after regular working hours, on Sundays, or legal 
holidays, shall be performed without additional expense to the Owner. 
 
7.4.3 The Contractor shall at all times enforce strict discipline and good order among his 
employees and shall not employ on the Work any unfit person or anyone not skilled in the task 
assigned to him.  When requested in writing by the Project Administrator, the Contractor shall 
remove from the Project any person who commits trespass or is, in the opinion of the Project 
Administrator, disorderly, dangerous, insubordinate, incompetent, or otherwise objectionable.  If the 
Project Administrator requests such a removal, he shall notify the Contractor in writing of his action.  
The Contractor shall keep the Owner harmless from damages or claims for compensation that may 
occur in the enforcement of this requirement. 
 
7.5 WARRANTY 
  
7.5.1 The Contractor warrants to the Owner that all material and equipment furnished under this 
Contract will be new unless otherwise specified, and that all Work will be of good quality, free from 
faults and defects and in conformance with the Contract Documents.  Faults or defects are 
considered to be any aspect of the Work that is found not to be in conformance with the Contract 
Documents at any stage of the Work or upon inspection, or any aspect of the Work that materially 
deteriorates, becomes non-functional or otherwise fails, in some functional or aesthetic manner, to 
meet the requirements of the Contract Documents within two years after issuance of Certificate of 
Completion, normal wear and tear excepted, as further set forth in Article 18 hereof.  All Work not 
so conforming to these standards may be considered defective.  If required by the Project 
Administrator, the Contractor shall furnish satisfactory evidence as to the kind and quality of 
materials and equipment. 
 
7.5.2 The warranty provided in this Paragraph 7.5 shall be in addition to and not in limitation of 
any other warranty or remedy required by law or by the Contract Documents. 
 
7.6 TAXES 
 
7.6.1 The Contractor shall pay all sales, consumer, use, transaction privilege and other taxes 
required by law arising out of construction or other business activities of the Contractor in 
connection with the Project and in connection with the performance of this Contract, whether in 
force as of the date of this Contract or later imposed. 
 
7.7 PERMITS, FEES AND NOTICES 
 
7.7.1 Unless otherwise provided in any Plans, Specifications or by Addendum, Contractor will 
secure all permits, fees and licenses necessary for the proper execution and completion of the 
Work, including, but not limited to, building, plumbing, mechanical, electrical, and fire protection 
permits. The Contractor shall pay for water meters, fire protection, water service, sewer 
connection, sewer fees or assessments, gas service, and electric service to procure all necessary 
utilities for the Project and for temporary utility hook-ups required during the course of construction. 
The Contractor shall pay for electric power and water necessary for the construction of the Project. 
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7.7.2 The Contractor shall give all notices and comply with all laws, ordinances, rules, regulations 
and orders of any public authority bearing on the performance of the Work.  If the Contractor 
observes that any of the Contract Documents are at variance therewith in any respect, he shall 
promptly notify the Project Administrator in writing.  If the Contractor performs any work knowing it 
to be contrary to such laws, ordinances, rules and regulations, and without such notice to the 
Project Administrator, he shall assume full responsibility therefore and shall bear all costs 
attributable thereto, including any reasonable attorney's fees incurred by Owner in connection 
therewith. 
 
7.8 SUPERINTENDENT 
 
7.8.1 The Contractor shall employ a competent Superintendent and necessary assistants who 
shall be in attendance at the Project site during the progress of the Work.  The Superintendent 
shall be satisfactory to the Project Administrator and shall not be changed except with the consent 
of the Project Administrator.  The Superintendent shall represent the Contractor, and all 
communications given to the Superintendent shall be as binding as if given to the Contractor.  
Important communications will be confirmed in writing.  Other communications will be so confirmed 
on written request in each case. 
 
7.9 RESPONSIBILITY FOR THOSE PERFORMING THE WORK 
 
7.9.1 The Contractor shall be responsible to the Owner for the acts and omissions of all his 
employees and all Subcontractors, their agents and employees, and all other persons performing 
any of the Work or supplying any material or equipment to be incorporated in the Work under a 
contract of any nature with the Contractor. 
 
7.10 PROGRESS SCHEDULE AND REPORTS 
 
7.10.1 The Contractor, immediately after being awarded the Contract, shall prepare and submit 
for the Project Administrator’s approval an estimated Progress Schedule for the Work.  The 
progress schedule shall be related to the entire Project and shall indicate the dates for the starting 
and completion of the various components and phases of construction and shall be revised as 
required by the conditions of the Work, upon request of and subject to the approval of the Project 
Administrator.  The Contractor agrees to promptly respond to all inquiries by the Project 
Administrator concerning substantial deviation of the progress of construction from the Progress 
Schedule.  Failure to timely respond to such request or substantial delay from the schedule may 
result in progress payments being withheld.  The Progress Schedule shall include projected dates 
of submittal of all items of material for which submittals are required and shall include delivery 
dates of all items of material and equipment that are considered critical or long lead time.  The 
Contractor shall submit a biweekly report summarizing all deviations from the Progress Schedule 
that will or may result in delay of the Project. 
 
7.10.2 The Contractor shall prepare and submit for the Owner's information, review and approval 
for the duration of the Work a Daily Report in a form acceptable to Owner.  The Daily Report shall 
be completed daily and submitted to the Project Administrator on a weekly basis as a statement 
and review of the progress of the Work. 
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7.10.3 The Contractor shall furnish sufficient labor force, materials, plant, and equipment to 
ensure the prosecution of the Work in accordance with the approved Progress Schedule.  If the 
Contractor's prosecution of the Work falls behind the Progress Schedule, Contractor shall take 
such steps as may be necessary to regain compliance with the Progress Schedule including 
additional labor or services or work such overtime as may be necessary to bring his operations up 
to schedule.  Failure to maintain schedule or to take the above steps to regain the agreed Progress 
Schedule shall constitute default under this Contract. 
 
7.11 DRAWINGS AND SPECIFICATIONS AT THE SITE 
 
7.11.1 The Contractor shall maintain at the site for the Owner one (1) copy of all Drawings, 
Specifications, Addenda, approved Shop Drawings, Change Orders, other Modifications, and 
manufacturers' printed specifications and recommendations, in good order and marked carefully 
and accurately to record all changes made during construction and shall be available to the Project 
Administrator at all times.  Upon completion of the Project, a clean set of Drawings shall be 
accurately marked to depict the as-built condition of the Project, and these Drawings along with all 
record drawing, shall be delivered to the Owner upon completion of the Work. 
 
7.11.2 The Contractor shall also submit to the Project Administrator for his record two copies 
each of all manufacturers' maintenance manuals, printed specifications and recommendations, 
which by reference in the several divisions of the specifications are a part thereof. 
 
7.12 SHOP DRAWINGS, PRODUCT DATA AND SAMPLES 
 
7.12.1 Shop Drawings and Product Data are drawings, diagrams, illustrations, schedules, 
performance charts, brochures and other data which are prepared or supplied by the Contractor or 
any Subcontractor, Sub-subcontractor, manufacturer, supplier or distributor, and which illustrate or 
describe some portion of the Work. 
 
7.12.2 Samples are physical examples furnished by the Contractor to illustrate materials, 
equipment or workmanship, and to establish standards by which the Work will be judged. 
 
7.12.3 The Contractor shall review, stamp with his approval and submit, with promptness and in 
orderly sequence so as to cause no delay in the Work or in the work of any other contractor, all 
Shop Drawings, Product Data and Samples required by the Contract Documents or subsequently 
by the Project Administrator as covered by Modifications.  The Contractor shall, within ten (10) 
days after the notice to proceed, submit to the Project Administrator for his approval a schedule 
indicating the date that each required Shop Drawing and Product Data submittal will be delivered 
to Project Administrator.  Shop Drawings, Product Data and Samples shall be properly identified as 
specified, or as the Project Administrator may require.  At the time of submission the Contractor 
shall inform the Project Administrator in writing of any deviation of the Shop Drawings, Product 
Data or Samples from the requirements of the Contract Documents. 
 
7.12.4 By approving and submitting Shop Drawings, Product Data and Samples, the Contractor 
thereby represents that he has determined and verified all field measurements, field construction 
criteria, materials, catalog numbers and similar data, or will do so, and that he has checked and 
coordinated each Shop Drawing, Product Data and Sample with the requirements of the Work and 
of the Contract Documents. 
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7.12.5 The Project Administrator will review and return Shop drawings, Product Data and 
Samples with reasonable promptness so as to cause no delay, but such review is only for 
conformance with the design concept of the Project and with the information given in the Contract 
Documents.  The Project Administrator’s approval of a separate item shall not indicate approval of 
an assembly in which the item functions. 
 
