AT CITY HALL, 120 W. 6TH STREET, BENSON, ARIZONA

CALL TO ORDER:

Mayor King called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance. Mayor King then introduced
Pastor Michael Gherardini from the United Christian Faith Ministries who offered the invocation.

ROLL CALL.:

Present were: Mayor Toney D. King, Sr., Vice Mayor Lori McGoffin, Councilmembers Pat Boyle, Jeff Cook,
Joe Konrad, David Lambert and Chris Moncada.

EMPLOYEE RECOGNITION: None

PROCLAMATION: None

PUBLIC HEARING: None

CALL TO THE PUBLIC:

Audrey Palma, 6th Street, Benson, addressed Council regarding vandalism and other issues at her home. Ms.
Palma said the City needs more Police Officers and they should be paid higher wages so the City could keep
officers. Ms. Palma’s comments will be retained with the Council packet.

Tricia Gerodette, Eagle Ridge Drive, Sierra Vista, stated a $24 billion benefit to the City for the Vigneto
development has been cited a number of times recently, adding that is a very impressive figure and she wonders if
the report from which that figure comes is available for reading and if the Council has seen that report. Ms.
Gerodette then stated she would like to point out that there are almost always expenses as well as income for any
venture and she wonders if there have been any projected expenses in addition to the $24 billion benefit pointed
out. Ms. Gerodette then stated she appreciated seeing New Business Items 3 and 4 on the agenda; then stated she
was a compulsive editor, so she had a few comments and questions. Ms. Gerodette then stated Item 3 was
regarding an agreement between the City and El Dorado Holdings and her question was who the City was dealing
with; EI Dorado Holdings, Inc. or El Dorado Benson, LLC, adding there is a mixture of those entities on Items 3
and 4. Ms. Gerodette then stated Item 3, the proposed reimbursement of costs letter, is signed by Mike Reinbold
as an authorized officer, yet Mr. Reinbold is not listed as an officer of El Dorado Holdings on the Arizona
Corporation Commission’s website as of this date; then stated EI Dorado Benson doesn’t have officers, so she
was questioning the use of Mr. Reinbold’s title. Mr. Gerodette then stated she has the same question on Item 4
and asked who the City was dealing with; EI Dorado Holdings or ElI Dorado Benson. Ms. Gerodette then stated
on page 3 of the waiver of conflict itself, the word “waiver” is misspelled, adding she is a compulsive editor and if
Council would correct that spelling, she would appreciate it.

George Scott stated he was representing the Southeastern Economic Development Group in Benson, located at
168 E. 4th Street. Mr. Scott then stated he would like to address 3 items, adding over the weekend, he emailed the
Council and let them know that due to the interest in the EI Dorado project in Benson, he has been working with 3
different new possible corporations that want to move their company headquarters to Benson. Mr. Scott then
stated there are no guarantees they will do so, but their interest is the result of what Council is doing with El
Dorado Holdings, adding there is a lot of interest in Benson right now and he continues to have people inquiring
about it. Mr. Scott stated the second issue is that he would like the Council to support the Villages at Vigneto
with respect to the agenda items tonight, adding the Council needs to keep this moving forward so Benson can
have a premier subdivision here and he just wanted the Council to know the business community supports the
Council. Mr. Scott then stated the third issue he would like to address is regarding the airport. Mr. Scott then
stated he spoke to Mr. Stephens, the City Manager, about a week or so ago regarding a proposal he will be
hopefully bringing to Council at the next meeting to help promote the Benson Airport. Mr. Scott then stated the
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proposal is for an event such as Airport Days or Aviation Days, to recognize the Benson Airport and try to attract
new businesses there, as well as introducing the community, adding he thinks a lot of the Benson community
doesn’t realize what Benson has at the airport. Mr. Scott then stated the timing of the event will be when winter
visitors are in Benson, so there will be support from winter visitors and they can see what is at the airport also.
Mr. Scott then stated he just wanted to let the Council know that there is a lot of interest from different companies
about coming to Benson and it is mainly due to what is happening with El Dorado Holdings.

