CALL TO ORDER:

Mayor King called the meeting to order at 7:07 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.
ROLL CALL:

Present were: Mayor Toney D. King, Sr., Vice Mayor Lori McGoffin, Councilmembers Pat Boyle, Jeff Cook,
Joe Konrad, David Lambert and Chris Moncada.

PUBLIC HEARING: None

CALL TO THE PUBLIC:

Alex Binford-Walsh, Cascabel Road, Benson, passed out information to the Council regarding the San Pedro
River Valley; the endangered species in the San Pedro Watershed, increased population and traffic impacts, and
water. The handout will be retained with the Council packet. Mr. Binford-Walsh stated he lived in Cascabel and
expressed concern over the proposed Villages at Vigneto creating pressure for people to live in rural areas, adding
if the development is built, it should be built so people don’t feel the necessity to move to more rural areas and
that is should not expand its impact. Mr. Binford-Walsh then addressed the information on water, stating the
report talks about the mixed clay and sand and how water comes up from the deeper aquifer, adding right now,
the river aquifer puts pressure on the deeper aquifer, but if the river aquifer falls too much, it will result in less
pressure and water won’t come up. Mr. Binford-Walsh then stated if the river aquifer drops too much, water will
go even farther down and the water in the river will be lost. Mr. Binford-Walsh then spoke about traffic and that
the developer has done a good job of self-containment with traffic numbers being much lower than a normal
development, but it would still double the amount of traffic between Benson and Tucson, would almost triple the
traffic on 4th Street and stated Highway 90 would be significantly busier. Mr. Binford-Walsh then stated the way
to avoid too much expansion into the desert is to build a community that tries to incorporate as much nature as
they can.

Tricia Gerrodette, Eagle Ridge Drive, Sierra Vista, stated she was pleased to see the amount of work done on
special taxing districts, adding there were a lot of positive changes as it moved forward and she thinks it’s looking
good. Ms. Gerrodette stated she looks forward to the discussion and possible adoption of the policies. Ms.
Gerrodette then stated she was hoping for clarification as to what the process is in moving forward on the
Community Master Plan, how the public can comment on it, and which version is in existence, adding all the
versions have same date and same footer. Ms. Gerrodette stated she was also hoping to have clarification on the
timeframe and schedule for the public to remain engaged in this issue.

Vice Mayor McGoffin then stated the Benson Middle
School would be hosting a wrestling tournament this weekend with 23 schools and 13 weight divisions, adding
there will be a lot of people attending. Vice Mayor McGoffin then stated the tournament starts at 8:00 a.m. and
lasts until about 10:00 p.m., and stated the tournament is an awesome and entertaining event for the community.

Vice Mayor McGoffin moved to approve the Consent Agenda. Seconded by Councilmember Moncada. Motion
passed 7-0.

Discussion and possible action regarding Resolution 1-2016 of the Mayor and Council of the City of
Benson, Arizona, to support efforts to have Congress designate the Chiricahua National Monument as a
National Park

City Manager William Stephens spoke about the proposal to rename Chiricahua National Monument as
Chiricahua National Park and how the action could potentially be a boost to tourism across Southeastern Arizona
with minimal impacts to budgets. Mr. Stephens then stated to date, the Cochise County Board of Supervisors, the
City of Sierra Vista, and a number of chambers, commissions and councils have all backed this proposal
unanimously and it is supported by Congresswoman McSally, who is assisting with the campaign. Mr. Stephens
then stated Mr. Bob Gent was in attendance to give a short presentation on this project and answer questions.

Mr. Gent addressed the Council with a presentation, which will be retained with the Council packet. Mr. Gent
spoke about how the idea for this proposal came to be, stating about a year ago, he attended a meeting with the
tourism partners from Cochise County and he asked the Acting Superintendent of National Parks why the
Chiricahua National monument wasn’t a national park. The Acting Superintendent agreed it should and felt it
would be a great way to celebrate the National Park’s 100th anniversary, adding with that encouragement, he
began working on this project. Mr. Gent then spoke about the benefits of changing the national monument to a
national park which included tourism and national recognition. Mr. Gent stated the project has a lot of support
throughout Cochise County and noted he will continue seeking support from other entities in the County. Mr.
Gent also addressed the process for the designation to be made by Congress and that the proposal will take
initiative and momentum to keep Congress on track, adding he will keep working toward the designation.

Councilmember Cook stated he thought the monument should be changed back to the Chiricahua Reservation for
the Apaches who lived there when it was a reservation, but in moving the proposal forward, he wanted to know
what the advantages would be with Mr. Gent stating there are well over 110 national monuments, but only 59
national parks, adding the status of a national park is more prestigious. Mr. Gent stated most of the monument is
currently designated as wilderness so there will be no need for any land use or boundary changes, adding the
designation will also have little impact on the federal budget, with the only initial impact being a new sign. Mr.
Gent stated the designation would generate good press, a lot of people will learn about the monument and its
history and it will attract people who appreciate the beauty of the park.
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Councilmember Boyle asked if there would be any negative impacts or strings attached to the designation that
would restrict Arizona citizens’ rights with Mr. Gent stating there was not. Mr. Gent then stated Senator John
McCain initially opposed the proposal citing concerns over the danger of the border situation, EPA regulations
and that other parks were being proposed for designation, adding he had given a copy of the letter from Senator
McCain to City Staff. Mr. Gent then stated he had visited the parks in Cochise County multiple times and he
always saw more Border Patrol officers than visitors, adding he didn’t think Senator McCain’s concerns were a
good reason to oppose the proposal. Mr. Gent then stated he feels the National Park designation would improve
Cochise County’s image and be good for tourism.

Mayor King agreed, adding more people may learn of the history with the attention the designation caused and
then moved to approve Resolution 1-2016. Seconded by both Vice Mayor McGoffin and Councilmember
Lambert. Motion passed 6-1 with Councilmember Cook voting nay.

Discussion and possible action regarding the adoption of the City of Benson, Arizona Policy Guidelines and
Application Procedures for Special Taxing Districts

City Manager William Stephens stated at the Council worksessions held on December 14 and December 21,
Council discussed and instructed the City Attorneys to make changes to the draft Community Facilities Districts
policies and procedures. The changes have been made as directed and the policies on applications to consider the
formation of Special Taxing Districts are proposed for Council consideration. Mr. Stephens then added City
Attorney Paul Loucks and EIl Dorado Attorney Dana Belknap have been working on this and he would like Mr.
Loucks to explain how the policies and procedures interact with other actions that are pending, such as the review
of CMP (Community Master Plan), the negotiations over the development agreement and the request to file for
the formation of a CFD (Community Facilities District).

Mr. Loucks stated he would defer the question of discussion regarding the development agreement or the CMP
since those are not on the agenda. Mr. Loucks then stated he did get a call from Councilmember Konrad
regarding a typo, which can be corrected before the Council approves the document, should they wish to. Mr.
Loucks then stated pursuant to Council direction at the worksessions, he was making revisions to the policies and
procedures and then shared the document with ElI Dorado and spoke to Ms. Belknap, adding they discussed
changes and he has a call into Mr. Guckenberger, the special legal counsel for the City, to ask a couple questions
based on those discussions. Mr. Loucks then stated he had not spoken to Mr. Guckenberger yet and is a bit
nervous about moving forward on the policies as proposed. Mr. Loucks then stated he also discussed El Dorado’s
proposed application for a taxing district and EI Dorado has concerns about whether they comply, adding El
Dorado asked for a 2-week extension to review what they have submitted elsewhere and to see if the policies
could be met by what they are proposing to submit. Mr. Loucks then stated EI Dorado would like to have the
time to review this while Mr. Loucks is waiting to hear back from Mr. Guckenberger.

