CALL TO ORDER:    
    


Mayor King called the meeting to order at 5:25 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.   
 
ROLL CALL:   
 


Present were: Mayor Toney D. King, Sr., Vice Mayor Lori McGoffin, Councilmembers Pat Boyle,         
Jeff Cook, Joe Konrad, David Lambert and Chris Moncada.   
 


NEW BUSINESS: 
 
1. Budget Worksession for the City of Benson, Fiscal Year 2016-2017; all revenues and expenditures of 


the City may be discussed     
 
Finance Director Dustin DeSpain stated the previous budget worksession on May 9 left off at the Library 
budget.  Mr. DeSpain stated there was a decrease in personnel costs as the library personnel was 
restructured; then noted not much else had changed except the repairs and maintenance line, which 
included the cost to trim a large tree and would include the cost of using a lift to do so.  Mayor King asked 
about replacing computers with Mr. DeSpain stating the library would try to keep up with replacing 
computers.  Councilmember Boyle asked if the library budget included the 3% COLA the Council 
discussed at the last budget worksession with Mr. DeSpain confirming it did.  Mayor King asked if the 
library would be hiring another part-time person in the future with Mr. DeSpain stating the budget included 
fully staffing the library.  Mr. DeSpain then stated the library budget included an 8% increase for health 
insurance, which had currently been negotiated to 9%, but noted other insurance carriers came in 20% 
higher or more and the industry standard is about 12%.   
 
Mr. DeSpain then moved to the Parks budget, stating the budget included a new line item to separate 
maintenance and repairs in vehicles and equipment instead of them being combined, noting this would 
make it easier to track equipment failure and how much it costs to make repairs.  Mr. DeSpain then stated 
the gator is to be replaced in the current fiscal year.  Mr. DeSpain then noted an increase for computer 
supplies, adding most of the City’s computers are about 10 years old and departments are trying to catch up 
with replacements.   
 
Mr. DeSpain then reviewed the Recreation budget, stating it had increased by $26,000 due to payroll, 
health insurance increases and some operational supplies for advertising, noting printing costs have 
increased.  Mr. DeSpain then stated the budget was pretty much the same, noting there were some costs 
with the Bingo program.  Councilmember Cook asked if the payroll increase was the addition of an 
employee with Mr. DeSpain stating it was the additional seasonal aides, the 3% COLA and the insurance 
that resulted in the personnel increase.  Mayor King then noted the current budget included a second 
employee, but the employee hadn’t been employed for the full year with City Manager Bill Stephens 
stating the previous part-time person resigned and the position was left vacant for part of the year, adding 
the cost for a full year would appear as an increase, but there was no additional staff in the Recreation 
budget.     
 
Mr. DeSpain then addressed the Building Department budget, stating a lot of the changes were based on 
using revenue from the proposed development by El Dorado so it’s not spent in an inappropriate area.  Mr. 
DeSpain then noted the professional fees are budgeted at $40,000, but noted the budget included hiring a 
full-time Building Official in the mid-salary range.  Mr. DeSpain then stated the increased costs are really 
based on the development taking off.  Councilmember Boyle asked if the Building Official would only be 
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hired if needed with Mr. DeSpain confirming this, adding the hiring would be at the City Manager’s 
discretion.  City Manager Bill Stephens then stated the Building Official position was the position 
previously held by Luis Garcia, adding the City is currently spending money on that job, through a contract 
with Brown & Associates, who are serving in that capacity.  Mr. Stephens then stated Staff is watching for 
a breakeven point in terms of how much is being spent vs. how much it would cost to hire a Building 
Official and when it reaches that point, the decision will be made to advertise and fill the position, adding it 
may not happen this year, but it has to be in the budget in case it does.   
 
Mr. DeSpain then reviewed the Planning & Zoning budget stating the budget increased significantly in 
anticipation of the proposed development with fees for professional services increasing by $20,000, adding 
this is a simple way for the Council to see where the potential income from the development will be spent, 
if needed; then stated if there is no income, it won’t be spent.  Councilmember Cook asked about the large 
increase in the wages and salaries line item with Mr. DeSpain stating the Building Official plays two roles, 
adding part of that salary is allocated in the Building budget and part is in the Planning & Zoning budget.  
Mr. Stephens stated in the past, there were two positions (the Building Official and the Planning & Zoning 
Director) which were merged by a previous Council.  Mr. Stephens then stated Luis Garcia was hired for 
the combined position and noted the hard part of the position will be to find someone qualified in both 
Building and Planning & Zoning.  Mr. Stephens then stated currently, the salary for this position comes 
from both the Building Department and the Planning & Zoning Department and has to be in the budget in 
case someone is hired.  Councilmember Konrad asked where this position would spend more time or if it 
was split evenly between the two departments with Councilmember Moncada stating it would depend on 
the situation.  Mr. Stephens stated Planning Technician/GIS Michelle Johnson may have some information.  
Ms. Johnson stated the majority of this person’s time would be spent in the Building Department, but noted 
Mr. Garcia’s time was unique due to a lawsuit the City was facing at that time, but again stated that in 
practice, the person in this position would spend 90% of their time in the Building Department, reviewing 
plans, permissions to issue permits, etc. 
 
Mr. DeSpain then moved to the Public Works budget stating this was also a place to budget fees that would 
be funded by revenue from the proposed development, noting the significant increase in professional 
services, up from $35,000 to $100,000, which is anticipating a great need for professional services.  Mayor 
King asked if the budget included another employee with Mr. DeSpain stating the vacant Engineering Aide 
was in the proposed budget, as well as an increase for education and training for compliance.  Mayor King 
asked about updating computers with Mr. DeSpain stating the Public Works computers needed to be 
updated as well.  Councilmember Cook asked what professional services were anticipated with Mr. 
DeSpain stating the income and expenditures for the proposed development would be a wash, adding the 
costs associated with the proposed development would include professional services for utilities, streets and 
other Public Works areas.   
 
Mr. DeSpain then reviewed the Miscellaneous budget which contains the transfers between the 
departments, stating the transfers are from the General Fund to other departments.  Mayor King asked if the 
airport contribution was from grants with Mr. DeSpain stating it was not; these were direct contributions to 
these other funds.  Mr. DeSpain then stated the last line is the City’s contingency reserves at $1,711,000, 
adding the reserves will be at $1.7 million in June and the new budget previously added only $11,000 to the 
reserves, but with the proposed changes, the budgeted amount to add to the reserves is $32,000 and the line 
item will be corrected to $1,732,000.     
 
Vice Mayor McGoffin asked about the golf course history, noting last year, the transfer to the golf course 
was $91,000 and the year before that it was $89,000, but was currently budgeted for $174,000.  Mr. 
DeSpain stated the golf course is considered an enterprise fund and is currently at a $131,000 loss, which 
exceeded the $92,000 budgeted for last year, adding the proposed budget with a transfer of $174,000 is 
more realistic.  Councilmember Moncada asked why the membership revenue was not in the budget with 
Mr. DeSpain stating the San Pedro passes revenue was moved to the green and cart fees line item.  
Councilmember Boyle spoke about the actual revenue generated by the golf course, the contribution from 
the general fund and how it was determined with Mr. DeSpain stating the Director of Golf projected 
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revenues in green fees, merchandise sales, practice facilities and teaching revenue, then after expenses are 
projected, the difference is a transfer from the general fund to balance that budget.  Councilmember 
Moncada stated the projected revenues in green and cart fees was increased by $141,000, adding if that 
revenue falls short, the contribution from the general fund could go from $174,000 to $228,000 or more.  
Councilmember Boyle stated he didn’t see how the Council could possibly justify that number for such a 
small number of people in town who play golf, adding the Council has been doing this for years, to the tune 
of $1.7 million and asked how to stop it.  Mayor King stated the Council was supposed to have a 
worksession on the golf course.  Councilmember Boyle asked if the Council decided at that worksession, to 
not fund the golf course, if that decision would be retroactive to tonight with Mr. DeSpain stating a change 
would have to be made before the Council approved the final budget.  Mr. DeSpain then stated he has to 
advertise the tentative budget before June 4 and if the Council decides to hold a worksession on June 4, he 
would be working on the budget that weekend to change it for the publication.  Mr. DeSpain then stated the 
Council could alter the tentative budget by decreasing it, but couldn’t increase it.  City Manager Bill 
Stephens stated just because something may be budgeted doesn’t mean it has to be spent, adding if the 
Council voted to close the golf course, it would not be a violation of any kind.  Mr. Stephens then stated the 
Council could approve the budget and then decide to close the golf course and just not expend those funds.  
City Attorney Gary Cohen stated the Council would need to vote on the golf course closing at an actual 
meeting; not a worksession.  Mayor King asked if the general fund would have to be increased if that were 
the case with Mr. DeSpain stating any unexpended funds would automatically go back to the reserves 
unless the Council voted to move it somewhere else.  Vice Mayor McGoffin stated the lease for the golf 
carts would have to be paid off with Mr. DeSpain stating there are 2 years left on the lease and it would 
cost around $100,000 to terminate the lease.  Councilmember Moncada stated it would be better than 
spending $228,000 on the golf course.  Vice Mayor McGoffin stated she disagreed that it’s a small group of 
people who use the golf course including all the winter visitors.  Councilmember Boyle asked where the 
revenues are if more people use the golf course. 
 
Mr. Stephens then stated there’s conflict in the numbers between the Golf Course Director and the Finance 
Director and he would like the opportunity to have a discussion with them so he can understand why there 
is such a discrepancy in the figures.  Mr. Stephens then stated he would like to make sure what the Council 
is being presented reflects accurately what the situation is and what the options are.  Mr. Stephens then 
stated the other part of this figure that is missing is what kind of economic impact the golf course has, 
adding he doesn’t know how to measure that, because there are a number of businesses that would be 
impacted, noting some of them would probably go out of business because of the decreased RV traffic, 
again stating he didn’t know how to measure that impact.   
 
Mayor King stated that is why he wanted a worksession on the golf course, adding he spent a lot of time 
with Mr. DeSpain and Mr. DelVecchio, Director of Golf, and he knows the developers have made 
comments about the golf course.  Mayor King then stated there is a lot of information that needs to be 
discussed and the Council needs to make a decision, but they also need to understand there are some risks 
in making those decisions at this time, such as parks and trails and the proposed development.  Mayor King 
then stated he would like to have a public worksession so the public gets all the information, adding 
hopefully the worksession will be planned soon.  Mayor King then stated there are a lot of things that need 
to be discussed, adding the Council needs to take a serious look at both the effects of keeping the golf 
course open and of shutting it down.    
 
