HELD AUGUST 8,2016 AT 7:00 P.M.
AT CITY HALL, 120 W. 6TH STREET, BENSON, ARIZONA

CALL TO ORDER:

Mayor King called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance. Mayor King then
introduced Mike, a representative of the New Life Family Worship Center, who offered the invocation.

ROLL CALL:

Present were: Mayor Toney D. King, Sr., Vice Mayor Lori McGoffin, Councilmembers Pat Boyle,
Jeff Cook and David Lambert. Absent were: Councilmember Joe Konrad and Chris Moncada.

EMPLOYEE RECOGNITION: None

PROCLAMATION:

Mayor King read a proclamation of the Mayor and Council declaring the month of August, 2016 as “Child
Support Awareness Month.”

PUBLIC HEARING: None

CALL TO THE PUBLIC:

Mahlon McKenzie N. Mescal Road, Benson, stated he was recently asked to be the President of the Chamber
of Commerce and spoke about the Chamber’s intention of working favorably with businesses to improve the
business environment in the City to ensure old Benson will thrive and do well as the new Benson area takes
off. Mr. McKenzie said any political action that might come out of their organization would be strictly to try
and preserve and protect people’s interest in downtown. Mr. McKenzie then asked the Council to let him
know if they hear anything different and that the Board wants the Council to be confident the Chamber will be
working favorably with the City and the businesses to improve that environment.

Stephen Insalaco, W. Pinto Place, J6 spoke about airport hangar inspections and asked that Chapter 19 of the
City Code have language added to the primary purpose of supporting general aviation usage to allow storing,
repairing, maintaining, refurbishing or constructing aircrafts in the hangars and that excess floor space in the
hangars can serve the secondary needs of the tenant if the primary purpose is being met, there is easy access to
the aircraft and the aircraft can be removed and returned to the hangar unobstructed. Mr. Insalaco then stated
he had provided a proposed hangar inspection checklist to the Council and City Staff and he would like for the
airport community members to be able to participate in the creation of the inspection criteria and checklist,
adding he feels the participation would provide the greatest buy-in of those members. Mr. Insalaco then
expressed that he feels hangar inspections are a good idea and if everyone works together on the process, there
would be a positive return on the investment.

Dave Thompson, E. La Cuesta Drive, Benson, stated there has been so much talk about The Villages at
Vigneto this past year with many fabrications and downright lies that he had to address them. Mr. Thompson
then spoke about the media comments and editorials about night sky pollution, bulldozers in washes
destroying and changing the land and causing major flooding being addressed in the CMP (Community Master
Plan). Mr. Thompson said people are concerned about ruining the riparian area and taking water away from
Sierra Vista, but both the riparian area and Sierra Vista are about 20 miles south and southeast from the project
and the San Pedro River actually runs from the south to the north. Mr. Thompson then stated the earth-loving,
tree-hugging people trying to protect Benson residents from themselves are from Bisbee, Sierra Vista, Tucson
and even San Francisco and that they appear informed and are intelligent, then questioned why they say things
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that make them appear stupid. Mr. Thompson said those people don’t care about Benson, the people who live
in Benson, jobs or employment opportunities in Benson and stated the railroads that came to Benson 150 years
ago would have probably been met with the same negativity from those people. Mr. Thompson then stated the
railroads did come and Benson grew and at one point, had 17 gas stations, 30+ restaurants, many hotels and
stores, a movie theater, a roller skating rink and even a bowling alley, but now without that economy, Benson
has more problems. Mr. Thompson then spoke about the environmentalists concern about ruining the cuckoo
habitat and that the property to be developed doesn’t have the trees and water needed for the habitat and noted
the CMP shows the intentions of the developer with plans for trees, water and landscaping that will not only be
a habitat for people but according to the Fish & Wildlife Foundation, will be the ideal habitat and nesting area
for the cuckoo and other creatures. Mr. Thompson then said he gets riled up about this subject because he
lives in Benson and cares about Benson, the residents, the youth and the opportunities Benson could have and
asked the Council to stop letting people speak for Benson and to make decisions for the residents, adding
Benson has the right to choose what is best for Benson.

Barbara Nunn, E. La Cuesta Drive, Benson, read the following direct quotes from the CAVE FM radio station:
“Council have no ability whatsoever to distinguish between legitimate offers and con jobs,” The Finance
Director is “a liar,” “Our Mayor is grossly incompetent,” and that there have been ridiculous statements about
El Dorado building houses with no market for them. Ms. Nunn then asked who would believe that El Dorado
doesn’t know their market and would want thousands of empty houses sitting around, creating the proverbial
40’ wall of water, adding she was gone 6 weeks and understood there was some horrendous rain in Benson,
but there was no 40° wall of water wiping out St. David. Ms. Nunn then said if the radio station owner was so
miserable, he could make it easy on himself and go back Tucson or go away like he has threatened to do for
years. Ms. Nunn then spoke about a recent forum for City Council candidates she attended and the same old
refrain was that we should look for other businesses to come to Benson, as if they were lining up outside City
Hall. Ms. Nunn then stated the Council should embrace the opportunities they are given. Ms. Nunn then
stated the Council did not do away with the Economic Development Committee; the members all resigned
because they could not accomplish anything without a budget and that it was bad to have this negative dribble
on the radio and in the local newspaper. Ms. Nunn then spoke about the recent City Council meeting that was
packed with spectators and said that most people there were probably naysayers who don’t live in Benson or
pay taxes in Benson and think they are the saviors of the yellow-bellied mattress thrasher and some Mexican
garter snake who think the Council should let the economy die because of these animals. Ms. Nunn said her
comments wouldn’t be on the radio as the radio station owner edits the content of the Council meetings to fit
his and the out-of-towners’ agendas. Ms. Nunn then spoke about hearing City Manager Bill Stephens may be
leaving for a job in another city and berated the Council for their actions regarding an executive assistant for
the City Manager, not giving him a raise and the disrespect that comes from the dais. Ms. Nunn then spoke
about a conversation she overheard a little more than 2 years ago between a couple of Councilmembers with
one Councilmember saying they didn’t need to worry about the City Manager coming to Benson because he
had 4 votes and the Council could fire the City Manager at a moment’s notice. Ms. Nunn then said if that
conversation trickled down to Mr. Stephens, everyone should be embarrassed and she hoped the Council
would not let Mr. Stephens, who has professionalism and integrity go for sarcasm and a few dollars.

Mark Spencer, Senior Vice President of the Arizona Pilots Association, stated he was also the federal lands
liaison for the national organization called the Recreational Aviation Foundation, was the owner of 3 hangars
on Pad D at the Benson Municipal Airport and was the statutory agent and spokesman for that hangar
organization, but he didn’t speak for Hanger Pad B, which is leased by Bob Rhodes. Mr. Spencer stated he
was going about things a little differently than Mr. Insalaco, but he did agree with Mr. Insalaco’s comments.
Mr. Spencer then read from the City Code, Chapter 8, Section 8-4 that “whenever the City must impose
restrictions or limitations, those restrictions or limitations are to be construed narrow in order to minimize the
imposition on citizens” and stated he thinks this is happening with hangar inspections. Mr. Spencer said he
has been working with the regulatory group; the Fire Chief, the Fire Marshal, the Public Works Director and
the City Inspector and that while there may be a little paranoia out at the airport, it is mostly due to a lack of
information, but City Staff is working with the airport community members and answering questions about the
inspections, noting it is taking time because there haven’t been any hangar inspections in 9 years and the
hangars are private hangars as defined in the City Code. Mr. Spencer spoke about encouraging Council to let
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City Staff do their job, adding Staff is working with the airport community members. Mr. Spencer then said
his lease allows hangars to be used for the storage of aircraft and aviation-related activities and that he would
not need the language Mr. Insalaco proposed, but that he believed Mr. Rhodes’ lease was different. Mr.
Spencer then spoke about aviation activity being the life blood of a small airport and other cities making the
mistake of over-regulating, stating when he purchased his first aircraft there was a 2-3 year waiting list for
hangars at the Sierra Vista Municipal airport, but now he could take his pick of hangars and instead chooses to
pay more for a hangar in Benson because Sierra Vista over-regulated and almost everyone moved out, adding
the former commander of Ft. Huachuca even houses his plane in Benson. Mr. Spencer then said he wasn’t
asking anything of Council except encouraging the regulators to do their job, adding everyone wants safe
hangars and they are working together on the process. Mr. Spencer then said inspections will be incorporated
into their bylaws, with City Code Chapter 19 and FAA Corporate regulations, adding when members
understand what is expected of them, inspections are easier.

