WHEREAS, the City desires to encourage the development in the above named area which is
currently zoned Rural Transitional (RT); and,

WHEREAS, San Pedro Partners L.L.C., the owner of the property, more specifically described
on Exhibit A, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (the “Property™), has requested
that the City change the zoning of the Property from Rural Transitional (RT) to General Business
(B-2); and :

WHEREAS, rezoning the Property from Rural Transitional (RT) to General Business (B-2) is
in accordance with the City of Benson General Development Plan as it proposes land uses, densities or
intensities within the range of identified uses, densities and intensities of the land use element of the
General Development Plan; and

WHEREAS, after providing notice to the public in accordance with A.R.S. § 9-462.03 and
AR.S. § 9-462.04, the Planning and Zoning Commission held a citizen review hearing on the matter
on March 12, 2014 and thereafter recommended the rezoning as hereinafter set forth; and

WHEREAS, the City Council has received the written transmittal of recommendation from the
Planning and Zoning Commission, has heard from the representative of the owner, City staff and
members of the public during a properly-noticed public hearing at the regular City Council meeting
held May 12, 2014 and has determined that the rezoning request is in conformance with the General
Development Plan and should be approved.

BE IT NOW HEREBY ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF BENSON, ARIZONA, that the Benson Zoning Regulations, Ordinance No. 243, as
amended, be hereby further amended to rezone the Property currently zoned Rural Transitional (RT) to
General Business (B-2), subject to the following conditions:

1. The applicant must execute a waiver of any and all claims against the City pursuant to
Proposition 207, A.R.S. § 12-1131 et seq.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BENSON,
ARIZONA, AMENDING THE BENSON CITY CODE, CHAPTER 2 “MAYOR AND
COUNCIL,” ARTICLE 2-1 “COUNCIL,” SECTION 2-1-4(A) “VACANCIES IN
COUNCIL”

WHEREAS, the City of Benson has adopted a City Code for the efficient administration
of the City; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council have amended the City Code from time to time; and

WHEREAS, within the City Code there is a Chapter 2, Article 2-1, Section 2-1-4-(A),
concerning vacancies on the City Council; and

WHEREAS, City Code 2-1-4(A) is inconsistent with the current version of A.R.S. §9-
235(A); and

WHEREAS, the City Council desires to have its City Code consistent with, and not in
violation of, applicable law, including but not limited to the Arizona Revised Statutes.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the City of
Benson, Arizona, as follows:

Section 1: That the Benson City Code, Chapter 2, Article 2-1, Section 2-1-4(A), is hereby
amended to read as follows:

Section 2-1-4 Vacancies in Council

The Council shall fill any vacancy that may occur, by appointment until the next

regularly scheduled Council election if the vacancy occurs more than thirty days
before the nomination petition deadline, otherwise the appointment is for the
unexpired term. The appointment shall be made within thirty days of the date the
vacancy occurs.

Section 2: All ordinances and parts of ordinances in conflict with the provisions of this
Ordinance are hereby repealed.

Section 3: This ordinance shall take effect thirty days after adoption.

Section 4: If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or portion of this Ordinance is
for any reason held to be invalid or unconstitutional by the decision of any court
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of competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the validity of the
remaining portion thereof.

Section 5: The City Clerk is directed to publish the text of this Ordinance in the San Pedro
Valley News Sun for two (2) consecutive weeks, and further to post a copy of this
Ordinance in three (3) or more public places within the City.

AN ORDINANCE LEVYING UPON THE ASSESSED VALUATION OF THE
PROPERTY WITHIN THE CITY OF BENSON, ARIZONA, SUBJECT TO
TAXATION A CERTAIN SUM UPON EACH ONE HUNDRED DOLLARS
(8100.00) OF VALUATION, SUFFICIENT TO RAISE THE AMOUNT
ESTIMATED TO BE REQUIRED IN THE ANNUAL BUDGET, LESS THE
AMOUNT ESTIMATED TO BE RECEIVED FROM FINES, LICENSES AND
OTHER SOURCES OF REVENUE PROVIDING A GENERAL FUND FOR THE
GENERAL MUNICIPAL EXPENSES: ALL FOR THE FISCAL YEAR ENDING
JUNE 30, 2015

WHEREAS, by the provisions of the state law, the ordinance levying taxes for the
fiscal year 2014-2015 is required to be finally adopted, no later than the third Monday in
August; and,

WHEREAS, the County of Cochise is the assessing and collecting authority for the
City of Benson, the City Clerk is hereby directed to transmit a certified copy of this
ordinance to the Assessor and Board of Supervisors of Cochise County, Arizona.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY
COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BENSON, ARIZONA, as follows:

SECTION 1

There is hereby levied upon each One Hundred Dollars ($100.00) of assessed value
of all property, both real and personal, within the corporate limits of the City of Benson,
except such property as may be by law exempt from taxation, a tax rate of 55.31 cents per
$100.00 of the assessed value of all real and personal property in the city of Benson, subject
to taxation, such sum to be set aside and used for the GENERAL FUND.

SECTION 2

No failure by County officials of Cochise County, Arizona, to propetly return the
delinquent list and irregularity in the assessment or omission in the same, or irregularities of
any kind in any proceedings shall invalidate such proceedings or invalidate any title
conveyed by any tax deed; nor shall any failure or neglect of any officer or officers to
perform any of the duties assigned to him or to them on the day within the time specified,
work in invalidation of any proceedings or of any such deed or sale, or affect the validity of
assessment and levy of taxes, or of the judgment of sale by which the collection of the same
may be enforced, or in any manner affect the lien of the City upon such property for the
delinquent taxes unpaid thereon, and no overcharge as to part of the taxes or the costs shall
invalidate any proceedings for the collection of taxes or the foreclosure; and all acts of
officers de facto shall be valid as if performed by officers de jure.
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SECTION 3
All Ordinances and parts of Ordinances in conflict therewith are hereby repealed.
SECTION 4

This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the
Council and approved by the Mayor.
