AN ORDINANCE LEVYING UPON THE ASSESSED VALUATION OF THE
PROPERTY WITHIN THE CITY OF BENSON, ARIZONA, SUBJECT TO
TAXATION A CERTAIN SUM UPON EACH ONE HUNDRED DOLLARS
(8100.00) OF VALUATION, SUFFICIENT TO RAISE THE AMOUNT
ESTIMATED TO BE REQUIRED IN THE ANNUAL BUDGET, LESS THE
AMOUNT ESTIMATED TO BE RECEIVED FROM FINES, LICENSES AND
OTHER SOURCES OF REVENUE PROVIDING A GENERAL FUND FOR THE
GENERAL MUNICIPAL EXPENSES: ALL FOR THE FISCAL YEAR ENDING
JUNE 30, 2016

WHEREAS, by the provisions of the state law, the ordinance levying taxes for the
fiscal year 2015-2016 is required to be finally adopted, no later than the third Monday in
August; and,

WHEREAS, the County of Cochise is the assessing and collecting authority for the
City of Benson, the City Clerk is hereby directed to transmit a certified copy of this
ordinance to the Assessor and Board of Supervisors of Cochise County, Arizona.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY
COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BENSON, ARIZONA, as follows:

SECTION 1

There is hereby levied upon each One Hundred Dollars ($100.00) of assessed value
of all property, both real and personal, within the corporate limits of the City of Benson,
except such property as may be by law exempt from taxation, a tax rate of 58.38 cents per
$100.00 of the assessed value of all real and personal property in the city of Benson, subject
to taxation, such sum to be set aside and used for the GENERAL FUND.

SECTION 2

No failure by County officials of Cochise County, Arizona, to properly return the
delinquent list and irregularity in the assessment or omission in the same, or irregularities of
any kind in any proceedings shall invalidate such proceedings or invalidate any title
conveyed by any tax deed; nor shall any failure or neglect of any officer or officers to
perform any of the duties assigned to him or to them on the day within the time specified,
work in invalidation of any proceedings or of any such deed or sale, or affect the validity of
assessment and levy of taxes, or of the judgment of sale by which the collection of the same
may be enforced, or in any manner affect the lien of the City upon such property for the
delinquent taxes unpaid thereon, and no overcharge as to part of the taxes or the costs shall
invalidate any proceedings for the collection of taxes or the foreclosure; and all acts of
officers de facto shall be valid as if performed by officers de jure.
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SECTION 3
All Ordinances and parts of Ordinances in conflict therewith are hereby repealed.
SECTION 4

This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the
Council and approved by the Mayor.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CITY OF BENSON ZONING
REGULATIONS, ORDINANCE NO. 243, AS AMENDED, TO: ADD THE USE
BROADCAST STUDIO TO THE LIST OF PERMTITED USES OF THE B-1
NEIGHBORHOOD BUSINESS DISTRICT, TO DEFINE SAID USE AND TO
ESTABLISH SITE DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS RELATING TO OFF-STREET
PARKING REQUIREMENTS

WHEREAS, the Council has determined that a new use within the B-1
Neighborhood Business District is desirable;

WHEREAS, the Council has determined that site development standards for the
newly proposed use are also desirable;

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY
COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BENSON, ARIZONA, as follows:

Amendment to SECTION EIGHT- B-1 NEIGHBORHOOD BUSINESS DISTRICT

To the listing of permitted uses within the B-1 Business District the term “broadcast studio”
is added to the uses enumerated in letter (¢).

(c) Professional offices, utility offices, government office, real estate offices, broadcast
studios and the like.

Amendment to SECTION ONE- DEFINITIONS

To the alphabetically listing of terms, the term “broadcast studio” is added and defined as

An establishment containing one or more broadcasting studio for over-the-air, cable or
satellite delivery of radio or television programs, or studios for the audio or video
recording or filming of musical performances, radio or television programs or motion
pictures. This term does NOT include a transmission tower.

Amendment to SECTION FOURTEEN- OFF-STREET PARKING AND LOADING
REQUIREMENT

To the Schedule of Required Parking the term “studio” be added with the associated
parking requirement of:

25 Studio 1 parking space per 200 square feet of useable floor area

WHEREAS, the City Council has reviewed Article 18-7, considered the
recommendation of the established Benson Airport Advisory Committee, and wish now
to amend the City Code to delete the contents of Article 18-7 and to delete all references
to the Airport Advisory Committee in any Article or Section heading in the City Code.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and the City Council of
the City of Benson, Arizona, as follows:

Section I: Article 18-7 of the Benson City Code is hereby deleted.

Section II: All references to the Airport Advisory Committee in Article or Section
headings of the Benson City Code are deleted.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
BENSON, ARIZONA, AMENDING THE BENSON CITY CODE, CHAPTER 2
“MAYOR AND COUNCIL,” ARTICLE 2-1 “COUNCIL,” TO CREATE
SECTION 2-1-9 “ATTENDANCE”

WHEREAS, the City of Benson has adopted a City Code; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council have amended the City Code from time to
time; and

WHEREAS, within the City Code there is a Chapter 2, Article 2-1, addressing
Mayor and Council; and

WHEREAS, there currently is no Section in the Benson City Code about Mayor
and Council attendance requirements at regular and special meetings; and

WHEREAS, the City Council desires to have its City Code address the Mayor and
Councilmembers’ attendance requirements at regular and special meetings.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the City
of Benson, Arizona, as follows:

Section 1: That the Benson City Code, Chapter 2, Article 2-1, is amended to include
Section 2-1-9, “Attendance” to read as follows:

Section 2-1-9  Attendance

A. The Mayor and Councilmembers, to discharge their duties of office, shall
be physically present at regular and special meetings. The Mayor and
Councilmembers can, however, cumulatively attend up to and no more
than 8 of these meetings, whether regular or special, by phone or other
available electronic means in a calendar year. The Mayor and
Councilmembers can consecutively attend up to and no more than 4 of
these meetings, whether regular or special, by phone or other available
electronic means in a calendar year. The number of times the Mayor and
any Councilmember can consecutively and/or cumulatively attend
meetings, whether regular or special, by telephone or other available
electronic means in a calendar year can only be increased by a majority
vote of a quorum of the Mayor and Council, in their full discretion, so
long as this vote occurs before any above restrictions are violated. The
individual about whom a vote is taken to increase the number of times that
he or she can consecutively and/or cumulatively attend meetings, whether
regular or special, by telephone or other available electronic means in a
calendar year cannot vote on that matter.
