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The City of Benson is modifying Benson Area Transit bus service to a “call for service” effective close of business on Wednesday, March 25, as an additional measure to limit the potential spread of COVID-19, also known as the novel Coronavirus. The modification will remain in effect until further notice. Riders are encouraged to stay home as much as possible and only use the transit system for essential needs. 

The regular route bus will not be running. To use the transit system during this time, riders must call the dispatch line, 520-586-9406 before 4 p.m. to schedule a ride for the following business day. Same day service is not available. All standing appointments are cancelled as of March 25. All riders must call the prior business day to schedule a ride. 

Like other recent City service and facility changes, the modification of transit is being done in response to recent recommendations from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, White House, and Arizona Department of Health Services to help limit the spread of COVID-19. The City of Benson understands that transportation provided by Benson Area Transit is an essential service and will continue to provide transit service as modified with our citizens’ health and safety at the forefront of our minds.
