Current Department Projects: 


 We are working on a project to identify taxpayers subject to our local rental tax. Our goal is to 
increase compliance with the tax and to educate the community on the requirements surrounding 
this tax.  


 We are working on a change to our tax code regarding rental tax. We plan to bring this change to 
Council in February. 


 Finance met with our investment banking firm to discuss the ins and outs of establishing a 
Community Facilities District (CFD) for Whetstone Ranch. Mark Reader will give a presentation to 
council on January 31st. I am in the process of contacting other municipalities that have gone 
through the CFD process to gather information and gain perspective.   


 I am working part-time- Mondays and Fridays in the office. I intend to resign my position as soon 
as a replacement is hired. The job posting closed on December 5th and 5 applications were 
received. 


 We are still waiting on our final audited financial statements from the auditors. I should have a 
draft on January 19th.

AGREEMENT FOR MAGISTRATE SERVICES 
 


 This Agreement is entered into by and between THE CITY OF BENSON, an Arizona 
body politic (“CITY”) and BRUCE STAGGS (“STAGGS”). 
 


WHEREAS, the CITY has entered into an agreement with COCHISE COUNTY to 
consolidate the City Magistrate Court and the Justice of the Peace Court for Precinct No. III, 
located at 126 W. 5th Street, Suite 1, Benson, Arizona; and, 


 
WHEREAS, the terms of the Court Consolidation Agreement executed between the City 


of Benson and Cochise County, effective June 11, 2012, require the CITY to appoint the 
individual named as Justice of the Peace for Precinct No. III as the City Magistrate; and, 
 
 WHEREAS, CITY requires certain Magistrate and other judiciary services on a 
continuing basis; and, 
 
 WHEREAS, STAGGS is aware that the Code of Judicial Conduct, Rule 81, Rules of the 
Arizona Supreme Court, governs the conduct of magistrates as well as Administrative Order No. 
83-11 of the Arizona Supreme Court; and 
 
 WHEREAS, STAGGS is qualified, agreeable and willing to provide said services in 
accordance with the law and needs of the City. 
 
 THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY MUTUALLY AGREED AS FOLLOWS: 
 


1. STAGGS shall be appointed to the position of City Magistrate as of the date of this 
Agreement, and shall be available to the CITY to handle those judiciary matters  
requiring the services of the City Magistrate in accordance with the terms of the 
above discussed Court Consolidation Agreement executed between the City of 
Benson and Cochise County; 
 


2. STAGGS shall perform all Magistrate duties for the CITY in accordance with this 
Agreement, the Benson City Code, A.R.S. §22-401, et. seq., and as otherwise 
empowered by law. 


 
3. Notwithstanding STAGGS’ status as a CITY employee for purpose of determining 


certain benefits herein, the authority, if any, of the CITY over STAGGS in his 
judicial capacity shall be limited given the obligation to maintain the independence 
and integrity of the judiciary.  Nevertheless, STAGGS will comply with all 
applicable laws and, policies and administrative directives.  


 
4. STAGGS shall be compensated for said services provided in the amount of  


TWENTY-FIVE THOUSAND DOLLARS ($25,000.00) annually, and he shall 
collect said amount in twelve equal monthly payments, subject to the required 
employment taxes, each payment to be processed and paid on the City’s first payroll 
period of the month;

5. STAGGS’ annual salary shall automatically be amended to reflect any cost of living 


salary adjustments granted to other employees of the City;  
 
6. STAGGS shall disclose to the City Manager and City Attorney any judicial 


complaints received by or that become otherwise known to STAGGS, and shall 
continue to advise the City Manager and City Attorney of the investigation, handling, 
progress, and status of any such complaints.  


  
7. The City Acknowledges its interests in the continuing professional development and 


education of the City Magistrate and shall budget, allow and pay, as reasonably 
necessary, all reasonable, appropriate expenses associated with attendance, to include 
official travel, at the annual State Magistrate Conference as well as the general 
training offered in the agenda at said conference, for the overall good of the City.  
Reasonable, reasonably necessary and appropriate as used herein are all to be 
determined by the City Manager in his discretion. 
  
