A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BENSON, ARIZONA,

AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF BENSON AND THE BENSON UNIFIED SCHOOL 
DISTRICT #9 (THE “DISTRICT”) TO PERMIT RECIPROCAL USE OF THE  BUILDINGS 
AND GROUNDS OF THE CITY OF BENSON AND THE DISTRICT    
 


WHEREAS, the City of Benson believes that it would be in the public interest to enter into an 
Intergovernmental Agreement with the District to permit reciprocal use of the buildings and grounds of 
the City of Benson and the District; and 
 


WHEREAS, the staffs of the City of Benson and the District have developed an 
Intergovernmental Agreement (the “Agreement”), which is attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and 
incorporated herein by this reference; and 


 
WHEREAS, the Agreement may be renewed for a one-year successive term by the governing 


body and notice to the office in which the original agreement was filed; and  
 
WHEREAS, on November 24, 2008, the City of Benson and the District entered into the 


Agreement and on July 27, 2015, elected to renew the Agreement as permitted by the Agreement; and 
 


WHEREAS, the City of Benson and the District desire to avail themselves of all provisions    
of law applicable to the Agreement and desire to jointly exercise their powers as provided for in  
A.R.S. § 11-951 et seq.; and 
 


WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the City of Benson have reviewed the terms and 
conditions of the Agreement and have determined that approval of the Intergovernmental Agreement is 
in the best interests of the City and its residents. 
 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the City of Benson, 
Arizona, that the City hereby approves the Intergovernmental Agreement between the City of Benson 
and the Benson Unified School District #9, attached hereto as Exhibit “A”, and the Mayor is hereby 
directed to execute said Agreement on behalf of the City of Benson. 
 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the staff of the City is hereby directed to take all actions 
necessary and proper to implement the Intergovernmental Agreement and further its purposes.

RE Letter Agreement Between El Dorado Holdings and City


Dear Mayor King and Council:


At the July 27 meeting, the Mayor and Council will be reviewing a proposed letter
agreement between the developer of the Villages at Vigneto and the City under which the
developer agrees to pay the City's costs of reviewing an application to form a
Community Facilities District. Included within the costs that will be paid by the
developer are the legal fees of both Kutak Rock and Mesch Clark & Rothschild. This
letter is written to you both to advise you of the conflict-of-interest this type of
arrangement creates and to request a waiver of that conflict.


The Arizona Supreme Court has created a list of ethical rules which pervade the
practice of law. Included within its rules is a requirement that lawyers


not accept compensation for representing a client from one other than the
client unless:


(1) the client gives informed consent;


(2) there is no interference with the lawyer's independence of professional
judgment or with the client-lawyer relationship; and


(3) information relating to representation of a client is protected [from the
third-party paying the compensation].


Ariz. R. Supreme Court 42, ER 1.8(f). While we are confident that the Mayor and
Council appreciate the inherent conflict in this situation and wish to proceed (as it
was directed by Mayor and Council), as your lawyers that it is our duty to apprise

you that the fee arrangement implicates this rule and that you be allowed to affirm
whether you wish to proceed.


Mayor and Council are also aware (but it should be formalized) that the firm of
Kutak Rock was recommended to the City by the developer. While this referral does not
in and of itself constitute a conflict of interest on Kutak Rock's part, we also wish to
fonnalize an acknowledgment and waiver on this basis.


There can be a perception that someone who is paying for services may feel
'entitled' to receive at least information on the progress of tlie representation. This
ethical rule, however, is designed to remind a lawyer receiving compensation from a third
party not only that the third party is not the client but that the lawyer has an obligation to
maintain the client's information confidential from the party paying the bill. Both law
firms affected by this issue have proposed that the appearance of impropriety be reduced
by requiring that the developer pay the money to the City instead of directly to the
developer, but we also botli believe that the underljdng issue still exists. Although this
conflict is inherent, both law firms that this arrangement affects not only recognize it but
have dealt with it before and are confident that they can maintain their respective duties
to the City. Both law firms are confident that they can put the City's interests ahead of
the developer's interests and indeed ahead of their own interests. Both avow that they
will maintain the City's confidentiality, especially as against the developer who
additionally is the party with whom the City is negotiating the formation of the District.
You should also know that neither law firm will have the ability under the governing
ethical rules to advise the developer in any matter - even an unrelated matter, without
first informing the City of the matter and presenting a similar request for a conflict
waiver.


We will engage in this transaction against the developer if and only if the City
provides its informed consent, acknowledged by your signature below. The City has the
right to seek independent counsel to review this waiver. We are each committed to
uphold our obligations to the City. If you have any questions or concerns, please do not
hesitate to contact me.
