Mayor King called the meeting to order at 6:05 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.    
 
ROLL CALL:   
 


Present were: Mayor Toney D. King, Sr., Vice Mayor Lori McGoffin, Councilmembers Pat Boyle,         
Jeff Cook, Joe Konrad and David Lambert.  Absent was:  Councilmember Chris Moncada.   
 


NEW BUSINESS: 
 
1. Discussion and possible action regarding Resolution 17-2016 of the Mayor and Council of the City of 


Benson, Arizona, approving a Tentative Budget for Fiscal Year 2016-2017      
 
Finance Director Dustin DeSpain stated the Tentative budget was before Council for consideration and the 
Council would be holding a public hearing on June 23 for public comments on the budget.  Mr. DeSpain 
then stated he made changes to the Tentative budget as requested by Council in the previous worksession, 
adding the contribution to the contingency fund is now up from $11,000 to $42,000 adding this is based on 
every expenditure in the budget, then noted if every expenditure isn’t made, the contribution to the 
contingency fund would increase.   
 
Mayor King asked Mr. DeSpain to go over the changes with Mr. DeSpain stating at the last worksession, 
the Council talked about the federally approved one-time HURF funds distribution to the State of Arizona 
in the amount of $16 million and stated the City would be getting approximately $14,560.00 of that 
distribution.  Mr. DeSpain then stated the Council also discussed the recent U.S. labor law change requiring 
all salaried employees to have a minimum salary of $47,260 and stated the Council chose to adjust the 4 
employees this law affected, who all worked at the golf course, by changing 3 employees to hourly, who 
will then be eligible to earn comp time or overtime and adjusting the Golf Course Director’s pay to the 
minimum salary.  Mr. DeSpain then stated the minimum salary set by the federal government will be 
reviewed in 3 years and may possibly be adjusted, adding the City will have to review the issue in 3 years 
to see if there are any changes made by the federal government that will affect the City.  Mayor King then 
asked Mr. DeSpain to address Council on the Council approved policy regarding the use of contingency 
funds.  Mr. DeSpain stated in 2007 and 2008, the budget contained the policy that when a department 
exceeds its budget, Staff must come to Council to request moving and using funds from the contingency 
funds.  Mr. DeSpain said he thinks that is important, adding it gives the Council the opportunity to know 
what is going on and make the department responsible.  Mayor King stated he spoke to both City Manager 
Bill Stephens and Mr. DeSpain and Mayor King feels this policy is good for everyone, adding it gives 
Council a heads up notice and Staff knows they will have to come to Council and ask for approval of 
additional funding from the contingency funds.  Mayor King then stated the Council won’t be blindsided 
and can then ask questions when they consider the matter. 
 
Mr. DeSpain then stated part of the policy was to establish a reserve fund equal to 20% of the budget, 
which, with the proposed budget, would equal $3.8 million.  Mr. DeSpain then stated the reserve fund 
would be at $1.7 million at the end of the current fiscal year and noted the amount of the 20% should grow 
with the budget, adding the larger the budget is, the larger the 20% amount would be.  Mayor King stated 
this policy was another safeguard for the City.  
  
Councilmember Boyle asked about the employee changes in the golf course budget with Mr. DeSpain 
stating the Director’s increase was $5,300.00 to meet the new federal required minimum salary, but the 
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other changes shouldn’t affect the budget, adding the Director doesn’t feel there will be much overtime, if 
any.  Councilmember Cook asked Mr. DeSpain to go over the golf course employee changes again with 
Mr. DeSpain stating a new labor law requires a minimum salary of $47,260.00 for all salaried employees.  
Mr. DeSpain then stated this affected 4 employees at the golf course and the Council chose to adjust the 4 
employees by changing 3 employees to hourly, who will then be eligible to earn comp time or overtime and 
to adjust the Golf Course Director’s pay to the minimum salary.  Mr. DeSpain then stated the Director of 
Golf is hoping he can maintain low to no overtime and compensation time, but noted there is overtime built 
into the budget as a safety measure.  Councilmember Cook asked Mr. DeSpain to explain why the Council 
chose to increase the Director’s salary with Mr. DeSpain stating the type of position does qualify for the 
exempt salaried status and added the amount of overtime the City would have had to pay the Director 
would have been more of an impact to the budget.     
 
Mayor King then stated he wanted it to be clear and on the record that he spoke to Mr. DeSpain and Mr. 
Hamilton last week who was the Acting City Manager and then asked them both if they felt confident that 
with this budget, there would be no furloughs or layoffs.  Mr. DeSpain stated he was confident that would 
be the case as long as there were no catastrophic events, but in 2017-2018, the Council would have to 
address losing the .5% sales tax revenue.  Mr. DeSpain then restated that if nothing else changes, he is 
confident in the upcoming year.  Mayor King then stated he wanted that on the record, adding a lot of 
employees are concerned about furloughs and layoffs.  Mayor King then stated he had been calling Mr. 
Hamilton quite a few times, then went in and spoke to both Mr. DeSpain and Mr. Hamilton due to Mr. 
Stephens being out of the office and he wanted everyone to know they feel confident in the proposed 
budget.     
 
Vice Mayor McGoffin moved to approve Resolution 17-2016.  Seconded by Councilmember Lambert.  
Councilmember Cook then stated one of the notes sent to the Council was about the Council approving a 
policy in 2007-2008 about the cash reserves, which should be at $3.8 million and asked Mr. DeSpain where 
the reserve fund was expected to be at the end of the current fiscal year and where it was expected to be 
with the proposed budget.  Mr. DeSpain stated $900,000 was added to the reserve fund in the current fiscal 
year and the reserve fund should be at $1.7 million at the end of the current fiscal year.  Mr. DeSpain then 
stated $42,000 will be added to the reserve fund if everything in the proposed budget is spent and if 
everything in the budget isn’t spent, it would result with more being put into the reserve fund.  Motion 
passed 6-0.

CALL TO ORDER:    
    


Mayor King called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m. stating after the Pledge of Allegiance he would like 
to ask those present to take a moment of silence for the recent mass shooting in Florida in which 49 
people were killed.  Mayor King then led those in attendance with the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a 
moment of silence being observed.      


 
ROLL CALL:   
 


Present were: Mayor Toney D. King, Sr., Vice Mayor Lori McGoffin, Councilmembers Pat Boyle,         
Jeff Cook, Joe Konrad and David Lambert.  Absent was:  Councilmember Chris Moncada.  
 


EMPLOYEE RECOGNITION:    
 


Mayor King recognized Gilda Gomez for 15 years of service with the City.  Mayor King then presented a 
plaque to Ms. Gomez. 
 
Mayor King stated the invocation would now be held and introduced Vicar Sarah Isakson of St. Raphael 
in the Valley church.  Vicar Isakson thanked Mayor King for the moment of silence and then offered the 
invocation.    


 
PROCLAMATION:   
 


Mayor King read a proclamation declaring the month of August, 2016 as “Drowning Impact Awareness 
Month.”  
 
Mayor King then asked Commander Steve Chavas of the American Legion, Post 45 to come forward to 
accept a proclamation regarding Flag Day.  Mayor King then read the proclamation declaring June 14, 
2016 as “Flag Day” and presented it to Commander Chavas.  


 
PUBLIC HEARING:   
 
 City Clerk Vicki Vivian stated information on the Home Rule Option (Alternative Expenditure 


Limitation) was available on the table in the Council chambers, adding the information explains what 
Home Rule is and why it’s presented to the voters every 4 years.  Ms. Vivian stated anyone can call City 
Hall and have this information sent to them.  Mayor King then opened the public hearing to receive 
comments and questions from the public regarding the Home Rule Option (Alternative Expenditure 
Limitation) at 7:11 p.m. stating no one had signed up to speak during the public hearing and asked if there 
were comments from any others present who wished to speak. After receiving no comments from the 
public or the Council, Mayor King closed the public hearing at 7:12 p.m. 


