Discussion:  
 
Property Background: 
The City of Benson originally owned the land where the golf course is located.  In the early 2000s, the land was 
leased to Arizona Golf Systems (owned by Tom Hartley) for a total of 99 years for the purpose of constructing 
and operating a golf course.  In this same timeframe, the wastewater treatment plant was under construction 
and the joint goal was to use the effluent to water the course.  The wastewater treatment plant came online in 
2002 and the golf course opened shortly thereafter.   
 
Unfortunately, the wastewater treatment plant did not produce as much effluent as the golf course required and 
Arizona Golf Systems sued the City of Benson.  This lawsuit was settled in 2008 and resulted in the City giving 
the golf course property to Arizona Golf Systems.  (See attached AZ Golf Systems map to view the property 
given to AZ Golf Systems.)  
 
In December 2010, Arizona Golf Systems donated the golf course greens and clubhouse to the City of Benson 
for a charitable donation tax write off.  The City of Benson also received up to $25,000 per month for 36 months 
to reimburse the City for any operating losses.  (The original 36 months was reduced to 32 months as Mr. 
Hartley incurred upfront costs to repair the clubhouse.)  The survey recordation was amended in March 2011 to 
show the change in ownership.   (See attached Warranty Deed and City of Benson Golf Course Greens map.) 
  
Arizona Golf Systems retained the land surrounding the golf course greens and recorded those parcels under 
the name San Pedro Real Estate, LLC.

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Discussion:  
 
The San Pedro Real Estate parcels, as well as the City-owned golf greens and other property, are all currently 
zoned I-2 Heavy Industrial.   
 
Rezoning Background: 
The concept of developing the land around the golf course greens has been active and on file with the City of 
Benson since 2010, when San Pedro Real Estate proposed relocating the wastewater treatment plant’s drying 
beds.  (See the attached Proposed Development and Sewer Plan Revisions Exhibit map, dated 2010.)  
 
The first inquiry about rezoning occurred in 2013, but the land was and is currently zoned I-2 Heavy Industrial 
so any rezoning first required a General Development Plan (GDP) amendment.  With the City’s re-adoption of 
the GDP in early 2015, the golf course property in question was re-categorized from Industrial to either High 
Density Residential or Medium Density Residential, allowing the property owners to pursue the desired 
residential rezoning.   
 
In summer 2015, after the City adopted the 2015 General Development Plan, San Pedro Real Estate, LLC 
began the rezoning process by submitting an application to the City of Benson.  That application was 
predicated on several acres of property being swapped between the City of Benson and San Pedro Real 
Estate, LLC.  Because the rezoning maps and legal descriptions were worded in such a manner as to presume 
that the land had already been traded, Staff worked with the City’s attorneys to research and pursue the 
property swap so the description of the rezoned area aligned with legal ownership at the time of a rezoning 
action.  Various surveys and methods of land valuation were discussed and Staff moved ahead with the 
rezoning process in 2016, holding a Citizen Review Session on March 24, 2016 and a public hearing before the 
Planning & Zoning Commission on April 12, 2016.  (See attached Citizen Review Session notes and Planning 
& Zoning meeting minutes.) The final land swap agreement was still undecided at this time due to disparities in 
the size and expected value of the land to be swapped between the parties.  
 
After the public hearing before the Planning & Zoning Commission, Mr. Tom Hartley and the City Engineer 
revisited the land swap concept, with the end decision being that a land swap was not necessary to pursue to 
preliminary development concept.  This change required the maps and legal descriptions of the San Pedro 
Real Estate, LLC property proposed for rezoning to be revised.  Due to this change, Staff restarted the rezoning 
process, with the corrected maps and legal descriptions.  A second Citizen Review Session was held on 
September 27, 2016 and a public hearing before the Planning & Zoning Commission on November 1, 2016. 
(See attached Citizen Review Session notes and draft Planning & Zoning minutes.) 
 
Description of San Pedro Real Estate Property Proposed to be Rezoned: 
Represented locally by George Scott, Mr. Hartley and San Pedro Real Estate are requesting a rezoning of 
some of the property with the intention of developing multi-family housing (condos and/or townhouses) and 
large-lot single family housing.  With the intent to build two different housing products, Mr. Hartley and San 
Pedro Real Estate are requesting two different zoning districts on his land.  (See attached application and 
rezone map.  The rezone map is Exhibit A of Ordinance 584.) 
 
The northern part (portion of parcel 123-07-024B) is requested to be rezoned to R-2 (multifamily housing) for 
the purpose of constructing condo and/or townhouses.  Total acreage included in the rezoning request for R-2 
is approximately 28 acres. This is shown in red on the rezone map 
 
The southern part (portions of parcels 123-07-007B, 123-26-001F, 123-26-002A, 123-48-003A; the entirety of 
parcels 123-07-024E, 123-07-024F, 123-07-024G, 123-48-004R, 123-48-004S, 123-48-004T) is requested to 
be rezoned to R-1-43 for single family housing on parcels of 1 acre or larger.  Total acreage included in the 
rezoning request for R-1-43 is approximately 100 acres. This is shown in blue on the rezone map.  San Pedro 
Partners has paid the appropriate fee for the total acreage (approximately 128 acres) upon which Mr. Hartley is 
requesting a rezoning. 
 
 


 


 


 







 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 


Discussion:  
 
The green outlined areas on the rezone map are property owned by San Pedro Real Estate that Mr. Hartley felt 
were undevelopable, what is called the “remainder” of the land.  Mr. Hartley did not want to pay to rezone this 
land, feeling that he could not make a return on his investment.  However, to avoid spot zoning, this land must 
be rezoned to “match” the rest of the area.  Mr. Hartley agreed that the City could rezone these parcels of his 
land upon its own initiative; the City would not have initiated rezoning on this private property except to pursue 
conformity based on the owner’s application to rezone his surrounding properties.  Therefore, these tracts are 
proposed for rezoning as described below. 
 
123-07-024A, in entirety: rezoned to R-2 
123-07-024C, in entirety: rezoned to R-2 
123-07-024B, portion of: rezoned to R-2 
123-07-007A, in entirety: rezoned to R-1-43

Description of City of Benson Property Proposed to be Rezoned: 
In order to pursue zoning boundary cohesiveness, the City of Benson agreed it was necessary to pursue 
rezoning its own property, the San Pedro Golf Course, which is located adjacent to and within the San Pedro 
Real Estate, LLC boundaries. Though the golf course greens are physically disparate locations, the entire golf 
course is recorded under Assessor’s parcel number 123-07-025. Some of the greens will be rezoned in the 
proposed R-2 district and some in the proposed R-1-43 district.  
 
The City of Benson is not proposing to rezone the wastewater treatment plant (123-07-010C, 23-07-021B), city 
yard or transfer station (123-07-010B) as those properties are currently used for industrial activities.   
 
Description of the Property in Its Entirety Proposed to be Rezoned:  
The full extent of the rezone boundaries are shown on the attached Total Rezone Area map.  This map shows 
the outermost zoning boundaries of the San Pedro Real Estate, LLC property (both the land requested to be 
rezoned as well as the “remainder” land) and the City of Benson golf course property. (The legal descriptions 
for each proposed zoning district are also attached – Exhibit A of Ordinance 584.)  
 