7.12.6 The Contractor shall make any corrections required by the Project Administrator to comply 
with the Contract Documents and shall resubmit the required number of corrected copies of Shop 
Drawings, Product Data or new Samples until approved.  The Contractor shall direct specific 
attention in writing or on resubmitted Shop Drawings or Product Data to revisions other than the 
corrections requested by the Project Administrator on previous submissions. 
 
7.12.7 The Project Administrator 's approval of Shop Drawings, Product Data or Samples shall 
not relieve the Contractor of responsibility for any deviation from the requirements of the Contract 
Documents unless the Contractor has informed the Project Administrator in writing of such 
deviation at the time of submission and the Project Administrator has given written approval to the 
specific deviation, nor shall the Project Administrator's approval relieve the Contractor from 
responsibility for errors or omissions in the Shop Drawings or Samples. 
 
7.12.8 No portion of the Work requiring a Shop Drawing, Product Data or Sample submission 
shall be commenced until the submission has been approved by the Project Administrator.  All 
such portions of the Work shall be in accordance with approved Shop Drawings, Product Data and 
Samples. 
 
7.13 CLEANING UP 
 
7.13.1 The Contractor at all times during the progress of the Work shall keep the premises free 
from accumulation of waste materials or rubbish caused by his operations.  At the completion of 
the Work he shall remove all his waste materials and rubbish from and about the Project as well as 
all his tools, construction equipment, machinery and surplus materials specified to be left at the 
site, and shall clean all glass surfaces. 
 
7.13.2 If the Contractor fails to satisfactorily clean up, the Owner will do so and the cost thereof 
shall be charged to the Contractor as provided in Paragraph 10.6. 
 
7.14 COMMUNICATIONS 
 
7.14.1 The Contractor shall forward all communications to the Project Administrator except where 
otherwise required herein or otherwise directed by the Owner. 
 
7.15     INDEMNIFICATION CLAUSE 
 
7.15.1 Indemnification.  To the fullest extent permitted by law, the Contractor shall defend, 
indemnify and hold harmless the Owner, its agents, officers, officials and employees from and 
against all claims, damages, losses and expenses (including but not limited to attorney fees, 
court costs, and the cost of appellate proceedings), relating to, arising out of or alleged to have 
resulted from the acts, errors, mistakes, omissions, work or services of the Contractor, its 
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agents, employees, or any tier of Contractor’s Subcontractors in the performance of this 
Contract.  Contractor’s duty to defend, hold harmless and indemnify the Owner, its agents, 
officers, officials and employees shall arise in connection with any tort claim, damage, loss or 
expense that is attributable to bodily injury, sickness, disease, death, or injury to, impairment, or 
destruction of property including loss of use resulting there from, caused by the Contractors’ 
acts, errors, mistakes, omissions, work or services in the performance of this Contract including 
any employee of the Contractor, any tier of Contractor’s Subcontractor or any other person for 
whose acts, errors, mistakes, omissions, work or services the Contractor may be in legally 
liable. 
 
7.15.2 The amount and type of insurance coverage requirements set forth herein will in no way 
be construed as limiting the scope of the indemnity in this paragraph. 


 
 
ARTICLE 8 
SUBCONTRACTORS 


 
8.1 DEFINITION 
 
8.1.1 A Subcontractor is a person or organization who has a direct contract with the Contractor to 
supply materials or equipment or to perform any of the Work at the site.  The term "Subcontractor" 
is referred to throughout the Contract Documents as if singular in number and masculine in gender 
and means a Subcontractor or his authorized representative. 
 
8.1.2 A Sub-subcontractor is a person or organization who has a direct or indirect contract with 
the Subcontractor to perform any of the Work at the site, or to supply any materials or equipment to 
be used in the Project.  The term "Sub-subcontractor" is referred to throughout the Contract 
Documents as singular in number and masculine in gender, and means a Sub-subcontractor or an 
authorized representative thereof. 
 
8.1.3 Nothing contained in the Contract Documents shall create any contractual, master-servant 
or principal-agent relationship between the Owner and any Subcontractor or Sub-subcontractor. 
 
8.2 AWARD OF SUBCONTRACTS AND OTHER CONTRACTS FOR PORTIONS OF 


THE WORK 
 
8.2.1 Prior to the award of the contract, the Contractor shall supply to the Owner a complete list of 
subcontractors and material vendors.  The Project Administrator shall notify the apparent 
successful bidder in writing if the Owner has reasonable objection to any person or organization on 
the list of subcontractors and material vendors.  Failure of the Owner to make an objection to any 
person or organization on the list prior to the award shall constitute acceptance of such person or 
organization. 
 
8.2.2 If, prior to the award of the Contract, the Owner has a reasonable and substantial objection 
to any person or organization of such list, and refuses in writing to accept such person or 
organization, the apparent successful bidder may prior to the award, withdraw his bid without 
forfeiture of bid security.  If the bidder submits an acceptable substitute with an increase in his bid 
price to cover the difference in cost occasioned by such substitution before the award, the Owner 
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may, at his discretion accept the increased bid price or he may disqualify the bid.  If, after the 
award, the Owner refuses to accept any person or organization on such list, the Contractor shall 
submit an acceptable substitute and the Contract Amount shall be increased or decreased by the 
difference in cost occasioned by such substitution and an appropriate Change Order shall be 
issued; however, no increase in the Contract Amount shall be allowed for any such substitution 
unless the Contractor has acted promptly and responsibly in submitting a name with respect 
thereto. 
 
8.2.3 The Contractor shall not contract with any Subcontractor proposed for portions of the Work 
designated in the bidding requirements or if none is so designated, with any Subcontractor 
proposed for the principal portions of the Work who has not been accepted by the Owner.  The 
Contractor will not be required to contract with any Subcontractor against whom he has a 
reasonable objection. 
 
8.2.4 If the Owner, without cause, requires a change of any proposed Subcontractor previously 
accepted by it, the Contract Amount shall be increased or decreased by the difference in cost 
occasioned by such change and an appropriate Change Order shall be issued. 
 
8.2.5 The Contractor shall not make any substitution for any Subcontractor who has been 
accepted by the Owner unless the substitution is approved in writing by the Owner. 
 
8.3 SUBCONTRACTUAL RELATIONS 
 
8.3.1 All work performed for the Contractor by a Subcontractor shall be pursuant to an 
appropriate written agreement between the Contractor and the Subcontractor (and where 
appropriate between Subcontractors and Sub-subcontractors) which shall contain provision that: 
 
 .1 preserve and protect the rights of the Owner under the Contract with respect to the Work 


to be performed under the subcontract so that the subcontracting thereof will not prejudice 
such rights. 


 .2 require that such work be performed in accordance with the requirements of the 
Contract Documents, including, but not limited to: 


 
a. require submission to the Contractor of applications for payment under each 


subcontract to which the Contractor is a party, in reasonable time to enable the 
Contractor to apply for payment in accordance with Article 12; 


b. require that all claims for additional costs, extensions of time, damages for delays or 
otherwise with respect to subcontracted portions of the Work shall be submitted to 
the Contractor (via any Subcontractor or Sub-subcontractor where appropriate) in the 
manner provided in the Contract Documents for like claims by the Contractor upon 
the Owner pursuant to Paragraph 15.2; 


c. obligate such Subcontractor specifically to consent to the provisions of this 
Paragraph 8.3; 


d. require such Subcontractor to submit a lien waiver and release of claim in a form 
prescribed by the Owner along with each application for payment, which release and 
waiver shall in turn be given to the Owner and which shall cover all Work done prior 
to the date of the application for payment; 
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e.  require such Subcontractor to comply with all laws, indemnify Owner and agree to the 
provision of Paragraphs 7.2.4 and 7.15; 


f. require such Subcontractor to comply with all Labor Standards and other Federal 
regulations required by the Arizona Department of Housing, CDBG Program in 
accordance with Paragraph 7.2.4. 


.3 waive all rights the contracting parties may have against one another for damages 
caused by fire or other perils covered by the property insurance described in Article 14, 
except such rights as they may have to the proceeds of such insurance held by the Owner 
as trustee under Article 14. 