Dave Thompson, La Cuesta Drive, Benson, stated he sits at the Council meetings every couple weeks and hears
all the good things and all the bad things about this horrible EI Dorado Holdings company and it made him
wonder what El Dorado did in Maricopa so he, his wife and Barbara Nunn drove to Maricopa and spent the whole
day there talking to people who lived there; both new people and people who lived in “old” Maricopa. Mr.
Thompson stated it was interesting, because it was like going to Disneyland; it was clean, nice, well-organized
and there were lots of business, which were very busy. Mr. Thompson then stated he didn’t think it was fair to
ask a new business how it was doing, so they went to the old Maricopa feed store and asked him how business
was. Mr. Thompson stated the man said the store had been dying and he thought Maricopa was going to become
a ghost town, but then ElI Dorado came in and proposed their development. Mr. Thompson stated the man told
him that some people fought the development and some people didn’t and that since the development was built,
his business was busier than it had ever been and that development was the greatest thing that ever happened to
Maricopa. Mr. Thompson then stated he wanted to share that information with the Council. Mr. Thompson then
stated he has lived in Benson 6 years and people always tell him that they were born in Benson, they raised their
kids in Benson, that the kids go away to college and work and then come back to Benson to retire. Mr. Thompson
then stated what those people are really saying is that their kids come back to die in Benson and asked why there
isn’t something the kids can do to stay in Benson so they can live in Benson.

Barbara Nunn, La Cuesta Drive, Benson, stated she was with Mr. Thompson and his wife when they went to
Maricopa. Ms. Nunn stated everyone hears horror stories of traffic, but in Maricopa, traffic in the entire place
runs and flows, adding it the development was well-thought-out. Ms. Nunn then asked the Council to give
Benson a chance to grow, adding Benson needs this and doesn’t need people who don’t live in Benson trying to
stop it. Ms. Nunn then stated she didn’t understand why people who don’t live in Benson have such a voice in
what happens to Benson, adding Benson issues should matter for the people who pay taxes and live in Benson and
again asked the Council to give Benson a chance.

Mr. Stephens then asked those present to please be careful while driving, adding there will be children on the
streets and at bus stops, getting on and off the bus. Mayor King agreed, stating he also wanted to ask everyone
present to be careful on July 30, adding the school zone will be packed with both excited kids and parents
crossing the streets. Mayor King then stated officers will be there and they do a great job watching kids that day,
adding residents need to do their job and watch out for those kids so everyone is safe that day.

Councilmember Moncada moved to approve the Consent Agenda. Seconded by Vice Mayor McGoffin. Motion
passed 6-1 with Councilmember Lambert voting nay.

Discussion and possible action on Resolution 24-2015 of the Mayor and Council of the City of Benson,
Arizona, to seek assistance from the National Parks Service in developing a Parks, Trails and Open Spaces
Master Plan

City Manager William Stephens stated Staff is working on and will bring to Council a Parks, Trails and Open
Spaces Master Plan, adding as part of the project, Recreation Coordinator Laura Parkin has been working
diligently and is attempting to bring in all sources of help and assistance, one of which is the National Parks
Service. Mr. Stephens stated the resolution, if approved, will allow Ms. Parkin to seek the assistance they have
offered. Mr. Stephens then stated Ms. Parkin was available to answer questions Council may have.

Councilmember Konrad asked Ms. Parkin to give a brief overview of the project. Ms. Parkin then addressed
Council stating right now, she would like to apply for assistance from the National Park Service, adding the first
year of the project will be spent identifying the key players who will be beneficial in assisting the completion of a
critical analysis of the needs and wants of the Benson community and establishing partnerships with them. Ms.
Parkin then stated year 2 of the project will be for public comment and preparing the master plan for Council
consideration. Ms. Parkin then stated it is critical for a successful master plan to involve as many different
entities as possible, along with the public, adding through this application process, she has been working with
different residents and different organizations to get them involved and to have them give her a commitment of
participation. Ms. Parkin then stated she will utilize the results of the Parks & Recreation survey the City did in
2013. Councilmember Konrad asked if specific areas had been identified or if that would be part of the first phase
of the project with Ms. Parkin stating it will part of the first phase. Ms. Parkin then stated right now she is
working with an intern who is doing some conceptual mapping while looking at different areas and
neighborhoods of Benson so it can be determined how many neighborhood parks will be needed in each area to
make sure parks will be easily accessible to everyone, adding the goal is to work toward the guidelines of the
National Recreation & Parks Association. Ms. Parkin then stated health and wellness is another component they
will be looking at, as well as the social aspect for residents, adding there are a lot of seniors in the community
who don’t or can’t get out and the project includes looking at what those seniors’ needs are. Ms. Parkin then
stated another aspect is the economics and how this will greatly benefit the community and make Benson more
attractive. Ms. Parkin then stated she would be meeting with Richard Polheber tomorrow morning to try and get
the hospital involved with the health aspect.