Mayor King asked when this discussion took place and when Mr. Loucks received the last piece of information
with Mr. Loucks stating the discussion took place last week and the last piece came in this morning from El
Dorado about 11:30. Vice Mayor McGoffin confirmed that Mr. Loucks still had questions for Mr. Guckenberger.
Mayor King stated the questions were a result of the conversations with EI Dorado with Mr. Loucks confirming
the questions were the result of the conversations last week. Mayor King stated the Council was trying to get
things done, adding he knows El Dorado wants things done and the Council does too. Mayor King then stated
information keeps getting passed back and forth and he knows the Council needs information, but he feels like the
Council should have gotten all the information before today. Mayor King then stated he wasn’t pleased, but he
would be happy to table the issue, should the Council decide to table it.

Councilmember Moncada stated he didn’t think the Council should table this item, adding the Council has been
working on these policies because of the proposed development by El Dorado, but the policies are for future
development and he thinks any development applications should follow the City’s policies instead of the City’s
policies following the developer’s application. Councilmember Moncada then stated he thinks the proposed
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policies are good policies, noting the Council can’t cover everything, but he thinks the Council should move
forward.

Councilmember Lambert agreed, stating the policies can be a working document and if the Council hears back
from the attorneys and want to revise the policies, they can, adding nothing is written in stone.

Councilmember Konrad asked Mr. Loucks what information he was waiting on from Mr. Guckenberger with Mr.
Loucks stating one of the questions was regarding the $50,000 application fee and the $50,000 reimbursement of
the City’s expenses, adding El Dorado is questioning if the application fee is legal because the state law provision
says the fee for CFD applications has to be reasonably calculated to meet the expenses a City would incur in
adopting and approving a CFD application. Mr. Loucks then stated the application fee may be excessive and El
Dorado could challenge that. Mr. Loucks then stated he didn’t recall the other question he had for Mr.
Guckenberger.

Councilmember Moncada stated if EI Dorado were to challenge the fee, the process would take even longer and
he felt the Council should move forward. Councilmember Boyle stated he felt the application fee was too high
and asked Mr. Loucks if the Council could change it from $50,000 to something like $3,500 when they took
action with Mr. Loucks stating the Council could adjust the fee if they wanted. Councilmember Boyle then stated
$50,000 is a lot of money and doesn’t give El Dorado anything tangible and that all the expenses the City will
incur will be covered in the reimbursable amount, therefore he would like to see the filing fee greatly reduced.
Mayor King asked Finance Director Dustin DeSpain for his opinion with Mr. DeSpain stating based on his
experience and research, $50,000 was not unreasonable, adding the Council could look at any other CFD policies
that exist, but it was really a decision to be made by the Council. Mr. DeSpain then stated most of the first
$50,000 application fee would cover in-house expenses and the other $50,000 would cover third-party expenses,
such as attorneys and anyone else the City has review those, but noted it could also be used for in-house expenses
as well. Councilmember Moncada stated Peoria’s CFD application fee is $100,000 and he thinks half of that is
considered reasonable. Mr. DeSpain then stated the Council needs to consider that ElI Dorado is asking for 3
CFDs and 7 RFDs, which is a lot more work than 1 CFD, when you measure the expenses and costs. Vice Mayor
McGoffin asked if the expenses would be one-time expenses or ongoing expenses with Mr. DeSpain stating the
number of districts will be requested when the developer files an application, but eventually the districts will be
activated. Mr. DeSpain then stated Revitalization Districts are different. Vice Mayor McGoffin stated after the
districts are formed, there would still be paperwork and work to maintain them with Mr. Loucks stating any
application fees collected by the City are only intended to cover costs up to forming the districts, noting once the
districts are formed, they are responsible for funding themselves. Vice Mayor McGoffin then noted forming
districts requires a lot of time and paperwork.

Mayor King asked Mr. DeSpain about the time spent on the application alone and whether $3,500 could cover it
with Mr. DeSpain stating it would be more than $3,500 and could cost up to $50,000, noting this would
encompass attorney time, the City Manager’s time and Staff’s time in reviewing those CFDs. Mayor King then
spoke about how long it’s taken just to get to this point and stated there has been a cost to the City and he feels the
Council needs to stop the burden on taxpayers for this. Councilmember Moncada stated none of those expenses
are reimbursable.

Councilmember Cook stated he was not a CFD expert and would have to defer to the experts, adding when Mr.
Guckenberger applied for his contract to be the bond counsel, Mr. Guckenberger indicated application fees run
from $25,000 up to $150,000. Councilmember Cook then stated he doesn’t think a $50,000 application fee is
excessive. Councilmember Cook then stated he was not certain he wanted to move forward on the policies,
adding the Council had Revitalization Districts dropped on them in the middle of December just before the
holidays and it wasn’t clear to him what impact Revitalization Districts will have as opposed to whatever special
districts El Dorado was proposing prior to that. Councilmember Cook then stated because Revitalization Districts
are different, they will have different consequences to the City and he didn’t think the answer was in the room
right then. Councilmember Cook then stated even though he agreed with the fees, he was not willing to move
forward not knowing what the Revitalization Districts’ consequences are going to be, especially since the districts
will be populated by the landowners, which are the developers.
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Councilmember Konrad stated he was not pleased with the lack of response from Mr. Guckenberger, adding he
thought Mr. Guckenberger’s response would be quicker since he was hired to guide the Council through this
process. Councilmember Konrad then stated he was hesitant about moving forward without pertinent information
and would like to get the answers to Mr. Loucks’ questions, adding he felt the Council should wait until the next
Council meeting. Councilmember Konrad then stated Mr. Guckenberger was brought on at the recommendation
of El Dorado and if there’s an argument the Council is doing something wrong by not moving forward, he would
disagree, again stating he thinks the Council should wait and get the answers they need, but he would strongly
suggest the Council come back in 2 weeks and vote on this.

Mayor King asked Mr. Loucks what his recommendation was with Mr. Loucks stating he would recommend the
Council tabling the item for 2 weeks.

Mayor King stated he would like an explanation as soon as possible on why Mr. Loucks had not heard back from
Mr. Guckenberger with Mr. Stephens stating he would pass on that information.

Councilmember Moncada moved to approve the policies and procedures for Special Taxing Districts. Seconded
by Councilmember Lambert. Motion failed 5-2 with Mayor King, Vice Mayor McGoffin, Councilmembers
Boyle, Cook and Konrad voting nay.

Vice Mayor McGoffin moved to table the adoption of the City of Benson, Arizona Policy Guidelines and
Application Procedures for Special Taxing Districts until the next Council meeting. Seconded by Councilmember
Boyle. Motion passed 5-2 with Councilmembers Lambert and Moncada voting nay.