Councilmember Konrad spoke about a comfort level for the public, stating the Council can’t spend money 
that isn’t there, adding even if the Council approves the budget, it doesn’t mean it will be spent, adding if 
funding doesn’t come in, funding doesn’t go out.  Mayor King agreed.  Councilmember Moncada stated he 
would question that, adding last year, the budgeted contribution to the golf course was $91,000, but the golf 
course is currently at a loss of $132,000.  Councilmember Moncada then stated to say if the money isn’t 
coming in, it won’t be expended is not accurate because $40,000 more has been spent on the golf course 
than what was budgeted and the fiscal year isn’t over yet.  Mr. Stephens stated funding can be moved 
within the budget, but the total budget can’t be exceeded with Councilmember Moncada stating 
Councilmember Konrad said if the money isn’t coming in, it won’t be spent and that’s not completely 
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accurate.  Councilmember Moncada then stated each department should stick to their budget, adding he 
understands that emergencies come up, but as far as general options go, he’s saying that if a department 
expects to use $91,454 from the general fund, when they start approaching that number, the Council should 
start cutting drastically to make sure that department stays within their budget.   
 
Councilmember Boyle stated the $91,000 is already a loss to start with and is the budgeted contribution to 
make up for that loss with Mr. Stephens stating that was not accurate.  Mr. Stephens then stated the total 
figure takes into account both the funding revenue and the expenditures, adding the bottom line figure is 
not total loss, but is a combination of revenue and expenditures.   Councilmember Boyle stated money is 
still being used from the general fund to make up the deficit with Mr. Stephens stating that is done for 
everything.  Councilmember Boyle stated the operations of the golf course have a deficit of $91,000 that is 
currently budgeted in the general fund to make up for the overall deficit, adding that is a bone of contention 
for him.   
 
Vice Mayor McGoffin stated the golf course may lose money, but so do the airport, the library and the pool 
and asked if the Council was just going to close everything that didn’t make money.  Councilmember 
Boyle stated at some point, the Council has to be responsive, adding there are 7,000 people living in the 
community and if out of the 7,000, 850 go golfing, then there is a big disparity of people who are 
supporting a cause that’s not being used by everyone else.  Vice Mayor McGoffin stated a lot less people 
use the airport and the City loses almost just as much on it, but it’s an economic development engine and is 
what brings people to our community, adding sometimes the City has to lose money to get something.  
Vice Mayor McGoffin stated the City has lost a lot of money on the airport over the years and she doesn’t 
think it’s ever made money, but the City keeps it because it’s an economic engine and no one is talking 
about shutting it down.  Councilmember Boyle stated when the .5% sales tax runs out in the next budget, 
there will be about a $250,000 loss that will have to be made up or the Council will be going back to the 
public with their hats in their hands and will be saying they will have to keep the .5% tax in place to keep 
the golf course open.  Councilmember Boyle then stated the Council will have to cut somewhere and the 
golf course is the obvious place to do it, adding it almost balances out.  
 
Mayor King asked how much the City loses with all the departments with Mr. DeSpain stating the City has 
a $19 million budget, so he would say it’s close to $19 million, adding government is not in the business of 
making money.  Mr. DeSpain then stated in fund accounting, the golf course falls under an enterprise fund, 
adding it’s defined very definitely in GASB law as an enterprise fund.  Mr. DeSpain then stated that 
doesn’t mean there can’t be contributions from the general fund, but it means it has to have a balanced 
budget and must show contributions from the general fund, if a contribution is needed to balance the 
budget.  Mr. DeSpain then stated other services like the library, are general fund accounts, which mean they 
will not generate revenue and will be funded solely by tax dollars. 
 
Councilmember Cook stated the library generates revenue from late fees and copies.  Councilmember Cook 
then spoke about the golf course, stating the airport benefits far fewer people than the golf course does.  
Councilmember Cook then said he wanted to talk about the numbers brought up by the people who spoke 
about the golf course at a previous meeting, adding those people said the sales tax the golfers bring to the 
City is $175,000 which is close to the contribution from the general fund, so the golf course is paying its 
own way.  Councilmember Cook then stated people will question where those figures came from and stated 
that study was done several years ago, before the City started making improvements at the golf course and 
increasing playerships, by the ASU Morrison Institute, adding he has asked for a copy of that study.  
Councilmember Cook then stated the other part of those figures is because of the people who buy homes 
here because they like the area and they play golf here year-round, the RV people and the snowbirds that 
come here, adding many of them choose a location based on the proximity to a golf course.  
Councilmember Cook then stated the winter visitors stay 4 to 6 months and essentially spend money every 
day in our mom and pop businesses, noting those owners and employees then turn around and spend their 
money in Benson also.  Councilmember Cook then stated it’s not simply looking at the numbers and 
cutting $174,000 from the budget and saying it would be better to close the golf course because that is not 
true.     
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Mayor King stated the Council would wait until they held a worksession on the golf course. 
 
Mr. DeSpain then spoke about a new labor law that was passed and goes into effect the end of May, which 
requires any salaried and exempt employee meeting a certain threshold to be exempt and salaried or the 
employee must be changed to hourly and get comp time, which is time and a half.  Mr. DeSpain then stated 
the golf course has 4 employees that fall under the threshold and the employees must be moved up or 
changed to hourly, adding after several discussions with Mr. DelVecchio, the suggestion is to change 3 
employees to hourly and move Mr. DelVecchio’s salary up to the threshold, which is $47,530.  Mr. 
DeSpain then stated the salary adjustment will be good for 3 years and then the threshold will be 
automatically adjusted to a new minimum salary.  Mayor King asked if this change affected any other 
employees with Mr. DeSpain stating the golf course was the only affected department.  Mr. Stephens then 
stated the law applies to everyone, but it only affects those 4 employees.  Mr. DeSpain stated the City has 
60 days to comply, which is July 1, adding there isn’t much that can be done because it is a new federal 
law. 
 
Councilmember Cook stated that amount wasn’t in the personnel budget and asked where that change will 
be reflected with Mr. DeSpain stating he just got the final notification on complying with the new law.  
Councilmember Lambert stated the change would be about $4,000 with Mr. DeSpain stating it would be 
closer to $5,000 when it was all said and done.  Councilmember Cook asked if there would be a way to not 
give that employee a COLA with Mr. DeSpain stating there was not and that the COLA would be in 
addition to the increase.     
 
Councilmember Konrad spoke about the threshold originally being much higher with Mr. DeSpain stating 
the threshold was originally proposed at $56,000, which would have affected more than those 4 employees.  
Councilmember Boyle then asked about the total amount for contracts and services of $76,000 this year and 
the proposed budgeted amount of $103,000 with Vice Mayor McGoffin stating the budgeted amount in the 
current year was $112,000 but the actual amount spent so far this year was $76,000, noting the proposed 
budgeted amount for the upcoming year was technically reduced by almost $10,000.       
 
Mr. DeSpain then spoke about the request for equipment under capital projects, stating it includes 
equipment that is getting older, but won’t be purchased if it can be helped.  Councilmember Konrad asked 
how critical the equipment was with Mr. Stephens stating if the equipment breaks, it would be critical, but 
the golf course is limping along now.  Director of Golf Operations Joe DelVecchio addressed  
Council stating this is a wish list for equipment, but he’s working on other ways to get things done, such as 
getting an estimate on a fertigation pump which would lower the chemical and fertilizer costs and would 
eliminate the need for water and electricity to run the chemical rig and the chemical rig itself.  
Councilmember Konrad asked if the current irrigation system could be used to inject the chemicals into the 
existing lines with Mr. DelVecchio stating the current outlet lines could be used.  Mr. DelVecchio then 
stated the existing spray rig wouldn’t be necessary but could still be used for smaller spots.  Mr. 
DelVecchio then stated other municipal golf courses using this option have saved a lot of money in 
electricity to pump water and he’s hoping to have an estimate soon, adding this change would drastically 
reduce a lot of expenses and bring the contribution from the general fund down to $140,000.  
Councilmember Konrad stated as long as the golf course was operating, he appreciates all the efforts to 
bring costs down with Mr. DelVecchio stating he’s trying to do that.  Mr. DelVecchio then stated the golf 
course is the municipal course for this area, but there are 200 members not in this area that come to play, 
adding 70 members come from Canada.  Mr. DelVecchio then stated in order to keep those and increase the 
number of people coming to the golf course, it needs to transition to a destination course, adding this would 
get people from Phoenix and more east.  Mr. DelVecchio then stated he’s trying to make the course 
attractive without spending a lot of money, which is a fine line.   
 
Mayor King stated when the worksession is held about the golf course, Mr. DelVecchio is going to bring 
some ideas and things he is working on right now, adding the Council will then discuss those ideas, noting 
he didn’t want the Council to get too far off-track from the budget. 
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Mr. DeSpain then addressed the golf course food and beverage budget, stating the projected revenues are a 
little less than last year.  Councilmember Konrad asked about the professional services line item with Mr. 
DelVecchio stating when he first came to the golf course, the custom rugs were cleaned weekly and there 
are laundry services for the cook’s protector gown and things like that.  Mr. DelVecchio then stated he 
changed it so Staff does as much of that as they can, adding he has reduced and cut as much as he could.     
 
Mr. DeSpain then moved to the enterprise funds, beginning with the gas fund, stating he budgeted for a rate 
increase as well as the “round up” revenue program, adding if the rate increases are approved, the City will 
have a program to help customers who can’t afford the new rates.  Mr. DeSpain then stated people can 
donate to the program by rounding up their utility payment to the next dollar and those funds would go into 
a separate fund that will only be used to assist with certain utilities.  Councilmember Moncada asked if the 
City would be working with SEACAP (Southeastern Arizona Community Action Program) on that with 
Mr. DeSpain stating the City will work with SEACAP so a City board will not have to be set up to oversee 
the program.  Mayor King asked if the City would be using other organizations with Mr. DeSpain stating 
the City would only use SEACAP to assist with City utility bills.  Mr. DeSpain then stated if some of the 
budgeted projects are done, the gas fund will need to use $75,000 in bond money, which is shown in the 
budget as a gas revenue source.  Councilmember Moncada asked if the projects included new meters with 
Mr. DeSpain stating the projects included new meters and other things.  Mayor King then asked where the 
gas department was at on new meters with Mr. DeSpain stating the meters in Pomerene and outside the 
City limits still need to be done, but they are close to being completed.   
 