Vice Mayor McGoffin moved to approve the Consent Agenda. Seconded by Councilmember Lambert.
Motion passed 5-0.

Discussion and possible action regarding Resolution 29-2016 of the Mavor and Council of the City of
Benson, Arizona, recommending approval of the acquisition of control of the liquor license at Safeway,
599 W. 4th Street, Benson, Arizona

City Clerk Vicki Vivian asked the Council to table this item, noting the agenda incorrectly listed the liquor
license acquisition of control transfer for Safeway instead of Junction Express, located at 1090 S. Hwy 80, as
reflected in the Council packet. Ms. Vivian stated she had contacted both the State Department of Liquor
Licenses & Controls and Junction Express notifying them the Council would consider this action on
September 12, at 7:00 p.m.

Mayor King moved to table New Business Item 2. Seconded by Vice Mayor McGoffin. Motion passed 5-0.
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Discussion and possible action regarding Resolution 30-2016 of the Mavor and Council of the City of
Benson, Arizona, approving the application by the Benson Historical Preservation Commission for a

Certified Local Government Pass-through Grant administered by the Arizona State Historic
Preservation Office for assistance in completing an inventory of structures on Fourth Street

City Manager Bill Stephens stated Public Works Director Brad Hamilton has been working with this issue and
is here should Council have any questions. Mr. Hamilton stated Planning Technician Michelle Johnson had
been working with the Historic Preservation Commission and Ms. Johnson would address the Council. Mayor
King asked Ruth Wilson, Chair of the Historic Preservation Commission to also come forward. Ms. Johnson
said several years ago, Council approved a grant to begin the inventory process of 4th street to create a historic
district and this is the second part of the process; the nomination of the district. Ms. Wilson stated once the
nomination is made, the process takes another 18 months. Ms. Wilson then said the State told her that
millennials like to come to historical areas with older buildings because they like the character of the
buildings. Ms. Wilson noted the Arnold property is being revamped and hopefully, it will help this process
move forward easier. Ms. Johnson noted the term “Old Benson” would be changed to “Historic Benson.”

Ms. Johnson then spoke about the cost of the project, stating the total cost is $4,000 with $2,400 in grant funds
and the remaining $1,600 being required from the City. Ms. Johnson noted the Historic Preservation
Commission was funded $1,000 in the current budget and the Commission was hoping to have another $600
approved from the Community Enrichment Fund.

Mayor King stated the Commission has worked hard on this over the years and has done a great job on what
he calls downtown Benson. Councilmember Boyle stated he was concerned that development on Highway 90
would cause downtown to shrivel and this was something the Council needed to do to keep downtown viable.

Mayor King then moved to approve Resolution 30-2016 with $1,000 coming from the Historic Preservation
Commission line item and the $600 coming from the Community Enrichment fund. Seconded by Vice Mayor
McGoffin. Motion passed 5-0.

Discussion and possible action regarding the official name of the field known as “The Sandlot” located
at Lions Park

City Manager Bill Stephens stated Mayor King requested this item, adding Council can take action on the
official naming of the field known as “The Sand Lot” and give direction to Staff regarding the ceremonial
naming of the field and the placement of a sign, should they choose.

Mayor King stated when he was coaching teams, he would watch the kids come to the bottom field and all of a
sudden a little sign appeared that read “the Sand Lot,” after the movie and he thinks the field should be
officially named honoring the kids who played in that field and named it when it was literally a sand lot. Vice
Mayor McGoffin agreed. Council discussed the proposed sign and that eventually, they would like signs up
on all the fields with the names currently being used.

Vice Mayor McGoffin moved to approve the Sand Lot field being officially named the Sand Lot. Seconded
by Mayor King. Motion passed 5-0.

Discussion and possible action regarding Resolution 31-2016 of the Mavor and Council of the City of
Benson, Arizona, approving an Intergovernmental Agreement between Cochise County and the City of
Benson for election supplies and services

City Clerk Vicki Vivian stated she compared this Intergovernmental Agreement (IGA) to the previous IGA the
City had for election services and then briefly reviewed the changes, which include updating the language to
include voting centers and new equipment, such as electronic registration devices, touchscreen voting
equipment and tabulation equipment. Ms. Vivian stated other changes include the County obtaining facilities
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to be used for vote centers and recruiting election poll workers, who will now work directly for the County.
Ms. Vivian then stated the IGA now includes the actual costs of additional services the County will incur for
court preparation, court appearances or any fees the County incurs related to recounts or handcounts. Ms.
Vivian then stated none of the set costs have increased and nothing materially was changed in the IGA with
the exception of updating the language to reflect the current standards and practices.

Ms. Vivian then spoke briefly about voting centers, stating if someone lives in Benson, but works in Sierra
Vista, they can vote at one of the voting centers in Sierra Vista because voters are no longer required to vote at
their designated polling place, but can vote in any of the 18 voting centers in Cochise County. Ms. Vivian
then stated she had also sent the IGA to the City Attorney for his review; City Attorney Gary Cohen stated he
had no recommended changes. Mayor King asked about the local voting centers with Ms. Vivian stating a
voting center will be located in Benson, St. David and in Mescal.

Vice Mayor McGoffin moved to approve Resolution 31-2016. Seconded by Councilmember Boyle. Motion
passed 5-0.

PROFESSIONAL SERVICES CONTRACT

THIS CONTRACT is entered into between City of Benson, a body politic and corporate
(the “City”), and David Thompson, a single man (the “Coordinator™).

RECITALS

WHEREAS, CITY requires the services of a contractor qualified to serve as the City’s
Airport Coordinator; and,

WHEREAS, COORDINATOR is qualified and willing to provide such services; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the City’s Request for Proposals to locate a qualified contractor,
the COORDINATOR submitted the Proposal most advantageous to the City.

NOW, THEREFORE, the parties hereto agree as follows:
ARTICLE I - TERM AND EXTENSION/RENEWAL

This Contract shall commence on November 1, 2016 and shall terminate on October 31,
2017 unless sooner terminated or further extended pursuant to the provisions of this Contract.
The City shall have the option to extend this Contract for four (4) additional one-year periods or
any portion thereof. Any modification or extension shall be by formal written amendment
executed by the parties hereto.

ARTICLE IT - SCOPE

COORDINATOR shall perform the scope of services set forth Exhibit A, attached hereto.
COORDINATOR shall perform all its work in accordance with the terms of the contract and to
the best of the COORDINATOR's ability. COORDINATOR shall employ suitably-trained and
skilled professional personnel to perform all consultant services under this Contract.

Any software COORDINATOR licenses (or purchases) COORDINATOR obtains shall
be titled in the City’s name. At the termination of this Agreement, COORDINATOR shall
transfer any licenses improperly licensed to the City without charge.

ARTICLE IIT - PAYMENT

In consideration of the services specified in this Contract, the City agrees to pay
COORDINATOR a monthly fee of $611, inclusive of all services listed in COORDINATOR’s
scope.

ARTICLE IV - INSURANCE

COORDINATOR shall obtain and maintain at its own expense, during the entire term of
this Contract the following type(s) and amounts of insurance:
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a) Commercial General Liability in the amount of $1,000,000.00 combined, single limit
Bodily Injury and Property Damage. City of Benson is to be named as an additional
insured for all operations performed within the scope of the Agreement between City of
Benson and COORDINATOR;

b) Commercial or Business automobile liability coverage for owned, non-owned and
hired vehicles used in the performance of this Agreement with limits in the amount of
$1,000,000.00 combined single limit or $1,000,000.00 Bodily Injury, $1,000,000.00
Property Damage;

¢) If this Agreement involves professional services, professional liability insurance in the
amount of $1,000,000.00; and,

d) If required by law, workers' compensation coverage including employees liability
coverage. COORDINATOR shall provide City with current certificates of insurance. All
certificates of insurance must provide for guaranteed thirty (30) days’ written notice of
cancellation, non-renewal or material change.

ARTICLE V - INDEMNIFICATION

COORDINATOR shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless City, its elected officials,
officers, employees and agents from and against any and all suits, actions, legal administrative
proceedings, claims or demands and costs attendant thereto arising out of any act, omission, fault
or negligence by the COORDINATOR, its agents, employees or anyone under its direction or
control or on its behalf in connection with performance of this Contract. The amount and type of
insurance requirements separately set forth in this agreement will in no way be construed as
limiting the scope of indemnity in this Section. COORDINATOR’s duty to defend shall be a
separate and distinct obligation from the duty to indemnify the City and is enforceable regardless
of fault or negligence. COORDINATOR’s indemnification and defense duties shall survive the
termination of this agreement.