6. PROPOSED PARAGRAPH GOES HERE 


 
7.8.If STAGGS, for whatever reason, becomes no longer employed as the Justice of the 


Peace for Precinct No. III, located at 126 W. 5th Street, Suite 1, Benson, Arizona, 
then the need for STAGGS’ services as the City Magistrate, and this Agreement, 
shall simultaneously and immediately terminate.  In this event, STAGGS is entitled 
to payment for services rendered through the end of the month said employment as 
Justice of the Peace is terminated; 


 
8.9.In addition, either party may, for any or no reason, terminate this Agreement, in 


accordance with the terms of the Court Consolidation Agreement executed between 
the City of Benson and Cochise County, by giving one hundred eighty (180) days 
written notice to the other delivered in person or by mail addressed to their usual 
business address.  This Agreement also terminates immediately upon STAGGS’ 
death while acting as a Magistrate for the CITY under this Agreement. 


 
9.10. Irrespective of any other term herein, this Agreement is subject to A.R.S. §38-


511, which provides or cancellation of contracts in certain instances involving 
conflict of interest. 


 
10.11. This Agreement has been negotiated by the CITY and STAGGS, and no party 


shall be deemed to have drafted this Agreement for purposes of construing a portion 
of this Agreement for or against any party. 


 
11.12. This Agreement is entered into in Arizona, and shall be construed and interpreted 


under the laws of Arizona, and the Parties agree that any litigation or arbitration shall 
take place in Cochise County, Arizona.

WHEREAS, in lieu of exercising its eminent domain powers, the City is 


interested in purchasing the Property from Cochise County for a nominal charge; and 
 
WHEREAS, should Cochise County accept the City’s offer to sell the Property to 


the City, the City will restrict the use of the Property.   
 
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the City 


of Benson, Arizona as follows: 
 
1. That this Resolution reflect the intention of the City of Benson to ask Cochise 


County to sell tax parcel 123-22-143 to the City; 
 


2. That the City is hereby authorized to pay Cochise County $10 to purchase the 
Property; 
 


3. That the City Manager is hereby authorized to negotiate any other reasonable 
terms the County requires to complete the purchase and sale of the Property; 
  


4. That the City accept the Property and not use it for any other purposes other 
than as right of way, at least until other legal access may be established in 
favor of the affected City residents or for a period of ten years, whichever is 
shorter; and 
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5. Should the purchase be completed, the Property shall be a Primitive Road 
within the meaning of A.R.S. § 28-6706 until the City reconsiders such status.

As directed by Council on January 12, 2015, this Zoning Regulation text amendment attempts to formalize uses 
allowed in the B-1 Neighborhood Business District as well as address off-street parking requirements for the 
newly proposed use.  
 
 
Summary of the Proposed Zoning Regulations Text Amendment  
Section 8 of the Zoning Regulations- B- Neighborhood Business District 
The addition of the term “broadcast studio” to letter (c) of the list of permitted uses would formalize the currently 
existing use of parcel 123-20-008, addressed as 156 W. Fifth Street.  This parcel has been operating as a 
broadcast studio since the early 1980s, under a variance approved by the Planning and Zoning Commission.  
By adding the term “broadcast studio” to the list of permitted uses in Section 8 and defining the term “broadcast 
studio” in Section 1 of the Zoning Regulations, the currently existing operational use would be established by 
right, rather than by special permission via the variance.  
  
By adding the term “broadcast studio” to the list of permitted uses, the operations and functions of said use 
become available to any property owner located within the B-1 Neighborhood Business District.  
 
The list of permitted uses for the B-1 Neighborhood Business District would be amended to read:  
 
(c) Professional offices, utility offices, government office, real estate offices, broadcast studios and                  
the like. 
 
 
Section 1 of the Zoning Regulations- Definitions 
With the addition of the new term in Section 8, it would be prudent to define the term in order to clarify what 
functions are permitted under the newly proposed term.  Staff recommends the term “broadcast studio,” be 
defined in Section 1 of the Zoning Regulations in accordance with either of the definitions as provided by A 
Planner’s Dictionary (see below).  
 