 
CALL TO THE PUBLIC:   


 
Don Buchanan, River Road, St. David spoke about being upset and criticizing former Recreation 
Coordinator Laura Parkin when the Council eliminated the official 4th of July committee.  Mr. Buchanan 
then stated he was wrong and if Ms. Parkin were present, he would apologize to her because the recent 
4th of July festivities were the best the City has hosted in the past 7 or 8 years.  Mr. Buchanan then spoke 
about the loss of Ms. Parkin, noting while he didn’t necessarily get along with her, she was a good 
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employee and that he was surprised she was only paid $2.50 an hour more than starting Costco floor 
sweepers.  Mr. Buchanan said the Council needs to look at compensation and try to keep good people 
working at the City.  Mr. Buchanan then spoke about El Dorado and that he wanted to remind the Council 
that they were here to make money; not to help Benson or do anything for the citizens and anyone at El 
Dorado who leads the Council to believe anything else is blowing smoke.  Mr. Buchanan then spoke 
about the Council also eliminating the Economic Development Committee stating he was getting ready to 
rant about how Benson is sorely lacking in economic development and 78,000 people on the hill is not 
economic development, but he understood the committee wanted to go in a different direction and 
hopefully the committee would be more efficient.  Mr. Buchanan then said there are probably fewer non-
retail jobs in Benson today than there were in 1982, noting in 1983, Apache Powder shut down the 
powder line, laying off 65 people and that he doesn’t think those jobs have ever been replaced.  Mr. 
Buchanan then said even though the Economic Development Committee may no longer be an official 
City committee, he hopes the Council and City employees will do everything they can to encourage, with 
all their might, the work the committee does.   
 
Paul Lotsof, a non-resident and owner of the CAVE FM radio station in Benson, said he was not a 
Benson resident, as the City Clerk loves to point out in the minutes.  Mr. Lotsof then spoke about 
receiving mail at his residence in Tucson that appears to be official business from the City of Tucson and 
is on the City of Tucson’s letterhead with their logo.  Mr. Lotsof said when he reads the letter, he gets the 
distinct impression it comes from the City, but that it’s actually a third party who gives utility customers a 
scare story about terrible expenses they might incur if their utility lines go bad and that the City of Tucson 
has arranged for utility customers to purchase an insurance policy that would pay all those expenses 
should anything go wrong with the customer’s utility lines.  Mr. Lotsof spoke about whether or not the 
Tucson City officials knew their City’s name was being used or misused, but after seeing New Business 
Item #7, he knows the City is being paid for the use of its name.  Mr. Lotsof then spoke about the third 
party company using deceptive and misleading advertising and gullible people being frightened into 
spending their money on what more than likely is a rip-off.  Mr. Lotsof then stated the company selling 
the insurance policies don’t need the City’s permission and the only real issue is the use of the City’s 
name and reputation to make it appear that the offer is coming from the City when in fact, it is not, adding 
the fact that other cities are foolish enough to participate in this kind of campaign is not justification for 
Benson to do it and asked the Council to not approve the agreement.    
 
Kirk Sorenson, Pastor at First Assembly of God, Cactus Street, Benson, spoke about the upcoming 4th of 
July festivities, noting his church has been involved with the activities for 10 years, providing water 
slides, food booths and other children’s activities, including 3 years of supervising the inflated obstacle 
course the City rents for the event.  Pastor Sorenson then spoke about having a dunk tank from 10:00 a.m. 
to 6:00 p.m. and that he wanted it to be community focused with the Mayor and Council and other 
church, school and community leaders volunteering to be dunked.  Pastor Sorenson stated the profits from 
the dunk tank will be used for their outreach program which includes free events at the park with food and 
activities, their annual Harvest Fest, which is held on 5th Street and hosting breakfast for the entire school 
district staff this fall.  Pastor Sorenson then challenged the Council to participate in the dunk tank.  Vice 
Mayor McGoffin noted she would be out of town; Mayor King then stated he had already volunteered and 
challenged those present to come and dunk him.  Pastor Sorenson then said those who wish to volunteer 
can contact him directly or could contact the City Clerk’s office.        
 
Vicki Vivian, Jennella Drive, Benson, stated the Council elected to have in the minutes, whether or not 
speakers at the Call to the Public are Benson residents.  Ms. Vivian then spoke about the upcoming 2016 
City Election giving the dates for the Primary and General elections and that the election will be held to 
elect the Mayor and 3 Councilmembers.  Ms. Vivian stated there was currently 1 candidate for Mayor and 
4 candidates for Council seats and noted the General election will be held to fill any Council positions 
that may not be seated at the Primary election, as well as addressing the Alternative Expenditure 
Limitation issue, also known as “Home Rule,” which comes before the voters every 4 years.  Ms. Vivian 
then gave the deadlines for voters to register for both the Primary and General elections.

Vice Mayor McGoffin moved to approve the Consent Agenda.  Seconded by Councilmember Lambert.  
Motion passed 6-0. 
 


2. Discussion and possible action regarding an Employee Benefit Advocate Service Application and 
Agreement with ESG (Employee Solutions Group) Corporation for insurance brokerage and 
administration of employee insurance related benefits              
 
City Manager Bill Stephens stated this item is an opportunity to renew the contract with ESG to continue 
their services, adding Al Thunberg from ESG was present to address the Council.  Mr. Thunberg stated he 
was here to bring the Council up-to-date regarding the benefits offered to employees.  City Clerk Vicki 
Vivian interjected, stating employee benefits is the next agenda item, noting this item is regarding the 
contract to administer the employee benefits.   Mr. Thunberg then stated the advocate agreement allows 
ESG to provide advice and counsel to employees as they select their insurance and other benefits, as well 
as assisting employees in administering their tax-advantage benefit programs, such as the Flexible 
Spending Account and the Health Reimbursement Account.  Mr. Thunberg then noted the agreement 
contains no changes and no cost increase to the City.  Mr. Stephens stated he would like to note this is the 
third year, if not longer, ESG has given the City a rate pass and thanked Mr. Thunberg and his associate 
Jon Stewart, adding they work hard to help the City with this process.    
 
Councilmember Boyle asked how ESG could continue the contract with no rate increase with Mr. 
Thunberg stating over the years, ESG has been able to find ways to become a little more efficient in the 
administration of the programs through new technology and software solutions, noting this reduces 
paperwork and has enabled them to offer rate passes to many customers.     
 
Vice Mayor McGoffin moved to approve the Employee Benefit Advocate Service Application and 
Agreement with ESG (Employee Solutions Group) Corporation for insurance brokerage and 
administration of employee insurance related benefits.  Seconded by Councilmember Lambert.  Motion 
passed 6-0. 
 


3. Discussion and possible action regarding a Health Insurance contract with Blue Cross Blue Shield 
for the Employee Benefits for Fiscal Year 2016-2017, and authorization for the City Manager to 
sign the health insurance contract     
 
City Manager Bill Stephens stated each year, ESG representatives Al Thunberg and Jon Stewart work 
with Staff regarding benefits and work hard to negotiate on the City’s behalf to get the best insurance 
rates.  Mr. Stephens stated last year, the City switched to Blue Cross Blue Shield for health insurance 
which worked very well.  Mr. Stephens then stated the first renewal estimate was tough, but through 
negotiations, the renewal is reasonable and Staff is recommending approval of the health insurance 
contract.   
 
Mr. Thunberg then addressed the Council regarding the employee benefits process that includes talking to 
at least 6 different health insurance carriers to make sure the City gets the best offering.  Mr. Thunberg 
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then spoke about sitting with employees each year to get feedback about the benefits programs and noted 
Blue Cross of Arizona is a great carrier and he would endorse them in every way the health care model 
allows.  Mr. Thunberg then spoke about the Health Reimbursement Account (HRA), where the City 
reimburses part of the deductible expenses employees incur, if and when they are incurred.  Mr. Thunberg 
stated the plan has worked fabulously, adding over the past 5 years, it has saved the City about $200,000 
per year, noting in 2009-2010, health insurance costs were about $756,000 and are currently down to 
about $525,000.  Mr. Thunberg then stated the Council offering an HRA was a strategic move they made 
and he praised the Council for having to think through a difficult concept, noting HRAs were not an 
automatic thing back in the day.  Mr. Thunberg then stated the City’s historical trend has been terrific and 
is running about 50% better this year than was expected, adding that rewards the City in the overall costs 
and helps with negotiating renewals.  Mr. Thunberg then stated he believes the City’s renewal rate will 
probably incur a 5 or 6% increase year over year and may even be better next year if the claims stay low, 
noting a low increase is never a guarantee, but the City’s trend has been favorable.  Mr. Thunberg then 
stated Blue Cross is well-accepted by employees, with good products and a good network in addition to 
providing the financial advantages the City wants.   Mr. Thunberg then noted there were no changes in 
benefits and no changes to employee costs as well, noting the City was able to keep the employees’ costs 
level which is a big win for employees. (The Council handout Mr. Thunberg provided will be retained 
with the Council packet.)   
 