Additional Considerations: 
The City of Benson General Development Plan was readopted in early 2015 with the land under consideration 
being categorized as either High Density Residential (northern area of golf course) or Medium Density 
Residential (southern area of golf course).  This General Development Plan reclassification occurred in 
anticipation of this rezoning so that the desired zoning districts (R-2 and R-1-43) would comply with the General 
Development Plan designation (High and Medium Density Residential).  At this time, the existing zoning district 
of I-2 Heavy Industrial does not comply with the “new” High Density Residential and Medium Density 
Residential General Plan designations.  
 
With a wastewater treatment plant too close to the proposed home sites (must be at least 1000’ away from 
home sites), Mr. Hartley is responsible for moving components of the wastewater treatment plant to meet this 
1000’ limitation and received Arizona Department of Environmental Quality (ADEQ) approval to do so in 2012.  
Mr. Hartley has not begun any relocation construction at this time and the permission granted to ADEQ does 
have an expiration date.  Relocation must be completed prior to construction of any housing that would not be 
at least 1000’ away.   
 
  
 
 


 


 


 







 
 


Discussion:  
 
The final design and layout for rights-of-way and residential parcels will occur during the subdivision phase.  
The final design and layout for multi-family housing (dwelling units, parking, shared amenities, etc.) located on 
large acreage parcels will occur via site plan approval.  Both these processes go through the Planning & Zoning 
Commission and subdivision platting will progress to City Council for their approval as well.  Additionally, offsite 
improvements may be required as this property develops, such as street improvements to Darby, Madison 
and/or Harvest Way. The City Engineer and Public Works Director will work with the developer to determine 
what and when offsite improvements will be required.  


 
Conditions 
The green “remainder” tracts shown on the application’s Rezone Map are to remain in a natural, undeveloped 
state.  Mr. Hartley, via his rezoning application, has agreed to conserve these tracts to ensure that he will not 
make a profit from development via a rezoning action that he neither initiated nor bore the costs of.  Though the 
method of conservation is up to Mr. Hartley’s discretion (conservation easement, donation to conservation 
society, etc.), the effective rezoned status is dependent upon this conservation occurring.  At this time, no 
information is available as to what contacts have been made or actions have been taken in regard to preserving 
the “remainder” land.  
 
The second condition is an agreement to waive rights.  The City requires this agreement due to Prop. 207 
being passed in 2006; the agreement is an Owner acknowledgement of waiving any right to claim diminution in 
value or pursue a claim for just compensation for diminution in value under Arizona Revised Statutes §12-1134 
relating to the Change of Land Use for the Properties (which must be submitted within 30 days after Council 
action, according to the agreement.)

Citizen Review Session Notes   


March 24, 2016 
 


George Scott introduced himself as the representative for San Pedro Real Estate LLC.  Owned by 
Tom Hartley (Golden, CO) San Pedro Real Estate LLC owns the property surrounding the golf 
greens.  Mr. Scott explained that Tom Hartley developed the golf course in the early aughts and 
gave the golf course greens to the city in late 2010 but retained the land between and around 
the greens with the goal of residential development.  
 
Mr. Scott explained that the golf course and surrounding land are currently zoned I-2, Heavy 
Industrial and they are requesting two different zoning districts.  The multi-family R-2 zoning 
district is being requested for the northern area of the golf course (approximately 27 acres) and 
the single family R-1-43 zoning district is being requested for the southern area of the golf 
course.   Mr. Scott estimated that the proposed R-2 area could hold up to 500 multi-family units 
with 40 1-acre parcels in the proposed single family area.   He further explained that one reason 
to support this rezoning is to create a new home product in town, specifically condominiums 
and townhouses.  He also stated his hope to increase the property tax base.  
 
When asked about access to the parcels between greens, Mr. Scott replied that roads will be 
designed at the subdivision stage.  He further noted that approximately 100 acres adjacent to 
the river are not practical for residential development so another type of user, such as a 
conservancy group, will keep that land undevelopable.  He noted that the rezoning will be 
conditioned on the preservation of that acreage.  
 
Neighboring resident Kevin Dirksen noted that the entire area floods when it rains.  When 
asked if this is a good thing for Benson, Mr. Scott replied that the concept is to provide options 
for smaller housing with minimal yard and golf course living.  When asked about a timeframe if 
all approvals are given, Mr. Scott acknowledged that he wasn’t aware of Mr. Hartley’s timeline.  
He acknowledged that rezoning is just the first step and a final layout based on housing product 
has not yet occurred.  He did state that the final layout will probably be fewer dwelling units 
than the 300-500 multi-family unit and the 40 1-acre parcels shown.  
 
Kevin Dirksen voiced his opposition to the project, commenting that he lives out there because 
it was private, with only one near neighbor, and had limited access by others via the one lane 
tunnel.  He said the industrial zoning protected the land because the likelihood of an industrial 
use was slim to none.  When asked about access via the tunnel, Mr. Scott noted that ADOT 
would need to be consulted.  
 
Mr. Scott closed the meeting by offering to take interested parties to see the land or provide 
them with Tom Hartley’s contact information.

MINUTES OF THE BENSON PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION 


April 12, 2016 
 


1.  CALL TO ORDER-Vice Chair Randy Robichaud called the meeting to order at 7:01pm. 
 
2. PLEDGE-Vice Chair Randy Robichaud led the pledge.  
 
3.  ROLL CALL-Randy Robichaud, Barbara Thompson, Jim Thelander, Andrew Abernathy and 
Debbie Braatz (telephonically) were present.  Cliff Deane was absent. A quorum was present.  
 
4.  CALL TO PUBLIC-There was no answer to the call. 
 


5.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES  
March 8, 2016 
Commissioner Andrew  Abernathy  motioned  to  approve  the  minutes.    Commissioner  Jim 
Thelander seconded.  Motion passed 5-0.   


 
6. PUBLIC HEARING regarding the application to rezone multiple parcels surrounding the San 
Pedro Golf Course greens from I-2 Heavy Industrial to R-1-43 and R-2 Residential  
 


Vice Chair Randy Robichaud opened the Public Hearing at 7:03pm. 
 
Kathy Glidewell introduced herself, asking if anyone present would want to live next to a sewer 
plant  or  trash  dump.    She  stated  that  it  is  not  a  good  idea  to  rezone  and  the  existing  heavy 
industrial zoning is a barrier to people living next to these hazardous items.  She also questioned 
whether fire and police would be able to serve the additional population and if any hydrological 
studies were available.  Ms. Glidewell stated that the proposed buildings and population would 
require the sewer treatment plant to be enlarged with 3 sludge drying fields; she then reiterated 
her question of who would want to live in such an area and suggested that the development will 
become a slum, using the example of a golf course in Red Rock, AZ that became a “dump” due 
to overpopulation.  She noted that this example didn’t even start with a poor location next to a 
sewer treatment plant.  Ms. Glidewell further questioned how this proposal would affect wildlife 
and migratory birds that use the river corridor, stating that she can sit in her yard and watch birds 
but habit reduction will result in animal reduction. Ms. Glidewell readdressed her concern about 
water, noting that she has two wells, one of which only runs part time and the other has dropped 
significantly.  She stated she would like to see these issues addressed prior to rezoning.     
 