 
8.4 PAYMENTS TO SUBCONTRACTORS 
 
8.4.1 The Project Administrator may, on request and at this discretion, furnish to any 
Subcontractor, if practicable, information regarding percentages of completion certified to the 
Contractor on account of work done by such Subcontractors. 
 
8.4.2 The Owner shall not have any obligation to pay or to see to the payment of any monies to 
any Subcontractor except as may otherwise be provided in this Contract. 
 
 


ARTICLE 9 
 SEPARATE CONTRACTS 
 
9.1 OWNER'S RIGHT TO AWARD SEPARATE CONTRACTS 
 
9.1.1 The Owner reserves the right to award other contracts in connection with other portions of 
the Project under conditions similar to this Contract. 
 
9.2 MUTUAL RESPONSIBILITY OF CONTRACTORS 
 
9.2.1 The Contractor shall afford other contractors reasonable opportunity for the introduction and 
storage of their materials and equipment and the execution of their work, and shall properly 
connect and coordinate his Work with theirs. 
 
9.2.2 If any part of the Contractor's Work depends for proper execution or results upon the work 
of any other separate contractor, the Contractor shall inspect and promptly report to the Project 
Administrator any apparent discrepancies or defects in such work that render it unsuitable for such 
proper execution and results.  Failure of the Contractor to so inspect and report shall constitute an 
acceptance of the other contractor's work as fit and proper to receive his Work, except as to 
defects which may develop in the other separate contractor's work after the execution of the 
Contractor's Work. 
 
9.2.3 Should the Contractor cause damage to the Work or property of any separate contractor on 
the Project, the Contractor shall, upon written notice, promptly settle such other contractor's claim, 
if he will so settle.  If such separate contractor sues the Owner on account of any damage alleged 
to have been so sustained, the Owner shall defend such proceedings at the Contractor's expense, 
and if any judgment against the Owner arises there from, the Contractor shall promptly pay or 
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satisfy it and shall immediately, upon presentation to it of a statement thereof, reimburse the Owner 
for all attorney’s fees and court costs which the Owner has incurred. 
 
9.3 OWNER'S RIGHT TO CLEAN UP 
 
9.3.1 If a dispute arises between the separate contractors as to their responsibility for cleaning up 
as required by Paragraph 7.13, the Owner may clean up and charge the cost thereof to the several 
contractors as the Owner shall determine to be just. 
 
 
 ARTICLE 10 
 MISCELLANEOUS PROVISION 
 
10.1 LAW OF THE PLACE 
 
10.1.1  The contract shall be governed by the law of Arizona and any action relating to this 
Contract shall be brought in an Arizona court of competent jurisdiction located in the County of 
jurisdiction for the Owner. 
 
10.2 SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS 
 
10.2.1 The Owner and the Contractor each binds himself, his partners, successors, assigns and 
legal representatives to the other party hereto and to the partners, successors, assigns and legal 
representatives of such other party in respect to all covenants' agreements and obligations 
contained in the Contract Documents.  The Contractor shall not assign the Contract or any part 
hereof or sublet it as a whole or in part without the previous written consent of the Owner, nor shall 
the Contractor assign or pledge any monies due or to become due to him hereunder, without the 
previous written consent of the Owner. 
 
10.3 WRITTEN NOTICE 
 
10.3.1 Written notice shall be deemed to have been duly served if delivered in person to the 
individual for whom it was intended, or if delivered at or sent by registered or certified mail to the 
last business address known to him who gives the notice as appropriate.  Notice to the Project 
Administrator is notice to the Owner. 
 
10.4 CLAIMS FOR DAMAGES 
 
10.4.1 Should either party of the Contract suffer injury or damage to person or property because 
of any act or omission of the other party or of any of his employees, agents or others for whose 
acts he is legally liable, claim shall be made in writing to such other party within a reasonable time 
after the first observance of such injury or damage.  All claims made by the Contractor under this 
Contract are subject to the limitations set forth in Paragraph 15.2 herein. 
 
10.5 PERFORMANCE BOND AND LABOR AND MATERIAL PAYMENT BOND  
 
10.5.1 The Contractor shall furnish performance and labor and material payment bonds covering 
the faithful performance of the Contract and the payment of all obligations arising there under in 
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such form and amount as the Owner may prescribe and with such sureties as may be agreeable to 
the Owner.  The premiums shall be paid by the Contractor.  The Contractor shall, prior to 
commencement of the Work, submit such bonds to the Owner. 
 
10.6 OWNER'S RIGHT TO COMPLETE THE WORK 
 
10.6.1 If the Contractor defaults or neglects to carry out the Work in accordance with the Contract 
Documents, or fails to perform any provision of the Contract, the Owner may, after seven (7) days 
written notice to the Contractor and his surety, and without prejudice to any other remedy he may 
have, proceed to make such other necessary and reasonable arrangements to carry out the Work 
in accordance with the Contract Documents, all at the expense of the Contractor, including the 
attorneys' fees and other costs incurred by Owner. 
 
10.7 ROYALTIES AND PATENTS 
 
10.7.1 The Contractor shall pay all royalties and license fees and shall defend all suits or claims 
from infringement of any patent right and shall save the Owner harmless from loss of account 
thereof, including Owner's attorneys' fees and court costs, except that Owner shall be responsible 
for all such loss when a particular design, process or product of a particular manufacturer or 
manufacturers is specified.  But, if the Contractor has reason to believe that the design, process or 
products specified is an infringement of a patent, he shall be responsible for such loss unless he 
promptly gives information to the Project Administrator prior to starting the Work. 
 
10.8 TESTS 
 
10.8.1 Where the Contract Documents, laws, ordinances, rules, regulations or orders of any 
public authority having jurisdiction require any of the Work to be inspected, tested or approved, the 
Contractor shall give the Project Administrator timely notice of its readiness and of the date 
arranged so the Project Administrator may observe such inspection, testing or approval. 
 
10.8.2 The Contractor shall be responsible that all equipment and materials used in the 
construction of the Project, especially those upon which the strength and durability of the structure 
may depend, shall be subject to adequate inspection and testing in accordance with accepted 
standards to establish conformity with Specifications, applicable codes and standards and 
suitability for use intended. 
 
10.8.3 If after the commencement of the Work the Project Administrator determines that any of 
the Work requires special inspection, testing, or approval, which subparagraph 10.8.1 does not 
include, he will, upon written authorization from the Owner, order such special inspection, testing or 
approval, and the Contractor shall give notice of readiness as in Subparagraph 10.8.1. 
 
10.8.4 If such special inspection or testing reveals a failure of the Work to comply: 
 
 .1 with the requirements of the Contract Documents, or 


.2 with respect to the performance of the Work, with laws, ordinances, rules regulations or 
orders of any public authority having jurisdiction over the Work, the Contractor shall bear 
all costs thereof, and the costs of such inspection or testing; otherwise the Owner shall 
bear such costs of special inspection. 
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10.8.5 Required certificates of re-inspections or testing to secure compliance with 10.8.4.1 or 
10.8.4.2 above shall be paid for by the Contractor. 
 
10.8.6 If the Project Administrator wishes to observe the inspections, tests or approvals required 
by this Paragraph 10.8, he will do so promptly and, where appropriate, at the source of supply. 
 
10.8.7 Neither the observations of the Project Administrator in his administration of the Contract, 
nor inspections, tests or approvals by person other than the Contractor shall relieve the Contractor 
from his obligations to perform the Work in accordance with the Contract Documents. 
 
10.9 LEGAL FEES AND COSTS 
 
10.9.1 The party substantially prevailing shall be entitled to recover its attorneys' fees, any costs 
of suit, any expert witness fees and the actual cost of any test or inspection incurred in connection 
with any effort undertaken to enforce any of the terms of this Contract. 
 
10.10 SEVERABILITY 
 
10.10.1 In the event any provision in this contract is held invalid by any court of competent 
jurisdiction, the remaining provision in this Contract shall be deemed severable and shall remain 
in full force and effect. 


 
ARTICLE 11 
TIME 


 
11.1 TIME AND LIQUIDATED DAMAGES. 
 
11.1.1 It is understood and agreed that the construction of the Work under the Contract 
Documents shall be commenced on the date stated in the Notice to Proceed issued by the Project 
Administrator and shall be completed by the Contractor within the number of calendar days 
specified in Paragraph 3.3 hereof (the "Finish Date").  The Contract Time is the period of time 
specified in Paragraph 3.3  hereof running from (1) the date specified in the Notice to Proceed as 
the date upon which the  Contractor is to commence the Work (the "Start Date"), through (2) the 
Finish Date.  The date of beginning, rate of progress, and time for completion are essential 
conditions of the Contract, and the Contractor agrees that said Work shall be prosecuted regularly, 
diligently, and uninterruptedly as such rate of progress as will insure full completion thereof within 
the Contract Time specified.  It is expressly agreed that the Contract Time is reasonable. 
 