Councilmember Boyle asked Ms. Parkin for a rough outline of what she envisioning with the project, asking if
ultimately, this means there would be interconnected parks and trails with Ms. Parkin confirming that would be
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the case. Ms. Parkin then stated she would also work to connect trails to the Cochise County trails, adding
linkage is important to give alternative means of getting from Lions Park to Highway 90, for example. Ms.
Parkin then stated they are looking at the feasibility right now of possibly doing a 10k trail, so Benson could host
10k runs, adding this would give people more opportunities. Ms. Parkin then stated parks will be defined, such as
neighborhood parks with a determined number of bathrooms, ramadas and playground equipment pieces or as
local regional parks, such as Lions Park. Ms. Parkin then stated based on population and growth, the master plan
would project how many parks, both neighborhood and regional, the City should have 20 years from now to serve
the population. Ms. Parkin then stated the master plan is basically a strategic plan for Parks & Recreation,
enabling Staff to work within those guidelines in the day-to-day operations and stay fiscally sound, as well as
giving the City an opportunity to apply for more grants.

Councilmember Cook then stated Ms. Parkin mentioned 2 things in her Department report; the Sun Corridor Trail
project and the Parks, Trails and Open Spaces master plan and asked if they are 2 separate projects with Ms.
Parkin stating ideally, these will come together in the end. Ms. Parkin then state the Sun Corridor Trail starts in
Las Vegas and will come all the way down, ending in Douglas, adding a lot of the larger cities that have
established their trails and parks, and their parks, trails and open spaces master plan have already connected to the
Sun Corridor Trail. Ms. Parkin then stated she is looking at connecting to that trail also and most likely, a new
trail will come through Kartchner Caverns, then into Benson, then over to the riparian area and then down, adding
her intern is also working on that mapping.

Vice Mayor McGoffin moved to approve Resolution 24-2015. Seconded by Councilmember Konrad. Motion
passed Motion passed 7-0.

Discussion and possible action regarding the agreement between El Dorado Holdings Inc. and the City of
Benson, Arizona to satisfy CED Formation Fees/Costs as charged by Kutak Rock LLC

City Manager William Stephens stated this item is a result of the discussion at the last Council meeting, adding El
Dorado holdings provided a draft response within the allotted time by Council. Mr. Stephens then stated from
there, the City Attorneys at Mesch, Clark & Rothschild worked with Mr. Ken Guckenberger of Kutak Rock and
Ms. Dana Belknap, the attorney for EI Dorado Holdings to work out the details in the language and agreement
before Council with regard to the costs being charged and paid for relative to a CFD (Community Facilities
District) formation.

Mayor King stated he was checking on the progress of this agreement every day and wanted to thank all parties
involved including Kutak Rock, the City Manager, EI Dorado Holdings, the City Attorney and other City
employees who were involved, adding he appreciated all the work that was done. Mr. Stephens then stated El
Dorado went beyond just providing the agreement, adding that the first $25,000 from El Dorado had been
presented to him and he would be giving it to the Finance Director to deposit with the City so it could be utilized
to pay for costs associated with the formation of the CFD as they begin, adding those costs may not initially begin
until the City receives a request to form a CFD which will be forthcoming.

Councilmember Lambert wanted to point out that paragraph 3 of the agreement reads that “the Reimbursement for
costs may include (i) costs incurred by the City with legal review by Bond Counsel (Kutak Rock LLP) and by the
City Attorney (Mesch, Clark) of any District applications....” adding this will actually pay for the City Attorney’s
part of creating the CFD also. Councilmember Lambert then stated the money that will be deposited will be
going there and will also be going to Kutak Rock, adding he didn’t want people to think the City was paying the
City Attorneys hundreds of thousands of dollars for no reason. Councilmember Lambert then moved to approve
the receipt of the contract. Seconded by Councilmember Moncada.