Review of City Finance with emphasis on October and November financial results and the City’s financial
position at November 30, 2015

Finance Director Dustin DeSpain reviewed Citywide financial highlights stating the City has put back $100,000
resulting in the City’s unrestricted cash sitting at $1.4 million and the bond proceeds are still at $1.07 million.
Mr. DeSpain then stated the City’s revenues exceeded expenditures by $119,000 for the month of November and
exceeded expenditures for the fiscal year by $93,000, adding last year at this time, the fund balance was actually
down $130,000 and noted this has been a complete turnaround. Mr. DeSpain then stated monthly revenues
citywide were $816,000 for November and are $4.2 million year-to-date, which is a $698,000 increase from last
year. Mr. DeSpain then stated citywide monthly personnel costs for November were $364,000, which is an
increase of $549.00 compared to November of last year and other citywide expenditures were $323,000 for the
month which is an increase of $105,000 compared to last November.

Mr. DeSpain then reviewed the General Fund stating revenues for the month of November were $482,000 and
were $2 million year-to-date which is an increase of $231,000 from last year. General Fund personnel costs for
November were $234,000 which is a decrease of $5,000 from last November and other General Fund expenses for
the month of November were $138,000 which is an increase of $77,000 from November of last year, adding the
increase is primarily due to maintenance and grants the City has had to contribute to. Mr. DeSpain then stated
General Fund revenues exceeded expenditures by $110,000 for the month of November and the General Fund
year-to-date fund balance was $93,000, which was a $223,000 increase from last year at this time.

Mr. DeSpain then reviewed Enterprise Funds stating the Gas Fund revenue for the month of November was
$59,000 and year-to-date was $210,000 and the fund balance was $34,000, which is not enough to maintain if
infrastructure is needed, so Staff will be looking into this; the Water Fund revenue for the month of November
was $50,000 and year-to-date was $293,000 and the fund balance was only $48,000; the Wastewater Fund
revenue for the month of November was $57,000 and year-to-date was $287,000 and the fund balance was
$86,000, adding that will change due to the significant upcoming repair at the treatment plant in the amount of
approximately $65,000. Councilmember Cook asked if the $65,000 would come out of the capital projects fund
or the wastewater fund balance with Mr. DeSpain stating the repair is a capital project that was approved during
the budget season and will show up in the capital funds budget, but will be paid for by wastewater funds. Mr.
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DeSpain then stated the expenditure could be taken out of bond proceeds to reimburse the City if needed, but the
wastewater fund balance will decrease by approximately $65,000. Mr. DeSpain then continued stating the
Sanitation Fund revenue for the month of November was $49,000 and year-to-date was $246,000 and the fund
balance was $50,000. Mr. DeSpain then stated the County’s invoice had not been received for the month of
November until late December and had not been reflected in this report. Mr. DeSpain then stated the County
raised their rates and would be implementing 3 more rate increases this year, adding the City will begin to see the
Sanitation fund balance enter into negative numbers if something isn’t done. Mayor King stated this is something
that will need to be worked on with Mr. DeSpain agreeing. Mr. DeSpain then stated Cochise County needs to
aggressively increase their fees. Councilmember Konrad asked if there had been any more discussion about the
City taking over the solid waste facility in Benson with Mr. DeSpain stating the County issues an RFP (Request
for Proposal) and he didn’t know if they had received any responses, as they reissued an RFP for entire the
Sanitation program to be taken over by private industry. Mr. DeSpain then stated in the past, the County offered
the Benson transfer station to the City, but the cost to maintain it scares him, adding the cost to fix or upgrade the
slide on the compactor is about $1 million. Mr. DeSpain then stated the City didn’t have to take over the transfer
station, but the County is looking to privatize sanitation, adding he only knows of 2 companies could handle it and
the privatization would probably increase sanitation fees dramatically.

Mr. DeSpain then continued, stating the Golf Course Operations fund balance was -$9,000 for the month of
November and was -$120,000 year-to-date, compared to the -$90,000 year-to-date last November and the Golf
Course Food & Beverage fund balance was -$4,000 for the month of November and was -$16,000 year-to-date,
compared to -$17,000 year-to-date last November. Vice Mayor McGoffin stated she knew the road construction
was going to cause problems with Councilmember Moncada stating if there aren’t any revenues, there shouldn’t
be the expenses. City Manager William Stephens stated Director of Golf Joe DelVecchio was present should they
have questions, adding the Golf Course has had some repair expenses that were necessary. Mayor King stated he
knew the Golf Course had 2 tractors breaking down and that the equipment at the Golf Course was old and
needed to be repaired. Mayor King stated he knew about those problems and would defend the repairs and the
Golf Course, adding he knows the road construction is affecting it and he is hoping it will turn around, adding he
is confident it can be done and he hopes to see more positive things happening.

Councilmember Konrad suggested having Mr. DelVecchio brief the Council next month on the Golf Course,
addressing the breakdowns and consequences of those and giving an overview of what’s happening. Mr.
DelVecchio then addressed Council stating he sent a report to Council, adding expenses at the Golf Course have
been reduced by $27,000 over last year, adding the Golf Course is down in revenue and is down 1,500 rounds
from last year, but had the rounds remained the same, the Golf Course would be well below last years’ loss. Mr.
DelVecchio then stated the reduction in rounds is definitely due to the construction, adding he had 14 clubs cancel
multiple outings and a major outing cancel last week all due to construction, noting people don’t want to spend 2
hours driving one way or the other. Mr. DelVecchio stated they are working on some possible cures and once the
actual construction is done, he thinks the paving portion of the project won’t be as detrimental. Mr. DelVecchio
then stated again, the Golf Course has cut expenses and are down to bare bones in maintenance. Mr. DelVecchio
then stated the Golf Course crew is constructing a new bunker, which will grab some play from Tucson and the
surrounding areas because it will be the only bunker in Arizona, and they are also working on the cart paths,
noting the estimate for the paths was over $200,000, and the crew is getting it down for fuel costs. Mr.
DelVecchio stated things are getting done and in the meantime, they are trying to come up with some way to get
the clubs back down here. Mayor King asked Mr. DelVecchio to speak about the equipment that has gone down
with Mr. DelVecchio stating the only equipment that hasn’t broken are the greens mowers, which are only 2 years
old, adding every other piece of equipment was used when the course was built and is 16-18 years old and are
failing. Mr. DelVecchio stated one tractor went down and another tractor needs to be repaired, as it can only go
forward in 3rd gear and only has 1 gear in reverse. Mr. DelVecchio then stated there are also two gators that are
down, needing engines rebuilt; one of the rough mowers is down, but it is not needed in winter, adding the Golf
Course does have two good working greens mowers, two good working fairway units and one rough unit, so they
can get by with that, but he would prefer to have the other utility equipment working.

Mr. DeSpain then reviewed sales tax stating in November the City retail sales tax dipped, but noted a 2-month
delay in revenue, adding the Council is looking at September tax collections. Mr. DeSpain stated the City won’t
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see Black Friday and those retail sales tax collections until January, but noted the City is still getting more than in
the past and the 1% sales tax is definitely benefitting the City. Mr. DeSpain then stated Bed Tax is holding at
about $5,000 a month, adding the City usually didn’t see any increase until February, March and April. Mr.
DeSpain then stated Construction Sales Tax flat-lined at $4,000-$5,000, but noted the City will see some
Construction Tax from the bridge project because the bridge at the San Pedro River is in the City limits, adding it
should be a significant amount, due to the project costing $1 million. Mr. DeSpain then stated Total City Sales
tax dropped due to September lower revenue and State sales tax flattened out to about $37,000. Mr. DeSpain then
stated the City will see what holds going forward as new proposed legislation has a lot of things affecting
municipal revenues. Vice Mayor McGoffin noted the recent record-breaking Powerball lottery and asked if the
City saw much lottery revenue anymore with Mr. DeSpain stating he hasn’t seen any since he was hired.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS: No comments from Council.