Council then discussed the training and number of employees needed to comply with the ACC 
requirements with Mr. DeSpain stating there is one vacancy still in utilities, but the position has been 
budgeted for and the Public Works Director, Brad Hamilton, would determine when that position would 
need to be filled.  Mr. DeSpain then stated the utility employees are in training on Friday of each week and 
when they are trained and up to speed, Mr. Hamilton would examine staffing levels at that time.  Mayor 
King asked if the amount budgeted for training was enough with Mr. Hamilton stating it was, as the amount 
for training and education is budgeted in each utility department.     
 
Mr. DeSpain then addressed the capital improvements in the gas fund including truck replacement, 
telemeters and gas detection equipment, stating the meters and the gas detection equipment can be drawn 
from bond funds.  Mr. DeSpain then stated the gas detection equipment is so old, the company that 
provides maintenance and makes sure it is in compliance no longer services that equipment and new 
equipment must be purchased.  Councilmember Cook asked if a rate study on gas would be done and stated 
when the rates are adjusted and there is more revenue, that revenue could be used to pay for the capital 
improvements.  Councilmember Moncada then stated the bond money can only be used for 3 more years 
and it would be better to spend the bond money and put any extra revenue into savings for that utility.  Mr. 
DeSpain then stated whether or not the bond money is used, the bond payment remains the same, adding 
the calculated payment was based on all the bond proceeds being used.  Councilmember Cook stated if the 
capital improvements were paid for by the revenue from increased rates in the gas department, the costs for 
the capital improvements would not be coming from any taxes collected or any potential funding that could 
be used to provide COLAs and merits to City employees.  Councilmember Cook then stated if the Council 
could avoid using more bond funds, he was completely in favor of that, adding he’s not necessarily in favor 
of spending all the bond money, just because the Council can.  Mr. DeSpain stated he looks at using bond 
money vs. taking funding out of the contingency funds each year and has elected not to take money from 
the bond proceeds in the last year. 
 
Mayor King stated a rate increase has been discussed for many years and is something the Council needs to 
address, adding if an emergency came up, the Council would have to use bond proceeds, but if the rates are 
adjusted, the utility would build funds up for those situations.  Mr. DeSpain stated rate increases would 
build up the utility reserves, adding large capital expenses are anticipated in the future with Mayor King 
stating there is a lot of old pipe in the ground and some of that will hit the City very hard.   
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Councilmember Boyle asked what the downside was to not spending all the bond proceeds with Mr. 
DeSpain stating the bonds would be paid off sooner, but there is not a big difference in the interest the City 
pays, adding the City is charged for interest on all of the proceeds, since the City has access to all of it.  Mr. 
DeSpain then stated the reason the City has kept the bond proceeds available and requested another 3 years 
to use them is that the proceeds have acted as a “reserve fund” the City can use in emergency situations.    
 
Mr. DeSpain then moved to the water fund, stating he budgeted for a rate increase and again, the City has 
the Series 2010 bond proceeds to pay for capital improvements if needed, but noted just because things are 
in the budget doesn’t mean the expenditures will be made.  Councilmember Moncada asked about the 
$15,000 budgeted for bad debt with Mr. DeSpain stating $15,000 was an error, noting the City only wrote 
off $30.00 in bad debt this year and he would make a correction to the budget.  Mr. DeSpain then noted the 
possible capital improvements in the water fund which included repairs to the Sue Juan water system and a 
truck, adding a lot of the public works vehicles are very old 
 
Mr. DeSpain then addressed the wastewater fund, stating a rate increase is included in the budget and 
again, the City has Series 2010 bond money if upgrades have to be made.  Mr. DeSpain then stated the City 
is continually doing upgrades to the wastewater treatment plant because things were put off for several 
years due to the financial situation and now, certain things must be done such as the UV system, which 
isn’t working properly.  Mr. DeSpain then stated a new system will cost about $200,000.  Councilmember 
Boyle asked about the new barscreen at the treatment plant with Mr. DeSpain stating that repair was 
already paid for in the current fiscal year.  Councilmember Moncada asked about the danger of being out of 
compliance with Mr. DeSpain stating Staff is very good about compensating with chlorine and other things, 
but the UV system has several major issues.  Mr. DeSpain stated another expense will be software, noting 
the software that runs the plant is about 16 years old and is still running on Windows ME and to upgrade 
the old computer will require new software, which is about $80,000.  Mr. DeSpain then stated this is why 
it’s important to talk about the rate increase, adding with a rate increase and the budgeted expenditures, he 
anticipates being able to put $20,000 into a wastewater contingency fund and the improvements should last 
long enough to be able to build that contingency reserve back up for the wastewater fund.     
 
Mr. DeSpain then moved to the sanitation fund stating the City contracts out sanitation services and he will 
be asking for a rate increase due to the County increasing rates, adding the County is having to catch up on 
their shortfall and the costs are being passed onto cities and towns.  Mr. DeSpain then stated the new rates 
per ton from the County will be significant and the rate increase will be needed to keep up with what the 
City’s new costs will be.  Mr. DeSpain then stated with the rate increase and the current sanitation contract, 
about $36,000 will be put into the sanitation contingency fund, which is a slight increase over the $22,000 
put into the contingency fund in the current year.  Mayor King asked about cities taking over their own 
sanitation instead of using the County with City Manager Bill Stephens stating that subject was no longer 
being pursued by the County and added he would be meeting with the County on June 7 to discuss their 
potential increases.   
 
Vice Mayor McGoffin asked when the sanitation contract was up for renewal with Mr. DeSpain stating the 
contract expires in November and the City will issue an RFP for sanitation services.  Councilmember Cook 
asked about the City being able to start a recycling program and the City getting a credit from the sanitation 
provider for those things of value or the City selling those things, stating this would result in less waste 
going to the County and the City’s costs being reduced.  Public Works Director Brad Hamilton stated a 
recycling program has been considered in the past, but one problem is the capital outlay for recycling cans, 
adding those cost approximately $125,000.  Mr. DeSpain then stated recycling doesn’t produce much 
revenue and the sanitation provider would charge the City to provide that service.  Mr. DeSpain then stated 
another problem is the only recycling center he is aware of is in Tucson.  Councilmember Moncada stated 
he didn’t know if it would be worth spending $125,000 to start a recycling program, but it may be worth it 
over the long haul if it reduced enough tonnage taken to the County, adding the tipping fees in the County 
are only going to go up in the future.  Mr. DeSpain stated Staff did talk about recycling with the new 
development and will probably do it in the future, but $125,000 capital outlay would be hard this year in 
trying to balance the budget. 
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Mayor King asked about increased costs with a sanitation services contract with Mr. DeSpain stating he 
cushioned this budget a bit to compensate for an increase, adding he anticipates a new contract will be more 
than the current contract, but he won’t have any rates until an RFP is issued.  Mayor King expressed 
concern over unknown rates with Mr. DeSpain stating he and Mr. Hamilton were comfortable with the 
proposed budget.   
 
Mayor King then stated the meeting should stop at this point so the Council could have a break before 
starting the regular meeting.  
 


ADJOURNMENT:  
 
Vice Mayor McGoffin moved to adjourn the meeting at 6:46 p.m.  Seconded by Councilmember Boyle.

Mayor King called the meeting to order at 7:06 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.   
 
ROLL CALL:   
 


Present were: Mayor Toney D. King, Sr., Vice Mayor Lori McGoffin, Councilmembers Pat Boyle,         
Jeff Cook, Joe Konrad, David Lambert and Chris Moncada.

PROCLAMATION:   
 


Mayor King read a proclamation of the Mayor and Council declaring May 30, 2016 as Memorial Day. 
 
PUBLIC HEARING:  None   
 
CALL TO THE PUBLIC:   


 
Karin Tifft, Silverwood Lane, Benson, stated she was present because Recreation Coordinator Laura Parkin 
asked her to speak.  Ms. Tifft stated she was on the committee to help write and draft the parks plan and she 
supports it, adding the plan had the input of many people, including young families, retirees, people on 
team sports, scouts and bird watchers.  Ms. Tifft stated parks and recreation that a community offers are 
key in transforming a town from a place to eat and sleep to a place where you live, visit and enjoy, adding 
Benson currently doesn’t have sufficient parks even at current population levels.  Ms. Tifft then stated the 
parks plan gives guidance and ideas that flow coherently together.  Ms. Tifft then stated funding the plan is 
not a question for now, but the question is simply does the Council like the plan.  Ms. Tifft then stated 
again, the plan had sufficient input from the community, it should be approved and she supports it. 
 
Tricia Gerrodette, Eagle Ridge Drive, Sierra Vista, stated she was here to congratulate Benson on the 
Benson High School being number 1 in Tennis, adding has been playing tennis close to 60 years and it’s a 
great sport.  Ms. Gerrodette stated this is very exciting and congratulated Benson on being number 1 in the 
state.   
 
Mary McCool, Clark Road, Benson, stated she was representing the Cochise Trails Association, a non-
profit advocacy group benefitting county residents and visitors through development of partnerships to 
establish, protect and preserve trails for recreation.  Ms. McCool stated she wished to commend the Benson 
Recreation Department for seeking services of the National Parks Rivers and Trails program to prepare the 
plan before Council.  Ms. McCool stated with this assistance, a wide spectrum of stakeholders and partners 
were engaged to develop an amazingly complete comprehensive plan that the Council must realize has 
come at a critical time, adding now is the time for adopting a plan that serves as a guide for maintaining, 
expanding and creating needed facilities, programs, events and activities to promote lifelong physical 
activities, health and responsible recreation for the growing community and region.  Ms. McCool stated by 
including an assessment of community needs, identifying limitations, safety concerns about the current 
facilities, analyzing fund opportunities and proposing a solution to have new development contribute to the 
added strain they will bring to existing facilities and by providing reasonable recommendations with 
realistic phasing over 20 years, this plan makes a powerful foundation.  Ms. McCool then stated by 
adopting this plan this evening, the Council would ensure the City is in a position for meaningful ordinance 
level dialogue at the negotiation table when development comes.   
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Dan Barrera, a non-resident and owner of the Quarter Horse Motel, W. 4th Street, Benson, stated his family 
does their best to promote the City of Benson and provide services to year-round residents and those who 
choose Benson as a winter residence.  Mr. Barrera stated he was here to support the crew that put together 
the Parks, Trails and Open Spaces Master Plan, adding he served on the City Council for 10 years and at 
that time, the Council also had approved some of the master plan focused around Lions Park, realizing 
traditional ball fields would be needed and looking at the economic benefit it could bring.  Mr. Barrera 
stated the economic benefit is due to the parks bringing in people from the surrounding areas of Dragoon, 
Pomerene, St. David, J6, Mescal, Willow Lakes and other areas, adding the 15,000 to 18,000 people come 
and are part of that nucleus of the City and enhancing the parks will bring more people to Benson.  Mr. 
Barrera stated he applauds the efforts, time and input by the members of the committee, adding it’s a good 
plan and looks at what would be best for the City of Benson.  Mr. Barrera then stated he strongly supports 
the plan and urged Council to adopt it, adding the plan will be a guide and the Council needs to do what’s 
best for the community.   
 