ARTICLE VI - COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS

COORDINATOR shall comply with all federal, state, and local laws, rules, regulations,
standards and Executive Orders, without limitation to those designated within this Contract. The
laws and regulations of the State of Arizona shall govern the rights of the parties, the
performance of this Contract, and any disputes hereunder. Any action relating to this Contract
shall be brought in a court of the State of Arizona in Cochise County. Any changes in the
governing laws, rules, and regulations during the terms of this Contract shall apply but do not
require an amendment.
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ARTICLE VII - INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR

The status of the COORDINATOR shall be that of an independent contractor. Neither
COORDINATOR, nor COORDINATOR’s officers, agents or employees shall be considered
employees of City of Benson or be entitled to receive any employment-related fringe benefits
under the City of Benson employment or merit system. COORDINATOR shall be responsible
for payment of all federal, state and local taxes associated with the compensation received
pursuant to this Contract and shall indemnify and hold City harmless from any and all liability
which City may incur because of COORDINATOR's failure to pay such taxes.
COORDINATOR shall be solely responsible for program development and operation.

ARTICLE VIII - SUBCOORDINATOR

COORDINATOR will be fully responsible for all acts and omissions of any
subcontractor and of persons directly or indirectly employed by any subcontractor and of persons
for whose acts any of them may be liable to the same extent that the COORDINATOR is
responsible for the acts and omissions of persons directly employed by it. Nothing in this
contract shall create any obligation on the part of City to pay or see to the payment of any money
due any subcontractor, except as may be required by law.

ARTICLE IX - ASSIGNMENT

COORDINATOR shall not assign its rights to this Contract, in whole or in part, without
prior written approval of the City. Approval may be withheld at the sole discretion of City,
provided that such approval shall not be unreasonably withheld.

ARTICLE X - NON-DISCRIMINATION; ADA

COORDINATOR shall not discriminate against any City employee, client or any other
individual in any way because of that person's age, race, creed, color, religion, sex, disability or
national origin in the course of carrying out COORDINATOR's duties pursuant to this Contract.
COORDINATOR shall comply with the provisions of Executive Orders 75-5, as amended by
Executive Order 99-4, which are incorporated into this Contract by reference as if set forth in full
herein. COORDINATOR further shall comply with all applicable provisions of the Americans
with Disabilities Act (Public Law 101336, 42 U.S.C. 12101-12213) and all applicable federal
regulations under the Act, including 28 CFR Parts 35 and 36.

ARTICLE XI - AUTHORITY TO CONTRACT

COORDINATOR warrants its right and power to enter into this Contract. If any court or
administrative agency determines that City does not have authority to enter into this Contract,
City shall not be liable to COORDINATOR or any third party by reason of such determination or
by reason of this Contract.
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ARTICLE XII - FULL AND COMPLETE PERFORMANCE

The failure of either party to insist on one or more instances upon the full and complete
performance with any of the terms or conditions of this Contract to be performed on the part of
the other, or to take any action permitted as a result thereof, shall not be construed as a waiver or
relinquishment of the right to insist upon full and complete performance of the same, or any
other covenant or condition, either in the past or in the future. The acceptance by either party of
sums less than may be due and owing it at any time shall not be construed as an accord and
satisfaction.

ARTICLE XIII - TERMINATION; CANCELLATION

City reserves the right to terminate this Contract at any time and without cause by serving
upon COORDINATOR 30 days’ advance written notice of such intent to terminate. In the event
of such termination, the City's only obligation to COORDINATOR shall be payment for services
rendered prior to the date of termination.

This Contract may be terminated at any time without advance notice and without further
obligation to the City when the COORDINATOR is found by City to be in default of any
provision of this Contract.

Notwithstanding any other provision in this Contract, this Contract may be terminated if
for any reason, there are not sufficient appropriated and available monies for the purpose of
maintaining City or other public entity obligations under this Contract. In the event of such
termination, City shall have no further obligation to COORDINATOR, other than to pay for
services rendered prior to termination.

This Contract is subject to cancellation for conflict of interest pursuant to ARS § 38-511,
the pertinent provisions of which are incorporated into this Contract by reference.

ARTICLE XIV - NOTICE

Airport Coordinator
SCOPE OF WORK

The Airport Coordinator shall provide the following services to the City:
MANAGEMENT RESPONSIBILITIES

The Airport Coordinator is responsible for coordinating airport operations and activities
consistent with the policies, rules, regulations, standards, and ordinances promulgated by the City of
Benson, the State of Arizona and the Federal Government.

The Airport Coordinator shall:

o Recommend adjustments to airport rules, regulations, management policies and procedures,
maintenance, fees, safety as well as construction projects at the airport.

e Coordinate with airport users to make sure their needs are met as much as reasonable and
practicable.

e Ensure lessees comply with terms and conditions of lease agreements.

Engage in creative public relations efforts through the Benson/San Pedro Valley.

o Communicate and coordinate with agencies throughout Southeastern Arizona regarding
scheduled airport activity.

e Group, with specific emphasis being placed on marketing and promoting the airport facilities,
functions and potentials. Perform customer relations functions and inform local media of
airport activities. Project a positive and professional image of the airport.

¢ Maintain a working knowledge of requirements for airport operation prescribed by orders, air
regulations and advisory circulars of the Federal Aviation Administration.

e Coordinate labor, materials and equipment with Public Works Director on an as needed
basis for major airport maintenance and expansion projects.

e Assist with the submission of annual updates to the Airport Capital Improvement Program to
the FAA and the Arizona Department of Transportation in consultation with contracted
consultants, Public Works Director, City Manager and the City Council.

e Assist the City Manager and staff in developing periodic updates to the Airport Master Plan,
the Airport Layout Plan, Airport Property and Land Use Inventory Maps.

e Coordinates construction projects with airport users.

e Assist in the collection of user charges for monthly tie down spaces, through the fence/gate
fees, and other fees and remittances due the City. This may require contacting delinquent
account holders and other fee for service users, directly.

e With the assistance of the Southeastern Arizona Economic Development Group, organize,
promote and manage at least one annual airport air fair, open house, or fly in.

e Other consistent duties as may be assigned by the City Manager.

OPERATING RESPONSIBILITIES

The Airport Coordinator shall assist the City of Benson in operating the aeronautical facilities
and common use area of the airport in compliance with all established Rules, Regulation, Special
Use Permits, Lease or other governing requirements. The Airport Coordinator shall generally ensure
that the following items are complied with under the applicable elements of the FBO Contract and/or
other contracts, Memorandum of Understanding and Intra-Agency agreements:

¢ All navigational aids and lighting are lighted and operational each night of the year.

e Check all airport facilities periodically to assure compliance with preventative maintenance
and/or scheduled inspection requirements.

e Ensure that if any part of the airport is closed or hazardous to use, including inclement
weather conditions, a warning to users is given by prominently erected and displayed signs





and/or barricades. That a notice to the operator of the Common Traffic Advisory Service
(Unicorn), and a notice on the AWOS radio message system are issued. That a Notice to
Airmen (NOTAM) is provided to the governing FAA Flight Service Station to advise pilots of
the condition.

Ensure applicable Rules, Regulations and Ordinances pertaining to the airport and its
operation, as adopted by the city council, are published and distributed to airport users.
Monitor and coordinate activities of visitors, leases, transit aircraft operators, pilots,
maintenance and other flight line personnel to ensure safety and efficiency of flight
operations as well as the public use of the airport.

Ensure that the driver of all vehicles operating on the airport, inside the interior security
fencing, have completed the approved Drivers Training program (when established) and
have paid for (when established) and display a flight line access decal/pass.

Conduct yearly security reviews/assessments of the airport to include perimeter fencing,
vehicle access points, aids to navigation systems and city owned structures and equipment,
all in concert with the Police Department, and any other applicable law enforcement
agencies, such as the FBI and Department of Homeland Security. Assist the Police
Department and any other applicable law enforcement agencies, such as the FBI and
Department of Homeland Security during emergency response drills/exercises, or any other
drills/exercises as may be needed.

The Airport Coordinator shall oversee a continuing and detailed program of cyclical

preventative maintenance and minor repair activities which will ensure that the airport facilities are at
all times in a good and serviceable condition for use in the way they were designed to be used and
the FBO maintenance responsibilities are being met by:

Periodically check all structures owned and operated by the city for deterioration and
functionality. Needs for major repairs (where labor hours will exceed two hours per
occurrence) shall be brought to the attention of the Public Work Director.