Broadcast Studio:  
1) Commercial and public communications uses including radio and television broadcasting and receiving 
stations and studios with facilities entirely within buildings.

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Staff Recommendation: 
 
The term “broadcast studio” be added to the list of permitted use in Section 8- B-1 Neighborhood Business 
District.  That the term “broadcast studio” be added to the uses enumerated in letter (c). 
 
That the following definition of the term “broadcast studio” be added to Section 1- Definitions.  
 
An establishment containing one or more broadcasting studio for over-the-air, cable or satellite delivery of radio 
or television programs, or studios for the audio or video recording or filming of musical performances, radio or 
television programs or motion pictures.  This term does NOT include a transmission tower. 
 
That the term “studio” be added to Section 14-Off-Street Parking and Loading Requirements under the 
Schedule of Required Parking with the understanding that the term may reference both programming and 
broadcast studios as well as fine art studios.   
 
That the minimum number of required parking spaces be calculated based on the size of the individual building 
to account for the potential variation in studio size in the form of 1 parking space required per 200 square feet 
of useable floor area. 
 
 


 2) An establishment containing one or more broadcasting studio for over-the-air, cable or satellite delivery of 
radio or television programs, or studios for the audio or video recording or filming of musical performances, 
radio or television programs or motion pictures.  This term does NOT include a transmission tower. 
 
Both definitions reference radio and television operations.  While the first definition clearly states that 
operations are to be performed indoors, the second definition only implies this, but does clearly exclude 
transmission towers, which are likely to be the physically largest component of any outdoor facilities. The 
second definition also specifies recording and filming functions, while the first definition limits itself to 
broadcasting and/or receiving functions.  For these reasons, staff prefers the second definition of the term 
“broadcast studio.”   
 
Section 14 of the Zoning Regulations- Off Street Parking and Loading Requirements 
With the addition of the new term in Section 8, it would be prudent to establish site development standards 
regarding minimum off-street parking requirements for all current or future sites operating under the newly 
defined broadcast studio use.  
 
Because not every possible use can be enumerated in the Zoning Regulations, phrases such as “and the like” 
or “most similar” are used to encompass potential uses that are similar to a permitted or listed use, but not 
explicitly named.  In proposing to add the generic term “studio” to the Schedule of Required Off-Street Parking, 
there is the possibility that other studio-type uses (dance, art, photography) will fall under the category. 
 
Due to the variation in potential number of occupants within the studio-type buildings (dance studios with 
classes are likely to have more occupants than an office-type broadcast studio) the number of required parking 
spaces should be related to the physical size of the building as it is the physical size of the building which 
determines the maximum occupancy load.   
 
The Zoning Regulations currently list various uses requiring one parking space per 100-500 square feet of 
building floor area.  For example, the existing Zoning Regulations require a restaurant or bar to have 1 parking 
space for every 100 square feet of building floor area while repair service locations require 1 parking space for 
every 500 square feet of building floor area.  Under the adopted building code, a broadcast studio use has an 
approximate occupancy load of 1 person per every 100 square feet of floor area while a fine art studio (dance, 
art, photography) has an approximate occupancy load of 1 person per every 50 square feet of floor area. 
 
Integrating the occupancy loads for the various studio-type functions and the Zoning Regulations existing floor 
area minimums of 100 to 500 square feet, it seems reasonable to require 1 parking space per 200 square feet 
of floor area.

Amendment to SECTION ONE- DEFINITIONS 
 
To the alphabetically listing of terms, the term “broadcast studio” is added and defined as  
 
An establishment containing one or more broadcasting studio for over-the-air, cable or 
satellite delivery of radio or television programs, or studios for the audio or video 
recording or filming of musical performances, radio or television programs or motion 
pictures.  This term does NOT include a transmission tower. 
 
Amendment to SECTION FOURTEEN- OFF-STREET PARKING AND LOADING 
REQUIREMENT 
 
To the Schedule of Required Parking the term “studio” be added with the associated 
parking requirement of:  
 
.25 Studio   1 parking space per 200 square feet of useable floor area