Vice Mayor McGoffin asked if the employee costs noted in the handout was monthly with Mr. Thunberg 
confirming the cost was monthly; divided into 24 pay periods.  Mayor King stated it was nice not to have 
to increase employees’ costs and thanked Mr. Thunberg, ESG and their staff for their work and services.   
 
Councilmember Lambert moved to approve the Health Insurance contract with Blue Cross Blue Shield 
for the Employee Benefits for Fiscal Year 2016-2017 and authorize the City Manager to sign the health 
insurance contract.  Seconded by Councilmember Konrad. Motion passed 6-0. 
 


4. Discussion and possible action on Ordinance 580 of the Mayor and Council of the City of Benson, 
Arizona, amending and deleting Article 18-6, “Benson Economic Development Committee” from 
the Benson City Code, Chapter 18 “Boards, Commissions and Committees,” disbanding that 
committee, and deleting any reference to it in the Benson City Code    
 
City Clerk Vicki Vivian stated the Benson Economic Development Committee (BEDC) was created in 
2014, with the required membership consisting of an odd number ranging from 5 to 9 members, but 
typically has consisted of 7 members.  Ms. Vivian then stated at the Council meeting held on April 25, the 
Consent Agenda contained 6 resignations from members of the committee, adding during the discussion, 
she informed the Council that the remaining member of the committee had since submitted her 
resignation and that one application for membership had been received in the Clerk’s office and that she 
would be placing the resignation and application on the upcoming Council agenda to seek direction from 
Council regarding the committee.  Ms. Vivian then stated at the May 9 Council meeting, Council directed 
Staff to prepare the necessary documentation to disband the BEDC, which is accomplished with the 
proposed ordinance.   Mayor King stated he had spoken to Economic Development Committee Chairman 
Mike Berryhill, who told him the committee wanted to be eliminated, and that they wanted to continue, 
but be on their own with no restrictions such as the Open Meeting Law.  Councilmember Boyle, also a 
BEDC member, then spoke stating there were a lot of times the BEDC would have an opportunity to 
meet, but couldn’t because they didn’t have an agenda planned out in advance.  Councilmember Boyle 
then stated they also had opportunities to do fundraising, but they didn’t have a mechanism to collect 
money, so they decided to go ahead and disband, adding they are planning on setting up 501c3 so they 
can collect and distribute money and meet whenever they want or need to, noting an agenda or a quorum 
will not be required, which were both an encumbrance to the committee’s efficiency and ability to do 
business.   
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Councilmember Boyle moved to approve disbanding the committee and have it deleted from the City 
ordinances.  Councilmember Lambert asked if he would like to amend his motion to approve Ordinance 
580.  Councilmember Boyle then amended his motion to approve Ordinance 580.  Amended motion was 
seconded by Councilmember Lambert.  Motion passed 6-0. 
 


5. Discussion and possible action regarding Resolution 18-2016 of the Mayor and Council of the City 
of Benson, Arizona, approving an Arizona State Forestry Division Cooperative Intergovernmental 
Agreement, for the protection of its Forests and Wildlands    
 
Fire Chief Keith Spangler stated the City has this agreement in place, but the State Forestry Division 
reviewed and updated the agreement after the Yarnell fire.  Chief Spangler stated the agreement allows 
the Fire Department or the City to call the State Forestry Division for assistance, noting this was done 
with the fire that occurred by the river when the State brought in crews and took over and managed the 
fire until the Fire Department could manage it alone.  Chief Spangler stated with the agreement, the City 
didn’t have to pay for any crews that came in or any aircraft to fight the fire, which helps the City a lot, 
adding the agreement also allows the State to come in and utilize City resources, such as water.   
 
Councilmember Konrad asked if the agreement also enables the Fire Department to obtain equipment 
through the State Forestry contract with Chief Spangler verifying that the agreement enables the Fire 
Department to use the State Forestry Department to buy equipment through the federal government 
instead of going out to vendors and noted going through the federal government greatly reduces the price.     
 
Vice Mayor McGoffin moved to approve Resolution 18-2016. Seconded by Councilmember Boyle.  
Motion passed 6-0. 
   


6. Discussion and possible action regarding Resolution 19-2016 of the Mayor and Council of the City 
of Benson, Arizona, authorizing the Fire Chief to execute a Cooperative Fire Rate Agreement with 
the Arizona State Forester    
 
Fire Chief Keith Spangler stated this agreement allows the City Fire Department to bill the State Forestry 
Division for trucks and personnel when the Fire Department goes out and fights wildland fires, roadside 
fires on the Interstate or when the State calls on the Fire Department to provide aid to other departments, 
such as Sonoita, adding Sonoita would call the State for assistance and the State would then call the Fire 
Department and the Fire Department would get paid by the State rather than billing Sonoita.  Chief 
Spangler stated this also applies to the Mescal and St. David areas, adding if the State takes over the fire 
and then calls the Fire Department for assistance, the Fire Department would be paid by the State.  Mayor 
King noted the Fire Department would not only be paid for personnel, but for the apparatus the Fire 
Department supplies with Chief Spangler stating the Fire Department would have to supply personnel to 
operate the requested apparatus, but noted this gives the Fire Department the opportunity and the ability 
to send apparatus out for extended assignments if the Department has the personnel to send, adding the 
Department can make a considerable amount of money with apparatus going out.    
 
Councilmember Boyle asked what the current arrangement was with Chief Spangler stating there is a 
current rate agreement in place, but every 2 years, the State likes to update the agreement, adding the 
review also allows the State to see what equipment the Fire Department has and to make sure all the 
smaller departments have the same Council or District Boards and Fire Chiefs from those Boards and 
Cities.  Councilmember Boyle then asked if the rates increased with Chief Spangler stating the rates 
reflect a small increase from the previous agreement.  Councilmember Lambert moved to approve 
Resolution 19-2016.  Seconded by Councilmember Konrad.  Motion passed 6-0. 
 


7. Discussion and possible action regarding a 3-year Marketing License Agreement for Homeowner 
Private Line Insurance for Sewer, Water and Gas between the City of Benson and Utility Service 
Partners Private Label, Inc.   
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Finance Director Dustin DeSpain stated this issue came up after the Council attended the previous annual 
League of Arizona Cities and Towns conference, adding the company that provides this service was at the 
conference and some Councilmembers asked him to research it.  Mr. DeSpain then stated over past 6 
months, he researched the issue and passed the proposed contract through the City Manager and City 
Attorney for review and the contract is now before Council for their consideration.  Mr. DeSpain then 
spoke about the service Utility Service Partners Private Label, Inc. dba Service Line Warranties of 
America (SLWA) provides, noting SLWA does have the option to use the City logo and access a list of 
utility customers to send fliers out and offer insurance for the customer’s utility line, which runs from the 
utility meter to their house.  Mr. DeSpain stated the product is offered at a fairly reasonable price, adding 
most utility customers have older lines which are expensive to replace.  Mr. DeSpain then stated utility 
customers don’t have to buy the insurance plan, there is no cost to the City to enter into the agreement and 
the City receives a small payment for each policy that is sold.  
 
City Attorney Gary Cohen then stated this program was specifically negotiated and approved by the 
National League of Cities and is recommended by the Arizona League of Cities and Towns; then stated 
any suggestion that this is an illegitimate operation is inaccurate, adding at least 150 cities have adopted 
the exact same program that is being presented to Council.  Mr. Cohen then stated the idea of the program 
is that it’s a win/win situation for everyone, adding it educates people who don’t know what lines they are 
responsible for; it gives people the opportunity to purchase insurance, if they so choose and it gives the 
City an opportunity to have some increased revenue if the choice to purchase insurance is made by the 
customer.     
 