Kevin  Dirksen  introduced  himself  and  questioned  why  anyone  would  build  condos  between  a 
sewer  plant  and  a  transfer  station.    He  stated  that  the  area  proposed  for  condos  used  to  be  a 
landfill and that there are significant fissures across the entire property.  He further pointed out 
that  the  golf  course  clubhouse  pad  was  compacted  when  it  was  built,  but  still  needed  to  be 
stabilized  and  jacked  up  several  years  later.    Mr.  Dirksen  suggested  that  they  city  would  be 
responsible, knowing about the soil conditions ahead of time.  Mr. Dirksen also questioned why 
the  drying  beds  would  be  moved  when  the  city  is  just  finishing  paying  off  the  treatment  plant 
construction.    He  commented  that  moving  the  ponds  will  affect  I-10  travel  and  the  smell  will 







cross  I-10  into  town.      He  then  asked  if  the  existing  utility  lines  across  the  property  had  been 
considered, stating the heavy industrial zoning protects the utilities.  Mr. Dirksen then asked if 
the  animal  shelter  would  be  relocated  if  people  started  complaining  about  the  noise.   He  also 
questioned  if  the  sewer  treatment  plant  would  have  enough  room  to  expand  as  Benson  grows.  
He  concluded  by  stating  that  he  lives  in  the  area  for  the  rural  location  and  already  has  a  golf 
course with overgrown mesquites that the city won’t cut down.    
 
Charles Gregory introduced himself as the executor of his mother Patricia Gregory’s estate.  He 
stated that his family purchased the property north of I-10 in the late 1970.  He commented that 
he’s aware the golf course is failing and the desire to bring people to it is understandable.  Mr. 
Gregory stated that he and his family spent many years mowing their property and Mr. Hartley 
never  mowed  his  acreage,  which  may  have  contributed  to  his  mother’s  death  since  she  had 
COPD.    He  then  stated  that  he  agreed  with  Kevin  Dirksen  about  the  land  falling  apart  and 
sinking,  especially  since  the  Farnsworth  family  stopped  farming.    Mr.  Gregory  stated  that  the 
golf course does need something to help it financially, but he doesn’t believe this development is 
the  correct  option because the  city  has had history  with  Mr. Hartley before.   He concluded by 
asking to be notified of any additional meetings.  
 
Patricia  Gerrodette  introduced  herself,  commenting  that  she  is  familiar  with  the  desire  to  put 
housing  near  a  golf  course,  generally  premium  housing.    She  stated  that  she  has  never  seen 
residential uses next to a sewer treatment plant and sludge drying beds and that she can’t image it 
would  be  a  popular  location.    Ms.  Gerrodette  stated  the  plan  is  a  general  concept  but  doesn’t 
have enough specifics this early in the process to approve a rezoning without more information.   
She  noted  that  approving  a  rezoning  entitles  the  property  owner.    She  further  stated  that 
information on water impact demands was missing  and  the industrial zoning may  have had an 
effect on water allotment, though she wasn’t sure how.  Ms. Gerrodette concluded by stating that 
more information was needed and asking the Commission to vote no.  
 
Dave  Thompson  introduced  himself and  emphatically  stated  he  objects to  outsiders  directing 
how Benson lives and how Benson does it.  He stated that they don’t think about the future and 
that Benson needs development and economic help.  He commented that some people speaking 
have  no  idea  what  they  are  talking  about,  noting that  Hartley  had  made  plans  to  relocate  the 
sewer beds.  Mr Thompson concluded by saying he’s not saying the project is right or wrong or 
that the rezoning should be approved or not,  but that people  who don’t  know what’s  going on 
shouldn’t talk.  
 
George  Scott  introduced  himself  and  stated  he  was  in  support  of  the  project.   He  stated  the 
property where the golf course is located used to belong to his family and the Haas family back 
in the 1940s. He stated his dad gave the property to the city in the late 1970s or early 1980s and 
Hartley leased the land when he was building the golf course.  Mr. Scott stated that development 
would  increase  the  value  of  the  golf  course  and  as  there  has  been  talk  about  the  city  deciding 
whether to keep or sell it, the rezoning and housing entitlement would hopefully increase the golf 
course’s value.  He stated this project was started in the early 2000s when Mr. Hartley created a 
nice course and the rezoning will only make  the land move valuable.  Mr. Scott concluded by 
asking the Commission to vote in favor of the rezoning. 
 







The Public Hearing closed at 7:22pm. 
 
7. OLD BUSINESS-None 
 
8. NEW BUSINESS 
Application to rezone multiple parcels surrounding the San Pedro Golf Course greens from I-2 
Heavy Industrial to R-1-43 and R-2 Residential 
 
Tom Hartley introduced himself as the original developer of the golf course back in 2001.  He 
acknowledged that he has a history with the city, including legal issues stemming from lack of 
water to the golf course, but claimed that history is not applicable to the present.  He stated that 
all the issues brought up have already been under discussion with the city, commenting that the 
relocation  of  the  sludge  ponds  will  double  capacity  and  that  police  and  fire  have  already  been 
talked  to  regarding  their  services.    He  noted  that  water,  sewer  and  gas  are  already  on  site  so 
requires limited offsite development.   
 
In response to the concerns about marketability of the units, Mr. Hartley stated that he expects 
the development to be blue collar and they are not attempting to get the wealthy people of the 
country but rather the retired firefighters.  He estimated they could sell a condo for less than half 
the  price  of  a  class  A  motorhome.  Mr.  Hartley  stated  he  has  spent  quite  a  bit  of  money  in 
Benson and wants to create a market since there is not a condo project within 30 miles.  He noted 
a condo is ideal for someone who wants to own a place without a yard for around $150,000.  
 
Mr.  Hartley  that  sewer  issues  have  been  mitigated  by  relocating  the  ponds  approximately  300 
yards to keep them 1000’ from the residential parcels.  He noted that there is sometimes a little 
odor  but  that  it  will  continue  to  blow  east.    He  noted  that  the  concentration  of  homes  will  be 
northward, by the golf clubhouse and since most of the sewer plant is underground, it shouldn’t 
cause a visual impact.   
 
Mr. Hartley stated that the City’s own zoning regulations easily allow him 300-500 condos and 
that  he  can  fit  40  individual  home  site  parcels.    He  further  stated  that  he  does  not  intend  to 
develop along the San Pedro River since it is mostly floodplain and that land doesn’t have use to 
him as it can’t have housing, so would like to give that land to an organization like the Nature 
Conservancy.    Mr.  Hartley  commented  that  he  agreed  to  loan  the  birding  trail  land  to  the  city 
years ago and that he’d have to provide a year’s notice if he wanted to reclaim the land, but the 
City never took advantage of his offer after they paved the parking lot and cut trails.   
 