11.1.2 If the Final Completion Date as defined in Subparagraph 11.1.4, occurs after the 
expiration of the Contract Time, the Contractor shall pay the Owner the sum specified in Paragraph 
3.4 hereof as liquidated damages for each calendar day the Work remains incomplete after 
expiration of the Contract Time.  This amount is agreed upon because of the impracticability and 
extreme difficulty of ascertaining the actual damages the Owner would sustain.  It is expressly 
agreed that the amount of liquidated damages set forth herein is reasonable.  Said amounts may 
be retained from time to time by the Owner from payments due the Contractor. 
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11.1.3 The date of Completion of the Work, or designated portion thereof, is the date certified in 
writing by the Project Administrator when construction is sufficiently complete, in accordance with 
the Contract Documents as they may have been modified by any Change Orders agreed to by the 
parties, so that the Owner may occupy the project, or a designated portion thereof, if he so elects, 
for the use for which it is intended.  Certification of a designated portion of the Work by the Project 
Administrator as being "Complete" and occupancy of that portion thereafter by the Owner shall 
neither release, or otherwise operate to excuse, the Contractor from his duty to complete the 
remainder of the Work within the Contract Time nor relieve the Contractor from any liability for not 
completing the remainder of Work within the Contract Time including liability for liquidated 
damages. 
 
11.1.4 The Final Completion Date is the calendar date when all items of the Work are one 
hundred percent (100%) finished, with no items of any scope, large or small, outstanding and 
remaining to be constructed, and all known defective work has been corrected.  When the Project 
Administrator certifies in writing, pursuant to the terms of paragraph 12.6.2, that the Final 
Completion Date is reached and it is approved by the Owner, the Contractor may make application 
for final payment pursuant to Subparagraph 12.6.2. 
 
11.1.5 In any case where the terms of any other provision of the Contract may be construed to 
be in conflict with any term regarding time for completion of the Project, interpretation of the 
conflicting terms which gives precedence to the term regarding time for completion shall govern. 
 
11.2 PROGRESS AND COMPLETION 
 
11.2.1 All time limits stated in the Contract Documents are of the essence of the Contract. 
 
11.2.2 The Contractor shall begin the Work on the Start Date as defined in Subparagraph 11.1.1 
and shall carry the Work forward expeditiously, uninterruptedly and with adequate forces and shall 
complete it within the Contract Time. 
 
11.3 DELAYS AND EXTENSION OF TIME 
 
11.3.1 If the Contractor is delayed at any time in the progress of the Work by any cause which 
the Project Administrator determines may justify the delay, including, but not limited to, acts of God, 
acts of the public enemy, acts of the Owner, acts of another contract in performance of a contract 
with the Owner, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restriction, freight embargoes and adverse 
weather detrimental to completion of the Work and, in the aggregate, materially different than 
weather normally experienced during the entire Contract Time, then the Contract Time shall be 
extended by Change Order for such reasonable time as the Project Administrator may determine.  
No extension of the Contract Time pursuant to this paragraph shall be limited to granting a time 
extension to the Contractor, and there is no other obligation, express or implied, on the part of the 
Owner to the Contractor for delay from any cause. 
 
11.3.2 All claims for extension of time shall be made in writing to the Project Administrator no 
more than fourteen (14) days after the occurrence of the delay; otherwise, they shall be waived.  In 
the case of a continuing cause of delay, only one claim is necessary.  The Contractor shall 
promptly notify the Project Administrator in writing of the date of the termination of the continuing 
cause of delay. 
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11.3.3 If no schedule or agreement is made stating the dates upon which written interpretations 
as set forth in Subparagraph 4.11.5 shall be furnished, then no claim for delay shall be allowed on 
account of failure to furnish such interpretations until fifteen (15) days after demand is made for 
them, and not then unless such claim is reasonable. 
 
 
 ARTICLE 12 
 PAYMENTS AND COMPLETION 
 
12.1 CONTRACT AMOUNT 
 
12.1.1 The Contract Amount is as stated in this Contract and General Conditions and is the total 
amount payable by the Owner to the Contractor for the performance of the Work under the 
Contract Documents, subject to credits or increases resulting from Change Orders.  In no event 
shall Owner be responsible for more than the Contract Amount. 
 
12.2 SCHEDULE OF VALUES 
 
12.2.1 Before the first Application for Payment, the Contractor shall submit to the Project 
Administrator a detailed schedule of values reflecting as nearly as reasonably possible the actual 
values of the various components of the Work aggregating the total Contract Amount, prepared in 
such detail and such form as the Project Administrator may require, and supported by such data to 
substantiate its correctness as the Project Administrator may require.  Each item in the schedule of 
values may include its proper share of overhead and profit or such overhead and profit may be 
shown as separate line items and shall be billed in proportion the percent of the Project completed. 
 
12.3 PROGRESS PAYMENTS 
 
12.3.1 On or about the twenty-fifth day of each calendar month during the course of construction, 
the Contractor shall submit to the Project Administrator an itemized Application for Payment 
supported by such data substantiating the Contractor's right to payment as the Project 
Administrator may require.  Contractor shall also submit a release of claim and lien waiver covering 
all work performed to date, including the work of each Subcontractor and material supplier. 
 
12.3.2 Payments shall be based on the Work actually performed during the preceding calendar 
month.  Payment may be made for materials not incorporated in the Work but delivered and 
suitably stored at the site, or at some other location under such conditions agreed upon in writing 
by the Project Administrator to be transported to the site and installed at a later date. 
 
12.3.3 Material delivered and suitably stored at the site, or at some other agreed upon location by 
the Contractor, subcontractors, sub-subcontractors, or material suppliers shall remain the 
responsibility of the Contractor until incorporated into the Work, shall be insured for the benefit of 
the Owner to the full value of the material and shall be suitably stored and protected.  Only such 
material that is in accordance with the Contract Documents shall be installed into the Work.  Until 
the final completion and acceptance of the Work by the Owner, it shall be the Contractor's 
responsibility to protect all materials to be installed in or delivered to the Project. 
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12.3.4 The Contractor warrants and guarantees that title for all work, materials and equipment 
covered by an Application for Payment shall pass to the Owner either by incorporation in the 
Project or upon receipt of payment by the Contractor, whichever occurs first and that such work, 
materials and equipment shall be free and clear of all liens, claims, security interests or 
encumbrances, hereinafter referred to in this Article 12 as "claims." 
 
12.4 APPROVALS FOR PAYMENT 
 
12.4.1 If the Contractor has made application for payment as above, then not later than seven (7) 
days after the date of submission, the Project Administrator shall issue his approval of the 
Application for Payment and forward his approval of the Application to the Owner’s Finance 
Department for such amount as he determines to be properly due, or state in writing his reasons 
for withholding, in whole or in part the amount applied for as provided in Subparagraph 12.5.1. 
 
12.4.2 After the Project Administrator has approved an Application for Payment and has 
forwarded this approval, the Owner shall make a payment to the Contractor as soon as grant funds 
become available from the State CDBG Program to the Owner, or sooner, at the OWNER’s 
discretion, and subject to compliance with labor standard requirements.  Payment will be based on 
ninety percent (90%) of the value of the Work actually performed during the preceding calendar 
month in accordance with Subparagraph 12.3.3 and approved by Project Administrator until the 
contract is fifty percent (50%) completed.  If the Contractor is making satisfactory progress when 
the contract is fifty (50%) completed, the Contractor shall be entitled to a reduction in the retention 
amount, as required by ARS § 34-221(C).  Any amounts retained by Owner shall be paid to the 
Contractor, as previously specified, after the Final Completion Date as specified in Paragraph 
12.6.1 hereof, provided the Contractor has by that time duly furnished the Owner consent of surety, 
lien waivers, any and all operating manuals, wiring diagrams, control diagrams, maintenance 
manuals, equipment and appliance warranties, record drawings, warranties and other documents 
of any nature called for in the Contract Documents or required for the proper functioning of the 
Work as a whole and has otherwise performed all of Contractors' obligations under the Contract 
Documents.  In lieu of this retention, the Contractor may provide alternative security in the manner 
authorized by law. 
 