Councilmember Lambert then stated he would like to hear from Mr. Dennis Krahn of ElI Dorado and have Mr.
Krahn explain for the record, the difference between EI Dorado Holdings and EI Dorado Benson. Mr. Krahn
addressed Council stating ElI Dorado Holdings is a company that has several different properties and EIl Dorado
Benson is an LLC that is developing the property in Benson, adding it has several members and Mike Reinbold
has the authority as principal of El Dorado Benson, LLC to sign the agreement. Councilmember Cook then stated
the City Council is considering entering into a legal agreement either tonight with a vote or tomorrow with a
signature and he is aware that the City has already incurred costs associated with the El Dorado project up to and
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including the review of this contract before Council. Councilmember Cook then stated he understands that unless
there is a provision in the contract to apply it retroactively, it becomes effective only moving forward and asked
the City Attorney if that was the case with City Attorney Paul Loucks stating the first sentence in paragraph 2 of
the agreement reads “Upon the execution of this Agreement, the Applicant agrees to deposit with the City the sum
of $25,000 (which was the check Mr. Stephens referred to), which sum shall serve an initial deposit for the
Reimbursement costs incurred by the City while processing the Applicant’s application (including pre-application
work performed after the date of this letter).” Mr. Loucks then stated upon approval, if Mayor and Council
approve the agreement, it would start tonight. Mayor King asked if there was any other discussion with
Councilmember Konrad confirmed the agreement would be in effect and moving forward from the date that will
be filled in at the bottom of the letter with Mr. Loucks stating this was correct. Mayor King then called for a vote.
Motion passed 6-1 with Vice Mayor McGoffin voting nay.

Discussion and possible action concerning a “Conflict Waiver” regarding representation of the City by
Kutak Rock and Mesch, Clark & Rothschild arising out of the referral of Kutak Rock and the agreement
between the City of Benson and El Dorado Holdings Inc for reimbursement of fees

City Manager William Stephens stated this item was the result of a recommendation made by the City’s legal
counsel, Mesch, Clark & Rothschild, Mr. Paul Loucks in particular, and is to eliminate any possibility of a
perception of a conflict of interest based on laws in the State of Arizona. Mr. Stephens then stated since El
Dorado Holdings, Inc. brought a group of individuals to Benson and introduced them to Council, this waiver
makes it clear that Kutak Rock in particular, Ken Guckenberger does not work for EI Dorado Holdings, Inc. and
in fact works for the City, initially. Mr. Stephens then stated once a CFD (Community Facilities District) is
formed and the board is selected, Mr. Gukenberger and his firm, Kutak Rock will transfer over to become the
bond attorney for the CFD. Mr. Stephens then stated Mr. Loucks could elaborate. Mr. Loucks then addressed
Council stating the ethical rules for attorneys in Arizona actually provide that it is a conflict of interest for an
attorney to accept payment from a person who they’re not representing and the way to comply with the rules is to
make sure that the client understands that even though someone else is paying for legal services in this respect,
the City is the client, adding that is the same commitment Mesch, Clark & Rothschild gave the City a year and a
half ago when they signed on to represent the City.

Councilmember Moncada moved to approve the conflict waiver. Seconded by Councilmember Konrad. Motion
passed 6-1 with Vice Mayor McGoffin voting nay.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS: No comments from Council.

While responding to a call in Apparatus Engine 71, the engine lost power. The driver pulled the apparatus to
the side of the road and while doing so, he also saw white smoke coming from the exhaust. Once the
apparatus was pulled over, the driver got out to see what was happening and then noticed antifreeze coming
from the engine.

The Engine was towed to Tim’s Wrecker Service and it was decided the repair should be done at WW Williams
in Tucson, as they are a Detroit Dealer. The apparatus was then towed to Tucson and an estimate was
received after it had been inspected.

The estimate covers the rebuild of the engine with a one-year warranty. It also covers the cleaning of the
radiator which is needed and was discovered during the inspection.

The costs of the engine rebuild and the cleaning of the radiator is $21,041.94.

INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF BENSON AND
THE COUNTY OF COCHISE FOR PLANNING AND ZONING, SUBDIVISION
DEVELOPMENT, AND LONG RANGE PLANNING SERVICES

This agreement is made and entered into this day of
2015, by and between the City of Benson, a municipal corporation of the State of Arlzona
hereinafter referred to as “the City”, and the County of Cochise, a political subdivision of the
State of Arizona, hereinafter referred to as “the County”, pursuant to the authority of A.R.S. 8
11-952, et seq.