ADJOURNMENT:

Councilmember Moncada moved to adjourn the meeting at 8:07 p.m. Seconded by Vice Mayor McGoffin.

CALL TO ORDER:

Mayor King called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance. Mayor King then
introduced Pastor Blair from the First Baptist who offered the invocation.

ROLL CALL.:

Present were: Mayor Toney D. King, Sr., Vice Mayor Lori McGoffin, Councilmembers Pat Boyle, Jeff Cook,
Joe Konrad and David Lambert. Absent was: Councilmember Chris Moncada.

EMPLOYEE RECOGNITION: None

PROCLAMATION:

Mayor King read a proclamation of the Mayor and Council declaring the month of February, 2016 as “Love of
Reading Month.” Mayor King then presented the proclamation to the Library Manager, Kelli Jeter.
Councilmember Cook stated many people don’t know the library had a magician come in for kids and
expressed appreciation for the library staff and all they do.

PUBLIC HEARING: None

CALL TO THE PUBLIC:

Tricia Gerrodette, Eagle Ridge Drive, Sierra Vista, spoke about New Business Item 7 stating she was sorry to
see the policies as written mean the City has decided not to have reimbursable Staff expenses, adding this is a
brand new venture for the City that has been expensive so far. Ms. Gerrodette then urged the Council to
consider a lower than $50,000 fixed fee, but to put Staff costs into a reimbursable account since this is a new
process and no one has any idea of how much time and energy it’s going to take, adding it could be a black
hole for taxpayers. Ms. Gerrodette then spoke about district boards for any special taxing district, stating if the
Council is not the board of directors and a board is appointed, the subsequent members of that board will be
elected and the Council will have no further control, noting the only voting members of the district for some
time will be the landowners. Ms. Gerrodette then stated the language of the policies is in large part, based on
A.R.S. 848-6801 and that statute defines a district board and the governing body clearly, but in the proposed
policies in paragraphs 1.3 and 1.5 and the introduction to Article 2, a mixed use phrase of “governing board” is
used. Ms. Gerrodette stated she thinks that language is unclear since the choices in state law are a district
board or governing body and urged the Council to choose the correct term to avoid confusion.

Alex Binford-Walsh, Cascabel Road, Benson, gave a handout to Council stating it didn’t contain everything he
wanted to give out, but it did talk about the history of the valley and the role we play in the continent. Mr.
Binford-Walsh asked the Council to disregard the archeological survey. Mr. Binford-Walsh then stated for the
biodiversity section, he looked at google earth and found the San Pedro River corridor is the only intact river
corridor between the Sierra Madre Mountains in Mexico and the Rocky Mountains, adding all other rivers
across the border have been developed or dried up, and ours is the only functional ecosystem left. The
handout will be retained with the Council packet.

Stephen Insalaco, Pinto Place, J6 Ranch, spoke regarding a recent commentary he had in the newspaper titled,
“Benson’s 2015 Economic Banner Year,” and the economic conditions in Benson. Ms. Insalaco mentioned
there were 15 businesses that collapsed in 2015, a lack of building permits in 2015, developers are not
breaking ground and existing businesses continue to collapse. Mr. Insalaco stated Benson needs new
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businesses to bring higher paying jobs, jobs with benefits and jobs that will bring an infusion of federal and
state dollars into this community. Mr. Insalaco then stated the BEDC (Benson Economic Development
Committee) is doing a fabulous job and he commended them for their efforts and commitment to the
community, but noted they are limited in their abilities to achieve true economic reform because they lack the
type of empowerment required to achieve this. Mr. Insalaco then stated the BEDC doesn’t have the
empowerment to identify and offer incentives to respective developers, they can’t barter or represent the city
in negotiations, and while they can identify prospective business opportunities, they cannot directly contact
them on the City’s behalf nor communicate the community’s invitation to establish themselves in the
community. Mr. Insalaco then stated the Villages can be a good thing for the community, and the Council
should nurture the development, but they should also provide a separate and unique economic development
plan that is independent of this housing effort, noting the success of the project should be an addendum to the
economic development plan; not the plan itself. Mr. Insalaco then stated the Council should form a new
committee made entirely of Council and Staff members, establish the charter of the committee, define
limitations of it autonomy, empowerment and identify what incentives the City can offer new businesses and
developers. Mr. Insalaco then stated a committee of this kind should not have to wait for future Council
meetings to ask permission to do things, should require few Council agenda items and should have the
autonomy to execute negotiations with developers in real time. Mr. Insalaco then stated most importantly, this
committee needs to be aggressive in getting out there and finding perspective developers and contacting
existing service providers to come to Benson.

Arlene Larson, Green Street, Benson, stated she has lived in Benson for 10 years and feels that the quiet zones
would be to the advantage of the businesses and community at large, therefore, she would like to see the quiet
zones established.

Lupe Diaz, Post Rd, Benson, stated he was a Pastor and was the President of the Chamber of Commerce and
that he and the business community were in favor of quiet zones. Mr. Diaz stated some concerns over the
quiet zones is that they would diminish Benson being a railroad town, but he disagreed, stating the train bells
will still ring, the arms will still come down and people will still be able to hear the train. Mr. Diaz stated the
quiet zones will add to quality of lifestyle for citizens and especially for businesses on 4th Street and asked
Council to push this through. Mr. Diaz then stated he was also in favor of the Vigneto project and he would
like to see the policies and procedures move forward as soon as it can. Mr. Diaz then spoke about the district
board and that he would like to see an independent board because the Council could change at any time,
adding this is an election year and a new Council might not have the same vision and could stop the project
from moving forward at any time. Mr. Diaz stated another reason to have an independent board is that there
could be a conflict of interest with the attorneys who are working on the project and he can see where this
becomes attorney run rather than committee run. Mr. Diaz then stated he read through the policies and he
thinks they are great the way they are, adding he understand this was the responsibility of the Council, but he
would like to see those responsible changed from the Council to an independent board. Mr. Diaz then spoke
about events in Benson and asked the Council to begin to examine some of the new regulations from the
events coordinators and talk to those putting events on. Mr. Diaz then asked the Council to start asking
questions about that, adding there are insurance and activity regulations which are stifling some of the growth
and he feels Benson has more restrictions than other communities which has resulted in some plans being shut
down due to the restrictive requirements in Benson. Mr. Diaz stated the Council could contact him if they had
any questions.

Councilmember Lambert moved to approve the Consent Agenda. Seconded by Vice Mayor McGoffin.
Motion passed 6-0.