Dave Thompson, La Cuesta Drive, Benson, stated he has been thinking about what has been going on in the 
last 3 or 4 weeks in the chambers, adding Benson is finally a city that is kind of coming around and 
congratulated the Council on finding a City Manager that does his job.  Mr. Thompson stated he was biased 
as the City Manager was a personal friend; then added, the Council are also his friends.  Mr. Thompson 
then stated in Tucson last week, he walked into a business to buy something he couldn’t get in Benson and 
was told that Benson was the most business unfriendly town in Arizona.  Mr. Thompson stated he hears 
that over and over and it’s not an exaggeration, then stated some of the policies in place need to be thought 
about and common sense needs to be used.  Mr. Thompson then stated he is in the RV repair business and 
closing the golf course would hit him personally, adding 30% of his customers come to Benson to play 
golf.  Mr. Thompson then said the bigger retailers won’t admit it, but the little shops in town can say it 
would hurt them.  Mr. Thompson then stated sometimes, a business has to spend a little bit of money to get 
a return, adding bringing in golfers, bringing in the tax base, perhaps building homes at the golf course and 
perhaps getting El Dorado Holdings going are things that increase the City’s tax base and is where 
businesses make money.  Mr. Thompson then stated with the increased tax base, it might be possible to pay 
the Police Department and City employees better and businesses might make more profits, adding that is 
what business is all about.  Mr. Thompson then stated the Council needs to stop and think about this, 
adding if the Council is going to close the golf course, why would they not close down Kartchner Caverns, 
noting there is no difference since the Caverns only bring tourists to Benson also.   
 
George Scott, Director of Southeast Arizona Economic Development Group (SAEDG), W. 4th Street, 
Benson, stated he was representing SAEDG and wanted to address the Parks, Trails and Open Spaces 
Master Plan.  Mr. Scott stated his group and its members are in favor of a plan and would like to thank 
Recreation Coordinator Laura Parkin and her committee for all the work they put into the process, 
however, after reading the last version, they are concerned this plan as is written has turned into an 
environmental land grab by the environmentalist that wrote it.  Mr. Scott stated the way it is written will 
discourage landowners and developers, that the City is trying to get to buy into the plan, from bringing 
projects to the City.  Mr. Scott then stated the City needs a plan for Parks, Trails and Open Spaces, but one 
of the most disturbing issues SAEDG has with the plan is that large landowners and real estate developers 
weren’t included in the process, adding he asked several of them and was told they weren’t aware of it.  Mr. 
Scott then stated Mr. Harvey, who owns owned large commercial property and Mr. Hubert, who owns 
hundreds of single family resident home lots in Benson knew nothing about the plan and said they weren’t 
contacted about it at all.  Mr. Scott then stated these people asked him to relay the message for the Council 
to please not approve the plan until they could get some input from some of the landowners who are going 
to be affected by it.  Mr. Scott then stated he also talked to Mr. Tom Hartley of San Pedro Real Estate, who 
is trying to rezone his property around the golf course so he can develop it and build townhomes and 
increase the value of the golf course and no one had contacted Mr. Hartley to even tell him what is 
happening and that the plan calls for trails and things across his property, adding Mr. Hartley said that 
unless someone calls him, it won’t happen.  Mr. Scott then stated no one contacted Mr. Larry Eversol, who 
owns a lot of commercial property along Interstate 10 and Highway 90 or San Pedro Partners, who owns 
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400 acres west of the Comfort Inn, adding this plan affects their properties also.  Mr. Scott then stated the 
President of the SAEDG Board, Mr. Larry Dempster, owns hundreds of acres along Highway 90 and he 
wasn’t even aware that anyone was working on a Parks, Trails and Open Spaces Master Plan and didn’t 
know how it is going to affect his property.  Mr. Scott then stated none of the people he spoke to were 
opposed to a plan, but they just wanted to be able to have some input and there was no effort on the 
planner’s part to try and contact them.  Mr. Scott then urged the Council to please get all the input they 
could from stakeholders, especially the property owners who will end up paying for the improvements in 
the parks, in the trails and open spaces, before they approve the plan.   
 
Andrew Abernathy, Mesquite Street, Benson, stated he was here to speak as a Benson resident and wanted 
to applaud the work done by Parks & Recreation, and then stated about 2 years ago, he was sitting with 
Recreation Coordinator Laura Parkin in her office going over the idea of bringing a large event to Benson.  
Mr. Abernathy stated they talked and it was obvious that Lions Park couldn’t be used.  Mr. Abernathy then 
stated he told Ms. Parkin that as a professional architect and land planner, he would be happy to volunteer 
his time and service if and when she ever got ready to put together a comprehensive plan, especially for 
Lions Park or any other parks and recreation facilities.  Mr. Abernathy then stated he didn’t hear anything 
from her and he wanted to underscore some of the previous speakers, stating while the committee for the 
Parks, Trails and Open Spaces Master Plan had 5 meetings, 2 of them were open houses and were 
obviously publicly announced through regular public announcement organs.  Mr. Abernathy then stated 
because he has worked in this type of business, he knows it takes more than that to get real public input.  
Mr. Abernathy then stated he looked through the minutes of the meetings that were held and there was a 
really poor turnout, adding one meeting had about 18 people and another had about 30 people.  Mr. 
Abernathy then stated he went through a similar process helping Sierra Vista with the master plan for their 
Veterans Park and there were 10 meetings held with over a total of 1,500 people participating.  Mr. 
Abernathy then stated if the same thing was done in Benson, there would have been only about 150 people 
participating, but even that number of people participating wasn’t the case in Benson.  Mr. Abernathy then 
stated he applauds the participants for the work they did, adding they did a nice job in using the resources 
they had to come up with what they did, but he would like to echo some of the earlier comments and say he 
didn’t think they were quite finished with stakeholder input and that a much better job can be done.   
 
Vicki Vivian, Jennella Drive, Benson, addressed Council concerning the upcoming 2016 City elections, 
stating the Primary Election is scheduled for Tuesday, August 30, 2016 with the General Election to be 
held on Tuesday, November 8, 2016.  Ms. Vivian stated the elections will be held to elect the Mayor and 3 
Councilmembers, adding the Mayoral seat is open for candidates wishing to run for Mayor, which is a 2-
year term and the three Council seats are open for candidates wishing to run for Council, which are 4-year 
terms.  Ms. Vivian stated candidate packets were available in the City Clerk’s office beginning Friday, 
April 29, 2016 and anyone wishing to pick up a candidate packet can still do so in the Clerk’s office during 
City hours.  Ms. Vivian stated the deadline for submitting completed candidate packets is 5:00 p.m. on 
Wednesday, June 1, 2016 in the City Clerk’s office.  Ms. Vivian then stated City residents wishing to 
participate in the election process must be registered to vote, adding the deadline for voter registration for 
the 2016 Primary Election is August 1, 2016 and for the 2016 General Election is October 10, 2016.  Ms. 
Vivian then stated the General Election will be held to fill any Council positions that may not be seated at 
the Primary Election and will also include the Home Rule situation cities must address every 4 years, 
formally called Alternative Expenditure Limitation, otherwise known as Home Rule.

         There will be hot dogs, hamburgers and raffle prizes. The event runs  
         from 6-9 pm. Cost is general admission, food is available while it lasts. 
  
Mr. Stephens then stated for more events in Benson, the public could visit the City’s website:  
www.cityofbenson.com under “What to do Today.” 
 
Councilmember Lambert then stated on Memorial Day, there will be a Memorial Day service at Veterans 
Park at 10:30 a.m. and the public is welcome.   
 


NEW BUSINESS: 
 
1. Discussion and possible action regarding the Parks, Trails and Open Spaces Master Plan     


 
City Manager Bill Stephens stated the committee for the Parks, Trails and Open Spaces Master Plan had 
several meetings with stakeholders, which were overseen by Recreation Coordinator Laura Parkin, adding 
the National Parks Service gave the City a consultant, Cate Bradley, at no cost, which was a huge value to 
the City.  Mr. Stephens then stated Ms. Bradley did an excellent job of navigating through the process and 
helping the City come up with the plan.  Mr. Stephens then stated he would also like to congratulate Ms. 
Bradley on her retirement in 2 days, adding he’s sure she’s had a long career serving our government; and 
then turned the item over to Ms. Parkin and Ms. Bradley, to present the Parks, Trails and Open Spaces 
Master Plan for Council’s information and consideration. 
 
Ms. Parkin then introduced Ms. Cate Bradley, stating Ms. Bradley was going to give a presentation on the 
highlights of the plan, noting it would be very similar to the same presentation given at both open houses 
the public was invited to attend. 
 
Ms. Bradley then addressed Council stating she was glad to be here and give a presentation on the plan that 
has been worked on since last October.  Ms. Bradley then stated she wanted to give a special thanks to the 
partners, the steering committee members, who stayed with the process, adding this was a tedious process, 
and the community leaders who found time in their busy schedules to help shape this master plan, who are 
credited in the plan.  Ms. Bradley then stated she also wanted to thank City staff who were very helpful on 
informing them on the background of what they had to work with and what the limitations were. 
 