Routinely inspect runways, taxiways, aprons and other common use paved area for
compliance with operational and maintenance standards and FAA grant assurance
requirements for pavement maintenance. The Public Works Director shall be notified of any
deficiencies. Sweeping operations will be overseen as necessary by the Airport Coordinator
to keep paved areas clean of dust and debris. Crack filling and sealing will be undertaken as
necessary by the City Street Division to prevent progressive deterioration of the pavement.

The City Street Division may provide labor and
equipment to clear and maintain deeply recessed or steeply sloped banks and perimeter
areas of the airport property as necessary.

Contract shall regularly check approaches to prevent obstructions in the aerial approaches to
the airport according to FAA Regional Air Traffic, Airspace and Procedures Branch FAR Part
77 guidelines.

PROFESSIONAL SERVICES CONTRACT

DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT
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WATER FACILITIES DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT

This Water Facilities Development Agreement is executed by and between Mark
Kartchner (“Kartchner”) and the City of Benson, a body politic and corporate (the
“City™).

RECITALS

A.  Kartchner owns that certain real property described in Exhibit A (the
“Property”).

B. The Property is subdivided into separate parcels, which separate parcels
Kartchner seeks to improve and to sell to third parties.

C Water service has not been extended to the Property, but as a part of the
development of the Property’s parcels, Kartchner seeks to extend water service to each
parcel. The City has current water capacity to extend water service to the Property and
each of its parcels.

D. Kartchner and the City do hereby enter into this Agreement pursuant to the
authority and restrictions of Arizona law, including without limitation, A.R.S. § 9-500.05,
and this Agreement shall constitute a “Development Agreement” thereunder.

AGREEMENT

K Facilities Engineering and Design. Kartchner shall, with City approval,
retain a qualified engineering firm to provide engineering and design services (the
“Engineering”) for the extension of the City’s potable water system to each parcel on the
Property. The Engineering shall call for, without limitation, appropriate Facilities to
extend the City’s potable water delivery system to each parcel on the Property (the
“Facilities™). The location and means of tapping into the system are subject to approval
by the City’s engineer, which approval shall not be unreasonably withheld. Kartchner
shall be required to install a separate water meter for each user on the Property, which
shall be provided for in the Facilities design.
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2 Design and Construction Standards. Each component of the Facilities shall
be designed for and compatible with the delivery of potable water to members of the
Benson community and the public in general. Engineering and construction of the
Facilities required under this Agreement additionally shall comport with the following
standards:

(a)  City Code Article 13-4;

(b)  Department Standards. Design criteria, engineering and construction
shall meet all standard specifications and details for public facility improvement
set forth in Tucson Water Standard Specifications and Details Manual Dated
November, 2011 and the City of Benson Special Utility Specifications and all
applicable standards of the City of Benson.

3 Plans and Specifications. Kartchner shall construct the Facilities in
accordance with final construction plans and specifications prepared, sealed, and signed
by the engineer retained by Kartchner and as approved by the City. Kartchner shall be
responsible for providing all data required to plan for and design the Facilities, including
engineering studies, technical data, and constructions plans, whether through his engineer
or otherwise. Kartchner shall make his project engineer reasonably available to meet
with the City concerning all submittals. Following construction of the system Facilities,
Kartchner shall provide the City a set of “as-built” plans.

4. Construction.  Kartchner shall contract with a qualified registered
contractor to construct the Facilities. The City will be named as a third party beneficiary
in the contract between Kartchner and the contractor. Kartchner shall be responsible for
providing all aspects of construction for the project, including such components as any
required SWPP and traffic control if any portion of the Facilities lie under City streets.
Kartchner shall provide assurances for the performance of construction of the Facilities in
a form and amount customarily accepted by the City, which may include but is not
limited to a performance bond, letter of credit, or cash deposit. Kartchner acknowledged
that the City’s water system will not be shut down to accomplish the tap for these
Facilities.

5; Connection. Physical connection of portion of the Property to any City-
owned utility facility shall not be made until the Facilities specified in this Agreement
have been constructed, inspected, and released for service.
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6. Permitting. City and Kartchner shall work cooperatively and in good faith
to obtain all permits and approvals from all governmental agencies necessary to begin
and complete construction of the Facilities.

v Acceptance. The Facilities shall be accepted by the City at such time as:
(i) the Facilities have been fully tested in accordance with all applicable standards; (ii) the
Facilities are operable and in service; (iii) all warranties of the equipment manufacturers
and contractor have been furnished or assigned to the City; and (iv) thirty days have
passed following Kartchner’s engineer’s submittal of any required application to ADEQ
for completion of construction. Until acceptance, Kartchner shall be responsible for any
system flushing required to maintain the water quality of any water in the Facilities.

8. Connection Charges. Kartchner’s obligation to pay the connection fees
established by City ordinance and contained in City code shall be satisfied by its
performance under this agreement, including the following:

(a) Kartchner’s completion of construction of the Facilities in
accordance with all applicable standards and specifications as verified through the
process set forth in this agreement together with Kartchner’s dedication of the
Facilities to the City as evidence by its execution of a bill of sale in the City’s
favor;

(b)  Transfer of the well located on the following property:

Ranchitos Los Alamos Lot No. 1, a subdivision of Cochise County,
Arizona, according to the Plat of record therefor in the office of the Cochise
County Recorder, Arizona, in Book 123 of maps and plats, parcels, 123-09-010A
and 016B thereof.

(¢c)  Transfer of any and all Water Rights Kartchner has pursuant to
ADWR Certificate No. 43-700442.0000; and

(d)  Installation in accord with City standards and specifications of a
water meter for each dwelling or commercial unit developed on the Property.

The parties’ intent under this section is to recognize that Kartchner is providing all
infrastructure required to connect its Property to the public water system, in exchange for
which the City recognizes that it is appropriate to recognize that the connection fees
otherwise chargeable are satisfied.
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Facilities construction described in this agreement. The security shall remain posted until
completion of all Facilities except for any water meters required prior to the provision of
water service to any portion of the Property. The security may be in the form of a
performance bond executed by a company authorized and licensed to do business in the
State of Arizona or other security acceptable to the City Attorney.

10.  Warranty. Kartchner’s contractor and materials suppliers shall be required
to warrant the work for a period of two years from the earlier of the date ADEQ issues
any certificate of completion or the date the Facilities are first placed into service.

11.  Insurance. Kartchner shall require its contractor to provide the City
certificates of insurance endorsed to ensure that the City is an additional insured
reflecting that the contractor has obtained and will maintain throughout construction of
the Facilities not less than the minimum insurance coverage listed below:

(a) Commercial General Liability insurance with a combined single limit of
not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence and $2,000,000 annual aggregate. The
policy shall be at least as broad as the current version of the ISO CG 00 01 form
and shall include coverage for bodily injury, property damage, personal injury,
contractual liability, products and complete operations and explosion, collapse,
and underground. The products and completed operations coverage shall extend
for not less than one year after acceptance or termination of the Facilities and their
construction contract.

(b) Commercial or Business Automobile Liability insurance with a
combined single limit of not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence. The policy shall
be at least as broad as the current version of the ISO CG 00 01 form and shall
include coverage for owned, non-owned, and hired vehicles assigned to or used in
the performance of the Facilities construction and or maintenance required under
this Agreement.

(¢) Worker’s Compensation insurance covering contractor’s statutory
obligations for employees engaged in the construction of the Facilities.

The insurance limits specified in this agreement are the minimum coverage that
Kartchner’s contractor must provide. Should the contractor decide to satisfy these
requirements by obtaining coverage in an amount higher than the minimum limits
specified in this agreement, the City shall be entitled to coverage up to and including the
higher-specified limits.
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Kartchner shall have the authority to adjust any loss with the insurers subject to
City approval. Kartchner shall be the loss payee under the policies for any loss that
affects the completion of construction of the Facilities and shall deposit all insurance
payments so received into a separate account. Kartchner shall disburse such funds to its
contractor pursuant to the terms of this Agreement unless Kartchner, the City, and the
contractor agree upon an alternative method for disbursement.

The insurance policies supplied by the contractor shall stipulate that the insurance
afforded contractor shall be primary to any insurance or self-insurance of Kartchner,
whose insurance policies shall stipulate that the insurance afforded Kartchner shall be
primary to any insurance or self-insurance of the City. Contractor shall be solely
responsible for any deductible or self-insured retention required by its insurance
coverage. Contractor and its insurers shall waive all rights of subrogation or recovery
against the City, and contractor shall require its subcontractors to waive all rights of
subrogation or recovery against the City.

All insurance policies shall be endorsed to require no less than thirty (30) days
prior written notice to Kartchner and the City of any cancellation or reduction of
coverage.