Councilmember Boyle asked if there was a provision in the contract to ensure individuals are made aware 
that this is just an optional plan and they are not obligated to purchase it, adding if the information has the 
City’s logo, he would like to make sure people know it’s optional.  Mr. DeSpain stated the contract 
doesn’t contain a provision for that, but he knows there is a disclaimer that says the program is not 
mandated by the City.  Mr. DeSpain stated he knew the Finance Office would receive some calls and 
Staff will inform customers that the program is offered by a third party and is an optional insurance 
policy, if they want to purchase it.   
 
Councilmember Konrad then spoke about several sewer line failures in the City, and noted the cost of 
replacing the sewer lines from the house to the main in the street is astronomical at times.  
Councilmember Konrad then stated he wanted to get the point across that this is being offered by a third 
party and not the City, but he thinks this is a good benefit for the citizens, especially those on a fixed 
income, adding those customers seem to be the ones in the older homes that have these failing systems 
and it’s a good idea to have something out there so people aren’t draining their bank accounts to fix their 
failing systems.  Mr. DeSpain then stated the policy is offered on 4 lines; gas, water, sewer and interior 
plumbing and noted the customer can cancel any policy at any time.  Mr. DeSpain then stated the City 
Clerk just noted that the Finance Office can add a statement on all utility bills, informing customers that 
anything they would receive regarding this program is offered by a third party and is optional and then 
noted that it wouldn’t cost anything to add that information to the billing statements.        
 
Councilmember Boyle asked about the cost of the plans with Mr. DeSpain stating the prices are on the 
last page of the contract and are fairly reasonable, noting customers can pay monthly or annually and can 
cancel any policy they buy at any time.  Mayor King stated as Councilmember Konrad mentioned, there 
have been some areas that residents have had utility line issues in, adding there is a lot of piping that is 
old and has cost up to $10,000 to replace.  Mayor King then stated he thinks this program would be 
beneficial and would like to have it offered, but he also wants customers to be informed that the program 
is not mandated by City.  
 
Councilmember Lambert asked if the plan would cover the deteriorating orange pipe that was put in prior 
to 1978 with Mr. DeSpain stating the plans would cover full replacement on any lines that belong to the 
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customer.    City Manager Bill Stephens stated the orangeberg pipe was invented just as the U.S. went 
into WW II and the use of iron and other metals was reserved for the war, and is a paper-type pipe 
covered with tar, adding this pipe was used until the mid-70s.  Mr. Stephens stated many of the homes in 
Benson still have that pipe and depending on the moisture and soil, the 50-year lifespan can be longer or 
shorter, but it is definitely susceptible to being penetrated by roots and it eventually will deteriorate and 
collapse.  Mr. Stephens then stated he knows families in the City who have dealt with these failing lines 
and it has cost them anywhere from $6,000-$12,000 to have the repair and replacement completed. 
 
Councilmember Cook stated the gas line plan costs $37 a year; then stated his neighbor’s 75-80’ gas line 
went out and the repair cost about $1,000, noting over a 10-year period, the gas line insurance plan would 
have only cost $370 and a customer would have to pay for almost 30 years before the premiums would 
equal the replacement cost of the gas line.  Councilmember Cook then stated the insurance would be a 
benefit to the customer, but he is very reluctant to be in favor of a single supplier or provider and asked 
about insurance plans and rates from other providers.  Mr. DeSpain stated he did seek out other providers, 
but all of them require the exclusive rights to market to the City’s utility customers for a 3-year period, 
adding if the product weren’t exclusive, the provider wouldn’t have enough revenue to make repairs and 
survive as a business.  Mr. DeSpain then stated he could bring other providers to Council, but they are 
more expensive and are not endorsed by the National League of Cities.  Councilmember Konrad then 
noted this agreement still wouldn’t stop a homeowner from going to a different provider, if they wanted 
to.   
 
Mayor King then moved to approve the 3-year Marketing License Agreement for Homeowner Private 
Line Insurance for Sewer, Water and Gas between the City of Benson and Utility Service Partners Private 
Label, Inc.  Seconded by Councilmember Boyle.  Motion passed 6-0.

Councilmember Konrad amended his motion to 
include Chief of Police Paul Moncada.  Seconded by Vice Mayor McGoffin.  Motion passed 6-0.

Mayor King called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Mayor King then 
introduced Mike, a representative of the New Life Family Worship Center, who offered the invocation.

EMPLOYEE RECOGNITION:    
 


Mayor King recognized Rolando Carrillo for 20 years of service with the City and Al Carruthers for 20 
years of service with the City.  Mayor King stated the employees weren’t present, but he appreciated their 
service to the City and the community.   


 
PROCLAMATION:  None   
 
PUBLIC HEARING:  The Mayor and Council will receive comments and questions from the public regarding the 
Home Rule Option (Alternative Expenditure Limitation). 
 


Mayor King opened the public hearing at 7:05 p.m. and stated there was no one signed up to speak during 
the public hearing.  Mayor King then asked if anyone present would like to speak.  After receiving no 
responses, Mayor King closed the public hearing at 7:06 p.m.  


 
CALL TO THE PUBLIC:   


 
Paul Lotsof, a non-resident and owner of the CAVE FM radio station in Benson, spoke about the financial 
presentation on the agenda and asked about the large increase in May’s collection and that he hoped 
someone would explain how the 1% sales tax increase could result in such a high increase compared to last 
year.  Mr. Lotsof then stated he was requesting how much the City spent in Fiscal Year 2015-2016 on the 
preparation for the Villages of Vigneto, adding the figure should include the value of all staff time devoted 
to Vigneto, including the City Manager’s time, any cash paid to outside contractors, and all money charged 
by Mesch, Clark & Rothschild to prepare any document related to Vigneto or to analyze their proposals, 
but the figure should exclude any cash outlay that has been reimbursed by El Dorado Holdings or El 
Dorado Benson.  Mr. Lotsof stated the number didn’t need to be accurate to the penny, adding he just 
wanted a ballpark figure that might be accurate plus or minus 20%.  Mr. Lotsof stated he thought the 
Council should have this information and that the public would benefit from knowing what Vigneto has 
cost the taxpayers of Benson so far.  Mr. Lotsof then stated this was a formal request for information.   
 
Vicki Vivian, Jennella Drive, Benson, spoke about the upcoming 2016 City elections, giving the dates for 
the Primary and General elections.  Ms. Vivian stated the elections will be held to elect the Mayor and 3 
Councilmembers, noting there was currently 1 candidate running for Mayor and 4 candidates running for 
Council.  Ms. Vivian then gave the voter registration deadlines for both the Primary and General elections, 
adding the General election will be held to fill any Council positions that may not be seated at the Primary 
election and will include the Alternative Expenditure Limitation issue, also known as Home Rule, which 
cities must address every 4 years. 
 
City Attorney Gary Cohen then stated an oral request for documents is not a proper public records request 
and he wanted the public to be aware that any request made orally will not be responded to and will not be 
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treated as a proper public records request.   Mr. Cohen then stated if there are any questions regarding the 
procedure for making a public records request, they can ask him or the City Clerk.  Mr. Cohen then stated 
he wanted to make sure the record is very clear that the request made by Mr. Lotsof will not be considered 
an appropriate public records request, adding any records request done in an appropriate way will be 
responded to in accordance with the law.

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2. Discussion and possible action regarding Resolution 22-2016 of the Mayor and Council of the City of 
Benson, Arizona, proposing an extension of the Alternative Expenditure Limitation              
 
Finance Director Dustin DeSpain stated Staff is asking for a resolution to approve extending the Alternative 
Expenditure Limitation, also known as Home Rule, for another four years.  Mr. DeSpain then stated Home 
Rule provides cities the opportunity to manage and set their own budgets and expenditures instead of the 
State mandating the expenditure limit, adding the next resolution is also regarding Home Rule.   
 
Councilmember Boyle asked about the difference in the expenditure limitations with Mr. DeSpain stating 
Home Rule is based on 1979-80 figures plus inflation and population changes, adding the City would be 
limited to spending about $10 million.  Mr. DeSpain then stated the City’s expenses in utilities alone is 
about $8 million, noting the City would be very limited in what could be done if the City was restricted to 
the State mandate.  Vice Mayor McGoffin stated the City wouldn’t be able to provide police or fire 
protection, parks and other things.  Mayor King agreed, stating that is why this issue is important.   
 
Councilmember Moncada moved to approve Resolution 22-2016.  Seconded by Vice Mayor McGoffin.  
Motion passed 7-0. 
 