Mr. Hartley acknowledged that some land swaps under discussion back in 2011 never occurred, 
though he accidently gave away 14 acres to the city when he gave the city the golf course greens, 
and did not get anything in return. (NOTE: Maps in staff possession indicate 4 acres, not 14 as 
Mr. Hartley stated.)  He noted that he is still trying to figure out how that happened, commenting 
that  the  city  did  not  create  the  error.    Mr.  Hartley  stated  he  and  the  city  are  attempting  to 
complete the remaining land swaps in order for him to acquire the land he needs to construct a 
right-of-way to the 40 1-acre home sites.  He acknowledge that he is willing to donate additional 
land to the city, in the vicinity of the birding trail, if additional acreage is required to even out the 
value of the swapped land.  







 
Mr. Hartley stated that all development issues have been or will be addressed.  He noted there 
are  two  access  points  to  the  development  (near  the  clubhouse  and  near  the  animal  shelter  plus 
emergency access through the one-lane tunnel at Pearl Street.  He also acknowledged that soils 
testing will be required for any construction.  Mr. Hartley stated the former landfill is now the 
driving  range,  not  the  proposed  location  for  the  condos,  but  he  did  comment  that  the  entire 
property seemed to be a viewed as a trash dump because many trucks of trash were hauled off 
when the golf course was first developed.   Mr. Harley closed his statements by noting that he 
wouldn’t be spending his time and money if he didn’t think the project had value.  
 
Commissioner Debbie Braatz commented that she was at the Citizen Review Session and asked 
about timeframe from ADEQ to move the sewer  treatment plant beds.   Mr. Hartley responded 
that he already had the ADEQ permit to move the beds and that the permit is valid for the life of 
the facility.  Planner Michelle Johnson interjected that the permission to move the beds granted 
be ADEQ is valid for the life of the facility but engineering renewals are required every 5 years 
to  ensure  the  project  can  still  be  completed  as  designed.    Commissioner  Debbie  Braatz  when 
asked  about  necessity  of  the  land swap,  to  which  Mr.  Hartley  responded  that  the  land  he  is 
requesting is needed for right-of-way and for the pond relocation. 
 
Commissioner Andrew Abernathy had no questions. 
 
Commissioner  Barbara  Thompson  asked  if  the  tunnel  under  I-10  would  be  widened  to meet 
emergency access needs.  Mr. Hartley stated the tunnel would not be widened because two other 
routes,  via  the  clubhouse  and  animal  shelter,  would  be  used  as  the  main  access  to  the 
development. He reiterated that the tunnel would be an extra access.  
 
Commissioner  Jim  Thelander  expressed  surprise  that  this  concept  of  housing  around  the  golf 
course has been around so long, stating this was the first he’d heard of it.  He asked Mr. Hartley 
if plans were available to show where housing was proposed.  Planner Michelle Johnson stated a 
proposed  development  map  was  included  in  their  packets.    Mr.  Hartley  explained  the  40 
individual lots would be in the southern area of the golf course which nearly 25 acres of land in 
the northern area  around the clubhouse would be  used for high density  condos.  He noted that 
water, gas and sewer are all nearby and available, though he wouldn’t construct over any existing 
utilities.    Commissioner  Jim  Thelander  then  commented  that  water  service  for  homes  is  more 
than  what  the  golf  course  receives  and  that  he  was  uncertain  if  the  city  had  sufficient  water 
supply,  to  which  Mr.  Hartley  responded  that  the  public  works  director  told  him  the  city  has 
capacity for additional water taps.  Mr. Harley stated that moving the sewer beds would increase 
capacity at the treatment plant. Mr. Hartley further acknowledged that all infrastructure is at his 
cost, not the city’s.  Commissioner Jim Thelander asked if there is was anything other than gut 
feeling that these homes could be filled to which Mr. Hartley replied that there is no competition 
for a similar housing product and that he is willing to try to create the market, same as Vigneto is 
doing.  Commissioner Jim Thelander questioned if anyone would purchase these homes without 
the opportunity for nearby employment.  Mr. Hartley replied that he thinks this development will 
be for snowbirds, with maybe a 20% working local base and 80% being retired from other areas. 
 







Vice  Chair  Randy  Robichaud  asked  about  the  likelihood  of  families  in  the  development,  to 
which  Mr.  Hartley  responded  that  he didn’t  think  there  would  be  families  since  it  will  be 
marketed toward retirees.  Mr. Robichaud stated that is a family and clarified he question as to 
how many dwelling units are proposed.  Mr. Hartley replied that several hundred are proposed, 
noting the mathematics of the zoning regulations allow far more dwellings than could fit onsite 
or would be likely to sell.  He stated that he expected 40 1-acre home sites and several hundred 
condo  units,  perhaps  in  the  300-400  range.   Mr.  Hartley  explained  that  he didn’t  pursue  this 
project in its entirety while waiting for the General Plan to be adopted as well as for the ADEQ 
permit.    He  noted  that  he  has  been  waiting  for  serval  years  but  isn’t  aware  of  any  new  issues.  
Vice Chair Randy Robichaud confirmed that this is only a rezoning request, with subdivision and 
platting processes to follow, including infrastructure and water planning.  Mr. Hartley confirmed 
that the city provides water service based on their allowance and drainage studies would be part 
of  the  infrastructure  plans.  Vice  Chair  Randy Robichaud asked  Planner  Michelle  Johnson  to 
point out other areas currently zoned Industrial, commenting that the city could afford to lose this 
block  of  industrially  zoned  land  because  there  are  other  areas  zoned  industrial.      Vice  Chair 
Randy Robichaud stated he’d rather have residential than a factory  
 
Commissioner Andrew Abernathy motioned to recommend approval of the rezoning to Mayor 
and Council subject to the suggested conditions.   Commissioner Barbara Thompson seconded.  
Motion passed 5-0. 
 
Commissioner Jim Thelander motioned to adjourn. Commissioner Barbara Thompson seconded.  
Motion passed 5-0 and the meeting adjourned at 7:58pm. 
 







San Pedro Golf Course and Surrounding San Pedro Real Estate LLC Rezoning 
Citizen Review Session Notes   


September 27, 2016 
 


Planner Michelle Johnson explained that there  are two  property owners that are subject to this 
rezoning,  San  Pedro  Real  Estate,  LLC  who  initiated  the  rezoning  and  the  City  of  Benson  who 
owns the golf course greens tucked within the San Pedro Real Estate property.   
 
George  Scott  introduced  himself  as  the  representative  for  San  Pedro  Real  Estate, LLC.    San 
Pedro Real Estate, LLC (Tom Hartley) owns the property surrounding the golf greens.  Mr. Scott 
explained that Tom Hartley developed the golf course in the early 2000s and gave the golf course 
greens to the city in late 2010 but retained the land between and around the greens with the goal 
of residential development.  
 