12.4.3 In this Application for Payment, or in a separate notice, the Contractor shall include and 
itemize, and furnish such supporting particulars as the Project Administrator shall require, all claims 
for additional compensation against the Owner arising under the Contract Documents or any 
covenant thereof, express or implied, or from any cause whatsoever, within the time limits 
prescribed in Subparagraph 15.2.1.  It is expressly covenanted that the purpose of this provision is 
to guard the Owner against surprise claims, to permit the Owner to investigate claims as the same 
may arise.  It is expressly covenanted that the Owner shall have no liability on any claim unless 
such claim was approved by Project Administrator and was submitted in writing at the time and in 
the manner required hereby. 
 
12.4.4 No certificate for a progress payment, nor any progress payment, nor any partial or entire 
use or occupancy of the Project by the Owner, shall constitute an acceptance of any Work not in 
accordance with the Contract Documents. 
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12.5 PAYMENT WITHHELD 
 
12.5.1 The Project Administrator may decline to approve an Application for Payment and/or 
withhold his Certificate in whole or in part if in his reasonable opinion he is unable to confirm 
completion of the Work for which payment is requested.  The Project Administrator may also 
decline to approve any Applications for Payment or, because of subsequently discovered evidence 
or subsequent inspections, he may nullify the whole or any part of any Certificate for Payment 
previously issued to such extent as may be necessary in his opinion to protect the Owner from loss 
because of: 
 
 .1 defective work not remedied, 
 .2 claims filed or reasonable evidence indicating probable filing of claims, 


.3 reasonable doubt that the Work can be completed for the unpaid balance of the 
Contract Amount, 


 .4 damage to another contractor, 
 .5 reasonable indication that the Work will not be completed within the Contract Time, or 


.6 unsatisfactory prosecution of the Work by the Contractor or other material breach of 
this Contract. 


 .7 failure to complete all Labor Standards requirements 
 
12.5.2 When the above grounds in Subparagraph 12.5.1 are removed or in the case of 12.5.1.3 
above, when the Owner is satisfied that the Contractor will complete the Project at the agreed upon 
price, payment shall be made for amounts withheld because of them. 
 
12.6     COMPLETION AND FINAL PAYMENT 
 
12.6.1 Upon receipt of written notice that the Work is ready for final inspection and acceptance, 
the Project Administrator will promptly make or arrange for such inspection and, when the Project 
Administrator finds (1) the Work in accordance with and acceptable under the Contract 
Documents, (2) the Work completed under the Contract fully performed and (3) the Final 
Completion Date has been reached, as that term is defined in Subparagraph 11.1.4, then, and only 
then, the Project Administrator shall promptly certify in writing that, to the best of his knowledge, 
information and belief, and on the basis of observations and inspections, the Work has been fully 
completed in accordance with the terms and conditions of the Contract Documents, that the entire 
balance found to be due the Contractor is payable.  The Project Administrator's  written notice 
required by this paragraph shall state the Date of Final Completion. 
 
12.6.2 The making of final payment shall constitute a waiver of all claims by the Owner except 
those arising from: 
 
 .1 unsettled claims, 
 .2 faulty or defective Work, 
 .3 failure of the Work to comply with the requirements of the Contract Documents, or 
 .4 terms of any guarantees required by the Contract Documents. 
 
12.6.3 The acceptance of final payment shall constitute a waiver of all claims by the Contractor. 
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12.6.4 No earlier than three weeks before the expiration of the warranty period for the Work 
specified in Subparagraph 18.1 herein, or at such other additional earlier time or times as the 
Owner may agree, the Project Administrator, in company with the Contractor, shall make an 
inspection of the Project and certify that all defects in material and workmanship occurring during 
this period have been satisfactorily corrected. 
 
 
 ARTICLE 13 
 PROTECTION OF PERSONS AND PROPERTY 
 
13.1 SAFETY PRECAUTIONS AND PROGRAMS 
 
13.1.1 The Contractor shall be responsible for initiating, maintaining and supervising all safety 
precautions and programs in connection with the Work in compliance with all local, state and 
federal laws and regulations. 
 
13.2.1 The Contractor shall take all reasonable precautions for the safety of, and shall provide all 
reasonable protection to prevent damage, injury or loss, to: 
 


.1 all employees engaged in the Work and all other persons who may be affected 
thereby; 


.2 all the Work and all materials and equipment to be incorporated therein, whether in 
storage on or off the site, under the care, custody or control of the Contractor or any of 
his Subcontractors or Sub-subcontractors; and 


.3 other property at the site or adjacent thereto, including trees, shrubs, lawns, walks, 
pavements, roadways, structures and utilities not designated for removal, relocation or 
replacement in the course of construction. 


 
13.2.2 The Contractor shall comply with all applicable laws, ordinances, rules, regulations and 
orders of any public authority having jurisdiction for the safety of persons or property or to protect 
them from damage, injury or loss.  He shall erect and maintain, as required by existing conditions 
and the progress of the Work, all reasonable safeguards for safety and protection, including, but 
not limited to, posting danger signs and other warnings against hazards, promulgating safety 
regulations and notifying owners and users of adjacent utilities and property. 
 
13.2.3 When the use or storage of explosives or other hazardous materials or equipment is 
necessary for the execution of the Work, the Contractor shall exercise the utmost care and shall 
carry on such activities under the supervision of properly qualified personnel. 
 
13.2.4 All damage or loss to any property caused in whole or in part by the Contractor, any 
Subcontractor, any Sub-subcontractor, or anyone directly or indirectly employed by any of them, or 
by anyone for whose acts any of them may be liable, shall be remedied by the Contractor, except 
damage or loss attributable to the acts or omissions of the Owner or anyone employed by it or for 
whose acts it may be liable, and not attributable to the fault or negligence of the Contractor. 
 
13.2.5 The Contractor shall designate a responsible member of his organization at the site 
whose duty shall be the prevention of accidents.  This person shall be the Contractor's 
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Superintendent unless otherwise designated in writing by the Contractor or the Project 
Administrator. 
 
13.2.6 The Contractor shall not load or permit any part of the Work to be loaded so as to 
endanger its safety. 
 
13.3 EMERGENCIES 
 
13.3.1 In any emergency affecting the safety of persons or property, the Contractor shall act to 
prevent threatened damage, injury or loss.  Any additional compensation or extension of time 
claimed by the Contractor on account of emergency work shall be determined as provided by the 
applicable provision of the Contract Documents. 


 
ARTICLE 14 


 INSURANCE 
 
14.1    CONTRACTOR’S INSURANCE 
    
14.2 The Contractor at Contractor’s own expense, shall purchase and maintain the herein 
stipulated minimum insurance with companies duly licensed, possessing a current A.M. Best, 
Inc. Rate of A10, or approved by Owner in its sole discretion and licensed to do business in the 
State of Arizona with policies and forms satisfactory to the Owner. 
 
14.3 All insurance required herein shall be maintained in full force and effect until all work or 
service required to be performed under the terms of the Contract is satisfactorily completed and 
formally accepted; failure to do so may, at the sole discretion of the Owner, constitute a material 
breach of this Contract. 
 
14.4 The Contractor’s insurance shall be primary insurance as respects the Owner, and any 
insurance or self-insurance maintained by the Owner shall not contribute to it. 
 
14.5 Any failure to comply with the claim reporting provisions of the insurance policies or any 
breach of an insurance policy warranty shall not affect coverage afforded under the insurance 
policies to protect the Owner. 
 
14.6 The insurance policies, except Workers’ Compensation, shall contain a waiver of transfer 
rights of recovery (subrogation) against the Owner, its agents, officers, officials and employees 
for any claims arising out of the Contractor’s acts, errors, mistakes, omissions, work or service.  
 
14.7 The insurance policies may provide coverage which contains deductible or self-insured 
retentions.  Such deductible and/or self-insured retentions shall not be applicable with respect to 
the coverage provided to the Owner under such policies.  The Contractor shall be solely 
responsible for the deductible and/or insured retention and the Owner, at its option, may require 
the Contractor to secure payment of such deductibles or self-insured retentions by a Surety 
Bond or an irrevocable and unconditional letter of credit. 
 
14.8 The Owner reserves the right to request and to receive, within ten (10) working days, 
certified copies of any or all of the herein required insurance policies and/or endorsements.  The 
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Owner shall not be obligated, however, to review same or to advise Contractor of any 
deficiencies in such policies and endorsements, and such receipt shall not relieve Contractor 
from, or be deemed a waiver of, the Owner’s rights to insist on strict fulfillment of Contractor’s 
obligations under this Contract. 
 