WHEREAS, the City is authorized to establish a planning agency with the powers
necessary to enable it to administer and enforce its planning functions pursuant to A.R.S. § 9-
461; and

WHEREAS, the City’s planning agency has adopted Zoning Regulations, Subdivision
Development Guidelines and the City of Benson General Development Plan for long range
planning; and

WHEREAS, the County has similar authorization to adopt Zoning Regulations,
Subdivision Regulations and a Comprehensive Plan for long range planning within the
unincorporated areas of the County, pursuant to A.R.S. 8§ 11-804, 11-807, 11-811, and 11-821;
and

WHEREAS, at certain times, due to the limited staff which the City has available for this
work, the City is in need of assistance for the development and administration of zoning
regulation, subdivision regulation, and long range planning services within the City of Benson;
and

WHEREAS, pursuant to A.R.S. 8§ 9.461, 11-803 and 11-952, the County and the City
are authorized to enter into agreements such as this for the joint exercise of authority common to
the parties and for the performance of services for each party; and

WHEREAS, the County has the resources available to assist the City in the performance
of certain planning and zoning, subdivision development and long range planning services under
the terms and conditions of the Agreement,

IT ISHEREBY AGREED THAT:

1. The County agrees to provide, subject to the availability of its resources and upon the
request of the City, planning and zoning, subdivision development and long range planning
services for the City of Benson to be performed by qualified County personnel.

The services to be provided by the County shall be limited to review of use applications,
subdivision tentative and final plats, rezoning applications and specific plans for conformance
with the City of Benson Zoning Code, the City of Benson Subdivision Development Guidelines
and the City of Benson General Plan. Planning and Zoning services will be provided when the
City planning staff is unavailable or if requested in writing. The City shall provide the County





with the City of Benson Zoning Code, the City of Benson Subdivision Development Guidelines
and the City of Benson General Plan for use of County planners when requested in order that
County staff can determine conformance with the duly adopted Benson Zoning Code,
Subdivision Development Guidelines and Benson General Plan, as currently in effect, or as
amended from time to time.

This Agreement shall not obligate or authorize County personnel to take any regulatory
action, in either an administrative or judicial forum, to enforce compliance with any such City
regulation or code. The City shall retain the full responsibility for all such enforcement actions.

2. The City shall agree to monthly billings for any planning and zoning services or
assistance conducted by County personnel at the rate of seventy five dollars ($75.00) per hour
with a one hour minimum including travel time to and from any location that is deemed
necessary by County employees to fulfill the services in this Agreement. Travel distance will be
measured from 1415 Melody Lane, Bisbee, the County buildings, to the site where the services
are rendered. Mileage will be paid based upon the current federal government travel rate. The
City will make all such payments within thirty (30) days of the receipt of an itemized bill for
authorized services.

3. This Agreement shall become effective following its approval by both parties. It shall
remain in effect for a term of one year following approval. Thereafter, this Agreement shall
automatically be renewed for successive one-year terms, unless the Agreement is terminated
earlier as provided in this Agreement.

4. This Agreement may be terminated, with or without cause, by either party upon written
notification of intent to terminate provided not less than sixty (60) days prior to the effective date
of such termination. This Agreement shall also be subject to termination pursuant to the
provisions of A.R.S. § 38-511, which provides for termination of a contract in the event of
certain conflicts of interest.

5. An employee of either party shall be deemed to be an “employee” of both public agencies
while performing pursuant to the Agreement, for purposes of A.R.S. 8 23-1022 and the Arizona
Workers’” Compensation laws. The primary employer shall be solely liable for any worker’s
compensation benefits which may accrue. Each party shall post a notice pursuant to the
provisions of A.R.S. § 23-906 in substantially the following form:

All employees are hereby notified that they may be required to work under
the jurisdiction or control or within the jurisdictional boundaries of another
public agency pursuant to an intergovernmental agreement or contract, and
under such circumstances they are deemed by the laws of Arizona to be
employees of both public agencies for purposes of workers’ compensation.

6. To the fullest extent allowed by law, the City shall defend, hold harmless, and indemnify
the County, its officers, agents and employees, from all claims, demands, suits, damages, and
loss (“claims™) which result from the negligence or intentional torts of the City, its agents,
officers and employees, in the performance of this Agreement, but only to the extent that such
claims arise from such negligence or intentional torts. To the fullest extent allowed by law, the





County shall defend, hold harmless and indemnify the City, its officers, agents and employees,
from all demands, suits, damages and loss (“claims”) which result from the negligence or
intentional torts of the County, its agents, officers and employees, in the performance of this
Agreement, but only to the extent that such claims arise from such negligence or intentional
torts. The extent of the foregoing liabilities shall be limited to and determined by the respective
fault of the parties, their officers, agents and employees, in comparison with others (including,
but not limited to, the other party) who may have contributed to or in part caused any such claim
to arise.