Discussion and possible action regarding the request from All the King’s Horses Children’s Ranch to
access the City’s wastewater system

Public Works Director Brad Hamilton stated All the King’s Horses Children’s Ranch has been working to
connect to the wastewater system for several years and recently got through a big hurdle and has the needed
railroad easement. Mr. Hamilton then stated all the lines would still belong to All the King’s Horses
Children’s Ranch; they would simply tie in to the City system and pay a connection fee as well as monthly
fees. Councilmember Konrad asked if the treatment plant and lines have the capacity to accommodate the
request with Mr. Hamilton confirming they did. Vice Mayor McGoffin asked how rates would be calculated
since wastewater fees are based on water consumption with Mr. Hamilton stating there is a separate
calculation used to determine the fees for wastewater users who don’t have City water, adding it adjusts and is
based on the citywide average.

City Attorney Paul Loucks then addressed Council stating if the Mayor and Council consider the approval of
the direction to move forward, he would suggest the direction be to bring a contract back to the Council or to
authorize Mr. Stephens to enter into an agreement. Mayor King stated he thought it was just as easy for Mr.
Stephens to do so. Councilmember Konrad asked if the rate would be adjusted upward for build out at the
ranch with expanded units with Mr. Hamilton stating more units would result in an increased rate.

Councilmember Konrad moved to direct Mr. Stephens to take care of this. Seconded by Councilmember
Boyle. Motion passed 6-0.

Discussion and possible action regarding Resolution 2-2016 of the Mayor and Council of the City of
Benson, Arizona, authorizing the Recreation Coordinator to apply for a grant for a shade canopy at the
pool from Cenpatico’s Community Reinvestment Fund and to accept it if awarded

City Manager William Stephens stated Recreation Coordinator Laura Parkin is here should Council have
specific questions on this item. Ms. Parkin addressed Council stating she is currently working on a Parks,
Trails and Open Spaces Master plan for the City and part of the planning process is to identify stakeholders
and establish partnerships, adding those people attend meetings, provide input and act as the steering
committee for the Master Plan. Ms. Parkin then stated the comments from those continuously say that shade is
very important to them when looking for and participating in recreational opportunities. Ms. Parkin then
stated Cenpatico is a stakeholder and they suggested applying for these grants, adding the City can apply for
numerous grants for up to $25,000 and the applications are due by January 29. Ms. Parkin then stated she was
asking for direction to be able to apply for the grants. Councilmember Boyle asked if matching funds were
required with Ms. Parkin stated the City did not have to provide matching funds, however, back in September
2014, she requested a cost estimate for a shade canopy and received an estimate of $33,000. Ms. Parkin then
stated if the City is awarded $25,000 for this grant, the project may cost up to $8,000 based on that 2014
estimate, but noted she would follow the procurement code and put out an RFP (Request for Proposals) for the
project. Ms. Parkin then stated the current budget includes $15,000 for the Parks, Trails and Open Spaces
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Master plan, which is not costing anything, so she would ask to reallocate that money to these grant projects
she was presenting.

Councilmember Konrad stated he was a cancer survivor and as such, was sensitive to all cancers, including the
silent killer melanoma, adding he is all for the canopy. Councilmember Konrad then stated his question relates
to a year ago when the Council received complaints about the water temperature of the pool. Ms. Parkin stated
the biggest question is if it is possible to get gas to the building for a heating system for the pool, adding she is
still working on that, but basically the recommendation is gas heating and she needs to find the time to get
together with the Public Works Director to see if it’s feasible. Councilmember Konrad stated his question was
how the shade will affect the water temperature with Ms. Parkin stating ideally, she wouldn’t want to cover the
entire body of water, because the water in the pool is incredibly cold.

Councilmember Lambert stated New Business Items 3, 4 and 5 are the same and asked if the $25,000 grant
award would be split between the 3 projects with Ms. Parkin stating she is asking permission to apply for 3
grants, adding each grant application could be awarded up to $25,000. Vice Mayor McGoffin asked if the
$33,000 estimate included installation with Ms. Parkin stating it did. Ms. Parkin then stated she was hoping an
RFP will result with something substantially cheaper. Council discussed the size and height of the proposed
canopy with Ms. Parkin stating it would be similar to the one at Lions Park, which she estimates to be 20” x
30’ and that it would be generally high enough that vandalism would not be a problem. Mayor King stated
some people will always try to do damage, but it’s a risk the Council should take.

Vice Mayor McGoffin moved to approve Resolution 2-2016. Seconded by Councilmember Lambert. Motion
passed 6-0.

Discussion and possible action regarding Resolution 3-2016 of the Mayor and Council of the City of
Benson, Arizona, authorizing the Recreation Coordinator to apply for a grant for a shade canopy at
Union Street Park from Cenpatico’s Community Reinvestment Fund and to accept it if awarded

Mayor King stated this was basically the same as the previous item. Councilmember Lambert moved to
approve Resolution 3-2016. Seconded by Mayor King. Motion passed 6-0.

Discussion and possible action regarding Resolution 4-2016 of the Mayor and Council of the City of
Benson, Arizona, authorizing the Recreation Coordinator to apply for a grant for the Skate Park from
Cenpatico’s Community Reinvestment Fund and to accept it if awarded

Mayor King stated this was basically the same as the first grant application, but was for the skate park.
Councilmember Konrad stated Ms. Parkin had communicated that the existing park equipment eliminates
other user groups and asked Ms. Parkin to tell the Council what alternate physical activities would be
provided. Ms. Parkin stated the grant would allow expansion of the current equipment to include BMX bikes
and scooters. Vice Mayor McGoffin moved to approve Resolution 4-2016. Seconded by Councilmember
Konrad. Councilmember Lambert asked if something could be done about the lighting at the skate park so it
could be used until 10:00 p.m. with Ms. Parkin stating the skate park needs a lot of improvement and noted
once the master plan is drafted and approved by Council, it will open up more grant opportunities, adding the
lighting is something she needs to look at. Motion then passed 6-0.

Discussion and possible action regarding Resolution 5-2016 of the Mayor and Council of the City of
Benson, Arizona, approving a Mutual Aid Agreement with a number of Cochise County based Fire
Districts, Fire Departments, Fire and Rescue Agencies, Law Enforcement Agencies, and Public Works

Departments

Chief of Police Paul Moncada stated this item is a mutual aid agreement that Cochise County sent to all
agencies, asking them to participate in the agreement, adding he has been working with City Attorney Gary
Cohen on the agreement. Chief Moncada stated Mr. Cohen had expressed some concerns over the agreement,
but there had already been some revisions made by other entities and the County then decided not to revise the
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agreement further, adding Mr. Cohen can address his concerns with the Council should they decide to discuss
them. Chief Moncada then stated Staff is asking to be authorized to enter into the agreement. Council then
discussed the agreement with Chief Moncada and Fire Chief Keith Spangler indicating the agreement was
formalizing what has been understood and was the non-written, verbal agreement in place for fire, police,
public works or any other city resources to be called upon in case of an emergency. Mr. Cohen addressed the
Council stating his concerns were procedural and were not substantive, adding he had no concerns that would
cause him to make a recommendation that outweighs Staff’s request to have this agreement in place to work
with other communities in times of need and to have other communities to serve Benson should such an
emergency occur.

Councilmember Konrad and Councilmember Lambert both noted some agencies had not signed the agreement
with Chief Moncada stating the information was sent quite a while ago and may not be up-to-date with Chief
Spangler stating he was informed that Benson was the only municipality left to enter into the agreement,
adding there may be 1 or 2 districts and some private companies, but he talked to County and they did tell him
that Benson is the last municipality to step up and sign this.