Ms. Bradley then gave the presentation on the Parks, Trails and Open Spaces Master Plan stating the plan 
aims to contribute to a thriving, cohesive 21st century community and is intended to help Benson achieve a 
competitive advantage, over other communities, for economic development through relevant and increased

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quality of life amenities.  Ms. Bradley then spoke of 4 very important community anchors of location, 
quality of life, housing and economic opportunity, noting Benson has 2 Interstate 10 exits, remarkable 
vistas, beautiful mountains, the San Pedro River and a proposed new housing development which can 
attract economic engines.  Ms. Bradley stated these are what corporations are looking for when deciding 
where to go and bring jobs, adding the master plan is all about helping Benson compete with other 
communities for economic development and noted small towns all across Arizona are in the same straights 
trying to figure out how to be relevant and viable in the 21st century.   
 
Ms. Bradley then spoke about the value of the plan to maximize the competitive edge through social, 
environmental and economic opportunity and to minimize impacts on land, natural and community 
resources, budgets and people, most particularly, Staff.  Ms. Bradley stated another advantage of the plan is 
that it allows Benson to be competitive for recreation funds that are available, adding without an adopted 
master plan that demonstrates a community is behind this vision; the funding sources are not going to 
consider any applications for grant funds.  Ms. Bradley stated the purpose of the plan is to give clear 
direction for Parks & Recreation Department and for standards of service, to know what the City is 
packaging to attract economic development and to provide a fair understanding as to the needs, challenges 
and trends as they relate to all of Benson.   
 
Ms. Bradley stated the master plan was crafted out of the community values that emerged in the planning 
process, adding the community cares a lot about community health and well-being, noting many health 
partners were part of the steering committee. Ms. Bradley then stated other community values are that 
downtown remains vital and important as the population grows and the need for more and varied 
recreational opportunity, adding the people who attended the meetings made it clear they like living in 
Benson and there are wonderful prospects. 
 
Ms. Bradley then spoke about existing conditions and inventory, stating Lions Park and the City pool are in 
over-demand status, noting half the park is unavailable and is being used as a staging area for street 
millings.  Ms. Bradley then stated undersized parks are the same as having an undersized wastewater 
treatment plant, but not viewed as important, then noted San Tan, Goodyear and Buckeye all have to figure 
out where to put parks retroactively for 800,000 people, which is a big challenge.  Ms. Bradley then stated 
because Lions Park is in over-demand, leagues for youth and adults can’t be expanded; adding the 
playground and ramada are not safe areas near the fields, especially when adults play.  Ms. Bradley then 
stated because there is a permanent exemption clause for the development in El Dorado, she would paint a 
picture of what the future might look like for Benson, stating the youth population is about 21% of the 
population and of that, about 38% of the kids are involved in league sports.  Ms. Bradley then stated using 
the population projections from El Dorado, about 25% of that development will be for families, which 
could result in an additional 4.403 kids in Benson in the next 20 years, adding if 38% of the youth are 
involved at that point, that is another 1,500 kids who will want to play and use the fields.  Ms. Bradley then 
stated the master plan is not about all fields, noting a recreation system is much more, but fields are sort of 
an indicator.  Ms. Bradley then stated no one knows what will happen in the proposed development, but if 
these conservative numbers hold, there will be a 200% increase for demand.  Ms. Bradley then stated the 
estimated cost to develop Lions Park to its fullest campus would be about $1.5-$2 million, adding if the 
City is going to need another 2 to 4 ballparks like that, the impact of not having those ready will be in the 
neighborhood of another $4-$6 million plus the cost of the land.    
 
Ms. Bradley then spoke about projected adult demographics, stating 75% of the current population isn’t 
being served and most resources are going to league fields.  Ms. Bradley then stated while baby boomers 
had their day, the millennials may be coming here as well over the next 20 years and the City needs to 
remain flexible in order to respond to demands and needs. 
 
Ms. Bradley then stated the partners on the steering committee helped the Parks Department develop a 
vision, which is “To keep pace with demand for public and private parks, trails, recreation facilities and 
alternative transportation options for public health and safety; and To enhance partnerships and quality of 
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life for our healthy, cohesive community.”  Ms. Bradley then spoke about the needed collaboration and 
focus on the vision and components that support the vision.   
 
Ms. Bradley then stated the plan used the national standards, which is what other cities are using to be 
competitive in economic development.  Ms. Bradley then spoke about City assets, stating the San Pedro 
River is a great asset and the golf course is a recreational asset in the community.  Ms. Bradley included 
parks, stating Lions Park is at half capacity, the City has Apache Park by City Hall, the Railroad Linear 
Park and Union Street Park at the community center and that there had been some discussion of the City 
owning land east of the river on 4th Street.  Ms. Bradley then stated using national standards, the City 
should have 4 to 5 large parks and 12 small parks, noting that is the reason Lions Park is busting at the 
seams.  Ms. Bradley stated the City has 1 park, 2 small parks and a golf course and the plan suggests 
another 3 large parks and using the perimeter area around the golf course for a trail system. 
 
Mayor King asked if anyone had talked to Mr. Hartley about this.  Ms. Parkin stated she and Director of 
Golf Joe DelVecchio met with Mr. Scott, adding she was under the impression Mr. Scott was representing 
Mr. Hartley when they met.  Ms. Parkin then stated when they met; the intention was to run the trails 
around the golf course, adding if Mr. Hartley or Mr. Scott wanted to incorporate trails with the City, it 
would be their prerogative.  Ms. Bradley then stated smaller parks would go toward filling the level of 
service goals to be competitive, noting a major asset is the San Pedro River and being able to create access 
to it.  Ms. Bradley stated if there was a trail around the golf course, it could create one access to the river 
and another once could be around the street that deadends into the river, noting more access could be 
created if the City acquires additional land.  Ms. Bradley then stated 600,000 birdwatchers come to 
Arizona, providing a tremendous opportunity to capitalize on tourism that is coming anyway.  Ms. Bradley 
then stated since the City doesn’t own much land, she looked at the streets and identified streets with 
connectivity and public transit, to establish a walkable trail, from point A to point B.  Ms. Bradley stated 
the street system can become modified, creating striped and identified bike lanes, a light rail, buffers and 
pedestrian areas, shade, benches and things that make it an attractive place to go and meander around.  Ms. 
Bradley then stated with a loop trail system that would circle the City, bike riders could get on anywhere, 
go for a nice ride, see the City and enjoy themselves.  Ms. Bradley then stated the access could be signature 
parks and the City could brand itself to attract visitors.  Ms. Parkin then stated the plan is purely conceptual 
with recommendations at this time.   
 
Ms. Bradley then spoke about the current master plan for Lions Park, stating there is a need and there are 
opportunities for unorganized and organized sports and the City could become a tournament venue to 
attract teams across the state and across the region.  Ms. Bradley then stated the estimated cost for this park 
development is estimated at $1.5-$2 million and the City would need another 2 or 3 of these complexes to 
address the coming population.  Ms. Bradley then spoke about the master plan for Apache Park that was 
done in 2008, stating that plan highlights a band shell, a ramada, bathrooms, electricity for lighting, 
pathways and benches, adding this is a another potential for a festival venue and holding large events to 
attract tourism.  Ms. Bradley then stated the park is currently being used to walk dogs and for people to 
access wifi at City Hall, but the park is underused and it has some great programming opportunity. 
 
Ms. Bradley then spoke about funding the plan, stating the plan suggests no new taxes, and used the 
economic projections, which start in the next 5 years.  Ms. Bradley stated the projected income to Benson 
starts slow, but then has a steep climb with a $2.2 billion impact in 2031 before leveling off to $1.1-$1.25 
billion.  Ms. Bradley stated the City will see increases in sales tax, property tax and bed tax, but noted 
construction sales tax will be a one-time shot.  Ms. Bradley then stated these increases create a window of 
opportunity, with some portion of that spike being used to build the facilities the plan talks about.   
 
Ms. Bradley then spoke about the strategic directions for the Recreation Department, which include 
lifetime customers, maximizing resources, signature parks, trail network connectivity, natural resources 
protection and multi-use/multi-purpose facilities.  Ms. Bradley then spoke about the 9 recommendations of 
the plan which are to adopt the Parks, Trails and Open Spaces Master Plan; to implement components of 
the plan by phases, according to resources; to create and adopt a Recreation Area Design Manual; to adopt 
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a complete Streets Master Plan that will establish a downtown trails network to leverage alternative 
transportation grant funds; to include the Parks & Recreation Department in any downtown revitalization 
planning; to adopt an interpretive Signage Master Plan; to identify which areas are critical to the mission 
and goals of the plan and acquire them; to upgrade the City’s IT network to improve inter-departmental 
communication and to establish a percentage of any revenues generated from new development to be 
earmarked for implementation of the Parks, Trails and Open Spaces Master Plan in addition to typical 
funding from the General Fund.    
 
Ms. Bradley then stated if the City doesn’t have an adopted Parks, Trails and Open Spaces Master Plan, it 
is not in the competition to get recreation funding, adding there is not much recreation funding available, 
but it’s a good start.  Ms. Bradley then stated the plan also can be used to brand and sell Benson, telling 
people what they can expect when they come to Benson.   
 
Councilmember Konrad asked about federal funding with Ms. Bradley stating funding comes from part of 
the revenues from offshore oil and gas drilling, adding a mitigation fee is paid and gets distributed to the 
states, noting Arizona State Parks is the gatekeeper of the funds.  Ms. Bradley then stated this was adopted 
in 1985 and was to generate $900 million a year, but it has been underfunded by at least 50% since it 
started, adding there is a history of recreation not being taken seriously as the economic contributor that it 
is.   
 
Mayor King asked how competitive small towns were against the larger towns with Ms. Bradley stating 
funding goes in cycles.  Ms. Bradley then stated the City will be competitive if there is an approved plan 
and the application identifies the segment of the plan the funding will be used to build out, complete and 
keep active, adding if the proposal isn’t on target or doesn’t deliver, it puts the funding mechanism in a 
difficult position.  Ms. Bradley then stated Phoenix and Tucson have a lot going on, but also part of the 
trend in recreation planning is to understand how behind the 8 ball small towns are and how they are the 
towns that are going to grow.  Mayor King stated he has fought for parks for years, but in a small 
community, the City doesn’t get the money to do the things that need to be done.  Mayor King then stated 
the City has done a lot with what it has, and it would be good if this plan would help the City with grant 
funding, but he is concerned about the competitiveness for grants, noting larger cities get told yes more 
than small towns.  Mayor King asked if approving this plan would level the playing field or if the City 
would still have to push and push to get funding with Ms. Bradley stating the City would still have to push 
to get funding, but also, all the ducks have to be lined up, including identifying the project, the funding that 
will be used and the commitment to keeping it active.  Ms. Bradley then stated she started working with 
small towns in 2004 and has seen many difficult land use situations, but small communities have heart and 
get things done.  Ms. Bradley then stated without people fighting for parks, recreation will always be 
behind.       
 