12.  Indemnification. Kartchner shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless
City, its elected officials, officers, employees and agents from and against any and all
suits, actions, legal administrative proceedings, claims or demands and costs attendant
thereto arising out of any act, omission, fault or negligence by Kartchner, its agents,
employees or anyone under its direction or control or on its behalf arising out of or
resulting from the performance of this Contract or the construction of the Facilities.

Separately, and to the fullest extent permitted by law, Kartchner shall indemnify,
defend, and hold harmless City, its elected officials, officers, employees and agents from
and against any and all suits, actions, legal administrative proceedings, claims or
demands and costs attendant thereto arising out of any act, omission, fault or negligence
by Kartchner, its agents, employees or anyone under its direction or control or on its
behalf arising out of or resulting from the existence of any substance, material or waste
regulated pursuant to federal, state or local environmental laws, regulations or ordinances
present on, in or below or originating from property owned or controlled by Kartchner.

The amount and type of insurance requirements separately set forth in this
agreement will in no way be construed as limiting the scope of indemnity in this Section.
Kartchner’s duty to defend shall be a separate and distinct obligation from the duty to
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indemnify the City and is enforceable regardless of fault or negligence. Kartchner’s
indemnification and defense duties shall survive the termination of this agreement.

13. Term and Termination. Kartchner shall complete construction of the
Facilities within six years of the date this agreement is executed. Should Kartchner fail to
complete construction of the Facilities within this time period. the Agreement shall
terminate except as otherwise provided herein.

This Agreement is subject to cancellation pursuant to the provisions of A.R.S.
§ 38-511.

14. Entire Agreement. This instrument constitutes the entire agreement
between the parties pertaining to the subject matter hereof, and all prior or
contemporaneous agreements, representation, and understandings, whether oral or
written, are hereby superseded and merged herein.

15.  Cooperation. Various actions required under this agreement by the parties
will require submittals to or otherwise interacting with various third parties. The parties
agree that, if any third party requires either party to submit documents in connection with
any such application, the parties will cooperate to ensure that the document is timely
submitted in furtherance of the underlying purpose of this development agreement.

16.  Amendment. Kartchner acknowledges that he is contracting with a public
entity that is authorized with respect to the subject matter of this agreement to act only
through the Mayor and Council. This agreement shall not be modified, amended, altered
or changed except by written agreement signed by both parties.

17.  Governing Law: Choice of Forum. This agreement is entered into pursuant
to and shall be governed by the laws of the State of Arizona. Any action arising out of or
to enforce this agreement shall be filed in a State Court in Cochise County.

18.  Waiver. Waiver by either party of any breach of any term, covenant, or
condition herein shall not be deemed a waiver of any other term. covenant or condition or

any subsequent breach of the same or any other term, covenant or condition contained
herein.

19.  Successors. Kartchner may not assign this agreement without the City’s
prior written approval, but once provided this agreement including both the benefit and
the burdens imposed herein shall be binding on and inure to the benefit of the successors
and assigns of the parties. No such assignment shall release Kartchner’s liability under
this agreement unless stated expressly therein.
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20.  Notice. All notices, demands, and instructions required or permitted to be
given pursuant to this agreement shall be delivered in writing and become effective 24
hours after hand delivery to the other party or depositing the notice in the United States
mail, registered, postage prepaid and addressed as follows:

21.  Books and Records. Kartchner shall keep and maintain proper and
complete books, records and accounts, which shall be open at all reasonable times for
inspection and audit by duly authorized representatives of City.

In addition, Kartchner shall retain all records relating to this contract at least 5
years after termination or cancellation or, if later, until any related pending proceeding or
litigation has been closed.

22.  Entire Agreement. This document constitutes the entire agreement between
the parties pertaining to the subject matter hereof, and all prior or contemporaneous
understandings or agreements, whether oral or written, are hereby superseded and
merged herein. This Contract may be modified, amended, altered, or extended only by a
written amendment executed by the parties.

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1 INTRODUCTION

This report documents the findings of the Benson Railroad Quiet Zone Feasibility Study performed for the
City of Benson. The study locations include three at-grade Union Pacific Railroad (UPRR) crossings within
the City of Benson. These railroad crossings are at:

e QOcotillo Road (DOT Crossing #741382T)
e Patagonia Street (DOT Crossing #741383A)
e San Pedro Street (DOT Crossing #741386V)

The quiet zone feasibility study involved the collaboration of the City of Benson (City), Federal Railroad
Administration (FRA), UPRR, Amtrak, Arizona Corporation Commission (ACC), and Arizona Department of
Transportation (ADOT).

The key tasks associated with this study are:
e Existing Condition Evaluation
o Diagnostic team review meeting
o Update U.S. DOT Crossing Inventory Form
e Quiet Zone Evaluation

o Usingthe FRA’s Quiet Zone Calculator, calculate the various risk indices/thresholds (Quiet
Zone Risk Index (QZRI), Nationwide Significant Risk Threshold (NSRT), and Risk Index with
Horns (RIWH))

o As needed, identify Supplemental Safety Measures (SSMs) or Alternative Safety
Measures (ASMs) to allow for the establishment of a quiet zone

o Identify next steps for establishment of a quiet zone

1.1 Background and Study Objective

The City has expressed interest in determining if a railroad quiet zone can be established at the three
aforementioned at-grade highway/railroad crossings to improve livability in the vicinity of the at-grade
railroad crossings.

FRA regulations state that trains are currently required to sound horns in advance of at-grade crossings
unless a “quiet zone” has been established that prohibits the sounding of train horns except in
emergencies. The purpose of this study is to determine the feasibility of establishing a quiet zone and to
identify what improvements and other next steps are needed to establish a quiet zone. The quiet zone
establishment process is outlined in the FRA “Final Rule on the Use of Locomotive Horns at Highway-Rail
Grade Crossings”, amended August 17, 2006 (FRA Final Rule).

Under the Final Rule, an at-grade railroad crossing must meet one of the following conditions to establish
a quiet zone:

1. The QZRI is less than or equal to the NSRT with or without additional safety measures.
2. The QZRlis less than or equal to the RIWH with additional safety measures.

3. Install SSMs at every public highway-rail crossing.
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2 STUDY AREA AND EXISTING CONDITIONS

The three UPRR crossings included in this study are located in the City of Benson. The City of Benson is
located in southeastern Arizona within Cochise County. These railroad crossings are located on Ocotillo
Road, Patagonia Street, and San Pedro Street just north of 4™ Street / Business Loop 10, a facility owned
and maintained by ADOT. The double-track railroad runs parallel to 4" Street / Business Loop 10 through
Benson and is part of UPRR’s Sunset Route that carries freight between Los Angeles, California and El Paso,
Texas. Amtrak has a Sunset Limited intercity passenger train route that utilizes the UPRR Sunset Route,
with an Amtrak stop located near the Patagonia Street crossing in Benson.

The U.S. DOT Crossing Inventory Forms for each crossing are provided in Appendix A. These forms provide
detailed information on the characteristics of each crossing. According to the current inventory forms,
approximately 40 trains pass through the Benson area daily and the speeds of the trains typically range
from 22 miles per hour (mph) to 45 mph. A map of the three study at-grade crossings is provided in Figure
1. More information from each crossing’s inventory is provided below.

Ocotillo Road (DOT Crossing #741382T)

Ocotillo Road is classified as a Rural Major Collector
north of 4™ Street / Business Loop 10. Ocotillo Road
provides direct access to I-10 to the north of the
railroad crossing. Ocotillo Road consists of a 4-lane
cross-section with a raised median south of the UPRR
tracks. North of the railroad tracks, Ocotillo Road
immediately tapers to a 2-lane roadway. The
roadway speed limit is posted at 35 mph and average
daily traffic (ADT) volumes were observed to be 2,926
vehicles per day in 2015. Based on a review of recent
crash data (2011 - 2015), zero crashes occurred at the
at-grade crossing that involved the railroad.

Ocotillo Road has advance warning railroad crossing
striping and signage at both the north and south approaches. Two gate arms are used at each approach.
One driveway (not counting UPRR access points) exists within the vicinity of the railroad track (100’ or
less) on the west side of the road south of the railroad. A summary of the existing conditions for Ocotillo
Road is provided in Table 1.

Patagonia Street is classified as a Rural Local street
north of 4™ Street / Business Loop 10. Patagonia
Street provides a connection to neighborhoods north
and south of the railroad tracks. The roadway
consists of a 2-lane cross-section on both sides of the
UPRR tracks. The roadway speed limit is posted at 25
mph and the ADT volumes were observed to be 1,251
vehicles per day in 2015. Based on a review of recent
crash data (2011 - 2015), one crash occurred at the
at-grade crossing that involved the railroad.