3. Discussion and possible action regarding Resolution 23-2016 of the Mayor and Council of the City of 
Benson, Arizona, seeking Voter approval to adopt a Local Alternative Expenditure Limitation 
(Home Rule Option) to apply to the City of Benson for the next four years     
 
Finance Director Dustin DeSpain stated this resolution will put the Alternative Expenditure Limitation 
issue on the voter ballot at the General election on November 8.  Councilmember Moncada moved to 
approve Resolution 23-2016.  Seconded by Councilmember Lambert.  Motion passed 7-0. 
 


4. Discussion and possible action regarding Resolution 24-2016 of the Mayor and Council of the City of 
Benson, Arizona, approving a Final Budget for Fiscal Year 2016-2017    
 
Finance Director Dustin DeSpain stated this resolution adopts the Final budget which will begin on July 1, 
adding the Council held a public hearing on Thursday, June 23.  Councilmember Lambert asked how many 
people came out to speak at the public hearing with Mr. DeSpain stating there were none.   
 
Mayor King then moved to approve Resolution 24-2016.  Seconded by Vice Mayor McGoffin.  Motion 
passed 7-0. 
 


5. Review of City Finances for March, April and May, 2016 with emphasis on May financial results and 
the City’s financial position as of May 31, 2016    
 
Finance Director Dustin DeSpain reviewed Citywide financial highlights focusing on May, stating the 
City’s unrestricted cash has increased to $2.4 million and the City has saved more than was projected.  Mr. 
DeSpain stated the City will be spending about $400,000 on the bond payment, but the unrestricted cash 
will still exceed projections.  Mr. DeSpain then stated the bond proceeds remain at $1.07 million.  Mr. 
DeSpain stated the City’s revenues exceeded expenditures by $363,000 for the month of May and the City 
has collected $1.1 million for the fiscal year.  Mr. DeSpain then stated $413,000 was the fund balance in 
2015, but it is now $2.4 million, which shows a huge turnaround in the budget.  Mr. DeSpain then stated 
the reason May had such a large increase is that his office reconciled with the State of Arizona, and found 
the State was lax on distributing the revenue earned in the past few months, noting that revenue was 
distributed in May.  Mr. DeSpain stated overall year-to-date, the City is actually on course for what was 
projected for the 1% tax increase.  Mr. DeSpain then stated monthly revenues citywide were $1 million for 
May and were $10 million year-to-date, which is a $1.7 million increase from May, 2015.  Mr. DeSpain 
then stated citywide monthly personnel costs for May were $364,000, which is pretty constant, and is a 
decrease of $162,000 compared to May of last year, adding this consistent decrease has helped the City 
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saved money.  Mr. DeSpain stated other citywide expenditures were $237,000 for May which is a decrease 
of $32,000 compared to last May.       
 
Mr. DeSpain then reviewed the General Fund stating revenues for the month of May were $699,000 and 
were $5.3 million year-to-date which is an increase of $1 million from last year.  General Fund personnel 
costs for May were $234,000, which has been consistent and is a decrease of $120,000 from last May.  Mr. 
DeSpain stated other General Fund expenses for the month of May were $51,000 which is a decrease of 
$40,000 from May of last year.  Mr. DeSpain then stated General Fund revenues exceeded expenditures by 
$414,000 for the month of May and the General Fund year-to-date fund balance was $863,000, which was 
an increase of $659,000 from last year at this time, noting the year-to-date fund balance last May was 
$203,000.   
 
Mr. DeSpain then reviewed Enterprise Funds stating the Gas Fund revenue for the month of May was 
$39,000; the year-to-date revenue was $728,000 and the fund balance was $147,000, noting the City did 
purchase a new on-call truck and part of the cost will come out of the gas reserves.  Mr. DeSpain then 
continued stating the Water Fund revenue for the month of May was $58,000; the year-to-date revenue was 
$624,000 and the fund balance was $69,000, which has been a constant fund balance.  Mr. DeSpain stated 
the Wastewater Fund revenue for the month of May was $56,000; the year-to-date revenue was $633,000 
and the fund balance was $80,000, adding that is a good thing because the City is having to do some 
significant updating of the wastewater plant that was postponed for several years, noting the fund balance 
will decrease over next few months.  Mr. DeSpain then stated the Sanitation Fund revenue for the month of 
May was $50,000; the year-to-date revenue was $546,000 and the fund balance was $52,000, then stated 
the County’s tipping fees increased a few months ago and will be increasing again.  Mayor King asked 
about the rate studies with Mr. DeSpain stating he has the rate studies almost completed, noting he has had 
Home Rule and other issues come up that he needed to address, but he hoped to bring the rate studies to 
Council in November.  Mr. DeSpain then continued, stating the Golf Course Operations lost $4,000 the 
month of May and was down $136,000 year-to-date, compared to last May when the Golf Course 
operations lost $19,000 and was at a year-to-date balance of -$71,000; the Golf Course Food & Beverage 
made $4,000 for the month of May, and because of that, the year-to-date balance was $4,000, compared to 
last May when they lost $7,000 and year-to-date last May was -$33,000, adding the Food & Beverage side 
has done a good job of leaning out and making money.  Mayor King noted events at the golf course have 
helped.        
 
Mr. DeSpain then reviewed sales tax stating the chart shows a large spike in May, due to the reconciliation 
with the State, and noted the Council will see June come back to a normal level.  Mayor King stated when 
the Council reviews this next May, they needed to remember why there was such a large increase in May 
with Mr. DeSpain stating he would remind the Council of the reconciliation.       
 
Mr. DeSpain then continued his presentation stating Bed Tax is up from last year, with a little more 
revenue, and is holding pretty consistent with previous years.   Construction Sales Tax was up in May, and 
is also pretty constant with a slight increase over last year.  Mr. DeSpain then stated Total City Sales tax 
collection is high to due to the reconciliation with the State he spoke about earlier and the State retail tax 
shows a slight improvement over last year, which conveys a little statewide economic growth.   
 
Mayor King thanked Mr. DeSpain and City Staff for their work.

If there were to be 
more candidates that received more than the majority than there were seats to be filled, the City would declare 
those candidates who receive the highest number of votes (equal to or over that number) to fill the number of 
seats.

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Discussion:   
 
The Public Works Department has received many complaints about parking around the City of Benson.  A 
review of the current City Code showed that it was not adequate to establish common Traffic and Parking 
controls for the City.  Staff researched many other cities’ traffic and parking codes in Arizona and created the 
new Chapter 12, Traffic and Parking.  The New Chapter 12, if adopted by Mayor and Council, would completely 
replace the current Chapter 12. 
 
To adopt a proposed Code change, Council must adopt the change by an ordinance, which must be published.  
However, there is a provision that enables a City to adopt the provisions of a code “by reference” saving on 
publication costs.  In order to do this, the Council must adopt a resolution declaring such provisions as a public 
record; three copies must be filed in the office of the City Clerk and kept available for public use and inspection.  
The ordinance can then be acted on and if approved, must be published in full and will notify the public of a City 
Code change. 
 
Any changes that Mayor and Council want to make to Chapter 12, Traffic and Parking need to be made as part 
of this item.

CHAPTER 12 TRAFFIC AND PARKING 
 
ARTICLE I. IN GENERAL 
 
Section 12-1 Application of Arizona Revised Statutes 
 
 Those provisions of the Arizona Revised Statutes, as amended or succeeded, pertaining to the parking 
and operation of motor vehicles and other means of transportation are hereby incorporated and adopted 
within the city limits of the City of Benson. 
 
Section 12-2 Definitions in General 
 


The definitions in A.R.S. Title 28 (A.R.S. § 28-101 et seq.)  apply to this Chapter unless a term is 
specifically defined in this Chapter, or unless the context requires otherwise. 
 