Randy Robichaud asked what is different from the last citizen review session and public hearing 
a  few  months  ago  to  which  Mr.  George  Scott  responded  that  land  that  was  proposed  to  be 
swapped between the City and the Mr. Tom Hartley of San Pedro Real Estate, LLC is now NOT 
going  to  be  swapped  so  the  maps  and  legal  descriptions  needed  to  be  corrected  since  the  last 
meeting.  Mr.  Scott  explained  that  Mr.  Hartley  no  longer  felt  he  needed  the  land  next  to  the 
animal shelter and the city agreed to provide an easement for a road so that strip was no longer 
needed by Mr. Hartley either.  
 
Mr.  Scott  explained  that  the  golf  course  and  surrounding  land  are  currently  zoned  I-2,  Heavy 
Industrial  and  they  are  requesting  two  different  zoning  districts.    The  multi-family  R-2  zoning 
district is being requested for the northern area of the golf course (approximately 27 acres) and 
the  single  family  R-1-43  zoning  district  is  being  requested  for  the  southern  area  of  the  golf 
course.   When asked by  Debbie Braatz,  Mr. Scott estimated that the proposed R-2  area  could 
hold up to 500 multi-family units with 40 1-acre parcels in the proposed single family area.   He 
further  explained  that  one  reason  to  support  this  rezoning  is  to  create  a  new  home  product  in 
town,  specifically  condominiums  and  townhouses.    He  also  stated  his  hope  to  increase  the 
property tax base.  Mr. Scott had a map of the potential development available for viewing.  
 
When asked about increased traffic on Harvest Way, Mr. Scott acknowledged that there will be 
traffic  increases  on  Harvest  Way  when  the  single  family  residential  area  is  constructed  and 
occupied,  but  that  most  traffic  would  be  along  Darby  and  Madison  to  access  the  more  dense 
multi-family  housing  to  the  north  of the  golf  course.  When  shown  where  their  house  was  in 
relation to the proposed  entrances, neighbors to the  southwest John and Charlene Rankin were 
less  concerned  and  acknowledged  that  development  will  help  Benson’s  economy.    Michelle 
Johnson  noted  that  traffic  studies  will  likely  be  required  by  the  City  Engineer  as  development 
applications  progress  to  determine  offsite  impacts  and  the  appropriate  mitigation  measures  for 
those potential impacts.   
 
Randy Robichaud asked about the tunnel under I-10 to which Mr. Scott replied that it could be 
used for emergency access.  
 
Neighboring  resident  Keven  Dirksen  asked  about  the  smell  effects  of  moving  the  wastewater 
treatment  plant  drying  beds,  wondering  if  moving  them  closer  to  the  freeway  would  bring  a 
strong smell across the freeway and possibly deter travelers from exiting in Benson.  John and 
Charlene Rankin acknowledged that they do sometimes get sewer smell. Mr. Scott replied that 
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no  action  will  be  taken  to  relocate  the  sewer  drying  beds  until  the  rezoning  and  development 
proposal are approved. Andrew Abernathy commented that moving the drying beds such a short 
distance probably won’t make a substantial impact.  
 
Kevin  Dirksen  noted  that  he  appreciates  that  the  development  is  within  Benson  proper  since 
development and utilities already exist and it’s not additional area for the city to maintain.  
 
Randy  Robichaud  asked  what  would  happen  if  the  city  grows  so  much  that  expansion  to  the 
wastewater  treatment  plant  is  needed  but  there  is no  room  due  to  residential  surrounding  the 
area?  
 
Mr.  Scott  also noted  that  approximately  100  acres  adjacent  to  the  river  are  not  practical  for 
residential development so another type of user, such as a conservancy group, will keep that land 
undevelopable.    He  noted  that  the  rezoning  will  be  conditioned  on  the  preservation  of  that 
acreage.

Commissioner  Tom  Sanor 
seconded.  Motion passed 4-0.  
 
6.  OLD BUSINESS 
There was no old business. 
 
7. PUBLIC HEARING 
The Chair opened the public hearing at 7:02pm to take comments on the proposed rezoning of 
multiple parcels surrounding and inclusive of the San Pedro Golf Course greens. There was no 
one signed up to speak.  The public hearing was closed at 7:03pm.  
 
8.  NEW BUSINESS 
Chair  Randy  Robichaud  asked  Mr.  George  Scott,  representing  San  Pedro  Real  Estate,  LLC,  to 
speak on the proposed rezoning.   Mr. Scott reminded the Commission that this project first came 
before  the  Commission  in  April  2016,  where  it  had  been  unanimously  recommended  for 
approval by  the Commission.  He stated that, in April, several  conditions were  attached to the 
rezoning recommendation, specifically the completion of land swaps between the City and San 
Pedro Real Estate, LLC.  Mr. Scott confirmed that shortly after that April Planning and Zoning 
meeting, Mr. Tom Hartley of San Pedro Real Estate, LLC and the City agreed that land swaps 







 


were  unnecessary.    Since  the  legal descriptions,  advertisements  and  recommendation  had  been 
made  with  the  presumption  of  the  land  swaps  occurring,  Mr.  Scott  explained  that  the  process 
began again with the “corrected” legal descriptions and land boundaries- not showing any land 
swaps occurring.  
 


Commissioner Barbara Thompson asked if moving the sewer treatment plant was part of the land 
swap.  Mr. Scott displayed a map to show where the effluent pond is currently located and where 
it will be moved.  Mr. Scott explained that residences are not allowed within 1000’ of the ponds 
and that the proposed location is already within the boundaries of the treatment plant so the fact 
that the pond needs to be relocated was not a driver behind the land swap concept.   
 
Chair  Randy  Robichaud  asked  who  is  responsible  for  the  costs  of  relocating  the  ponds.    Mr. 
George Scott replied that Tom Hartley and San Pedro Real Estate, LLC are responsible for costs 
associated with relocating the ponds.  He noted that relocation approval has already been granted 
by  the  Arizona  Department  of  Environmental  Quality  (ADEQ),  but  Mr.  Hartley  has  not  spent 
additional  money  on the relocation  process until  the  rezoning  is  approved.    Planner  Michelle 
Johnson confirmed that ADEQ has approved the relocation.   
 
Commissioner  Barbara  Thompson  motioned  to  recommend  approval  of  the  rezoning  for  the 
parcels owned by San Pedro Real Estate LLC and for parcels owned by the City of Benson from 
I-2 to R-1-43 and R-2.  Commissioner Tom Sanor seconded.  
 
Chair Randy  Robichaud  asked  if Commissioner Barbara  Thompson would  like  to  amend  her 
motion to include the staff recommendation, specifically the recommendation about preservation 
of the ‘remainder’ land.  Commissioner Barbara Thompson amended her motion to recommend 
approval for the rezoning of the parcels owned  by San  Pedro Real Estate  LLC and for parcels 
owned by the City of Benson from I-2 to R-1-43 and R-2 with the condition that the ‘remainder’ 
land  owned  by  San  Pedro  Real  Estate,  LLC,  as  shown  on  the  map, be  reserved  for  the  uses 
described in the rezoning application.  Commissioner Tom Sanor seconded the amended motion.  
Motion passed 4-0.  
 