14.9 The insurance policies, except Workers’ Compensation and Professional Liability, 
required by this Contract, shall name the Owner, it agents, officers, officials and employees as 
Additional Insured. 
 
14.10  REQUIRED COVERAGE 
 
14.10.1 COMMERCIAL GENERAL LIABILIITY 
 
14.10.2 Contractor shall maintain Commercial General Liability insurance with a unimpaired 
limit of not less than $2,000,000.00 for each occurrence with a $2,000,000.00 
Products/Completed Operations Aggregate and a $2,000,000.00 General Aggregate Limit.  
The policy shall include coverage for bodily injury, broad form property damage, personal injury, 
products and completed operations and blanket contractual coverage including, but not limited 
to, the liability assumed under the indemnification provisions of this Contract which coverage will 
be at least as broad as Insurance Service Office, Inc. Policy Form CG 0001 or any 
replacements thereof.  The coverage shall not exclude X,C,U. 
 
14.10.3 Such policy shall contain a severability of interest provision, and shall not contain a 
sunset provision or commutation clause, or any provision which would serve to limit third party 
action over claims. 
 
14.10.4 The Commercial General Liability additional insured endorsement shall be at least as 
broad as the Insurance Service Office, Inc., Additional Insured, Form B, CG 20101185, and 
shall include coverage for Contractor’s operations and products and completed operations. 
 
14.10.5 If required by this Contract, the Contractor subletting any part of the work, services or 
operations awarded to the Contractor shall purchase and maintain, at all times during 
prosecution of the work, services or operations under this Contract, an Owner and Contractor’s 
Protective Liability insurance policy for bodily injury and property damage, including death, 
which may arise in the prosecution of this Contractor’s work, service or operations under this 
Contract.  Coverage shall be on an occurrence basis with a limit not less than $2,000,000.00 
per occurrence, and the policy shall be issued by the same insurance company that issues the 
Contractor’s Commercial General Liability insurance. 
 
14.11 AUTOMOBILE LIABILITY 
 
14.11.1 Contractor shall maintain Commercial/Business Automobile Liability insurance with a 
combined single limit for bodily injury and property damage of not less than $2,000,000.00 
each occurrence with respect to the Contractor’s any owned, hired, and non-owned vehicles 
assigned to or used in performance of the Contractor’s work.  Coverage will be at least as broad 
as coverage code 1, “any auto”, (Insurance Service Office, Inc. Policy Form CA 0001, or any 
replacements thereof).  Such insurance shall include coverage for loading and off loading 
hazards.  If hazardous substances, materials or wastes are to be transported, MCS 90 
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endorsement shall be included and $5,000,000.00 per accident limits for bodily injury and 
property damage shall apply. 
 
14.12 WORKER’S COMPENSATION 
 
14.12.1 The Contractor shall carry Workers’ Compensation insurance to cover obligations 
imposed by federal and state statutes having jurisdiction of Contractor’s employees engaged in 
the performance of the work or services; and, Employer’s Liability insurance of not less than 
the statutory limits. 
 
14.12.2 In case any work is sub-contracted, the Contractor will require the Subcontractor to 
provide Workers’ Compensation and Employer’s Liability to at least the same extent as required 
of the Contractor. 
 
14.13 CERTIFICATES OF INSURANCE 
 
14.13.1 Prior to commencing work or services under this Contract, Contractor shall furnish the 
Project Administrator with Certificates of Insurance, or formal endorsements as required by the 
Contract, issued by Contractor’s insurer(s), as evidence that policies providing the required 
coverages, conditions and limits required by the Contract are in full force and effect.  
 
14.13.2 In the event any insurance policy(ies) required by this Contract, is(are) written on a 
“claims made” basis, coverage shall extend for two years past completion and acceptance of the 
Contractor’s work or services and as evidenced by annual Certificates of Insurance. 
 
14.13.3 If a policy does expire during the life of the Contract, a renewal certificate must be sent 
to the Owner fifteen (15) days prior to the expiration date. 
 
14.14 CANCELLATION AND EXPIRATION NOTICE 
 
14.14.1 Insurance required herein shall not expire, be cancelled, or materially changed without 
thirty (30) days prior written notice to the Owner. 
 
 


ARTICLE 15 
CHANGES IN THE WORK AND CLAIMS 


 
15.1 CHANGE ORDERS 
 
15.1.1 The Owner, without invalidating the Contract, may order changes in the Work within the 
general scope of the Contract consisting of additions, deletions or other revisions.  The Contract 
Amount and/or the Contract Time shall be adjusted pursuant to the terms of the Contract 
Documents. 
 
15.1.2 A Change Order is a written amendment to the Contract Documents signed by the Project 
Administrator, the City Manager and the Contractor, issued after the execution of the Contract, 
authorizing a Change in the Work or an adjustment in the Contract Amount or the Contract Time.  
The Contract amount and the Contract Time may be changed only by Change Order. 
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15.1.3 The cost or credit, as the case may be, to the Owner resulting from a Change in the Work 
shall be determined in one or more of the following ways as mutually agreed: 
 


.1 by a lump sum properly itemized in a form acceptable to Project Administrator and City 
Manager including sufficient supporting substantiating data to permit evaluation.  


.2 by actual cost and the specified percentage fees covering overhead and profit, less 
applicable trade discounts, rebates, credits or other such reductions in cost made 
available to Contractor. 


.3 Unit price as stated in the Contract, subject to the provisions of 15.1.5 herein. Unit 
prices proposed on the bid form and included in the Contract are not subject to 
further overhead and profit adjustments. The Contract sum will be adjusted by the 
direct extension of the number of units and unit price.  


 
The amount of Contractor's overhead and profit allowed for any change order, whether increase or 
decrease shall not exceed the percentages of overhead and profit specified in Paragraph 3.5 
hereof on work performed by Contractor; and the percentage for profit specified in Paragraph 3.5 
hereof of Subcontractor's quotation on all work performed by Subcontractors for profit, with no 
markup for overhead.  Subcontractor's markup on Change Orders shall be limited by their 
subcontracts with Contractor to the percentages of direct cost for overhead and for profit as 
specified in Paragraph 3.5. hereof. 
 
15.1.4 If none of the methods set forth in Subparagraph 15.1.3 is agreed upon to calculate a 
charge or credit to Owner, the Contractor, provided he otherwise receives a Change Order, shall 
promptly proceed with the Work involved.  The cost of such Work shall then be estimated in good 
faith by the Project Administrator on the basis of the Contractor's reasonable expenditures and 
savings, including, an allowance for overhead and profit as provided in 15.1.3.  The Project 
Administrator shall use the unit price basis if available and, if not, then the actual cost basis for this 
determination.  The Project Administrator shall then submit that estimate, with all supporting 
information, to Owner for approval.  In such case, and also under Subparagraph 15.1.3.1 above, 
the Contractor shall keep and present, in such form as the Project Administrator may prescribe, an 
itemized accounting together with appropriate supporting data.  The amount of credit to be allowed 
by the Contractor to the Owner for any deletion or change which results in a net decrease in cost 
will be the amount of the actual net decrease, including an allowance for overhead and profit, as 
confirmed by the Project Administrator.  When both additional costs and credits are involved in any 
one change, the allowance for overhead and profit shall be figured on the basis of the net increase 
or decrease, if any. 
 
15.1.5 If unit prices are stated in the Contract Documents or subsequently agreed upon, and if 
the quantities originally contemplated are so changed in proposed Change Order that application 
of the agreed unit prices to the quantities or Work proposed will create a hardship on the Owner or 
the Contractor, the applicable unit prices shall be equitably adjusted to prevent such hardship. 
 
15.1.6 If the Contractor claims that additional cost or time is involved because of: 
 


.1 any written interpretation issued by the Project Administrator, 


.2 any order by the Project Administrator to stop the Work pursuant to Paragraph 5.2.11 
where the Contractor was not at fault, or 
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.3 any written order for a minor change in the Work issued pursuant to Paragraph 15.3, 
the Contractor shall make such claim as provided in Paragraph 15.2. 


15.1.7 Impact costs. No claim for impact costs resulting from performance of a Change Order will 
be permitted against the Owner or any other party in privacy of Contract with the Owner with 
respect to the project subsequent to the time that the Change Order is signed by the Contractor. 
 