7. This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of Arizona. The parties

hereby agree that the venue for the resolution of any dispute under this Agreement shall be and
shall remain in Cochise County.

the State of Arizona, hereinafter referred to as “the County,” pursuant to the authority of
A.R.S § 11-952, et seq.

WHEREAS, the City is authorized to adopt and enforce building, electrical,
mechanical and other similar health and safety codes pursuant to A.R.S. § 9-801 and the
City Code; and

WHEREAS, the City has implemented certain uniform building and safety codes
within the City of Benson; and

WHEREAS, the County has similar authorization to adopt and enforce building
codes within the unincorporated areas of the County, pursuant to A.R.S. § 11-861, et seq.,
and the County has implemented a regulatory system for the enforcement of these codes
within certain areas of the County’s jurisdiction; and

WHEREAS, at certain times, due to the limited staff which the City has available
for this work, the City is in need of assistance to provide building inspection and plan
review services within the City of Benson; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to A.R.S. §§ 11-863 and 11-952, the County and the City
are authorized to enter into agreements such as this for the joint exercise of authority
common to the parties and for the performance of services for each party; and

WHEREAS, the County has the resources available to assist the City in the
performance of certain building inspections and plan review under the terms and
conditions of this Agreement,

IT IS HEREBY AGREED THAT:

1. The County agrees to provide, subject to the availability of its resources and upon
the request of the City, building and inspection and plan review services for the City of
Benson, to be performed by qualified County personnel.

The services to be provided by the County shall be limited to building inspections
based on plans approved by the City Plans Examiner. Plan review services and technical
assistance will be provided when the City Plans Examination staff is unavailable or if
requested in writing. The City shall provide building code books and local amendments
for the use of County Plans Examiners when requested to determine compliance with the





duly enacted City building and safety codes, as currently in effect, or as these may be
amended from time to time.

This Agreement shall not obligate or authorize the County personnel to take any
regulatory action, in either an administrative or judicial forum, to enforce compliance
with any such City code. The City shall retain the full responsibility for all such
enforcement actions.

2. The City shall agree to monthly billings for any inspection, plan review services
or technical assistance conducted by County personnel at the rate of Sixty ($60.00) per
hour with a one hour minimum including travel time to and from an inspection. Travel
distance will be measured from the Melody Lane County Buildings to the inspection site.
Mileage will be paid based on the current federal government travel rate. The City will
make all such payments within thirty (30) days of the receipt of an itemized bill for
authorized services.

3. This Agreement shall become effective following its approval by both parties. It
shall remain in effect through June 30, 2016. Thereafter, this Agreement shall
automatically be renewed for successive one-year terms, unless the Agreement is
terminated earlier as provided in this Agreement.

4. This Agreement may be terminated, with or without cause, by either party upon
written notification of intent to terminate, provided not less than sixty (60) days prior to
the effective date of such termination. This Agreement shall also be subject to
termination pursuant to the provisions of A.R.S. § 38-511, which provides for termination
of a contract in the event of certain conflicts of interest.

* Our Visitor count for July 2015 was 867 as compared to 563 in July of 2014, up 304
from last year. This is the largest visitation for July since we have been keeping records.

» Again Greyhound ticket sales are up in July, as well as more freight shipments.

» We are still working on getting the assembly structure built for our Union Pacific model
railroad grant.

* Bill Bolin, of Systems Technology Staffing, will be applying for a Broadband planning
grant through the USDA. If we are successful in obtaining the grant it will identify all
areas needed to move forward to having Broadband connected to Benson Airport E-95.
The areas include: Project Identification, Planning, Estimated Cost, Design and
Engineering, Grants and/or Funding Proposals and Sources.

» We have applied for another Union Pacific Foundation Grant for a possible rest area
enhancement at exit 306. If this grant is accepted, the City of Benson should receive up
to $7,500 to install a small Ramada with a picnic table as well as a cement slab and
some other landscaping improvements. We will be notified in February 2016 if we are
chosen.