Mayor King stated he wanted it to be clear for the public, that if there is a huge emergency, such as a train
wreck, this agreement means Benson can bring in others to help and that Benson can also assist others. Chief
Spangler stated the agreement would be utilized not only for big incidents, adding Benson utilizes the services
of the surrounding fire departments on a regular basis and this agreement maintains that assistance. Chief
Moncada agreed, stating Benson has always partnered if needed and this agreement is just formalizing what
has been understood and what has been in practice in the past.

Councilmember Lambert moved to approve Resolution 5-2016. Seconded by Councilmember Konrad.
Motion passed 6-0.

Discussion and possible action regarding Resolution 6-2016 of the Mayor and Council of the City of
Benson, Arizona, adopting Policies for the Consideration of Formation of Special Taxing Districts
within the City’s Jurisdictional Boundaries

City Manager William Stephens stated the Council has held several worksessions and a lot of work between
the City Attorneys and the attorney the City hired as the CFD expert, Mr. Guckenberger, has been done to
come up with these policies for the City to use not just for EI Dorado but for any developer who would like to
form a CFD or special district. City Attorney Paul Loucks stated Mr. Guckenberger is available by phone if
the Council needs to speak with him. Mayor King then confirmed the City Attorneys and City Staff are
comfortable with the proposed policies.

Vice Mayor McGoffin stated comments from the Call to the Public indicated the City lost reimbursement for
Staff costs and asked if that was the case with Finance Director Dustin DeSpain stating Staff costs would be
included in the $50,000 application fee. Vice Mayor McGoffin then asked if the language regarding the
governing body or district board that Ms. Gerrodette pointed out needed to be clarified with Mr. Loucks
stating he didn’t think it needed clarification. Mr. Loucks then stated he would suggest other amendments,
noting Ms. Gerrodette found a typo in Article 4.1 in the third line, stating the duplicated word “covering” at
the end of the line needed to be removed. Mr. Loucks then Article 4.8 has different fonts, which should be
corrected, the document number in the footer of each page should be removed, and formatting issues including
numbering and spacing issues needed to be corrected. Vice Mayor McGoffin then moved to approve
Resolution 6-2016 with the corrections as requested by City Attorney Paul Loucks. Seconded by Mayor King.

Councilmember Lambert stated Ms. Gerrodette brought up reimbursable Staff time and noted the $50,000
application fee would pay for Staff time until the CFD was created, but would end at that point, regardless of
their being an independent board or the Council serving as the district board. Councilmember Lambert then
stated another thing Ms. Gerrodette brought up was that that CFD board is elected, and stated that was not the
case, adding the CFD board would be appointed by the Council; 5 members would be appointed with 3 serving
a 6-year term and 2 serving a 4-year term.

Councilmember Konrad thanked the attorneys for their work, adding the Council was disappointed 2 weeks
ago, but the attorneys did a fine job bringing it back before the Council. Mayor King agreed, stating everyone
has been pushing to have this done and thanked the attorneys and Staff for all their work on this.

Councilmember Cook stated the proposed document was titled the “City of Benson, Arizona Policy Guidelines
and Application Procedures for Special Tax Districts” which includes Revitalization Districts (RD).
Councilmember Cook then stated RD boards are not appointed by Council, adding in the event they are, only
the original board is appointed; then the landowners have an election and put their own people on the board,
adding he thinks that is what Ms. Gerrodette was talking about. Councilmember Cook then stated Article 3.2
caused him the most grief, noting the first sentence is very long and extremely complex, adding line 4 talks
about a non-refundable application fee of $50,000 and describes what it is to pay for, which is “...all internal
staff time and expenses” then goes onto to bring up the refundable deposit of $50,000 and doesn’t necessarily
say what that is to pay for, although, it does say “a refundable deposit of $50,000, including the costs incurred
by the City for any third-party review of the application, including its consultants, financial advisors, and legal
advisors.” Councilmember Cook then stated when he reads the words “refundable deposit including the costs
incurred...”, he thinks including is tagging onto the line above it, which is the non-refundable fee to pay for all
City Staff, time, expenses and refundable deposits. Councilmember Cook then stated he thinks for the average
person, whether they are on the board or are a successive Councilmember, the more self-explanatory this is,
the better it will be for the community. Councilmember Cook then stated he thinks the language regarding the
refundable deposit; “including the costs incurred by the City....” should be changed to the same language used
for the non-refundable application fee and read “to pay the costs incurred by the City...”. Councilmember
Cook then stated he spoke to Mr. Loucks about this and thinks changing the word “including” and making it
read “to include” would be clearer, adding attorneys make their living arguing small details.

Councilmember Cook then stated second half of that paragraph says whenever the refundable deposit of
$50,000 is expended, an additional $25,000 would apparently be requested from the applicant, adding he
thought original discussions the Council had months ago, was that if the first $25,000 additional reimbursable
funds were exhausted, there would be an additional deposit of $25,000 until all costs were covered.
Councilmember Cook then stated the proposed policies gives the City only one shot at any additional funds
beyond the original $50,000, and he thinks this was just unintentionally overlooked. Councilmember Cook
then continued stating the last sentence reads “The unexpended balance of the Reimbursement Funds will be
transferred to the District following its formation as a basis for its operating fund” but doesn’t say when after
the formation of the districts or who will make the determination that there are any unexpended funds.
Councilmember Cook then stated the language doesn’t seem to be legal language and asked Mr. Loucks for his
comments.

Mr. Loucks stated he would defer to Mayor and Council regrading Councilmember Cook’s first suggestion of
changing the word “including” to read “to include.” Mr. Loucks then spoke about the suggestion regarding the
additional deposit of $25,000, stating at the end of the first sentence there is a definition of the term
“reimbursement funds” and it carries through the rest of the paragraph, adding the initial payment for the
reimbursement funds is the second payment of $50,000, or in other words, is the payment for third-party
expenses. Mr. Loucks then stated when the additional $25,000 is requested and paid, that money is paid as
additional reimbursement funds, noting the definition at the beginning of that sentence, reads “when the
reimbursement funds are expended...another $25,000 is required” so he thinks it is consistent to say that as
long as expenses are incurred by the City in review of the application on the third-party side, the developer
would still be responsible for those.

Mr. Loucks then addressed Councilmember Cook’s questions about the last sentence in Article 3.2, stating the
only party who would be reviewing the charges against the reimbursement funds would be the City, adding it
would be the City’s responsibility to maintain that accounting and determine what the unexpended balance of
the reimbursement fund is. Mr. Loucks then spoke about transferring those funds back to the district, stating if
the City was dilatory in making that transfer to the district, the district would have the ability to make a
demand on the City, adding he didn’t think it would be an issue, but if it were, it could be remedied quickly.
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Mr. Loucks then stated he didn’t see any problem with the policies as drafted, although he would defer to
Mayor and Council regarding Councilmember Cook’s first suggestion.

Councilmember Cook stated he feels the language needs to be self-explanatory and if he had trouble with it
and it took that much of an explanation, he thinks others will have trouble also and maybe the paragraph could
be rewritten. Mayor King stated he felt it was good the way it was, adding if something does come up the
Council would seek their attorney’s advice and take action if necessary.