Ms. Bradley then spoke about phase implementations with projects being categorized in 1-3 years, 4-8 
years, 9-15 years and 16-20 years before briefly giving examples of funding options the City could use 
from both the General Fund and possible outside funding sources for the plan.  Ms. Bradley then stated the 
community planning group for the Parks, Trails and Open Spaces Master Plan requested the Council to 
support and adopt the proposed master plan for the City.   
 
Mayor King then stated he was for having a plan, but his concern was that he had some calls from 
developers asking if Council could table this and vote on it at the next meeting or the meeting after that, 
adding he knows the City Manager also had some calls with questions about the plan.  Mr. Stephens 
thanked Ms. Bradley for her work on the plan; then stated as Ms. Parkin noted, the plan is a conceptual plan 
for 20-30 years and is a commitment to a vision for the future, adding it could still be developed as the City 
moved forward.  Mr. Stephens then stated there are some in the community that feel left out, which is why 
there were phone calls, adding he didn’t have the details, but there may be some interpretive fears or 
concerns that can be resolved.  Mr. Stephens then stated the City hasn’t ever had a plan like this, then noted 
if the Council doesn’t adopt it tonight, it wouldn’t stop anything, and if the Council felt moved to consider 
some of the input the businesses or groups might have, Staff can arrange that.  Mayor King stated 
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recreational development has been a dream of his; he was behind the plan and would love to see it 
implemented, but it probably would not be in his lifetime.  Mayor King then stated he would like Staff to 
meet as soon as possible with the people who called and see if their fears or concerns could be resolved.  
Councilmember Boyle asked if the plan could be approved now and then amended after those meetings 
with Mr. Stephens stating the plan is a conceptual plan that can be amended by the Council, adding any 
option is available to the Council.    
 
Councilmember Konrad spoke about the complete Streets Plan mentioned in the plan and that the Parks, 
Trails and Open Spaces Master Plan has really nothing to do with street construction, adding he thinks that 
might be causing some confusion.  Councilmember Konrad then stated he was fundamentally behind the 
plan. 
 
Vice Mayor McGoffin stated the plan has been worked on since October, with several public notices and 
meetings, adding she was sorry for the people who didn’t get a personal invitation, but if they are large 
landowners, they should pay attention.  Vice Mayor McGoffin then moved to approve the Parks, Trails and 
Open Spaces Master Plan.  Seconded by Councilmember Lambert.   
 
Councilmember Cook asked if Ms. Parkin made any contact with at least El Dorado with Ms. Parkin stating 
El Dorado was invited from day one and were included in all committee emails.  Ms. Parkin then stated she 
has had conversations with both Mr. Reinbold and Mr. Krahn and she understands they have some 
concerns that the City is going to force them to implement some things, but at this point, the plan is just a 
guideline and there are no policies written within the plan that require adherence to the plan.  Ms. Parkin 
then stated what the development by El Dorado must adhere to is what the Council includes in the 
development agreement.  Ms. Parkin then stated for other landowners, their properties have already been 
platted, and any requirements for their properties would also be up to the Council to negotiate in each 
development agreement.   
 
Councilmember Cook stated he believes Mr. Reinbold and Mr. Krahn wanted to be exempt from this plan 
because they have their own ideas about how many parks and trails are needed and connecting them; then 
stated he doesn’t believe they will be forced do anything or that the plan could be interpreted to mean that.  
Councilmember Cook then stated he thinks anyone in the community could see the value of parks being a 
reasonable distance from their development.  Councilmember Cook then stated he would like to see some 
delay so that concerns could be dealt with realistically, but on the other hand, Ms. Bradley is retiring in 2 
days and it doesn’t sound like Ms. Parkin has time to do it.  Councilmember Cook then stated he thinks it 
would be beneficial to communicate the plan to developers.  Ms. Bradley then stated the meetings about 
parks and recreation with El Dorado were cancelled and she never got to meet with them.   
 
Councilmember Lambert stated he was in favor of the plan and thanked Ms. Bradley for all her efforts and 
work; then stated the plan is a working document that can be changed as the City moves forward, noting 
the plan is guidelines for developing Benson and allows the City some leverage on applying for grants in 
the future.   
 
Mayor King then stated he now feels that the opportunity for everyone to look into the plan has been there 
and called for a vote.  Motion passed 7-0.   
 


2. Budget Worksession for the City of Benson, Fiscal Year 2016-2017; all revenues and expenditures of 
the City may be discussed             
 
Mayor King stated there would be a 10 minute recess and the Council would continue at 8:45 p.m. 
 
Council reconvened at 8:45 p.m. 
 
Finance Director Dustin DeSpain stated the Council left off at the airport fund and reviewed that budget, 
stating there is a contribution to the airport from the General Fund of $135,800 and the professional service 
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line item was increased due to the extended contract with the FBO and an RFP the City has out for a 
contracted Airport Manager.  Councilmember Konrad asked if the Airport Manager Mr. DeSpain 
mentioned was the FBO (Fixed Based Operator) with City Manager Bill Stephens stating this would not be 
an Airport Manager but would be a contract oversight individual to be on the airport and to follow up with 
the number of issues there.  Mr. Stephens then stated the reason for this is that the FAA originally granted 
funding for the airport and the City continues getting FAA airport grants and the City has to comply with 
the FAA just like any other regulatory agency.  Mr. Stephens then stated this oversight person would be 
someone to monitor airport contracts and make sure the FBO is following up and doing the things they 
need to do as well as keeping on top of things like the parking spaces that need to be repainted and 
numbered and making sure it gets done.  Mr. Stephens then stated even though the City will have to have a 
company do those things, this person will keep track of and stay on top of those things because the Public 
Works Director, who is the Airport Manager, is wearing too many hats.   
 
Mr. DeSpain then reviewed the street fund stating HURF revenues, which is the gasoline tax, have 
decreased and the Council can see a new line item for a contribution from the General Fund, adding this is 
the first time the City has had to do this.  Councilmember Moncada asked about the one-time distribution to 
cities and when it would be with Mr. DeSpain stating the state received $16 million from the federal 
government that would be distributed to all cities and towns, noting the he is waiting for the final number 
the City will receive, but he anticipates it will be $200,000-$300,000 and will be in the upcoming fiscal 
year.  Mr. DeSpain then stated those funds will be used to offset the Pavement Management CIP listed in 
the CIP budget.  Vice Mayor McGoffin asked what would be done with Mr. DeSpain stating that amount of 
money would equal chip sealing some of the worse streets in the City.     
 
Mr. DeSpain then addressed the transit budget, stating $57,000 was being contributed from the general 
fund because a new Dial-A-Ride bus must be purchased.  Mr. DeSpain stated the current Dial-A-Ride bus 
is in use constantly and has over 100,000 miles on it, which means it has exceeded its lifespan for the grant 
and the City is required to purchase a new bus.  Mayor King asked what would be done with the current 
bus with Mr. DeSpain stating it would be kept as a backup bus.  Mr. DeSpain then stated the 2 new buses 
previously ordered will be delivered in November, adding the newer buses don’t have a CDL requirement, 
which saves the City money in salaries and also makes it easier to find people who can drive the buses.  
Councilmember Cook asked if the capital expenditures would be made using bond proceeds with Mr. 
DeSpain stating most of the expense would be grant funding, noting the City only has to be 10% of the 
$150,000 bus purchase, which is $15,000, then added the $15,000 will come from the general fund.  Mr. 
DeSpain then noted the transit grant is now on a 2-year cycle and is completely funded for the next 2 years, 
which will save Staff time in both the application process and the budgeting process.   
 
Mr. DeSpain then addressed the capital projects fund noting construction sales tax has been increased by 
$300,000 to $800,000 in anticipation of the El Dorado development, the budget included hangar financing, 
Series 2010 bonds, and $1.5 million in anticipated grant funding in case the City was awarded a large grant.  
Vice Mayor McGoffin asked about the Cenpatico community reinvestment grant with Mr. DeSpain stating 
that was the Recreation Department grant applications the Council approved for the purchase of canopies to 
be installed at the park and the pool, adding the grants will be awarded in the upcoming fiscal year and the 
City would be notified if the applications were successful.    
 
Mayor King asked about the quiet zone crossing study line item in the budget with Mr. DeSpain stating the 
Council had recently approved using contingency funding in the current fiscal year to have the study 
conducted.  Mr. DeSpain then stated he will change the line item from the budgeted $16,000 for the study 
to $200,000 for the construction, but noted it may cost more and that he would have more information after 
the study was completed.  Mr. DeSpain then noted the project would be pushed back to Fiscal Year 2017-
2018, due to the time needed to complete the study and issue RFPs for any construction that will be needed.  
 
Mr. DeSpain then stated Councilmember Lambert requested the addition of a K9 Police Dog memorial in 
the amount of $6,000, adding the costs would be covered by donations, which will also be added to the 
budget.      
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Mr. DeSpain then stated the budget also contains $1.2 million for airport grant money that may be available 
from the FAA.   
 
Councilmember Konrad asked if the City Hall carpet was in the Council chambers with Mr. DeSpain 
stating the carpet needed to be replaced in the front of the library, as it was worn, stained and not up to 
grade.  Councilmember Boyle then asked about the grant for the pool canopy and the matching funds with 
Mr. DeSpain stating the matching funds were a percentage of the cost and if the City was not awarded the 
grant, the canopy would not be purchased.  Mr. Stephens stated the matching funds are not dollar for dollar, 
but is a percentage.  Councilmember Konrad asked if the required matching percentage varies by the grant 
with Mr. Stephens confirming it did.  
 
Mr. DeSpain then stated the Council would see a new line item called “reserve funds” stating he added that 
in anticipation of the proposed development, adding if the development takes off, he can put the 
construction sales tax into the reserve account.  Mr. DeSpain then stated the debt service fund shows the 
City still has bond proceeds available in the amount of $1.07 million, adding the budget has to show that it 
may be used, but noted it doesn’t have to be used and shows the transfers from the general fund to other 
departments, noting State law requires showing inter-fund transfers to the auditors.   
 