There are no railroad crossing advance warning
striping or signage provided at the north and south
approaches of the railroad crossing. Single gate arms

are used at each approach. A business access driveway exists on the west side of Patagonia Street south
of the railroad tracks. An Amtrak station driveway is located on the east side of Patagonia Street south of
the railroad. A summary of the existing conditions for Patagonia Street is provided in Table 2.

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San Pedro Street (DOT Crossing #741386V)

San Pedro Street is classified as a Rural Local street
both north and south of 4™ Street / Business Loop 10.
The roadway consists of a 2-lane cross-section on
both sides of the UPRR tracks. The roadway speed
limit is posted at 25 mph and the ADT volumes were
observed to be 984 vehicles per day in 2015. Based
on a review of recent crash data (2011 — 2015), zero
crashes occurred at the at-grade crossing that
involved the railroad.

Similar to Patagonia Street, there are no railroad
crossing advance warning striping or signage

provided at both the north and south approaches of the railroad crossing. Single gate arms are used at
each approach. Aside from the UPRR designated access drives, no driveways are within the vicinity of the
railroad tracks. A summary of the existing conditions for San Pedro Street is provided in Table 3.

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3 QUIET ZONE EVALUATION

3.1 Diagnostic Team Review Meeting

A diagnostic team review meeting regarding existing conditions at the three study crossings was
conducted on Tuesday, June 14, 2016. The meeting included an extensive review of each location. The
meeting included the key stakeholders from the City, FRA, UPRR, ACC, and ADOT. The meeting provided
an opportunity for the team to review existing conditions to update the U.S. DOT Crossing Inventory Forms
and also to discuss the potential SSM improvements that would be required to establish a quiet zone.

The meeting minutes are provided in Appendix B.

3.2 Summary of Recommended SSMs and Other Improvements

It was determined by the diagnostic team that providing raised medians and closing driveways near the
railroad along Ocotillo Road, Patagonia Street, and San Pedro Street in the vicinity of the railroad crossings
will provide SSMs at each crossing that make the three at-grade railroad crossings eligible for the
establishment of a quiet zone per the FRA Final Rule. The recommended improvements generated by the
diagnostic team review meeting are summarized for each crossing below. These recommendations were
further developed into conceptual drawings and a preliminary opinion of probable cost (OPC) was
developed for each crossing. A conceptual drawing of each crossing location that provides more details
on the SSMs and other recommended improvements are provided in Appendix C. The break-down of the
preliminary OPC for each crossing are provided in Appendix D.

Ocotillo Road (DOT Crossing #741382T)
e Construct 100’ median island north of the railroad tracks

e Construct 6” curb along both sides of the crossing with curb cuts for UPRR access drives as
illustrated in the conceptual drawing

e Install two (2) “No Train Horn” plaques (W10-9P) under existing W10-1 signs

e Install two (2) W10-2 signs with two (2) “No Train Horn” plaques (W10-9P) on 4" Street / Business
Loop 10

e Relocate existing railroad crossing striping and install new 24” stop bar striping
o Close existing driveway on the southwest side of the railroad crossing
e Other required improvements as illustrated in the conceptual drawings

also implement the following improvement to provide a smoother ride for vehicles approaching and
departing from the railroad crossing:

e Install two (2) W10-1 signs with “No Train Horn” plaques (W10-9P)

e Install two (2) W10-2 signs with two (2) “No Train Horn” plaques (W10-9P) on 4" Street / Business
Loop 10

e Install railroad crossing and 24” stop bar striping
e Otherrequired improvements as illustrated in the conceptual drawings.

While not considered a railroad crossing SSM or a Quiet Zone requirement, the City of Benson desires to
also implement the following improvements to provide a smoother ride for vehicles approaching and
departing from the railroad crossing and to provide pedestrian facilities:

e 5’ sidewalk on both sides of Patagonia Street from 4" Street /Business Loop 10 to 3™ Street to
accommodate high pedestrian traffic volumes.

e Pavement removal, reprofile, and resurface (2” Overlay) on both sides of proposed median islands

San Pedro Street (DOT Crossing #741386V)

e Construct a 95’ raised median north of the railroad tracks and a 60’ median south of the railroad
tracks

locations are illustrated in the conceptual drawing

e Install two (2) W10-1 signs with “No Train Horn” plaques (W10-9P)

e Install two (2) W10-2 signs with two (2) “No Train Horn” plaques (W10-9P) on 4 Street / Business
Loop 10

e Install railroad crossing and 24” stop bar striping
e Other required improvements as illustrated in the conceptual drawings

While not considered a railroad crossing SSM or a Quiet Zone requirement, the City of Benson desires to
also implement the following improvement to provide a smoother ride for vehicles approaching and
departing from the railroad crossing:

e Pavementremoval, reprofile, and resurface (2” Overlay) on both sides of proposed median islands

Preliminary Opinion of Probable Cost for all improvements listed above: $ 141,641
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Itis important to note the general design criteria for the Gate with Raised Median SSM require the squared
edge be 10’ from the nearest rail. Also, the median must extend 100' from the nearest gate arm unless
there is a driveway or intersection, in which case the median must extend a minimum of 60'. The median
must be a minimum of 3' wide with a curb of 6" in height.

According to the results of the FRA’s Quiet Zone Calculator (Appendix E), the average QZRI for the three
crossings is 13,452.97 with the recommended SSMs. The web-based tool can be found at
http://safetydata.fra.dot.gov/quiet/. The QZRI is below the NSRT of 14,347.00 which indicates that the three
(3) crossings qualify as a quiet zone designation after the SSMs recommended above are installed and
appropriate parties are notified as referred in Section 222.43 of the FRA’s Use of Locomotive Horns at
Highway-Rail Grade Crossings; Final Rule. Note that the crossings’ QZRI are below the NSRT without the
SSMs; however, implementing the SSMs would provide permanent quiet zone designation.
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4 QUIET ZONE IMPLEMENTATION — NEXT STEPS

The preliminary analysis, diagnostic team review (6-14-2016), update of the U.S. DOT Crossing Inventory
Forms (6-15-2016) and initial railroad coordination tasks have been accomplished within this study.
Once the recommended SSMs and associated improvements are installed, a quiet zone can be
established for the three study railroad crossings.

The Quiet Zone Establishment process will require that a Notice of Intent (NOI) and Notice of
Establishment (NOE) be issued to all parties. The NOI provides notice to the railroads and state agencies
that the public authority is planning on creating a new Quiet Zone. From the time the NOI is received,
the state agencies and railroads will be given 60 days to provide information and comments to the
public agency (City of Benson). The NOE provides a means for the public authority (City of Benson) to
formally advise affected parties that a quiet zone is being established.

The Quiet Zone Establishment Process includes the following steps:
1. Design and Implement SSM Improvements (3 — 6 months)
2. lIssue the Notice of Intent (NOI) to establish a quiet zone (approximately 90 days)
o Prepare the official quiet zone application packet to include the following:
= Sufficient detail concerning the present safety measures at all crossings within
the proposed quiet zone.
= Detailed information on the safety improvements that are proposed to be
implemented.
=  Membership and recommendations of the diagnostic team that reviewed the
proposed quiet zone.
=  Statement of efforts taken to address comments submitted by affected
railroads, the State agency responsible for the grade crossing safety and
highway and road safety.
= A commitment to implement the proposed safety measures. Or demonstrate
that the SSMs have been installed (depends on the time frame of the SSM
design and implementation)
= Demonstrate through data and analysis that the proposed measures will reduce
the QZRI to levels equal to, or less than, either the NSRT or RIWH
= A copy of the application must be provided to: All railroads operating over the
public highway-rail grade crossing (UPRR, and Amtrak); the railroad authority
having jurisdiction (FRA); the highway or traffic control or law enforcement
authority having jurisdiction (City of Benson Police Department), and the state
agency (ADOT and ACC) overseeing at-grade railroad crossings.
3. Issue the Notice of Establishment (NOE) for the quiet zone to the entities mentioned above;
4. Send affirmation and updated inventory form to FRA every 4.5 — 5 years

The flow-chart for Creating a New Quiet Zone using SSMs (Chart 2) in Section Ill of the FRA’s Final Rule is
provided in Appendix F. The chart contains mark-ups/comments on what steps have been completed
and what is pending.

Meeting Summary

The diagnostic team began the meeting at the Ocotillo Road at-grade railroad crossing. Field review

safety precautions were discussed by Alex Popovici at each site.