Section 12-3 Definitions Pertaining to this Chapter 
 


The below words and phrases, when used in this Chapter, are defined as follows: 
 


(a) City – The City of Benson. 
(b) Adjacent – Next to. 
(c) Curb Loading Zone – Space adjacent to a curb reserved for the exclusive use of vehicles during 
the loading or unloading of passengers or materials. 
(d) Dumpster – A large metal bin for refuse designed to be hoisted onto a specially equipped truck 
for emptying or hauling away. 
(e) Motor Vehicle or vehicle – A wheeled vehicle that is propelled by an internal combustion engine 
that does not operate on rails and that is capable of carrying a passenger or passengers. 
(f) Non-motorized vehicle – Any trailer or other device that is not self-propelled and is designed 
with the intended purpose of being towed behind a vehicle. 
(g) Official Traffic Control Devices – All signs, signals, parking meters, markings, and devices not 
inconsistent with this chapter, placed or erected by authority of a public body or official having 
jurisdiction for the purpose of regulating, warning or guiding traffic. 
(h) Operator – A person who operates or is in actual physical control of a motor vehicle. 
(i) Oversized Motor Vehicle – Any motor vehicle more than twenty-two (22) feet in length or with a 
gross vehicle weight rating of eight thousand (8,000) pounds or more. 
(j) Owner – A person who holds the legal title to a motor vehicle. 
(k) Parade – Any march or procession consisting of people, animals or vehicles, or combination 
thereof, except funeral processions, upon any public street, sidewalk or alley, which does not comply 
with normal and usual traffic regulations or controls. 
(l) Procession – An orderly file of six (6) or more vehicles with suitable escort, such escort being 
approved by the Chief of the Police Department. 
(m) Rights-of-Way – All property used as a public thoroughfare and lying between the exterior 
boundary lines of any area granted to or received by the City by grant, gift, easement, deed, 
dedications or operations of law for street, alley, walk or utility purposes. 
(n) Sidewalk – That portion of a street between the curb lines, or the lateral lines of a roadway, and 
the adjacent property lines, intended for use by pedestrians. 
(o) Stand or Standing–Stopping a vehicle, whether occupied or not, other than for the active 
engagement of receiving or discharging passengers. 
(p) Stop or Stopping, when prohibited – Any halting, even momentarily, of a vehicle, whether 







occupied or not, except when necessary to avoid conflict with other traffic or in compliance with the 
directions of a police officer or traffic control sign or signal. 
(q) Stop or Stopping, when required – The complete cessation from movement of a vehicle. 
(r) Temporary Storage Unit – A transportable, non-motorized unit designed and used primarily for 
temporary storage of building materials (before they are utilized for building purposes), household 
goods, and other such materials for use on a limited basis on residential property. 


 
ARTICLE II. ROADWAY AND TRAFFIC CONTROL 
 
Section 12-4 Authority to Designate Crosswalks, Establish Safety Zones, Designate No Parking  
    Zones and to Mark Traffic Lanes 
 


The City Engineer or Chief of Police is authorized: 
 


(a) To designate at intersections and maintain, by appropriate devices, marks or lines upon the 
surface of the roadway, crosswalks where in his opinion there is particular danger to pedestrians 
crossing the roadway, and at such other places as he may deem necessary. 
 
(b) To establish school zones in accordance with ARS §28-797 and ARS §28-641 and safety zones 
of such kind and character and at such places as he may deem necessary for the protection of 
pedestrians. 
 
(c) To designate permanent or temporary no-parking zones along City streets and rights-of-ways, 
and to maintain such zones, by appropriate signage, as he may deem necessary for the general health, 
safety and welfare of the residents of the community. 
 
(d) To mark lanes for traffic on street pavement at such places as he may deem advisable, consistent 
with the traffic laws of the City. 


 
Section 12-5 Lane Markings; Restricted Turns 
 


(a) The City Engineer is authorized to place markers, buttons, or signs within or adjacent to 
intersections indicating the course to be traveled by vehicles traveling through or turning at such 
intersections, and such courses may conform to or be other than as prescribed by law. 
 
(b) The City Engineer is authorized to determine those intersections at which Operators of vehicles 
shall not make a right, left, or U-turn and shall place and maintain markers or signs giving notice of 
such determination at such intersections.  The making of such turns may be prohibited entirely or 
between certain hours of any day and permitted at other hours, in which event the same shall be 
plainly indicated on the signs, or such signs may be removed when such turns are permitted. 


 
Section 12-6 One-Way Streets and Alleys 
 


The City Engineer may designate any street or alley to be limited to one-way traffic by placing signs 
indicating the direction of lawful traffic movement at every affected intersection.   
 
Section 12-7 Regulation of Traffic at Intersections 
 


The City Engineer may designate through streets, intersections where stops are required, and 
intersections where vehicles shall yield the Right-of-Way. 
 







Section 12-8 Curb Markings 
 


The City Engineer shall designate restricted parking zones by use of signs, painted curbs, or both. 
 
(a) If the curb is painted red, parking shall be prohibited in the area adjacent to the painted curbs at 
all times.  Curbs painted red may also indicate bus loading zones, but only when accompanied by 
appropriate signs, in which case bus loading and unloading shall not be prohibited. 
(b) If the curb is painted yellow, the space adjacent to the curb so painted shall be used exclusively 
as a Curb Loading Zone during those hours designated by the City Engineer and stated in signs giving 
notice of such determination at either one or both ends of such zone. 


 
Section 12-9 Gross Vehicle Weight Restrictions 


 
(a)  The City Engineer is authorized to establish gross weight limits for vehicles using City streets 
and to prohibit certain vehicles from using certain designated streets by the placement of 
appropriate signs limiting the gross weight of vehicles permitted to use those streets. 
 
(b)  Vehicles may use the streets designated under this article to make a delivery or pickup or to 
provide services to a property as permitted under this article.  A vehicle regulated under this article 
may: deliver, pick up, load, or unload merchandise, materials, or equipment, including furniture and 
other household goods, or provide construction, repair, or similar services to a property. 
 


(c)  This section shall not prohibit: 
1. The operation of emergency vehicles upon any street in the City. 
2. The operation of trucks owned or operated by the City, or contracted by the City, upon any 


street in the City. 
3. The operation of recreational vehicles upon any street in the City. 


 
Section 12-10 Suspension of Traffic and Parking Ordinances 
 


The Chief of Police or designee is authorized to adopt regulations necessary to temporarily suspend 
traffic and parking ordinances of the City to cover emergencies or special conditions. 


 
Section 12-11 Obedience to Traffic Regulations 
 


It is unlawful, except as otherwise provided in this Code, for any person to do any act forbidden or 
fail to perform any act required by this Chapter or willfully fail or refuse to comply with any lawful order 
or direction of any police officer, police volunteer or duly authorized agent of the City in the performance 
of their duties related to the enforcement of this Chapter. 
 
Section 12-12 Directing Traffic 
 


(a) The City police department, including appointed volunteers, is hereby authorized to direct all 
traffic by voice, hand or signal. 
 
(b) Fire officials, when at the scene of a fire, may direct or assist the City police department in 
directing traffic at that scene or in the immediate vicinity thereof. 
 
(c) Public works employees, when at the scene of an emergency or an active construction site may 
direct or assist the police or fire departments in directing traffic at that scene or in the immediate 
vicinity thereof. 







 
Section 12-13 Traffic Control Devices 
 


(a) The City Engineer shall provide for the placement and maintenance of traffic control devices, 
signs, signals, and markers when and as required under the traffic regulations of the City, and may 
place and maintain such additional traffic control devices as may be deemed necessary to regulate 
traffic under the traffic laws of the City or under state law or to guide or warn traffic. 
 
(b) The Operator of any vehicle shall obey the instructions of any official traffic control device 
applicable thereto placed in accordance with the traffic regulations of the City unless otherwise 
directed by a police officer or other duly authorized City agent, subject to the exceptions granted in 
this Chapter or by state law. 


 
Section 12-14 Limitations on Turning Around 
 


The Operator of any vehicle shall not turn such vehicle so as to proceed in the opposite direction 
upon any street unless such movement can be made safely and without interfering with other traffic. 
 
Section 12-15 Driving on Private Property 
 


(a) No person shall operate, drive or leave any motor vehicle, motorcycle, motor scooter, dune 
buggy, jeep or other form of transportation propelled by an internal combustion engine upon the 
private property of another or upon public property which is not held open to the public for vehicle 
use, without permission from the owner of the property or the person entitled to immediate 
possession thereof, or the authorized agent of either. 
 
(b) No Operator shall drive upon or through any private property such as a commercial property, oil 
station, vacant lot or similar property to avoid obedience of any regulation included in this Chapter or 
any traffic control device. 