9. ADJOURNMENT 
Commissioner  Tom  Sanor  motioned  to  adjourn.    Commissioner  Barbara  Thompson  seconded.

Traffic Analysis 
 


Land use changes do not, in and of themselves, change traffic patterns; however, they do create 
conditions for future transportation impacts. This re-rezoning has the potentially to substantively 
change traffic circulation in this area.   Residential uses, in particular, affordable apartment or 
duplex type housing,  may be appropriate in this area and less impactful that many heavy industrial 
uses.  However, the City of Benson and the developer should be advised that substantive off-site 
improvements would be necessary to mitigate the traffic impacts of the conceptual proposal for 
300-500 condo type units,  plus up to 40 one-acre residential lots.   
 


Access is taken from Madison Street, from there through new or existing roadways to Ocotillo 
St., a federally functionally classified, rural minor collector roadway.  With the proposed re-
zoning, there is a potential range of traffic impacts for 300 apartment style housing to 540 
residential units of 1,995 to 5,140 average daily vehicle trips.   There is the likelihood of seasonal 
impacts and potentially the need to accommodate RV parking, storage and turning radii for the 
typical seasonal market that might purchase or lease a condo in this area.   However, even at the 
low end of a more appropriate scale for this area of 150 apartments, the number of potential 
peak hour trips, both in the a.m. and the p.m. would trigger a need for turning lanes, a 
urbanizing local road cross-section with shoulders and barrow ditches and potentially 
improvements on Ocotillo Rd. to the Interstate 10 connection.   At the high end, with a full 
build-out of 540 residential units, a signalized intersection might be warranted at the connection 
with Ocotillo Rd.  
 
Should the re-zoning be approved for this level of residential development when the next phase 
of platting this subdivision a Traffic Report would be appropriate.  The developer of the property 
is advised to complete their conceptual plans with a full traffic analysis in advance of submitting 
plans in order to be fully aware of the traffic circulation needs of their development so that they 
can appropriately design on and off-site improvements to address the full-build out impacts of 
their plans.

AGREEMENT TO WAIVE RIGHTS AND REMEDIES 
UNDER ARIZONA REVISED STATUTES §12-1134 


 
This Agreement to Waive Rights and Remedies under Arizona Revised Statutes § 12-1134 (hereinafter, the 


“Agreement”) is made between San Pedro Real Estate, LLC (hereinafter, the “Owner”) and the City of Benson, 
Arizona, an Arizona municipal corporation (hereinafter, the “City”), regarding the following property located in 
APN 123-07-024A, 123-07-024B, 123-07-024C, 123-07-024D, 123-07-024E, 123-07-024F, 123-07-024G,  
123-07-024H, 123-07-007A, 123-07-007B, 123-07-007C, 123-48-003A, 123-48-004R, 123-48-004S,           
123-48-004T, 123-26-001F, 123-26-002A and more fully described by the three legal descriptions, attached as 
Exhibit “A” (hereinafter, the “Property”). 
 
1. The Owner has requested the change of Zoning Classification for several parcels of real property (APN: 


portion of parcels 123-07-024B, 123-07-007B, 123-26-001F, 123-26-002A, 123-48-003A; the entirety of 
parcels 123-07-024E, 123-07-024F, 123-07-024G, 123-48-004R, 123-48-004S, 123-48-004T),  together 
which are described in action Ordinance 584.  In addition to those parcels, Owner owns additional parcels 
(APN: portions of parcels 123-07-024B, 123-07-007B, 123-48-003A, 123-26-001F, 123-26-002A; the 
entirely of parcels 123-07-024A, 123-07-024C, 123-07-007A, 123-07-007C) that lie adjacent to the parcels 
at issue, which parcels are at issue in action Ordinance 584.  Owner agrees and consents to all of the 
requirements, conditions and stipulations imposed by the City Council regarding the Change of Land Use 
for the Properties.  See Exhibit “B” which is a copy of the Zoning Ordinance or other Council action for the 
Change of Land Use.  


 
2. Owner acknowledges that Owner’s request for the Change of Land Use was voluntary, and that there are 


uses for the Owner’s property which do not require a Change of Land Use.  Owner also acknowledges that 
Owner has had the opportunity to give the City Council the Owner’s input on the requested Change of Land 
Use.  Owner shall sign and deliver this Agreement to the City Clerk within thirty (30) days of the Council 
Action which was taken at the public City Council meeting held on November 14, 2016 (the “Council 
Action”).   


 
3. Owner has the right to withdraw Owner’s request for the Change of Land Use for these Properties (See 


Exhibits “A” and “B,” attached) by not signing and delivering this Agreement to the City Clerk within the 
time period required in paragraph 2, above.  Owner further understands that if Owner has not signed and 
delivered this Agreement to the City Clerk within the time period required in paragraph 2, above, then 
Owner’s request for the Change of Land Use shall be deemed withdrawn by Owner.  The Change of Land 
Use granted by the City Council is conditioned upon the execution and delivery of this Agreement and will 
not take effect unless and until Owner signs and delivers this Agreement to the City Clerk within the time 
period set forth in paragraph 2, above.  If this Agreement is not signed and delivered to the City Clerk 
within the time period required in paragraph 2, above, Owner will have to reapply for the Change of Land 
Use for the Property.   
 


4. By signing and delivering this Agreement to the City Clerk, Owner acknowledges that Owner waives 
any right to claim diminution in value or pursue a claim for just compensation for diminution in 
value under Arizona Revised Statutes § 12-1134 relating to the Change of Land Use for the Properties 
set forth in Exhibits “A” and “B”.   
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5. The Owner warrants and represents that Owner is the Sole Owner of fee title to the Property, and that no 
other person has an ownership interest in the Property.  The Owner further warrants and acknowledges that 
Owner has reviewed and understands this Agreement and the exhibits and attachments, including the 
requirements, conditions and stipulations imposed by the City Council regarding the Change of Land Use 
for the Property.  The person(s) who sign on behalf of Owner personally warrants and guarantees to the City 
that he or she has the legal power to bind Owner to this Agreement.  Owner acknowledges that the City 
would not consider an application from him or her unless the conditions in this paragraph were true.   


 
6. This Agreement, any exhibits attached hereto, and any addenda, constitute the entire understanding and 


agreement between the Owner and the City and shall supersede all prior Agreements or understandings 
between the Owner and City regarding the Property or the Change of Land Use of the Property.  This 
Agreement may not be modified or amended except by written agreement, approved and signed by both the 
Owner and the City. 


 
7. This Agreement shall run with the land and is binding upon all present and future owners of the Property.  


This Agreement is subject to the cancellation provisions of Arizona Revised Statutes § 38-511. 
 


8. Within ten (10) days after the signing of this Agreement, the City Clerk shall file the original Agreement in 
the Official Records of the Cochise County Recorder’s Office, Cochise County, Arizona.

Discussion:  
 
In July of this year, the City released a Request for Proposal (RFP) for an Airport Services Coordinator.  The 
City received 3 proposals for this service.  The lowest qualified proposal was submitted by David Thompson. 
The Cost of this contract is $7,332.00 per year. 
 
The contract was then presented to Council at the Council meeting held on October 24.  Council chose to table 
the item, expressing they had questions and wanted to speak with Staff.  In light of this, I’m providing some 
additional information regarding the RFP process. 
 