15.1.8 Final Settlement. Agreement on any Change Order shall constitute a final settlement of all 
matters relating to the change in the Work which is the subject of the Change Order, including, but 
not limited to, all direct and indirect costs associated with such change, any impact such change 
may have on the unchanged Work, and any and all adjustments to the Contract Sum or the 
Contract Time. In the event a Change Order increases the Contract Sum, the Contractor shall 
include the Work covered by such Change Orders in Application for Payment as if such Work were 
originally part of the Contract or in separate notice as provided in 12.4.4. Agreement on any 
Change Order releases the Owner, and any other party in privacy of Contract with the Owner with 
respect to the Project from all claims or liabilities arising in any way in the connection with, or in any 
way associated with, such change. 
 
15.2 CLAIMS FOR ADDITIONAL COST OR TIME 
 
15.2.1 If the Contractor is entitled, under the terms of the Contract, to make a claim for an 
increase in the Contract Amount or any other claim, he shall give the Project Administrator written 
notice thereof within fourteen (14) days after the occurrence of the event giving rise to such claim 
or include such notice in the Application for Payment for the month in which the event giving rise to 
the claim occurred, whichever is earlier.  Any notice other than one made for an extension of the 
Contract Time shall be given by the Contractor before proceeding to execute the Work which is the 
subject matter of the claim, except in an emergency endangering life or property, in which case the 
Contractor shall proceed in accordance with Paragraph 12.4.4 within the time limits prescribed 
herein and no such claim shall be valid unless so made.  Any change in the Contract Amount or 
Contract Time resulting from such claim to be effective shall be approved by the Owner and 
authorized by Change Order. 
 
15.3 MINOR CHANGES IN THE WORK 
 
15.3.1  The Project Administrator shall have authority to order minor changes in the Work not 
involving an adjustment in the Contract Amount or an extension of the Contract Time and not 
inconsistent with the intent of the Contract Documents. 
 
15.4 FIELD ORDERS 
 
15.4.1  The Project Administrator may issue written Field Orders which interpret the Contract 
Documents or which order minor changes in the Work in accordance with Paragraph 15.3 without 
change in Contract Amount or Contract Time.  The Contractor shall carry out such Field Orders 
promptly. 
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 ARTICLE 16 
 UNCOVERING AND CORRECTION OF WORK 
 
16.1 UNCOVERING OF WORK 
 
16.1.1 If the Contractor causes any Work to be covered contrary to the request of the Project 
Administrator, it must, if required by the Project Administrator, be uncovered for his observation 
and replaced all at the Contractor's expense. 
 
16.1.2 If any other Work has been covered which the Project Administrator has not requested to 
observe prior to being covered, the Project Administrator may request to see such Work and it 
shall be uncovered by the Contractor.  If such Work is found to be in accordance with the Contract 
Documents, the cost of uncovering and replacement after approval by the Owner shall, by 
appropriate Change Order, be charged to the Owner.  If such Work is found not to be in 
accordance with the Contract Documents, the Contractor shall pay such costs unless it is found 
that this condition was caused by a separate contractor employed as provided in Article 9, and in 
that event the Owner shall be responsible for the payment of such costs. 
 
16.2 CORRECTION OF WORK 
 
16.2.1 The Contractor shall promptly correct all Work rejected by the Project Administrator as 
defective or as failing to conform to the Contract Documents whether observed before or after Final 
Completion and whether or not fabricated, installed or completed.  The Contractor shall bear all 
costs of correcting such rejected Work. 
 
16.2.2 If, within the time provided in Paragraph 18.1 herein or within such longer period of time 
as may be prescribed by law or by the terms of any applicable special guarantee required by the 
Contract Documents, including the original conformance with the Contractor Documents, any of 
the Work is found to be defective or not in accordance with the Contract Documents, the 
Contractor shall, at his sole expense, correct it promptly after receipt of a written notice from the 
Owner to do so.  The Owner shall give such notice promptly after discovery of the condition. 
 
16.2.3 All such defective or non-conforming Work under Paragraphs 16.2.1 and 16.2.2 shall be 
removed from the site where necessary, and the Work shall be corrected to comply with the 
Contract Documents without cost to the Owner. 
 
16.2.4 The Contractor shall bear the cost of making good all work of separate contractors 
destroyed or damaged by such removal or correction. 
 
16.2.5 If the Contractor does not remove such defective or non-conforming Work within a 
reasonable time fixed by written notice from the Project Administrator, the Owner may remove it 
and may store the materials or equipment at the expense of the Contractor.  If the Contractor does 
not pay the cost of such removal and storage within ten (10) days after receipt of a statement of 
charges therefore, the Owner may, upon ten (10) additional days written notice, sell such Work at 
auction or at private sale and shall account for the net proceeds thereof after deducting all the 
costs that should have been borne by the Contractor, including compensation for additional 
engineering services and any attorneys, fees incurred by Owner in connection therewith.  If such 
proceeds of sale do not cover all costs that the Contractor should have borne, the difference shall 
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be charged to the Contractor and an appropriate Change Order shall be issued.  If the payments 
then or thereafter due the Contractor are not sufficient to cover such amount, the Contractor shall 
pay the difference to the Owner, and all attorneys, fees and other costs that the Owner may incur 
in collecting same. 
 
16.2.6  If the Contractor fails to correct such defective or non-conforming work, the Owner may 
correct it in accordance with Paragraph 10.6. 
 
16.2.7  The obligations of the Contractor under this Paragraph 16.2 shall be in addition to and not 
in limitation of any obligations imposed upon him by special guarantees required by the Contract 
Documents or otherwise prescribed by law. 
 
16.3 ACCEPTANCE OF DEFECTIVE OR NON-CONFORMING WORK 
 
If the Owner prefers to accept defective or non-conforming Work, he may do so instead of requiring 
its removal and correction, in which case a Change Order will be issued to reflect an appropriate 
reduction in the Contract Amount, or, if the amount is determined after final payment, it shall be 
paid by the Contractor. 
 
 
 ARTICLE 17 
 TERMINATION OF THE CONTRACT 
 
17.1 TERMINATION BY THE CONTRACTOR 
 
17.1.1  If the work is stopped for a period of One Hundred and Sixty (160) days, and the Project 
Administrator is immediately notified of such stopping, under an order of any court or other public 
authority having jurisdiction through no act or fault of the Contractor or any Subcontractor or their 
agents or employees or any other persons performing any of the Work under a contract with the 
Contractor, and by reason of some act or omission of Owner, then the Contractor may, upon seven 
day's written notice to the Owner as its sole remedy hereunder, terminate the Contract and recover 
from the Owner payment for all Work approved by Owner and for any proven loss sustained upon 
any materials, including reasonable profit for Work accomplished through the date the notice of 
termination is given and approved and accepted by Owner. 
 
17.2 TERMINATION BY THE OWNER 
 
17.2.1 If, through any cause, the Contractor shall fail to fulfill in a timely and proper manner the 
Contractor’s obligations under this Contract, or if the Contractor shall violate any of the 
covenants, agreements, or stipulations of the Contract, the Owner shall thereupon have the right 
to terminate this Contract by giving written notice to the Contractor of such termination and 
specifying the effective date thereof, at least five (5) days before the effective date of such 
termination.  In such event, all finished or unfinished documents, data, studies, surveys, 
drawings, maps, models, photographs and reports prepared by the Contractor under this 
Contract shall, at the option of the Owner, become its property and the Contractor shall be 
entitled to receive just and equitable compensation for any work satisfactorily completed 
hereunder. 
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17.2.2 Notwithstanding the above, the Contractor shall not be relieved of liability to the Owner 
for damages sustained by the Owner by virtue of any breach of the Contract by the Contractor, 
and the Owner may withhold any payments to the Contractor for the purpose of set-off until such 
time as the exact amount of damages due the Owner from the Contractor is determined. 
 
17.2.3 The Owner may terminate this Contract at any time by giving at least (10) days notice in 
writing to the Contractor.  If the Contract is terminated by the Owner, the Contractor will be paid 
for the time provided and expenses incurred up to the termination date.  If this Contract is 
terminated due to the fault of the Contractor, the aforementioned clause relative to termination 
shall apply. 
 