Councilmember Konrad stated this item is simply dealing with application process at this point in time and
doesn’t even get into the finance or the board or any of that, adding he is happy with the way it is.

Councilmember Cook stated Mr. Loucks agreed to change some of the wording behind the refundable deposit,
and suggested the words “to include” with Mr. Loucks stating that change was Councilmember Cook’s
suggestion. Mr. Loucks then stated he didn’t see a problem with the suggested change and the change was at
the pleasure of the Mayor and Council.

Mayor King stated there was a motion on the floor with Councilmember Cook stating he would like to propose
changing word “including” to the words “to include” so the language would read “to include the costs incurred
by the City.....” on the 5th line in Article 3.2. Mayor King stated there was already a motion and second on
the floor with Mr. Loucks stating he construed Councilmember Cook’s statement was a motion to amend Vice
Mayor McGoffin’s motion. After a brief moment, City Clerk Vicki Vivian stated if there was no second on
Councilmember Cook’s motion to amend Vice Mayor McGoffin’s motion, Councilmember Cook’s motion
would die and the Council would then act on the original motion made by Vice Mayor McGoffin.
Councilmember Cook’s motion died for lack of a second. The motion made by Vice Mayor McGoffin then
passed 5-0 with Councilmember Cook abstaining.

Update on the Railroad Quiet Zones for the Patagonia Street, San Pedro Street and Ocotillo Street
crossings

City Manager William Stephens stated Public Works Director Brad Hamilton would address Council with a
presentation and update regarding the movement to try and create a quiet zone here in Benson. Mr. Hamilton
stated the information an engineering style presentation, then stated he went through the information the
Benson Economic Development Committee gave to Mr. Stephens regarding the quiet zones recently
established in Willcox. Mr. Hamilton stated he contacted Union Pacific (UP) and noted they are not fans of
quiet zones, but did direct him to the Federal Railroad Administration, which is the entity he dealt with years
ago when the City looked into establishing quiet zones. Mr. Hamilton then stated the Federal Railroad
Administration has guidance documents and he went through those, adding stated Council could see the chart
on creating new quiet zones and the list of supplemental safety measures, noting the site also provides a
calculator for the process. Mr. Hamilton then stated he completed the necessary information on the site with
the data he has for the crossings, noting the data is supposed to be from the last 6 months, but he used the data
he had to get an idea for the project and run different scenarios to see how to qualify for quiet zones. Mr.
Hamilton then stated the Council could see the first scenario was with existing conditions, traffic counts, trains
counts, number of school buses that cross a day, etc. again, noting he used the latest data he had without
spending money to capture new data. Mr. Hamilton then stated the Council could see each crossing’s risk
factor, stating the higher that number, the higher the risk. Mr. Hamilton then stated to establish a quiet zone,
all 3 crossings have to have a risk factor below the national significant risk threshold, adding the current risk
index is approximately 60,000 and needs to be under 14,000. Mr. Hamilton then stated the Patagonia crossing
risk index is 95,000, almost 3 times higher than the San Pedro crossing, which has a risk index of 31,000. Mr.
Hamilton then stated different scenarios give choices of supplemental safety measures that can be put in place
to lower the risk index, and include everything from temporary and permanent road closures, curbing and
channelization devices, adding Council could see the list of safety measures, adding the farther down on the
list of safety measures; the lower it’s cost.
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Mr. Hamilton then stated he ran the next scenario with the least amount of changes, which brought the risk
index down under the national significant risk threshold, but not by much, adding when the data is updated, he
doesn’t know if the traffic count or the numbers of trains that travel through Benson will have increased and
that may change the result. Mayor King asked if the estimated cost was for all 3 crossings or each individual
crossing with Mr. Hamilton stating he didn’t know if the cost shown was a national average for each crossing
or all 3 crossings at this point. Mr. Hamilton then stated he wanted to show Council the least amount of work
that could be done to get the risk index low enough and then stated one thing the Council needed to be aware
of and remember was that the quiet zones established under this basis are subject to an annual review and if the
numbers go up, the Federal Railroad Administration can come back and disqualify them.

Mr. Hamilton then stated he then ran a scenario using quad gates at the Patagonia crossing, adding the Council
could see the projected cost would be up to $128,000, but it does bring that crossing back under the risk index.
Mr. Hamilton then stated the risk index of the Patagonia crossing was significantly higher (3 times) than that
of the San Pedro crossing, which is only 1,000” away without much difference in traffic, but that he found the
problem is that the Patagonia crossing has fatalities associated with it, adding it has a very poor safety record
for pedestrian vs. train interaction, which is a big factor that drives the estimated cost of the project up. Mayor
King asked if those records included cars vs. train interaction with Mr. Hamilton stating he wasn’t sure if the
records were kept 5 or 10 years, but he knew records were kept differently for different types of incidents and
he knew there had been fatalities in the last 10 years that attributed to the risk index at the Patagonia crossing
being significantly higher than the other crossings. Vice Mayor McGoffin stated there had been at least 2
suicides committed on the railroad tracks and it wasn’t fair that the taxpayers now have to pay the price for
that. Mr. Hamilton then stated he did discuss the crossings with Willcox staff, adding Willcox didn’t have any
fatalities associated with their crossings so their risk index was significantly less. Mayor King stated the
fatalities in Benson would stay on the record regardless of Council action.

Councilmember Konrad asked Mr. Hamilton to address the State highway crossing the tracks with Mr.
Hamilton stating in Willcox, their major railroad crossing is at Maley, which is also State Route 186, noting a
lot of the improvements were done as part of an ADOT project to improve State Route 186. Mr. Hamilton
stated this resulted in Willcox having to do a lot less than would be required in Benson. Mr. Hamilton then
stated in Benson, the largest railroad crossing is at Ocotillo, adding there has been some discussion about the
ownership of Ocotillo, so he researched back to 1973 and found it belongs to the City.

Mayor King asked if there would be any way to reduce the cost by having City employees do some of the
work with Mr. Hamilton stating he wasn’t sure how the Federal Railroad Administration calculates the cost,
adding it may be a nationwide average, but he know some crossings have more work and some crossings have
less work, noting it would seem premature to come up with an exact cost. Mayor King then stated he would
like to see if Mr. Hamilton could get some breakdowns on the project and see if the City could do some of the
work or if it all had to be contracted out, adding he would like to know the costs savings that may be possible
using City employees. Mr. Hamilton then stated at this point, he would need updated data, adding a lot of the
costs would come out in the design guidelines and design of the crossings, adding one of the suggested safety
measures is 100° of median before the crossing and he is not sure 100" of median is possible at the Patagonia
or San Pedro crossings, noting there are certain things that need to be worked out to see exactly what will be
needed. Mayor King then asked when Mr. Hamilton might be bringing this issue back to Council with Mr.
Hamilton stating it depends on his workload, but one thing he noticed was that the more money the City put in
the project; the lower the risk factor. Mr. Hamilton then stated he would imagine this would be discussed
further during budget discussions, which will start shortly, adding he will ask Council for funds to move
forward with design.