Mr. DeSpain then stated the impact fees fund has nothing budgeted as the City doesn’t have impact fees 
and noted this fund will disappear completely next year.  Mr. DeSpain then stated the remaining budget 
contained the grants fund the Council previously discussed, the Firemen’s Pension Fund showing the 
contribution the City makes to the pension fund, noting the pension payments will remain the same and the 
capital improvements fund the Council has discussed.  Mr. DeSpain asked if there were any other 
questions.  There were none.

Agreement; and 


 
WHEREAS, the City of Benson and the District desire to avail themselves of all provisions of 


law applicable to the Agreement and desire to jointly exercise their powers as provided for in      
A.R.S. § 11-951 et seq.; and 


 
WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the City of Benson have reviewed the terms and 


conditions of the Agreement and have determined that approval of the Intergovernmental Agreement is 
in the best interests of the City and its residents. 
 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the City of Benson, 
Arizona, that the City hereby approves the Intergovernmental Agreement between the City of Benson 
and the Pomerene Elementary School District #64, attached hereto as Exhibit “A”, and the Mayor is 
hereby directed to execute said Agreement on behalf of the City of Benson.

INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT 
PUBLIC PARKS, RECREATION AND SPORTS FACILITIES 


This Intergovernmental Agreement is between the City of Benson, hereinafter referred to as "City" and 
Pomerene School District, hereinafter referred to as "District," subject to the following terms and conditions: 


I. Purpose 


The purpose of this Agreement is to permit the parties to use each other's buildings and grounds to 
provide to the public an organized program of recreation and athletic activities that contribute to the 
physical, mental and moral welfare of the citizens of the community. 


II. Authorization 


Cities and school districts are authorized to carry out all activities included in this Agreement, pursuant 
to A.R.S. §S 9-276(A)(1), 9-494, 15-363 and 15-364, and to enter into intergovernmental agreements, 
pursuant to A.R.S. §§ 15-342.13 and 11-952. 


III. Term 


This Agreement will commence after it has been reviewed by counsel and executed by all parties and 
will end on the 30th day of June, 2017. Thereafter, it may be renewed for a one-year successive term. 


IV. Responsibilities of Districts 


The District agrees to: 


1. Allow the City to use its facilities (e.g. gymnasiums, weight room, classrooms and athletic fields) 
for public parks/recreation and supervised activities, provided that the City's use does not interfere 
with the operation or activities of the District. 


2. Notify the City Manager or his designee in a timely manner if a proposed City use of facilities 
pursuant to this Agreement will interfere with the District's activities or operations or a custodial 
or maintenance schedule. 


3. Continue, at no cost to the City, maintenance and custodial services of facilities, at a level at least 
equal to that during the year immediately preceding the initiation of this Agreement. 


4. Pay any reasonable utility charges attributed to the City's use of District's facilities pursuant to 
this Agreement. "Reasonable" shall mean that the utility cost to the District during the time in 
which additional utility costs are incurred shall not to exceed five (5%) of District's utility usage 
for the same time period during the 2015-2016 school year. 


5. Pay any utility charges attributable to the District's use of City facilities in excess of what the City 
is agreeing to pay under this Agreement. 


6. Issue all keys the City deems essential for City use. Provide to the City Manager a list of City 
facilities the District wishes to use, together with a proposed use schedule, in sufficient time to 
allow the City to review the proposed use and notify the District whether a conflict or other 
unavailability exists, and if so, whether there are alternate facilities available. 
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V. Responsibilities of City 


The City agrees to: 


Allow the District to use City athletic fields and the City's pool for District educational and 
recreational programs, so long as District's activities are all appropriately supervised by the 
District, and provided that the School District's use does not interfere with the operating activities 
of the City. 


2. Notify the District Superintendent or his designee in a timely manner if a proposed District use of 
City facilities pursuant to this Agreement will interfere with the City's activities or operations or a 
custodial or maintenance schedule. 


3. Use District facilities solely for recreational, educational and athletic activities, including training 
of the City's first responders; provide adequate adult supervision of any activities, and conduct all 
activities in a safe, responsible manner. 


4. Pay any reasonable utility charges attributed to the District's use of City facilities pursuant to this 
Agreement. "Reasonable" shall mean that the utility cost to the City during the time in which 
additional utility costs are incurred shall not to exceed five (5%) of District's utility usage for the 
same time period during the prior calendar year. 


5. Pay any utility charges attributable to the City's use of District facilities in excess of what the City 
is agreeing to pay under this Agreement. 


6. Provide to the District Superintendent a list of the District facilities the City wishes to use for its 
recreational activities, together with a proposed use schedule, in sufficient time to allow the 
District to review the proposed use and notify the City whether a conflict or other unavailability 
exists,. 


7. Keep a log of District keys issued. City agrees such keys shall not be copied or distributed beyond 
those named by the City as being entitled to the keys for City use. City agrees that should 
individuals who have been issued keys utilize District facilities for personal use or permit others to 
use the facilities for their personal use, City shall discipline those individuals and require such 
individuals to return the issued keys. "Personal use" shall be defined as any use other than City 
approved public parks/recreation activities. 


8. Ensure that any use of the District facilities complies with District prohibitions against the 
possession or use of drugs, alcohol, tobacco products or weapons on school property. Weapons 
may be carried by law enforcement officers while enforcing state law on district property and 
others may secure permission from the District to carry or use weapons for specific limited 
purposes including, but not limited to, firearm safety courses, Junior Reserved Officer Training 
Corps (JROTC) classes or martial arts demonstrations.

Each party agrees both to be responsible for its own operations and the acts and omissions of its 
officials, employees and agents and to maintain, throughout the Agreement term, sufficient liability 
insurance to cover its activities pursuant to this Agreement, but in no event less than one million dollars 
($1,000,000.00) per occurrence. Each party agrees to name the other party as an additional insured 
upon its liability policies. Upon request, parties will provide each other and any other party with proof 
of such liability insurance. Parties may comply with this provision by providing evidence of a "blanket 
policy" so long as coverage per individual occurrence does not fall below the listed amount. 
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VII. Administrative Contacts 


The contact for each party for administration of this Agreement will be: 


City of Benson: 	 City Manager 
Pomerene School District: 	 Superintendent of Schools 


VIII. Financing 


Each party will be responsible for financing its own activities and responsibilities pursuant to this 
Agreement. Should any party establish fees for participation in an activity that it is providing as part of this 
Agreement, the fee shall be limited to the actual cost of providing the activity. Collection of the fee shall be 
the responsibility of the party providing the activity and fee proceeds shall be retained by and be exclusive to 
such party. 


IX. Termination 


This Agreement may be terminated by the governing board of either party upon thirty (30) days written 
notice to the other party. 


X. Disposal of Property upon Termination 


The parties do not anticipate any joint acquisition of property pursuant to this Agreement. Property acquired 
solely for the purposes of this Agreement shall be retained by the purchasing party upon termination of this 
Agreement. 


XI. Preparation of Agreement - Disclosure 


This Agreement was prepared with the assistance of the law firm of Udall Shumway, P.L.C., which acts as 
legal counsel on a general and continuing basis for the District participating in this Agreement. 


XII. Records 


All accounts, reports, files and other records relating to this Agreement shall be kept for five (5) years after 
termination of this Agreement and shall be open to reasonable inspection and audit by the other Party during 
f1icf nrnil 


XIII. Employee Worker Eligibility 


By entering into the contract, each Party warrants compliance with A.R.S. § 41-4401, A.R.S § 23-214(A), 
the Federal Immigration and Nationality Act (FINA), and all other Federal immigration laws and 
regulations. Either Party may request verification of compliance from any contractor or subcontractor 
performing work under this contract. Each Party reserves the right to confirm compliance. Should either 
Party suspect or find that the other Party or any of its subcontractors are not in compliance, that Party may 
pursue any and all remedies allowed by law, including, but not limited to suspension of work, termination of 
the contract for default, and suspension and/or debarment of the contractor. All costs necessary for 
compliance are the responsibility of each Party. 
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XIV.Compliance with Nondiscrimination Laws 


The Parties, their employees and their volunteers shall not discriminate against any employee, applicant for 
employment, student, parent, volunteer, community member, or contractor based upon race, color, national 
origin, sex, age, religion, disability, genetic code, political affiliation, or veteran's status. 


XV. Worker's Compensation 


An employee of either Party shall be deemed to be an "employee" of both public agencies while performing 
pursuant to this IGA, for purposes of A.R.S. § 23-1022 and the Arizona Workers' Compensation laws. The 
primary employer shall be solely liable for any worker's compensation benefits which may accrue. Each 
Party shall post a notice pursuant to the provisions of A.R.S. § 23-906 in substantially the following form: 


"All employees are hereby further notified that they may be required to work under the 
jurisdiction or control or within the jurisdictional boundaries of another public agency 
pursuant to an intergovernmental agreement or contract, and under such circumstances 
they are deemed by the laws of Arizona to be employees of both public agencies for the 
purposes of workers' compensation." 


XVI.Cancellation 


The parties reserve the right to cancel this Agreement for conflicts of interest pursuant to A.R.S. §38-5 1 1, the 
applicable provisions of which are incorporated herein by reference. 


XVII. Entire Agreement 


This document constitutes the entire agreement between the parties with respect to the subject matter hereof 
and shall supersede all previous proposals, both oral and written, negotiations, representation, commitments, 
writings, agreements and all other communications between parties.

Discussion:  
 
In 2014 the Benson Historic Preservation Commission received a grant from the Arizona State Historic 
Preservation Office to conduct an inventory of structures located along Fourth Street.  Approximately 42 
structures were inventoried and 32 of those structures may be eligible to contribute to a historic district.  In 
2014, 22 structures of the 32 were listed as being in good condition while 10 were listed as being in fair or poor 
condition.  (Since that time, one of the 22 structures listed as being in good condition has been condemned by 
the Building Department.) This grant application seeks to complete the nomination process to create a federally 
recognized historic district.  As part of this process, the State Historic Preservation Office notifies affected 
property owners and solicits public comment.  Staff has not had sufficient contact with individual property 
owners to determine the general level of support for this nomination application.  
 
As the nomination paperwork is filed by a licensed architect familiar with National Register Nomination Forms 
and the nomination process, the Historic Preservation Commission would like to apply for a federally funded 
pass-through grant, administered by Arizona State Parks State Historic Preservation Office.  This is a matching 
grant for which the City of Benson will be responsible for 40% of the cost and the grant funding will cover 60% 
of the cost.  The estimated total cost is $4,000.00, of which the City would be responsible for $1,600.00. For the 
2016-2017 Fiscal Year, the Historic Preservation Commission was given a budget of $1,000.  The Commission 
would like those funds for this grant match and requests that the additional $600 required be found from other 
Community Enrichment funds.  
 