Site Visit to Ocotillo Avenue/Road north of 4" Street (DOT Crossing #741382T)

Improvements required to implement a Quiet Zone

North of Railroad Tracks

e A 100 raised median island with 6” curb will need to be constructed on the approach north of

the railroad tracks. The end of the island should be squared and 10’ from the center of the
closest track. The existing median curbing near the gate arm structure needs to be removed
and replaced by the aforementioned raised median island.

The existing driveways north of the railroad tracks are more than 200’ away from the tracks so
no driveway closures are necessary north of the railroad tracks.

6” curb should be installed north of the tracks on the west and east edges of the roadway for
the length of the median curb except that curb cuts should be provided to permit access by
Union Pacific staff to the railroad maintenance road that parallels the railroad tracks.
Pavement markings associated with the at-grade railroad crossing need to be redone in
accordance with the spacing shown in the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices
(MUTCD).

The southbound approach needs to include a MUTCD W10-1 at-grade railroad crossing
warning sign with a “No Train Horn” W10-9P plaque.
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South of Railroad Tracks

e The approach south of the railroad tracks already has a raised median with 6” curb that is more
than 100’ in length. It was noted, however, that the raised median gradually becomes flush with
the pavement as it approaches the track. The raised median will need to be reconstructed
where the curb is not 6” in height. It is estimated that this will require reconstruction of
approximately 24’ of existing median. The end of the island should be squared and 10’ from
the center of the closest track.

e The driveway/alley access behind Barney’'s Auto Sales will need to be closed on the west side
of Ocotillo Avenue south of the railroad tracks because the access point is within 60’ of the
railroad gate arm. This can be accomplished by installing 6” curb and gutter across the access
point. Garbage containers were observed as being present along the alleyway, so it appears
the driveway access point may currently be used as part of a garbage truck route. If that is the
case, the garbage truck route would have to be modified to no longer include the use of that
access point if it is closed off.

e The approach south of the railroad tracks already has a 6” curb on the west and east edges of
the roadway for most of the length of the raised median. It was noted, however, that the 6” curb
on the east side of the roadway gradually becomes flush with the pavement as it approaches
the track. The curb will need to be reconstructed where the curb is not 6” in height. It is
estimated that this will require reconstruction of approximately 12’ of existing curb. The curb on
both sides needs to be extended to match the length of the reconstructed median curb except
that curb cuts should be provided to permit access by Union Pacific staff to the railroad
maintenance road that parallels the railroad tracks.

e Pavement markings associated with the at-grade railroad crossing need to be redone in
accordance with the spacing shown in the MUTCD.

e The northbound approach needs to include a MUTCD W10-1 at-grade railroad crossing
warning sign with a “No Train Horn” W10-9P plaque. A W10-2 sign with W10-9P plaque is also
needed on both approaches of 4 Street near the Ocotillo Avenue/Road intersection warning
drivers that the adjacent at-grade railroad crossing is a quiet zone.

Other recommendations and comments

e LeeAnn Dickson noted that the existing W10-1 sign on the southbound approach was not facing
oncoming traffic. Brad Hamilton put in a request for City staff to correct the directionality of the
sign. City staff was able to correct the directionality of the sign while the diagnostic team review
meeting was still in progress.

e Tree/shrub maintenance is needed regularly for 250’-300’ from the railroad crossing to improve
visibility for both train engineers and vehicle drivers.

e Alex Popovici recommended that both approaches be re-graded by the City of Benson as they
are fairly steep. Brad Hamilton noted that the approaches used to be much less steep but that
the Union Pacific Railroad recently raised the elevation of the tracks at the crossing, increasing
the steepness of the grade.
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Site Visit to Patagonia Street north of 4" Street (DOT Crossing # 741383A)

Improvements required to implement a Quiet Zone

North of Railroad Tracks

e A 95 raised median island with 6” curb will need to be constructed on the approach north of
the railroad tracks. Field measurements indicated Patagonia Street is approximately 34’ wide,
which is sufficiently wide for a raised median plus a through lane in each direction. The end of
the raised median island should be squared and 10’ from the center of the closest track. The
95’ length is recommended instead of the standard 100’ based on field measurements by
Kimley-Horn to avoid blocking pedestrian crossings at the adjacent 37 Street/Patagonia Street
intersection.

e There are no existing driveways north of the railroad tracks (except for the Union Pacific
Railroad maintenance road access point) between the railroad tracks and 3 Street, which is
approximately 100’ away from the tracks, so no driveway closures are necessary north of the
railroad tracks.

e 6" curb should be installed north of the tracks on the west and east edges of the roadway for
the length of the median curb except that curb cuts should be provided to permit access by
Union Pacific staff to the railroad maintenance road that parallels the railroad tracks.

¢ Pavement markings associated with the at-grade railroad crossing need to be installed in
accordance with the spacing shown in the MUTCD.

e The southbound approach needs to include a MUTCD W10-1 at-grade railroad crossing
warning sign with a “No Train Horn” W10-9P plaque.

South of Railroad Tracks

e Araised median island with 6” curb will need to be constructed on the approach south of the
railroad tracks. Field measurements indicated Patagonia Street is approximately 34’ wide,
which is sufficiently wide for a raised median plus a through lane in each direction. The end of
the raised median island should be squared and 10’ from the center of the closest track.

o Initially, meeting attendees discussed installing a 100’ raised median island and closing off
access from Patagonia Street to the Benson Ice Cream Shop on the northwest corner of
Patagonia Street/4™h Street. At the end of the diagnostic team review meeting, Brad Hamilton
indicated the City’s preference would be to continue to provide access to the Benson Ice Cream
Shop from Patagonia Street so as to not impact site circulation associated with the drive-
through window. Field measurements made by Kimley-Horn indicate there is adequate space
to provide a driveway for the Benson Ice Cream Shop beyond the end of a new raised median
island if the median island is 60’ in length (the minimum allowed in a quiet zone when there are
nearby driveways).

e Onthe east side of Patagonia Street south of the railroad tracks, the existing driveway access
point to the Amtrak Station needs to be closed because it is closer than 60’ to the railroad gate
arm. The Amtrak Station will still have an access point on 4t Street. The closure of the Amtrak
driveway on Patagonia Street can be accomplished by installing 6” curb and gutter across the
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access point.

e 6" curb should be installed south of the tracks on the west and east edges of the roadway for
the length of the median curb except that curb cuts should be provided to permit access by
Union Pacific staff to the railroad maintenance road that parallels the railroad tracks.

e Pavement markings associated with the at-grade railroad crossing need to be installed in
accordance with the spacing shown in the MUTCD.

e The northbound approach needs to include a MUTCD W10-1 at-grade railroad crossing
warning sign with a “No Train Horn” W10-9P plaque. A W10-2 sign with W10-9P plaque is also
needed on both approaches of 4" Street near the Patagonia Street intersection warning drivers
that the adjacent at-grade railroad crossing is a quiet zone.

Other recommendations and comments

e LeeAnn Dickson noted that both approaches are missing pavement markings and a W10-1 at-
grade railroad crossing warning sign. These need to be installed by the City as soon as possible
to conform to the MUTCD.

o Alex Popovici recommended that a sign be installed at the east end of the Amtrak Station
prohibiting public use of the Union Pacific Railroad maintenance road between the Patagonia
Street and San Pedro Street crossings.

e Alex Popovici recommended that both approaches be re-graded by the City of Benson as they
are fairly steep. Brad Hamilton noted that the approaches used to be much less steep but that
the Union Pacific Railroad recently raised the elevation of the tracks at the crossing, increasing
the steepness of the grade.

e The question was asked if the Amtrak passenger platform can be relocated as Amtrak trains
currently block the Patagonia Street and/or San Pedro Street crossings when
loading/unloading passengers at the Amtrak Station. Brad Hamilton indicated that the City
would like to relocate the platform closer to the Benson Visitor Center and that the Benson
Visitor Center was designed to accommodate a platform if it can be moved there.

e LeeAnn Dickson recommended that Amtrak officials (Steve McDowes) be informed of the
needed closure of the Amtrak Station access point on Patagonia Street if a railroad quiet zone
is to be implemented and also of the City’s desire for the passenger platform to be moved
adjacent to the Benson Visitor Center.

e Brad Hamilton mentioned that the Patagonia Street crossing has high pedestrian volumes
because there is a school located south of 41 Street. He asked if sidewalks are required as
part of the quiet zone. LeeAnn Dickson indicated that there are no quiet zone requirements
associated with sidewalks and pedestrians, but that she thought a sidewalk would help to better
accommodate pedestrian movements across the railroad crossing. LeeAnn Dickson also
recommended that an education campaign be conducted at the school and with neighboring
businesses and residences in advance of the establishment of the quiet zone to provide
information on railroad safety in a quiet zone.