 
Section 12-16 Operation of Vehicles on Vacant Lots 
 


No person shall operate a vehicle on or across any portion of a vacant lot other than on an 
established dustproof driveway, except during activities authorized by the City. 
 
Section 12-17 Processions 
 


No procession or parade, except funeral processions, shall be held without first securing a permit 
from the City, and all such requests for permits shall state the time, place of formation, proposed line of 
march, destination and such other information as the City may set forth therein. 
 
Section 12-18 Prohibition Against the Use of Engine Brakes 
 


It shall be unlawful for a person to operate or permit the operation of the engine of a commercial 
vehicle so as to assist in braking or slowing the vehicle through the use of any engine brake or engine 
retarding device on any street or roadway within the City unless the vehicle is an emergency services 
vehicle. 
 
 
 
 







Section 12-19 Placing Debris on a Public Roadway 
 


(a) No person or persons will deliberately place debris, construction material, signage or any other 
material in or on a public street within the City of Benson that will affect the safe flow of traffic, 
without having obtained the appropriate construction permit from the City. 
 
(b) This section does not apply to City employees in performance of their roadway related duties. 


 
 
ARTICLE III. STOPPING, STANDING AND PARKING 
 
Section 12-20 Presumption in Reference to Illegal Parking 
 


In any prosecution charging a violation of this Article, proof that the particular vehicle described in 
the complaint was parked in violation of this Article, together with proof that the defendant named in the 
complaint was, at the time of such parking, the registered owner of such vehicle shall constitute in 
evidence a prima facie presumption that the registered owner of such vehicle was the person who parked 
or placed such vehicle at the point where, and for the time during which, such violation occurred. 
 
Section 12-21 Method of Parking 
 


The City Engineer may have erected signs requiring parking at an angle to the curb, allowing 
parking on the left hand curb on one-way streets, notifying Operators that parking is prohibited and 
restricting parking in any way that may be necessary.  When such signs have been erected, no person shall 
stop or stand a vehicle in disobedience to such parking restrictions. City employees, or their agents, may 
disobey such parking restrictions if necessary to perform their public duties. 
 
Section 12-22 Prohibited Parking 
 


Unless otherwise directed by a police officer or other duly authorized City agent or in accordance 
with properly erected signage to the contrary, no person shall stop, stand, or park any motor vehicle or 
non-motorized vehicle on any City street, roadway, or right of way: 
 


(a) In such a manner or under such conditions as to obstruct or impede traffic in any manner. 
 
(b) In such a manner as to block an alley or the entrance to a private driveway except for the loading 
or unloading of materials, and not then unless such loading or unloading can be accomplished 
without interference to the free movement of vehicular traffic, including into or from adjacent private 
property. 
 
(c) In any area designated, signed, and marked as a fire lane. 
 
(d) Within thirty-three (33) feet of the driveway entrance to any fire station and on the side of a 
street opposite the entrance to any fire station within seventy five (75) feet of the entrance when 
properly posted. 
 
(e) Within fifteen (15) feet of a fire hydrant. 
 
(f) For the principal purpose of displaying such vehicle thereon for sale, hire or rental. 
 
(g) For the principal purpose of painting, greasing or repairing said vehicle except for repairs 







necessitated by an emergency. 
 
(h) For the principal purpose of washing or polishing such vehicle or any part thereof when a charge 
is made for such services. 
 
(i) Within a lane designated for the making of turning movements or for the operation of bicycles. 
 
(j) Within an intersection. 
 
(k) On a crosswalk. 
 
(l) Within twenty (20) feet of a crosswalk at an intersection. 
 
(m) Within thirty (30) feet upon the approach to any flashing beacon, stop sign, or traffic control 
signal located at the side of a roadway. 
 
(n) Within an area designated as a public transit stop. 
 
(o) Within fifty (50) feet of the nearest rail of a railroad crossing or within eight (8) feet six (6) 
inches of the center of any railroad track, except while a motor vehicle with motive power attached 
is loading or unloading railroad cars. 
 
(p) On the roadway side of any vehicle stopped or parked at the edge or curb of a street (double 
parking). 
 
(q) On a sidewalk or in that area between the curb and sidewalk or on those roadways without curbs 
in a manner so as to force a pedestrian to walk in the traveled portion of the roadway. 
 
(r) Upon any bridge or other elevated structure. 
 
(s) Alongside or opposite any street excavation or obstructions when stopping, standing or parking 
would impede traffic. 
 
(t) Upon any public street, public Right-of-Way or public property when such vehicle does not 
display current registration. 
 
(u) Except as otherwise provided in this chapter, no person shall stand or park a vehicle in a 
roadway other than parallel with the edge of the roadway headed in the direction of lawful traffic 
movement and with the curbside wheels of the vehicle within eighteen (18) inches of the curb or 
edge of the roadway. 
 
(v) Directly in front of a community or individual postal box served by the U.S. Postal Service 
except for the purpose of delivering or collecting mail. 
 
(w) In violation of posted no parking signs or while in the area of a painted red curb. 


 
Vehicles parked in violation of the requirements of this Section are subject to removal and storage at 


the expense of the registered owner under A.R.S. §28-872. 
 
 
 







Section 12-23 Parking Duration 
 


(a) No person shall park any vehicle upon any public street or upon publicly owned, maintained or 
operated property for a period of seventy-two (72) or more consecutive hours.  For purposes of this 
Section, the vehicle shall be considered to have remained parked unless, during the seventy-two (72) 
hour period, said vehicle has been moved at least one hundred feet (100’) from the position it 
previously occupied, or the odometer on said vehicle exhibits a change of at least one-tenth of one 
mile. 
 
(b) Vehicles parked in violation of subsection (a) are subject to removal and storage at the expense 
of the registered owner. 


 
Section 12-24 Parking on Private Property 
 


(a) Notwithstanding any other law to the contrary, it is unlawful for the Operator of a motor vehicle 
to park the vehicle in or upon property of another without first obtaining permission of the person 
legally entitled to possession of the property. 
 
(b) Vehicles in violation of this Section may be subject to removal at the vehicle owner’s cost. 


 
Section 12-25 Emergency; No Parking 


 
(a) No person shall park a vehicle upon any public highway, street or parking lot in violation of 
an emergency no parking sign that has been conspicuously posted. 
 
(b) The City Engineer or designee is authorized to post emergency no parking signs on public 
highways, streets or parking lots for the purpose of street maintenance, construction, special 
events or any community related event.   The duration of emergency no parking shall be no longer 
than seventy-two (72) hours.  After a reasonable attempt has been made to contact the owner, any 
vehicle parked in violation shall be removed at the owner’s expense. 


 
Section 12-26 Prohibition Against the Parking of Oversized Vehicles  
 


(a) Subject to the exceptions below, no person shall stop, stand, or park any oversized motor vehicle 
or non-motorized vehicle on any public street, road or alleyway within any residential or commercial 
district. 
 
(b) The prohibition set forth in subsection (a) shall not apply to oversized vehicles, or non-
motorized vehicles parked for a period of less than twelve (12) hours for the purpose of loading, 
unloading, cleaning, or other activity preparatory to or incidental to travel.   
 
(c) The prohibition set forth in subsection (a) shall not apply to oversized vehicles, or non-motorized 
vehicles parked in residential areas zoned as rural where the minimum lot size is one acre or more. 


 
Section 12-27 Restricted Parking Areas for the Physically Disabled; Identification 
 


(a) Except as provided in subsection (d), no person may stop, stand or park a motor vehicle within 
any specially designated and marked parking space provided for a physically disabled person, which 
includes the area indicated by hash marks painted adjacent to any such space, in accordance with 
this Section, A.R.S. § 28-882, or any related provision, whether on public or private property, unless 
the motor vehicle is transporting a person eligible to obtain a special license plate with the 







international wheelchair symbol or a placard issued pursuant to state law for this purpose and the 
vehicle displays either the special plate or the placard.   
 
(b) Parking spaces subject to this Section shall be clearly and conspicuously designated as being 
reserved for the physically disabled.  Such designations shall include a standard symbolic disabled 
parking sign bearing the number of this section of this Code and conform to specifications for 
design and placement as approved by the City Engineer.  The property owner is responsible for all 
required postings. 
 