The RFP was posted on the City’s website from July 8 to July 20 at 4:00 p.m. (closing date and time of the 
RFP) as well as being published in the paper on July 6 and July 13 (the same protocol for all RFPs).

PROFESSIONAL SERVICES CONTRACT 


THIS CONTRACT is entered into between City of Benson, a body politic and corporate 
(the "City"), and David Thompson, a single man (the "Coordinator"). 


RECITALS 


WHEREAS, CITY requires the services of a contractor qualified to serve as the City's 
Airport Coordinator; and, 


WHEREAS, COORDINATOR is qualified and willing to provide such services; and 


WHEREAS, pursuant to the City's Request for Proposals to locate a qualified contractor, 
the COORDINATOR submitted the Proposal most advantageous to the City. 


NOW, THEREFORE, the parties hereto agree as follows: 


ARTICLE I - TERM AND EXTENSION/RENEWAL 


This Contract shall commence on November 1, 2016 and shall terminate on October 31, 
2017 unless sooner terminated or further extended pursuant to the provisions of this Contract. 
The City shall have the option to extend this Contract for four (4) additional one-year periods or 
any portion thereof. Any modification or extension shall be by formal written amendment 
executed by the parties hereto. 


ARTICLE II- SCOPE 


COORDINATOR shall perform the scope of services set forth Exhibit A, attached hereto. 
COORDINATOR shall perform all its work in accordance with the terms of the contract and to 
the best of the COORDINATOR's ability. COORDINATOR shall employ suitably-trained and 
skilled professional personnel to perform all consultant services under this Contract. 


Any software COORDINATOR licenses (or purchases) COORDINATOR obtains shall 
be titled in the City's name. At the termination of this Agreement, COORDINATOR shall 
transfer any licenses improperly licensed to the City without charge. 


ARTICLE III - PAYMENT 


In consideration of the services specified in this Contract, the City agrees to pay 
COORDINATOR a monthly fee of $611, inclusive of all services listed in COORDINATOR's 
scope. 


ARTICLE IV - INSURANCE 


COORDINATOR shall obtain and maintain at its own expense, during the entire term of 
this Contract the following type(s) and amounts of insurance: 
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a) Commercial General Liability in the amount of $1,000,000.00 combined, single limit 
Bodily Injury and Property Damage. City of Benson is to be named as an additional 
insured for all operations performed within the scope of the Agreement between City of 
Benson and COORDINATOR; 


b) Commercial or Business automobile liability coverage for owned, non-owned and 
hired vehicles used in the performance of this Agreement with limits in the amount of 
$1,000,000.00 combined single limit or $1,000,000.00 Bodily Injury, $1,000,000.00 
Property Damage; 


c) If this Agreement involves professional services, professional liability insurance in the 
amount of $1,000,000.00; and, 


d) If required by law, workers' compensation coverage including employees liability 
coverage. COORDINATOR shall provide City with current certificates of insurance. All 
certificates of insurance must provide for guaranteed thirty (30) days' written notice of 
cancellation, non-renewal or material change. 


ARTICLE V - INDEMNIFICATION 


COORDINATOR shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless City, its elected officials, 
officers, employees and agents from and against any and all suits, actions, legal administrative 
proceedings, claims or demands and costs attendant thereto arising out of any act, omission, fault 
or negligence by the COORDINATOR, its agents, employees or anyone under its direction or 
control or on its behalf in connection with performance of this Contract. The amount and type of 
insurance requirements separately set forth in this agreement will in no way be construed as 
limiting the scope of indemnity in this Section. COORDiNATOR's duty to defend shall be a 
separate and distinct obligation from the duty to indemnify the City and is enforceable regardless 
of fault or negligence. COORDINATOR's indemnification and defense duties shall survive the 
termination of this agreement. 


ARTICLE VI- COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS 


COORDINATOR shall comply with all federal, state, and local laws, rules, regulations, 
standards and Executive Orders, without limitation to those designated within this Contract. The 
laws and regulations of the State of Arizona shall govern the rights of the parties, the 
performance of this Contract, and any disputes hereunder. Any action relating to this Contract 
shall be brought in a court of the State of Arizona in Cochise County. Any changes in the 
governing laws, rules, and regulations during the terms of this Contract shall apply but do not 
require an amendment. 
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ARTICLE VII- INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR 


The status of the COORDINATOR shall be that of an independent contractor. Neither 
COORDINATOR, nor COORDINATOR's officers, agents or employees shall be considered 
employees of City of Benson or be entitled to receive any employment-related fringe benefits 
under the City of Benson employment or merit system. COORDINATOR shall be responsible 
for payment of all federal, state and local taxes associated with the compensation received 
pursuant to this Contract and shall indemnify and hold City harmless from any and all liability 
which City may incur because of COORDINATOR's failure to pay such taxes. 
COORDINATOR shall be solely responsible for program development and operation. 


ARTICLE VIII- SUBCOORDINATOR 


COORDINATOR will be fully responsible for all acts and omissions of any 
subcontractor and of persons directly or indirectly employed by any subcontractor and of persons 
for whose acts any of them may be liable to the same extent that the COORDINATOR is 
responsible for the acts and omissions of persons directly employed by it. Nothing in this 
contract shall create any obligation on the part of City to pay or see to the payment of any money 
due any subcontractor, except as may be required by law. 


ARTICLE IX - ASSIGNMENT 


COORDINATOR shall not assign its rights to this Contract, in whole or in part, without 
prior written approval of the City. Approval may be withheld at the sole discretion of City, 
provided that such approval shall not be unreasonably withheld. 


ARTICLE X - NON-DISCRIMINATION; ADA 


COORDINATOR shall not discriminate against any City employee, client or any other 
individual in any way because of that person's age, race, creed, color, religion, sex, disability or 
national origin in the course of carrying out COORDINATOR's duties pursuant to this Contract. 
COORDINATOR shall comply with the provisions of Executive Orders 75-5, as amended by 
Executive Order 99-4, which are incorporated into this Contract by reference as if set forth in full 
herein. COORDINATOR further shall comply with all applicable provisions of the Americans 
with Disabilities Act (Public Law 101336, 42 U.S.C. 12101-12213) and all applicable federal 
regulations under the Act, including 28 CFR Parts 35 and 36. 


ARTICLE XI- AUTHORITY TO CONTRACT 


COORDINATOR warrants its right and power to enter into this Contract. If any court or 
administrative agency determines that City does not have authority to enter into this Contract, 
City shall not be liable to COORDINATOR or any third party by reason of such determination or 
by reason of this Contract. 
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ARTICLE XII - FULL AND COMPLETE PERFORMANCE 


The failure of either party to insist on one or more instances upon the full and complete 
performance with any of the terms or conditions of this Contract to be performed on the part of 
the other, or to take any action permitted as a result thereof, shall not be construed as a waiver or 
relinquishment of the right to insist upon full and complete performance of the same, or any 
other covenant or condition, either in the past or in the future. The acceptance by either party of 
sums less than may be due and owing it at any time shall not be construed as an accord and 
satisfaction. 