17.2.4 If the Contractor refuses or fails, except in cases for which extension of time is provided, to 
supply enough properly skilled workmen or sufficient and proper materials to complete the Work in 
accord with the Progress Schedule and Contract Time, or he fails to make prompt payments to 
Subcontractors or for materials or labor, or disregards laws, ordinances, rules, regulations or 
orders of any public authority having jurisdiction, or fails to uninterruptedly complete the Work once 
he has the Notice to Proceed, or otherwise is guilty of a material breach of any provision of the 
Contract Documents, then the Owner may, without prejudice to any other right or remedy and after 
giving the Contractor and his surety seven (7) days written notice, terminate the employment of the 
Contractor and take possession of the site and all materials, and may finish the Work by whatever 
method he may deem expedient.  In such case, the Contractor shall not be entitled to receive any 
further payment until the Work is finished.  Termination of the Contract under this Paragraph shall 
not relieve the Contractor of any warranty obligations on Work performed hereunder, and such 
obligations shall survive termination of this Contract. 
 
17.2.5 If the unpaid balance of the Contract Amount is exceeded by the costs of finishing the 
Work, including compensation for additional engineering services, attorneys' fees and all other 
costs incurred by Owner in completion of the Contractor's obligations, the Contractor shall pay the 
difference to the Owner.   
 
17.2.6  Pursuant to A.R.S. § 38-511, OWNER reserves the right to cancel this Agreement, 
within three years after the effective date of this Agreement, without penalty or further obligation, 
if any person significantly involved in initiating, negotiating, securing, drafting or creating the 
Agreement on behalf of OWNER is, at any time while this Agreement or any extension of this 
Agreement is in effect, an employee or agent of CONTRACTOR in any capacity or a sub-
contractor to CONTRACTOR with respect to the subject matter of this Agreement.  Cancellation 
under this section by OWNER shall be effective when written notice from the City Manager is 
received by CONTRACTOR.  The OWNER may recoup any fee or commission paid or due to 
any person significantly involved in initiating, negotiating, securing, drafting or creating the 
Agreement on behalf of the OWNER from CONTRACTOR arising as the result of the 
Agreement. 
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ARTICLE 18 
 WARRANTY AND SITE CONDITIONS 
 
18.1 TWO-YEAR WARRANTY 
 
18.1.1  The Contractor shall warrant all Work under this Contract to be in accordance with the 
Contract Documents against defects of material and workmanship for a period of two years from 
the date of Final Completion; provided, however, that those items of the Work specified as having 
longer warranties shall be warranted for the period specified. 
 
18.1.1.1 The Contractor shall be responsible for the total cost of repairing and restoring any Work 
found not in compliance with the Contract Documents or any defective Work to a new condition, at 
no cost to Owner. 
 
18.1.1.2 In any case where the subject matter of the non-compliance or defect relates to Work 
done under a subcontract between the Contractor and any subcontractor, it is the responsibility of 
the Contractor, not the Owner, to secure the Subcontractor's performance in compliance with this 
paragraph and, in the event of the Subcontractor's failure or refusal within a reasonable time to 
perform after notice, it shall be the Contractor's responsibility to repair and restore such non-
complying or defective Work to a new condition, at no cost to Owner. 
 
18.1.1.3 In any case where the failure in complying or defective Work has been brought to the 
attention of the Contractor by the Owner and the Contractor fails or refuses to correct it within five 
(5) days of such notice, the Owner may elect, without precluding any other remedy it may have 
available to it, to have the defective Work repaired and restored to a new condition in whatever 
reasonable manner it deems appropriate, regardless of the cost, and the Contractor shall be liable 
to the Owner for the total cost thereof, including, by way of example only, any engineering and 
legal fees related to effecting the repair, plus 10% of the total costs incurred. 
 
18.1.2 Material and workmanship made good through compliance with such warranty shall be 
subject to the same warranty period as the original materials and workmanship.  Such warranty 
period shall begin on the date the replaced material and work is certified as acceptable in writing by 
the Project Administrator. 
 
18.2 SANITATION 
 
18.2.1 The Contractor shall provide temporary sanitation facilities for the use of employees on 
this construction.  Following the period of necessity for such facilities, they shall be removed and all 
evidence thereof effaced. 
 
18.3 JOB OFFICE 
 
18.3.1 A job office as approved by the Project Administrator shall be provided on the project site.  
The Contractor shall install at his own expense a job telephone for use of all trades in connection 
with the work and shall pay for all local calls.  All long-distance calls and toll calls shall be paid for 
by the person making the call. 
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18.4 USE OF PREMISES 
 
18.4.1 The Contractor shall confine his equipment and plant, the storage of materials, and the 
operations of his workmen to limits indicated by law, ordinances, permits, or directions of the 
Project Administrator and shall not unreasonably encumber the premises with materials or 
equipment. 
 
18.4.2 The Contractor shall enforce the Project Administrator‘s  instructions regarding signs, 
advertisement, fires, and smoking. 
 
18.5 SEVERABILITY 
 
18.5.1 In the event any provision in this Contract is held invalid by any court of competent 
jurisdiction, the remaining provisions in this Contract shall be deemed severable and shall remain 
in full force and effect. 
 
 


ARTICLE 19 
RECORDS ACCESS AND RETENTION REQUIREMENTS 


 
19.1 Records Retention:  The Contractor shall maintain and shall contractually require each 
subcontractor to maintain accounts and records including personnel, property and financial 
records adequate to identify and account for all costs pertaining to the Contract and such other 
records as may be deemed necessary by the Owner to assure proper accounting for all project 
funds both Federal and non-Federal shares.  These records will be retained for five (5) years 
after the expiration of this Contract unless permission to destroy them is granted in writing by 
the Owner. 
 
19.2 Access to Records:  Legible copies of all records maintained by the Contractor shall be 
made available, upon request, to the Owner, the Arizona Department of Housing, the Office of 
the Inspector General (HUD), and any other body authorized by the Owner.   


 
 
ARTICLE 20 


 COMPLIANCE WITH IMMIGRATION LAWS and E-VERIFY REQUIREMENT  
 
20.1   As mandated by Arizona Revised Statutes (“A.R.S.”) Section 41-4401, the Owner is 
prohibited from awarding a contract to any contractor or subcontractor that fails to comply with 
A.R.S. Section 23-214(A). (That subsection reads: “After December 31, 2007, every employer, 
after hiring an employee, shall verify the employment eligibility of the employee through the E-
Verify program.)  The Owner must also ensure that every contractor and subcontractor complies 
with federal immigration laws and regulations that relate to their employees and A.R.S. Section 
23-214(A).  Therefore, in signing or performing any Contract (including this Agreement) for the 
Owner, the Contractor fully understands that: 
    
 a. It warrants that both it and any subcontractors it may use comply with all federal 
immigration laws and regulations that relate to their employees and their compliance with    
A.R.S. Section 23-214(A); 
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 b.  A breach of the warranty regarding compliance with immigration laws and regulations 
shall be deemed a material breach of the Contract that is subject to penalties up to and 
including termination of the Contract; and 
 
 c. The Owner or its designee retains the legal right to inspect the papers or any 
contractor or subcontractor employee who works on the Contract to ensure that the contractor 
or subcontractor is complying with the warranty under paragraph (a). 
 


ARTICLE 21 
 SCRUTINIZED BUSINESS OPERATIONS   
 
21.1 Pursuant to A.R.S. Section 35-391.06 and 35-393.06, the contractor certifies that it does 
not have a scrutinized business operation in Sudan or Iran.  For the purpose of this Section the 
term “scrutinized business operations” shall have the meanings set forth in A.R.S. Section 35-
391 and/or 35-393 as applicable.  If the Owner determines that the contractor submitted a false 
certification, the Owner may impose remedies as provided by law including termination of this 
Contract.

Discussion: 
  
The Arizona Attorney General’s office (AG) determined on September 21, 2015 that that the Arizona Open 
Meeting Law (OML) was violated on March 9, 2015 when Councilmember Cook came off the dais and spoke 
from the podium during the call to the public about the budget and tax increase issues when neither were on 
the agenda.  The AG did not believe this violation was done with the intent of evading the OML.  Therefore, the 
AG believes the appropriate remedy is for the Council to receive some training about the OML.  In accordance, 
the AG is offering to resolve this matter by requiring its September 21, 2015 letter be made available to the 
public, and that the Mayor and Council discuss the September 21, 2015 letter, approve and/or ratify it at this 
meeting, and thereafter sign an acceptance of the settlement document on or before October 30, 2015.  If this 
settlement agreement is not acceptable, the AG states that it will move forward to enforce the OML, and seek 
any appropriate remedies it deems necessary.