Councilmember Konrad asked if the traffic light at Patagonia Street had any bearing with Mr. Hamilton stating
it didn’t seem to make a difference, noting on the list of possible safety measures, there was nothing listed
about light controls. Council then discussed barriers and fences with Mr. Hamilton stating the goal of the
Federal Railroad Administration was to make the crossing safer in their index than what it is with horns.
Councilmember Cook stated he didn’t think UP would want their east and west running road that lies north of
the tracks blocked off with a fence or curbing and that Amtrak, which is located on the south side of the tracks
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wouldn’t like those either. Mr. Hamilton stated those are some of the discussions that will be required, noting
he did contact UP and they are opposed to quiet zones altogether, adding UP doesn’t think quiet zones are safe
and it’s tough to get through UP to get quiet zones established. Mr. Hamilton then stated he will have to see
what can be done. Council then thanked Mr. Hamilton and Mr. Stephens for their work.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS: No comments from Council.

ADJOURNMENT:

Councilmember Konrad moved to adjourn the meeting at 8:26 p.m. Seconded by Vice Mayor McGoffin.
Motion passed 6-0.

Discussion:

This item has been placed on the agenda for Council to give Staff direction to enter a three year renewable
contract with Fireworks Productions of Arizona (FPA), Ltd. for the amount of $10,000.00 to display fireworks
during the 4th of July Celebration. The contract requires a fifty percent deposit by May 15, 2016.

As per our procurement code, Staff sent a request to four different companies requesting a bid for our 2016
show. Zambelli Fireworks and Pyritz Pyrotechnics Group L.L.C. stated they are unable to provide us with a bid.
Fireworks Productions of Arizona (FPA) and Lantis Fireworks and Lasers submitted bids.

Staff is recommending a renewable contract with Arizona Fireworks Productions for the following reasons:

e Each year Staff requests a bid on Fireworks from four different companies; with the exception of this
year, FPA is the only company that submits a bid.

¢ Insurance coverage for the City - FPA carries a ten million dollar insurance policy, Lantis carries a
two million dollar insurance policy.

e FPA’s renewal terms provide the City with an opt out clause should the City decide FPA’s pricing is
no longer in the best interest of the City. Lantis makes provisions for a 2% — 3% increase for
various elements of the agreement.

FIREWORKS DISPLAY CONTRACT

This fireworks display contract is between FPA, Ltd., an Arizona Corporation DBA Fireworks
Productions of Arizona ('FPA"), and City of Benson.

FPA is in the business of selling and displaying fireworks, and City of Benson wants FPA to
provide a fireworks display for City of Benson's benefit. The parties therefore agree as follows:

1.

The Display. FPA will provide and exhibit fireworks for a display on Monday, July 4,
2016. The display will begin at approximately 8:30 pm, will last approximately 20 - 25
minutes, and will substantially comply with the program set forth in Exhibit A.
Contract Price. City of Benson will pay FPA the sum of $10,000.00 (the 'Contract
Price") as consideration for the fireworks display. Payment will be made as follows:

a. Signed Contract due on or before May 15, 2016;

b. 50% of the Contract Price ($5,000.00) due_on or before May 15, 2016;

c. The balance of the Contract Price within twenty days after the completion of the

Fireworks Display.

City of Benson agrees to pay interest at the rate of 2% per month on any delinquent
balance until the debt is paid in full. In the event that City of Benson fails to perform its
obligations and responsibilities pursuant to this contract and it becomes necessary for
FPA to enforce its rights by hiring an attorney, City of Benson will be responsible for, in
addition to any other sums for which it is found responsible, all attorney fees and costs
incurred by FPA in collecting said sums.
Term. This Agreement shall be effective as of the signature date of the last Party to sign
this Agreement, and shall remain in effect for one year. The City of Benson may renew
this Agreement for up to two additional one-year periods or portions thereof, for the City
of Benson’s July 4 events in 2017 and 2018. If the City of Benson renews the Agreement,
the Parties shall execute a written amendment setting forth the renewal term and any
revisions to this Contract and Exhibit A (Display Show Program). Before each of the two
extension periods, the Contractor may request revisions to its fee for the extension period
to address increased costs, market conditions, demand, and the like. If the City of Benson
refuses to agree to modify the fee, the Contractor’s sole remedy is to terminate this
Agreement at the end of the then-current term.
Permits. The City of Benson will apply for and secure, at City of Benson’s cost, all
permits, licenses, and approvals required by all applicable local, state, or federal laws and
regulations as well as any imposed or required by local police or fire departments. City of
Benson will provide FPA evidence of the acquisition and validity of all required permits,
licenses, and approvals no later than seven days before the Original Date.
Insurance. FPA shall secure and maintain, at all times during the term of this contract a

policy or policies of insurance known as: (1) Commercial General Liability in the amount
of $10,000,000. (2) Business Automobile Liability in the amount of $10,000,000. (3)
Worker's Compensation (Industrial Insurance) in the amount of $9,500,000. Those
entities/individuals listed on the certificate of insurance shall be deemed an additional
insured per this contract and certificate of insurance.
Display Site. City of Benson will procure and furnish a place suitable to FPA for the
fireworks display. The site will be sufficient to accommodate spectator viewing areas,
vehicle parking areas, and the Display Site. 'Display Site' means the discharge site, the
fallout site, and the required separation distance from mortars to the spectator viewing
areas in compliance with the most recent edition of the National Fire Protection
Association 1123 Code for Fireworks Display.
Security. City of Benson will furnish all necessary materials for and will set up
restraining lines pursuant to instructions supplied by FPA and in compliance with most
recent edition of the National Fire Protection Association 1123 Code for Fireworks
Display. City of Benson will hire and provide, at its own cost and expense, adequate
private or public security personnel to ensure that no vehicles are parked within the
Display Site and that no individuals, other than those specifically authorized by FPA,
enter the Display Site. The security personnel will remain on the perimeter of the Display
Site and will not enter the Display Site before, during, or immediately following the
fireworks display.
Cleanup of Display Area. Following the display, FPA will be responsible for cleanup of
all boxes and equipment and policing of the display area including the removal of all
unexploded fireworks, removal of frames and lumber. Any additional clean-up required
by the venue will be the responsibility of City of Benson.
Weather or Safety Cancellation. FPA or the Authority Having Jurisdiction (AHJ) may
determine that the time or length of the display of fireworks may need adjustment based
on wind/weather/safety conditions. If FPA or the Authority Having Jurisdiction (AHJ)
determines that display of fireworks on the date and at the time set forth in paragraph one
(the 'Original Date') would be impossible or impractical because of inclement weather or
safety concerns, the display will be canceled. Should there be a cancellation under this
paragraph, City of Benson will pay FPA, its 'Actual Expenses' related to preparation for
the unsuccessful displays on the Original Date. 'Actual Expenses' shall include expenses
for travel, lodging, labor, meals, rentals, permits, setup and dismantling of the display,
and any other expenses related to the unsuccessful attempts to present the display on the
Original Date.
Cancellation. (*other than paragraph 9, above). The parties acknowledge that, if City
of Benson cancels this contract, FPA will suffer damages. They further acknowledge that
those damages will be uncertain as to amount and difficult to prove. In the event that City
of Benson does cancel this contract, therefore, FPA will be entitled to recover, not as a
penalty, but as liquidated damages, an amount set forth below:

a. If cancellation occurs prior to June 15, 2016, an amount equal to 10% of the

Contract Price;