The grant application also requires a Council resolution confirming that the community supports the endeavor 
and that matching funds can be supplied.

INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT 
FOR ELECTION SUPPLIES AND SERVICES 


 
 THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into this first day August of 2016, by and 
between COCHISE COUNTY (COUNTY), a political subdivision of the State of Arizona, and 
the City of  BENSON (CITY), for certain election supplies and services;  


  
WHEREAS, it is the mutual desire of the parties to provide citizens in the region with all 


necessary means and opportunity to participate in elections and exercise their right to vote; 
 
WHEREAS, the COUNTY seeks to assist in the elections process by providing election 


supplies and services to cities, districts, or other governing bodies within the region; 
 
WHEREAS, the COUNTY is willing to provide election services using a vote center 


model for election districts wishing to participate in the consolidated state primary and general 
elections, but will not provide election services to districts wishing to conduct vote-by-mail 
elections on the consolidated election dates for Primary and General elections; 


 
WHEREAS, the COUNTY, as determined by a Resolution approved by the CITY, is 


willing to provide election services using either a vote center model or a vote-by-mail election 
for elections held on dates other than the consolidated state primary and general elections;  


 
WHEREAS, the CITY wishes to enter into an agreement with the COUNTY for the 


provision of elections services subject to the terms and conditions set forth herein, 
 
WHEREAS, the parties have authority to enter into an intergovernmental agreement to 


provide for election supplies and services pursuant to A.R.S. § 11-952 (Intergovernmental 
Agreements), A.R.S. § 11-251(41) (County Lease of Personal Property), A.R.S. § 41-2632 
(Cooperative Purchasing) and A.R.S. Title 16 §§ 16-205(C), 16-225, or 16-408(D), (Elections 
and Electors), the parties agree as follows: 
 


NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants, conditions, and 
obligations herein set forth, the parties agree: 
 


1. COUNTY DUTIES. The COUNTY agrees contingent upon receipt of a timely, 
 specific request as provided in Paragraph 2(C), to provide the following election 
 services: 


 
A. Election equipment:  


1. Provide e-pollbook tablets (electronic poll register), touch-screen   
  voting  equipment and tabulation equipment at vote centers, for vote  
  center  model  elections. 
2. Provide central election tabulation equipment for early ballots (or  for  
  vote-by-mail elections).  
3. Provide election reporting system. 
4. Provide signage and supplies (paper rolls for machines, tape,    
  scissors, etc.). 







 


 
B. In-House programming services to include the following: 
 1. Ballot layout & design, all ballot styles 
 2. Program the operation of the voting equipment 
 3. Program the operation of the tabulating equipment 
 3. Program the operation of the election reporting module 


 
C. Elections administrative services to include the following: 


1. Obtain facilities for use as vote centers 
2. Recruit, train and oversee election poll workers to staff the vote 


centers, and such staff as needed for early boards, write-in boards, 
tabulation boards, etc. 


3. Conduct logic and accuracy tests of programs and equipment 
 4.      Provide ballots for vote-by-mail elections 


5. Deliver and pick up equipment, ballots, signage and supplies 
6. Provide abstract of results of tabulation to include total ballots cast 


within the jurisdiction; total votes for each candidate, question or 
proposition. 


 
E. Arrange for vote-by-mail services from vendor to include the following: 


1. Printing, folding, insertion and mailing of ballots and required notices 
 
F. Prior to or within ten (10) working days after the Cochise County Elections 


Officer receives notice, pursuant to Paragraph 2(C), that the CITY desires 
services, provide an estimate of the aggregate cost of the services and 
supplies.   


 
2. CITY DUTIES.  The CITY understands and agrees that:  
 


A. The CITY retains the primary responsibility for ensuring that its election is 
noticed, held and conducted in the manner required by applicable local, state 
and federal laws and that the COUNTY does not assume responsibility 
under this agreement for any aspects of this election other than those that are 
expressly stated in Paragraph 1.   


 
B. For any specific election for which the CITY desires services and supplies 


pursuant to this Agreement, the CITY shall pay to the COUNTY the 
amounts at the rates set forth on Exhibit A hereto.   


 
C. With respect to any specific election for which the CITY desires services 


and supplies pursuant to this Agreement, the CITY shall provide written 
notice of the election to the Cochise County Elections Officer at least one 
hundred and twenty (120) days prior to such election.   


 
D. The CITY shall inform the Cochise County Elections Officer in writing 


within ten (10) workings days after receiving the COUNTY estimate of the 







 


aggregate cost of elections services and supplies of the CITY’S acceptance 
or rejection of the COUNTY’S services and supplies.  Acceptance by the 
CITY shall constitute agreement by the CITY to pay actual costs up to ten 
percent (10%) over the estimate for the supplies and services provided, plus 
the actual cost of additional services provided, as set forth in FEES, below. 


 
E. The CITY shall provide the detail necessary to support the programming of 


the ballot to include the Wards or citywide districts for which elections are 
to be held, the offices to be listed on the ballot, the exact listing of the 
candidates’ names to be included, the exact wording (in English and in 
Spanish) of any Proposition or ballot Question to be included on the ballot, 
using the City Ballot Programming Request Form supplied by the 
COUNTY (Exhibit B). 


 
F. The CITY shall be responsible for the preparation, printing and distribution 


of the Publicity Pamphlet for a CITY election. 
 
G. The CITY shall remit payment to the Elections Office in a timely manner or 


in any event within thirty (30) days of receipt of invoice.   The CITY 
understands that they will be billed separately by the Recorder’s office for 
staff time and/or any outside vendor utilized for ballot mailing services. 


 
3. FEES.   The CITY shall compensate the COUNTY for election services provided   


 pursuant to this Agreement in accordance with the fees set forth in Exhibit A.  The 
 fee schedule is for base services only. Any additional services required by the CITY 
 will result in additional charges. Additional services include, but are not limited to, 
 the following: 
 


Hand count audit, court preparation, court appearances, supplemental 
mailings, recounts, or any service which will cause the COUNTY to incur 
increased costs or expenses.  


 
If a recount/hand count is necessary, the CITY shall reimburse the 
COUNTY for administrative costs of conducting a recount at the rate of 
$500 per contest/questions/proposition.   
 
All other additional services will be billed based on actual costs, including 
staff time, materials, vendor services and equipment usage. 
 


4. TERM.  The term of this Agreement shall begin on August 1, 2016 and continue 
 until December 31, 2017 provided that the Agreement shall be effective only when 
 it is executed by all parties. 


  
5. INDEMNIFICATION.  To the extent permitted by law, each party to this 


 agreement shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless the other party, its officers, 
 departments, employees and agents from and against any and all suits, actions, legal 







 


 or administrative proceedings, claims, demands or damages of any kind or nature 
 which results from the act or omission of the indemnifying party, its agents, 
 officers, employees or anyone acting under its direction, control or on its behalf, 
 whether intentional or negligent.   


 
6. CANCELLATION DUE TO CONFLICT OF INTEREST.  Pursuant to A.R.S. § 


 38-511, the provisions of which are incorporated herein by reference, all parties are 
 hereby put on notice that this Agreement is subject to cancellation by the  political 
 subdivision or its departments or agencies if any person significantly involved in 
 initiating, negotiating, securing, drafting or creating the contract on behalf of such 
 political subdivision is, at any time while the contract is or any extension of the 
 contract is in effect, an employee or agent of any other party to the contract in any 
 capacity or a consultant to any other party of the contract with respect to the subject 
 matter of the contract. 


 
7. NON-DISCRIMINATION.  To the extent required by law, each party to this 


 agreement shall comply with all state and federal equal opportunity and non-
 discrimination requirements and conditions of employment, including the American 
 with Disabilities Act, in accordance with A.R.S. Title 41, Chapter 9, Article 4, and 
 Executive Order 99-4, which mandates that all persons, regardless of race, color, 
 religion, sex, age, national origin, or political affiliation, shall have equal access to 
 employment opportunities. 


 
8. WORKER’S COMPENSATION.  An employee of either party shall be deemed 


 to be an “employee” of both public agencies while performing pursuant to this 
 Agreement, for purposes of A.R.S. § 23-1022 and the Arizona Workers’ 
 Compensation laws.  The primary employer shall be solely liable for any worker’s 
 compensation benefits which may accrue.  Each party shall post a notice pursuant to 
 the provisions of A.R.S. § 23-906 in substantially the following form: 


 
All employees are hereby notified that they may be 
required to work under the jurisdiction or control or within 
the jurisdictional boundaries of another public agency 
pursuant to an intergovernmental agreement or contract, 
and under such circumstances they are deemed by the laws 
of Arizona to be employees of both public agencies for the 
purposes of workers’ compensation. 


 
9. NOTICE.  All written communications shall be addressed and mailed or personally

10. GOVERNING LAW.  This Agreement shall be governed and interpreted by the 
 laws of the State of Arizona. 


 
11. SAVINGS CLAUSE.  Should any part of this Agreement be held to be invalid or 


 void, the remainder of the Agreement shall remain in full force and effect with 
 those offending portions omitted. 


 
12. AGREEMENT MODIFICATION.  This Agreement may only be modified in 


 writing and must be signed by both parties and their duly authorized agents. 
 
13. BREACH.  Failure by the COUNTY and/or CITY to provide the services/ material 


 or to provide the documentation at the time and in the manner described in this 
 Agreement shall constitute a breach of this Agreement. 


 
14. WAIVER OF CONFLICT.  The parties to this Agreement are aware that the 


 County Attorney’s Offices represents the Cochise County Elections Department, 
 and may or may not also represent other party (for example, City, Special Districts, 
 including but not limited to Flood, Fire or School Districts) to this agreement in this 
 and other matters.  By signing this Agreement each party specifically acknowledges 
 that it is aware of a potential conflict of interest and specifically waives any such 
 claim based upon legal counsels’ representation of other parties to this Agreement. 


 
15. ENTIRE AGREEMENT.  This Agreement contains the entire understanding of 


 the parties hereto. There are no representations or other provisions other than those 
 contained herein, and any amendment or modification of this Agreement shall be 
 made in writing and signed by the parties to this Agreement.