North of Railroad Tracks

e A 95 raised median island with 6” curb will need to be constructed on the approach north of
the railroad tracks. Field measurements indicated San Pedro Street is approximately 34’ wide,
which is sufficiently wide for a raised median plus a through lane in each direction. The end of
the raised median island should be squared and 10’ from the center of the closest track. The
95’ length is recommended instead of the standard 100’ based on field measurements by
Kimley-Horn to avoid blocking pedestrian crossings at the adjacent 3 Street/San Pedro Street
intersection.

The
length of the raised median island is recommended to be 60’ (the minimum allowed in a quiet
zone when there are nearby driveways) because there are existing driveways just beyond that
60’ dimension. The existing driveway on the west side provides access to the Benson Visitor
Center. The existing driveway on the east side provides access to the Greyhound Bus Station.

e 6" curb should be installed south of the tracks on the west and east edges of the roadway for
the length of the median curb except that curb cuts should be provided to permit access by
Union Pacific staff to the railroad maintenance road that parallels the railroad tracks.

e Pavement markings associated with the at-grade railroad crossing need to be installed in
accordance with the spacing shown in the MUTCD.

e Alex Popovici indicated the Union Pacific Railroad would like to see the San Pedro Street
crossing completely closed. He indicated that if the City of Benson was amenable to closing
this crossing, Union Pacific Railroad may be able to help fund some of the improvements
recommended at the other two crossings in Benson, such as the installation of raised medians,
curbs, sidewalk, and regraded approaches within Union Pacific Railroad right-of-way.

e Jason Pike indicated he would update the Crossing Inventory forms for the three at-grade
crossings in Benson and send the updated forms out to meeting attendees.

Summary

The strategies implemented during the budget process are working for the City. We are
seeing the City’s cash balance rebound. We are seeing revenue from both the State
and City improve, as consumers gain more confidence. The 1% sales tax increase has
been very beneficial to the City and continues to meet expectations. Without the 1%
Sales Tax we would have seen no increases in our Revenue. We are starting to see a
slow-down in the amount of money we are putting in reserves. This is primarily caused
by maintenance that has been delayed for some time. We are beginning to watch the
hiring of new staff, as those costs have a direct effect on our ability to build up reserves.
As we move forward into budget season we need to remember that in 2019 we will have
a loss of revenue because of the .5% Sunset clause. This will mean in order to
continually place money in reserves we will need to adjust or budget to meet the loss of
revenue or find other valid and sustainable sources of Revenue. We are working on
our Enterprise Funds (Gas, Water, Wastewater, Sanitation, Airport and Golf Course) as
we had significant loses in those Funds. The rate study is completed and the utility
rates will need adjustment, in order for us to keep up with maintenance and aging
utilities.

Our unrestricted cash balance this month is $1.9M. As a comparison, our
unrestricted cash position in August of 2015 was $1.2M.

de Results for All Funds

Revenues from all sources were $721K for the month, compared with $755K for
August 2015. Year to Date we show an increase in our overall revenues of
$112K. This is mainly attributed to the new sales tax increase and retail sales
statewide.

Personnel costs were $340K. Year to Date our personnel costs city wide have
increased $2K.

Other operating expenditures were $384K for the month. Year to Date we are
showing a decrease in our expenditures over last year by $35K.

Capital expenditures year to date are $10K, a decrease from last year of 5K
The City Wide Net Position was $8K during the month. Year to Date we have a
$120K net position compared to a net position of $99K in the prior year.

Summary

The strategies implemented during the budget process are working for the City. We are
seeing the City’s cash balance rebound. We are seeing revenue from both the State
and City improve, as consumers gain more confidence. The 1% sales tax increase has
been very beneficial to the City and continues to meet expectations. Without the 1%
Sales Tax we would have seen no increases in our Revenue. We are starting to see a
slow-down in the amount of money we are putting in reserves. This is primarily caused
by maintenance that has been delayed for some time. We are beginning to watch the
hiring of new staff, as those costs have a direct effect on our ability to build up reserves.
As we move forward into budget season we need to remember that in 2019 we will have
a loss of revenue because of the .5% Sunset clause. This will mean in order to
continually place money in reserves we will need to adjust or budget to meet the loss of
revenue or find other valid and sustainable sources of Revenue. We are working on
our Enterprise Funds (Gas, Water, Wastewater, Sanitation, Airport and Golf Course) as
we had significant loses in those Funds. The rate study is completed and the utility
rates will need adjustment, in order for us to keep up with maintenance and aging
utilities.

Cash
» Our unrestricted cash balance this month is $1.9M. As a comparison, our
unrestricted cash position in July of 2015 was $1.2M.

Citywide Results for All Funds
» Revenues from all sources were $882K for the month, compared with $739K for
July 2015. Year to Date we show an increase in our overall revenues of $143K.
This is mainly attributed to the new sales tax increase and retail sales statewide.
Personnel costs were $340K. Year to Date our personnel costs city wide have
increased $26K.
Other operating expenditures were $86K for the month. Year to Date we are
showing a decrease in our expenditures over last year by $45K.
Capital expenditures year to date are $5K
The City Wide Net Position was $128K during the month. Year to Date we have
a $128K net position compared to a net position of $26K in the prior year.
General Fund
» General Fund revenues were $491K, an increase of $74K compared to the
prior July. Noteworthy increases and decreases YTD include the following:
o City Sales Tax is up $83K
o Police Revenue is down 4K
o State Sales Tax is up $2K

» Direct operating expenditures were $61K for July. Compared to July 2015
expenditures are down $15K.
» Personnel costs were $220K, an increase of $10K compared to July 2015.

» The General Fund Balance was $113K during the month, an increase of $70K
compared to July 2015. Year to Date, the General Fund balance is $113K.

Summary

The strategies implemented during the budget process are working for the City. We are
seeing the City’s cash balance rebound. We are seeing revenue from both the State
and City improve, as consumers gain more confidence. The 1% sales tax increase has
been very beneficial to the City and continues to meet expectations. Without the 1%
Sales Tax we would have seen no increases in our Revenue. We are starting to see a
slow-down in the amount of money we are putting in reserves. This is primarily caused
by maintenance that has been delayed for some time. We are beginning to watch the
hiring of new staff, as those costs have a direct effect on our ability to build up reserves.
As we move forward into budget season we need to remember that in 2019 we will have
a loss of revenue because of the .5% Sunset clause. This will mean in order to
continually place money in reserves we will need to adjust or budget to meet the loss of
revenue or find other valid and sustainable sources of Revenue. We are working on
our Enterprise Funds (Gas, Water, Wastewater, Sanitation, Airport and Golf Course) as
we had significant loses in those Funds. The rate study is completed and the utility
rates will need adjustment, in order for us to keep up with maintenance and aging
utilities.

Our unrestricted cash balance this month is $1.7M. As a comparison, our
unrestricted cash position in June of 2015 was $1.4M.

de Results for All Funds

Revenues from all sources were $751K for the month, compared with $805K for
June 2015. Year to Date we show an increase in our overall revenues of $1.6M.
This is mainly attributed to the new sales tax increase and retail sales statewide.
Personnel costs were $364K. Year to Date our personnel costs city wide have
increased $57K.

Other operating expenditures were $508K for the month. Year to Date we are
showing an increase in our expenditures over last year by $582K.

Capital expenditures year to date are $1.2M, an increase of $769K compared
with the prior year.

The City Wide Net Position was $459K during the month. Year to Date we have
a $703K net position compared to a net position of $463K in the prior year.

Summary

The strategies implemented during the budget process are working for the City. We are
seeing the City’s cash balance rebound. We are seeing revenue from both the State
and City improve, as consumers gain more confidence. The 1% sales tax increase has
been very beneficial to the City and continues to meet expectations. Without the 1%
Sales Tax we would have seen no increases in our Revenue. We are starting to see a
slow-down in the amount of money we are putting in reserves. This is primarily caused
by maintenance that has been delayed for some time. We are beginning to watch the
hiring of new staff, as those costs have a direct effect on our ability to build up reserves.
As we move forward into budget season we need to remember that in 2019 we will have
a loss of revenue because of the .5% Sunset clause. This will mean in order to
continually place money in reserves we will need to adjust or budget to meet the loss of
revenue or find other valid and sustainable sources of Revenue. We are working on a
our Enterprise Funds (Gas, Water, Wastewater, Sanitation, Airport and Golf Course) as
we had significant loses in those Funds. The rate study is completed and the utility
rates will need adjustment, in order for us to keep up with maintenance and aging
utilities.