(c) If a police officer or other duly authorized agent finds a motor vehicle in violation of this 
Section, a complaint shall be issued to the Operator or other person in charge of the motor vehicle, or 
a notice of violation placed on the vehicle, as appropriate. 
 
(d) Any person who is chauffeuring a physically disabled person shall be allowed, without a 
distinguishing insignia placard or number plates bearing the international wheelchair symbol, to park 
momentarily in any such parking space for the purpose of loading or unloading such physically 
disabled person.  No complaint shall be issued to the driver for such momentary parking. 
 
(e) It is unlawful to stop, stand, or park a vehicle in such a manner as to block or deny access to a 
wheelchair curb access ramp, except that this provision shall not prohibit the operator of a vehicle 
from temporarily stopping in accordance with other parking regulations for the purpose of and while 
actually engaged in loading or unloading physically disabled passengers. 


 
Section 12-28 Placement of Temporary Storage Units and Dumpsters 
 


(a)  Unless permitted by the City Engineer, Temporary Storage Units and Dumpsters are prohibited 
from being placed in the public Right-of-Way or streets. 
 
(b)  The property owner(s) and/or Lessee(s) of the property and supplier that is found in violation of 
Section 12-27, shall be fined, upon conviction, a maximum sum of two hundred fifty dollars ($250). 
 
(c)  The, Property owner(s) and/or Lessee(s) of the property and Supplier shall all be jointly and 
severally be liable for all costs incurred by the City for the removal of the Temporary Storage Unit 
or Dumpster. 


 
Section 12-29 Overnight Camping 
 


 It is unlawful for any person, firm, corporation or other organization to camp or park an occupied 
recreational vehicle between the hours of 11:00 p.m. and 5:00 a.m. upon the private or public property of 
any other person, firm, corporation or other organization, without first having obtained permission from the 
owner or occupant of the property upon which such camping or parking is conducted.  For the purposes of 
this section, an RV park/campground receipt or a special use permit approved by the City shall be 
considered permission. 
 


ARTICLE IV. ADMINISTRATION AND ENFORCEMENT 
 
Section 12-30 Enforcement 
 


(a) It shall be the duty of the City Police Department to provide for the enforcement of the street 
traffic regulations of the City and all of the State vehicle laws applicable to street traffic in the City, 
to make arrests for traffic violations, to assist in the prosecution of those persons charged with 







violations of law, to investigate accidents and to assist the City Engineer in developing ways and 
means to improve traffic conditions and to carry out all duties specifically imposed upon the City 
Police Department by this Chapter. 
 
(b) Any peace officer of the City may be authorized by the Police Chief to perform any of the duties 
of the police department included in this Chapter. 
 
(c) The City Police Department shall keep a record of all violations of the traffic laws of the City or 
of the State vehicle laws of which any person has been charged in accordance with the City of 
Benson Records Management Program[pal1].   
 
(d) All forms for records of violations and notices shall be serially numbered. 


 
Section 12-31 Civil Traffic Procedure 
 


An action or proceeding alleging a violation of this chapter may be initiated and served as provided 
in the Arizona rules of procedure in civil traffic cases or Arizona rules of procedure in traffic cases.  The 
rules governing individual cases as determined by the governing court shall apply to the determinations of 
all questions arising out of any initiated action or proceeding. 
 


Section 12-32 Violation; classification; exception; civil traffic violation; surcharge 
 


(a)  A person who violates a provision of this title or who fails or refuses to do or perform an act or 
thing required by this title commits a civil traffic offense unless the statute defining the offense 
provides for a different classification.  Unless otherwise specifically provided, a violation of any of 
these provisions shall result in the imposition of a civil sanction which shall not exceed five hundred 
dollars ($500.00). 
 
(b)  A person who violates any provision of Section 12-26 shall be assessed a mandatory minimum 
fine of one-hundred fifty dollars ($150.00), no part of which may be suspended or waived by the 
court. 
 
(c)  A person who violates any other provision of this Chapter which regulates the time, place, or 
method of parking a vehicle shall be assessed a mandatory minimum fine of fifty dollars ($50.00), 
no part of which may be suspended or waived by the court. 
 
(d)  A person who commits any violation of this Chapter and who within the past two years has 
previously  been convicted of or been found responsible for two or more violations of this Chapter 
is guilty of a class 1 misdemeanor. 
 
(e)  In addition to any other penalty assessment provided in this title, the court shall levy surcharges 
required by State law. 


 
Section 12-33 Payment of Penalty Fee upon Receipt of Notice of Violation 
 


(a) The presiding judge of the municipal court shall, from time to time, prepare a table of charges 
and penalty fees for violations of this Chapter consistent with ordinances and resolutions of the City 
council.   
 
(b) Any person who becomes aware that a notice of violation has been issued with respect to an 
alleged violation of any provision of this Chapter classified as a civil infraction may, in lieu of court 







proceedings, pay the base penalty fee as established by the municipal court and any state or local 
mandatory surcharges within thirty (30) days of the date of violation indicated on the notice of 
violation. 
 
(c) The owner or operator of a vehicle for which a notice of violation has been issued may contest 
the violation by requesting a civil traffic hearing. The request for hearing must be in writing and shall 
be promptly submitted to the hearing officer or designee. 
 
(d) If the owner or operator of a vehicle for which a notice of violation has been issued fails to pay 
the amount of the fine or request a hearing within thirty (30) days of the issuance of the notice of 
violation, then a summons and complaint shall be issued to the registered owner of the vehicle.  The 
notice of violation for a parking violation shall be issued within sixty (60) days from the date of 
violation.  The summons shall command the registered owner to appear in the City court on a date 
and time certain. 
 
(e) When a person is found responsible for a violation by a judge or a civil traffic hearing officer, 
whether by default or after a hearing, the judge or hearing officer shall impose a civil sanction for 
the violation, which shall be not less than the amount of the prescribed fine, as indicated in 
subsection (a) above. 
 
(f) It is an affirmative defense to an alleged violation of Section 12-58, if at the time of a hearing in 
municipal court, the vehicle that was the subject of the violation was eligible for and had been issued 
a valid distinguishing insignia placard at the time of the violation. 
 


Section 12-34 Vehicle Impound Fees 
 
 An assessment of a vehicle impound fee shall be collected by the Benson Police Department as 
necessary revenue to offset the costs of inspection, transmission of required documentation to the Arizona 
Department of Motor Vehicles, and the provision of facilities and manpower to effectuate the storage of 
motor vehicles impounded by the City of Benson Police Department.  The impound fee shall be assessed 
as follows:   
 
 (a) The vehicle impound fee shall consist of an administrative fee and a daily storage fee calculated as 
  follows: 
  1. An administrative fee in the amount of seventy-five dollars ($75.00) shall be assessed on the  
   impound of each vehicle; and, 
  2. A daily storage fee at the rate of ten dollars ($10.00) per day, shall accrue starting on the first  
   (1st) day of impoundment. 
 (b) The total vehicle impound fee assessed against any one vehicle on any single occasion of impound 
  shall not exceed six hundred seventy five dollars ($675.00). 
 (c) Payment of impound fees shall be by U.S. currency, cashier’s check, or money order payable to  
  the City of Benson. 
 (d) The City shall generate a written receipt upon payment of any impound fees, and provide the same 
  to payor. 
 (e) The impounded vehicle must be removed from storage on the date impound fees are paid in full, or 
  an additional daily storage fee shall be incurred. 
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Discussion:  
 
As noted in the previous item, any change to the City Code must be adopted by an ordinance, which must be 
published in accordance with State law requirements.  However, when a change to the City Code is quite 
lengthy, there is a provision that enables a City to adopt the provision of a code or a public record without 
setting forth such provisions in the ordinance; enacting the provisions “by reference”.  The previous item 
presented to Council, Resolution 33-2016, declared the document, “City Code Chapter 12 – “Traffic and 
Parking” as a public record.  Council may now adopt Ordinance 583, which will enact the City Code change.

  WHEREAS, the City of Benson has adopted a City Code for the efficient administration of the

  WHEREAS, within the City Code there is a Chapter 12, concerning the regulation of traffic, 
sidewalks, parking and bicycles; and

updated chapter; and 
 
  THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the City of Benson, Arizona, 
as follows: 
  


SECTION I: That certain document entitled “Benson City Code, Chapter 12 – Traffic and