ARTICLE XIII - TERMINATION; CANCELLATION 


City reserves the right to terminate this Contract at any time and without cause by serving 
upon COORDINATOR 30 days' advance written notice of such intent to terminate. In the event 
of such termination, the City's only obligation to COORDINATOR shall be payment for services 
rendered prior to the date of termination. 


This Contract may be terminated at any time without advance notice and without further 
obligation to the City when the COORDINATOR is found by City to be in default of any 
provision of this Contract. 


Notwithstanding any other provision in this Contract, this Contract may be terminated if 
for any reason, there are not sufficient appropriated and available monies for the purpose of 
maintaining City or other public entity obligations under this Contract. In the event of such 
termination, City shall have no further obligation to COORDINATOR, other than to pay for 
services rendered prior to termination. 


This Contract is subject to cancellation for conflict of interest pursuant to ARS § 38-511, 
the pertinent provisions of which are incorporated into this Contract by reference. 


ARTICLE XIV - NOTICE

SCOPE OF WORK 


 
The Airport Coordinator shall provide the following services to the City: 


 
MANAGEMENT RESPONSIBILITIES 
 


The Airport Coordinator is responsible for coordinating airport operations and activities 
consistent with the policies, rules, regulations, standards, and ordinances promulgated by the City of 
Benson, the State of Arizona and the Federal Government.  
 
The Airport Coordinator shall: 


• Recommend adjustments to airport rules, regulations, management policies and procedures, 
maintenance, fees, safety as well as construction projects at the airport. 


• Coordinate with airport users to make sure their needs are met as much as reasonable and 
practicable. 


• Ensure lessees comply with terms and conditions of lease agreements. 
• Engage in creative public relations efforts through the Benson/San Pedro Valley. 
• Communicate and coordinate with agencies throughout Southeastern Arizona regarding 


scheduled airport activity. 
• Group, with specific emphasis being placed on marketing and promoting the airport facilities, 


functions and potentials. Perform customer relations functions and inform local media of 
airport activities. Project a positive and professional image of the airport. 


• Maintain a working knowledge of requirements for airport operation prescribed by orders, air 
regulations and advisory circulars of the Federal Aviation Administration. 


• Coordinate labor, materials and equipment with Public Works Director on an as needed 
basis for major airport maintenance and expansion projects. 


• Assist with the submission of annual updates to the Airport Capital Improvement Program to 
the FAA and the Arizona Department of Transportation in consultation with contracted 
consultants, Public Works Director, City Manager and the City Council. 


• Assist the City Manager and staff in developing periodic updates to the Airport Master Plan, 
the Airport Layout Plan, Airport Property and Land Use Inventory Maps. 


• Coordinates construction projects with airport users.  
• Assist in the collection of user charges for monthly tie down spaces, through the fence/gate 


fees, and other fees and remittances due the City. This may require contacting delinquent 
account holders and other fee for service users, directly. 


• With the assistance of the Southeastern Arizona Economic Development Group, organize, 
promote and manage at least one annual airport air fair, open house, or fly in. 


• Other consistent duties as may be assigned by the City Manager. 
 


OPERATING RESPONSIBILITIES 
 


The Airport Coordinator shall assist the City of Benson in operating the aeronautical facilities 
and common use area of the airport in compliance with all established Rules, Regulation, Special 
Use Permits, Lease or other governing requirements.  The Airport Coordinator shall generally ensure 
that the following items are complied with under the applicable elements of the FBO Contract and/or 
other contracts, Memorandum of Understanding and Intra-Agency agreements:  


• All navigational aids and lighting are lighted and operational each night of the year. 
• Check all airport facilities periodically to assure compliance with preventative maintenance 


and/or scheduled inspection requirements. 
• Ensure that if any part of the airport is closed or hazardous to use, including inclement 


weather conditions, a warning to users is given by prominently erected and displayed signs 







and/or barricades. That a notice to the operator of the Common Traffic Advisory Service 
(Unicorn), and a notice on the AWOS radio message system are issued. That a Notice to 
Airmen (NOTAM) is provided to the governing FAA Flight Service Station to advise pilots of 
the condition. The notice shall depict, as detailed as possible, which areas of the airport are 
affected and/or closed until the conditions are corrected. 


• Ensure applicable Rules, Regulations and Ordinances pertaining to the airport and its 
operation, as adopted by the city council, are published and distributed to airport users. 


• Monitor and coordinate activities of visitors, leases, transit aircraft operators, pilots, 
maintenance and other flight line personnel to ensure safety and efficiency of flight 
operations as well as the public use of the airport. 


• Ensure that the driver of all vehicles operating on the airport, inside the interior security 
fencing, have completed the approved Drivers Training program (when established) and 
have paid for (when established) and display a flight line access decal/pass. 


• Conduct yearly security reviews/assessments of the airport to include perimeter fencing, 
vehicle access points, aids to navigation systems and city owned structures and equipment, 
all in concert with the Police Department, and any other applicable law enforcement 
agencies, such as the FBI and Department of Homeland Security. Assist the Police 
Department and any other applicable law enforcement agencies, such as the FBI and 
Department of Homeland Security during emergency response drills/exercises, or any other 
drills/exercises as may be needed. 


• In concert with the City Fire Department, conduct yearly fire prevention and safety 
inspections of the airport and all of its facilities. Assist in reviewing fire/emergency response 
planning/plans for airport. Assist the Fire Chief during airport fire/emergency training 
drills/exercises as many may be needed.  


• Other consistent responsibilities as may be assigned by the City Manager. 
 


PHYSICAL MAINTENANCE RESPONSIBILITIES 
 


The Airport Coordinator shall oversee a continuing and detailed program of cyclical 
preventative maintenance and minor repair activities which will ensure that the airport facilities are at 
all times in a good and serviceable condition for use in the way they were designed to be used and 
the FBO maintenance responsibilities are being met by:  


• Periodically check all structures owned and operated by the city for deterioration and 
functionality. Needs for major repairs (where labor hours will exceed two hours per 
occurrence) shall be brought to the attention of the Public Work Director. 


• Routinely inspect runways, taxiways, aprons and other common use paved area for 
compliance with operational and maintenance standards and FAA grant assurance 
requirements for pavement maintenance. The Public Works Director shall be notified of any 
deficiencies. Sweeping operations will be overseen as necessary by the Airport Coordinator 
to keep paved areas clean of dust and debris. Crack filling and sealing will be undertaken as 
necessary by the City Street Division to prevent progressive deterioration of the pavement. 


• Ensure that the use of the runways, taxiways and aprons are limited to aircraft operations 
which will preclude overstressing the pavement.  


• Ensure that turf areas along the runway, taxiway, parking aprons and access road shall be 
preserved through clearing, seeding, fertilizing and mowing as can be maintained with 
commonly used mowing equipment. The City Street Division may provide labor and 
equipment to clear and maintain deeply recessed or steeply sloped banks and perimeter 
areas of the airport property as necessary.   


• Contract shall regularly check approaches to prevent obstructions in the aerial approaches to 
the airport according to FAA Regional Air Traffic, Airspace and Procedures Branch FAR Part 
77 guidelines.
