THE REGULAR MEETING
OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF BENSON, ARIZONA
HELD NOVEMBER 14, 2016 AT 7:00 P.M.
AT CITY HALL, 120 W. 6TH STREET, BENSON, ARIZONA

CALL TO ORDER:

Vice Mayor McGoffin called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance. Mayor King
then introduced a representative of the Baha’i Faith who offered an invocation.

ROLL CALL:
Present were: Vice Mayor Lori McGoffin, Councilmembers Pat Boyle, Jeff Cook, Joe Konrad, David Lambert
and Chris Moncada. Absent was: Mayor Toney D. King, Sr. Vice Mayor McGoffin stated Mayor King was
ill.

EMPLOYEE RECOGNITION: Vice Mayor McGoffin recognized Rudy Peralta for 10 years of service.

PROCLAMATION: None

PUBLIC HEARING:

Vice Mayor McGoffin stated the Council would hold a public hearing to receive comments from the public
regarding a proposed rezoning. The proposed rezoning is of multiple parcels surrounding and inclusive of the
San Pedro Golf Course from the current 1-2 Heavy Industrial zoning district to the R-1-43 Single Family
Residential and R-2 Multi-Family Residential zoning districts. Vice Mayor McGoffin opened the public
hearing at 7:02 p.m. and stated no one had signed up to speak. Vice Mayor McGoffin asked if anyone present
wished to speak, after receiving no requests, Vice Mayor McGoffin closed the public hearing at 7:04 p.m.

CALL TO THE PUBLIC:

Barbara Nunn, La Cuesta Drive, Benson, stated a few weeks ago, Mr. Insalaco made some comments that
were very offensive, adding any job is a good job and Benson doesn’t have many good jobs. Ms. Nunn then
stated there are 17-19 people who wash dishes to pay for their living and most of them have a second job,
adding Mr. Insalaco shouldn’t disparage dishwashers. Ms. Nunn then stated people come from all over,
claiming to care about Benson, and then address the Council to have 5 minutes of fame and then leave instead
of staying for the rest of the Council meeting and supporting the City. Ms. Nunn then stated if those people
stayed and listened, they might hear something they could help with.

Greg Hall, Mesquite Drive, St. David, addressed the Council stating he guess the Council had something to do
with the murals around the City, noting the murals were outstanding the it was a job well done. Mr. Hall then
spoke about Post Ranch Road, and stated the issue was like an onion, with more and more layers, adding the
more he looked into it, the more he found. Mr. Hall then stated Mr. Reinbold said the road was closed because
of the liability issues, but the name of the corporation contained “LLC” which stood for limited liability,
adding the corporation wouldn’t be totally liable and the people in Portland might have something to say about
that. Mr. Hall then stated another reason for closing the road was that there were cows on the property, but in
a picture he took of the green road sign, he couldn’t see any cows so he asked the state how many cows were
supposed to be there and found there were no cattle on the state trust land. Mr. Hall then stated he couldn’t
wait to see what was under the next layer.

Eric Seabase, Aviation Drive, Benson, stated he and his wife own Vertical Aviation, he is a third generation
pilot and he has immersed himself in aviation, adding he has 10 FAA ratings. Mr. Seabase then stated he has a
unique perspective at the airport, noting he has been there almost every day for the last 12 years and has seen
the struggles. Mr. Seabase then stated a qualified ASC (Airport Service Coordinator) has the opportunity to
turn the airport around and with the knowledge of regulations, can make the airport a safe place to land, can
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promote growth at the airport to make it support itself and can make the airport an asset instead of a drain. Mr.
Seabase then stated the airport has been out of compliance with FAA for many years and is currently in danger
of losing FAA funding, adding the City can’t afford to make mistakes. Mr. Seabase then stated a qualified
ASC would maintain the airport, bring it into compliance and make it valuable, adding the ASC needs
experience in grounds, operations and other airport issues. Mr. Seabase then stated he appreciated the City’s
RFP (Request for Proposal), but what is really needed is an Airport Manager who is passionate and qualified,
adding volunteer work is highly valued and appreciated, but it doesn’t do the job. Mr. Seabase then stated
both the winning proposal and his own proposal didn’t meet the requirements because they didn’t include a
draft contract and then asked by what criteria the winning proposal was selected. Mr. Seabase them stated the
RFP read that after 90 days, the draft contract would become part of the contract, again stating his proposal
and the winning proposal didn’t contain a draft contract, but on the 91st day, a contract was signed with person
who submitted the winning proposal. Mr. Seabase then stated he feels this needs to be addressed and the most
qualified entity should be chosen, adding lives depend on it. Mr. Seabase then asked the Council to consider
issuing a new RFP for the ASC.

Tricia Miller, Foothill Drive, Benson, stated she wanted to yield her 5 minutes to Mr. Stephen Insalaco.

City Attorney Gary Cohen stated individuals were given 5 minutes to address the Council and could not
“donate” time to another person.

Sam Miller, Foothill Drive, Benson, stated in 2013, it was reported that aviation contributed directly and
indirectly to the Gross Domestic Product, but only if it’s done right. Mr. Miller then stated the Benson Airport
is currently not properly maintained, managed or marketed, adding he received a letter from the Sierra Vista
Municipal Airport in which the Airport Commission invited him to tour their airport. Mr. Miller read from the
letter, which stated the Sierra Vista Municipal Airport was one of the finest municipal airports in the country,
with hangars, competitive fuel and more, that it was being constantly improved with FAA funding, and has a
master plan with over $30 million in projects being planned over the next several years. Mr. Miller then stated
the Sierra Vista airport has box hangars available and is offering moving incentives of only paying for 10
months for a 12-month period and a fuel rebate if the aircraft is based at their airport. Mr. Miller then stated he
and a partner, who is based in Tucson, co-own an aircraft, adding his partner was the pilot who had a gear-up
landing and slid on the runway. Mr. Miller then stated the landing was ok, but had the pilot deviated left or
right, he could have hit some considerable objects in the runway safety area. Mr. Miller then stated this area
has to be cleared regularly for this very reason and if something isn’t cleared, the City would be held liable,
adding the pilot had his daughter with him and had the plane gone off the runway and rolled, there would have
been considerable lawsuits if someone had been hurt. Mr. Miller then stated due to the accident, there will be
tens of thousands of dollars in repair to the aircraft and it can all be done in Benson. Mr. Miller then stated he
wants to be based in Benson and convinced his partner to have the aircraft based in Benson, but he wants the
airport to be maintained.

Rhonda Seabase, Jacobs Road, St. David, stated she wanted to yield her 5 minutes to Mr. Stephen Insalaco if
she allowed, otherwise, she would forfeit her time.

City Attorney Gary Cohen then spoke stating not allowing people to yield their time was not intended to be
rude, but it would be unfair if 20 people signed up for the Call to the Public and then attempted to give all that
time to 1 speaker. Mr. Cohen then stated that is not the intent of the Call to the Public.

Tricia Gerrodette, Eagle Ridge Drive, Sierra Vista, stated she was reminding herself about the details of the
public hearing and rezoning, adding she was looking through the GDP (General Development Plan) adopted 2
years ago and on page 26 is the GDP circulation 2015, with 4 roads on that graphic: State Route 80, Interstate
10, State Route 90 and the lower one, which was Post Road. Ms. Gerrodette stated it was clearly a road, but
there was a lot of confusion and she thinks the Council should investigate and resolve the issue if it’s possible.
Ms. Gerrodette asked the Council to their best to get clarification on the easements, who owns them and what
the Council’s role can be or should be. Ms. Gerrodette then stated she thinks there is enough concern about
the road and that it was up to the Council to do their best to clarify this issue as much as they can.
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Scott Sinclair, Lee Street, St. David, spoke about Post Ranch Road, stating he found the road gated and locked
in late August and he has had a number of conversations with Mike Reinbold, has been in to see City Staff and
has filed a public records release, adding he received no information, then he received 50 pages about the road
that further clouds the issue, and is like a bad novel at best. Mr. Sinclair then stated he had been told by Staff
that the City is not going to reopen the gates and that it is above their paygrade. Mr. Sinclair then stated he
started a petition and without effort, has gathered over 500 signatures in about 3 weeks, adding he will
continue to collect signatures until January. Mr. Sinclair then stated when he spoke to Mr. Reinbold, Mr.
Reinbold said there were only about 30 people wanting the road open and Mr. Sinclair asked if Mr. Reinbold
would come to the table and talk about solutions, such as adopt-a-ranch or just open the road, if 1,000
signatures were gathered. Mr. Sinclair then stated the developer owns the land on both sides of the road, but
not the road; then stated the road has been maintained by the County and the City with taxpayer funds. Mr.
Sinclair then stated he is working on other solutions, but the issue is in Council’s hands and they can solve it,
by asking or demanding the developer to reopen the road, adding the road has been used by the public for at
least 50 years. Mr. Sinclair then stated the Council can get everyone to come to the table and be involved,
adding US Game & Fish is willing, the State Lands Department is willing to send a representative, citing they
are concerned about the realignment of the road because it goes across several washes and would need
engineering and they are concerned about the Core of Engineers 404 permit. Mr. Sinclair then stated he can
only see this issue escalating in the future, but he was willing to work with the Council, adding he doesn’t
want to see the issue escalate further to legal action and would like for a solution to be found.

Cindy Sinclair, Lee Street, St. David, stated she owns a house in Benson, the stated she is mystified that the
City’s General Development Plan, which is a 10-year plan required by law, and the small traffic study can
include Post Ranch Road as a collector street and then allow developers to close the road. Ms. Sinclair then
stated she hears over and over questions on why the Council and the City would allow this and why the Police
Department’s facebook page says the property is private property. Ms. Sinclair then asked the Council to help.

Stephen Insalaco, Pinto Place, J6, stated he would like to discuss past protocol and asked for his time to speak
not start. Mr. Insalaco then stated he was considering challenging the City for the great deal of bias on the part
of legal counsel and that he was asking to address the Council for 10 minutes. Vice Mayor McGoffin stated
Mr. Insalaco could address the Council for the normal 5 minutes given to each person. Mr. Insalaco then
stated he was wrong before and that the City did advertise the RFP (Request for Proposal) for the Airport
Services Coordinator, but did so only in the Benson and Willcox newspapers because they didn’t want anyone
else to know about it. Mr. Insalaco then stated the advertisement should have also been in the newspapers in
Tucson and Sierra Vista. Mr. Insalaco then stated the RFP was on the City’s website and then was removed,
but after he called in, it was put back on and didn’t disappear because of a glitch. Mr. Insalaco then stated the
City has turned a blind eye to the requirements of the RFP and others have qualifications that Mr. Thompson
cannot compete with, adding the City is focusing on Mr. Thompson’s ridiculously low cost, but the best value
can’t be determined by cost. Mr. Insalaco then stated the RFP was sat on for 3 months and action was only
taken after 90 days, with a contract being signed on the 91st day. Mr. Insalaco then a draft contract should
have been written by those submitting proposals and asked who counseled and coaxed Mr. Thompson in the
writing of the contract. Mr. Insalaco then stated he saw Mr. Thompson dining with the City Manager and
there cannot be any guarantee to the community with any level of confidence or assurance that the process has
been transparent. Mr. Insalaco then stated state law mandates that City or State officials not accept gratuity or
meals and if nothing else, there is the illusion it happened. Vice Mayor McGoffin stated Mr. Insalaco’s time to
speak had ended. Mr. Insalaco urged the Council not to approve the contract for the Airport Services
Coordinator.

www.cityofbenson.com under “What to do Today.” Vice Mayor McGoffin then asked for Staff to check on
the Council cancelling the Council meeting on the Monday following Thanksgiving and on why the Christmas
festivities were being held the same day Willcox was holding their festivities.

NEW BUSINESS:

1. Discussion and possible action on the Consent Agenda

la. Invoices processed for the period from October 17, 2016 through October 31, 2016

Councilmember Moncada moved to approve the Consent Agenda. Seconded by Councilmember Lambert.
Motion passed 6-0.

2. Discussion and possible action regarding Ordinance 584 of the Mayor and Council of the City of
Benson, Arizona, approving a request to rezone Assessor’s Parcel Numbers 123-07-024A, 123-07-024B,
123-07-024C, 123-07-024D, 123-07-024E, 123-07-024F, 123-07-024G, 123-07-024H, 123-07-007A,
123-07-007B, 123-07-007C, 123-48-003A, 123-48-004R, 123-48-004S, 123-48-004T, 123-26-001F,
123-26-002A, 123-07-025, from a Zoning District of Heavy Industrial (I-2) to a combination of Single
Family Residential (R-1-43) and Multi-Family Residential (R-2)

Public Works Director Brad Hamilton stated this rezoning is for the land around the golf course and that
Planning Technician/GIS Michelle Johnson could address the Council on the rezoning process and the
Planning & Zoning Commission’s recommendation, adding Mr. George Scott was present and representing the
property owner, Mr. Hartley and could also address questions the Council may have.

Councilmember Cook stated he didn’t see Mr. Hartley’s signature and asked where the legal authorization was
for Mr. Scott to act on Mr. Hartley’s behalf with Mr. Hamilton stating Staff has a letter from Mr. Hartley
stating that Mr. Scott would be acting as his agent and is authorized to sign all documents. Councilmember
Cook then asked Mr. Hamilton to retrieve the letter and have it brought to the Council meeting.

City Attorney Gary Cohen stated while the letter was being retrieved, Mr. Scott could address Councilmember
Cook’s concerns on the public record here and now. Mr. Scott stated he was present and was addressing
Council on Mr. Hartley’s behalf, adding Staff does have a letter on file from Mr. Hartley, who was planning
on being here, but was in the hospital having some heart problems being taken care of. Mr. Cohen then asked
Mr. Scott if he was representing Mr. Hartley as authorized with Mr. Scott confirming he was. Mr. Cohen then
stated Mr. Scott is well aware that if he was misrepresenting his presence on Mr. Hartley’s behalf, there would
be a problem, but if the Council was not satisfied, they could table the item and wait until something else they
were more comfortable with was obtained.

Ms. Johnson returned to the Council chambers with the documentation from Mr. Hartley.
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Councilmember Lambert stated he had talked to several people about the ingress and egress for Mr. Hartley’s
property, but it can be addressed at a later time.

Councilmember Moncada moved to approve Ordinance 584. Seconded by Councilmember Lambert.
Councilmember Cook stated he wanted to explain his vote, adding the documentation Ms. Johnson provided
didn’t have Mr. Hartley’s signature and felt it was not binding. Councilmember Cook then stated he had no
doubt Mr. Scott was representing Mr. Hartley and was not opposed to the rezoning, but there was no signature
from Mr. Hartley requesting the rezoning and without that, the Council would be rezoning someone’s property
without the clear legal authorization to do so. Councilmember Cook then asked about the validity of the
rezoning should anyone opposed to the development of the property challenge the rezoning based on the City
not having the property owner’s signature requesting it.

Motion passed 5-1 with Councilmember Cook voting nay.

EXECUTIVE SESSION: Regarding the Airport Services Coordinator process, proposals, and/or contract as
authorized by A.R.S. 838-431.03 (A)(3) and (4).

Councilmember Lambert moved to enter into an executive session with the Mayor and Council, the City
Manager, the City Attorney and the Public Works Director and the City Clerk at 7:48 p.m. Seconded by
Councilmember Konrad. Motion passed 6-0.

Council reconvened at 8:18 p.m.

3. Discussion and possible action regarding a contract for an Airport Services Coordinator with David
Thompson

Vice Mayor McGoffin stated there has been some confusion and that the Airport Services Coordinator (ASC)
was not the Airport Manager, adding Public Works Director Brad Hamilton is the Airport Manager and the
ASC is more of a liaison between the City and the airport community, including pilots and the FBO (Fixed
Based Operator). Vice Mayor McGoffin then stated the ASC will report maintenance and other issues to the
Airport Manager, but will take care of simple things such as changing light bulbs and will try and get everyone
working together.

Councilmember Moncada moved to approve the contract for an Airport Services Coordinator with David
Thompson with an amendment in the Scope to read, “With the assistance of a to be determined group, the
Seutheastern—Arizona—Econemic—Development-Group; organize, promote and manage at least one annual
airport air fair, open house, or fly in.” Seconded by Councilmember Boyle. Motion passed 5-1 with
Councilmember Cook voting nay.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS: No comments from Council.

ADJOURNMENT:
Councilmember Moncada moved to adjourn at 8:24 p.m. Seconded by Vice Mayor McGoffin. Motion passed
6-0.

HELD NOVEMBER 28, 2016 AT 7:00 P.M.
AT CITY HALL, 120 W. 6TH STREET, BENSON, ARIZONA

CALL TO ORDER:

Mayor King called the meeting to order at 7:10 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance. Mayor King then had those
present observe a moment of silence for the students who were attacked at the Ohio State University.

ROLL CALL:

Present were: Mayor Toney D. King, Sr., Vice Mayor Lori McGoffin, Councilmembers Pat Boyle, Joe Konrad,
David Lambert and Chris Moncada.

EMPLOYEE RECOGNITION: None

PROCLAMATION: None

PUBLIC HEARING: None

CALL TO THE PUBLIC:

Stephen Insalaco, Pinto Place, J6, addressed the Council on the Call to the Public protocol, stating during the
previous meeting 2 people wanted to yield their time to him, but the City Attorney issued an edict that they
couldn’t do so and that Council policy did not allow someone being granted extra time. Mr. Insalaco then said the
City Code allows the Council to grant additional time for speakers to address the Council, should they choose to
do so. Mr. Insalaco then stated the City Attorney is to provide legal advice and not make Council decisions or set
Council policy in defiance of the City Code and that the City Attorney was out of order regarding the matter. Mr.
Insalaco then spoke about the Airport Services Coordinator (ASC) stating he made his case clear that the ASC
contract award was conducted both unfairly and illegally, but it was not his desire to challenge the City or destroy
his working relationship with the City over the matter. Mr. Insalaco maintained that the City’s Request for
Proposals (RFP) process remains seriously broken and there remains concern over the legitimacy of the contract
award. Mr. Insalaco then stated one of the responsibilities of the ASC is to conduct an open house fly-in event
during the next 12 months, adding the previous airport advisory committee also discussed holding such and event
and agreed it should be held sometime in March of each year to avoid April winds, the summer heat and conflicts
with other events. Mr. Insalaco then stated it takes a large team of community participants several months to
organize and plan a safe and productive event, adding the event should be conducted not only as community
outreach effort, but to draw the attention of future airport businesses and developers. Mr. Insalaco then stated it
would be up to the ASC to determine the date of the event and his team of assistance, but he would think the
event should be open to all willing community members. Mr. Insalaco then stated the same event held in 2005
was a big success and he would be happy to share the information with the ASC to see what was done right and
what could have been done better. Mr. Insalaco then stated a March 2017 event is not an unreasonable target date
for such an event and if the ASC chooses to hold it then, it should be the first order of business the ASC dedicates
his time to.

Mayor King stated he did look into the RFP process and he feels it was done properly.

Tricia Miller, Foothill Drive, Benson, addressed the Council regarding the conduct exhibited at the last Council
meeting by the City Attorney during the Call to the Public. Ms. Miller stated she watched in dismay as the City
Attorney seemed to dictate to not only people who wished to speak but also the proceedings of how the Council
should conduct the session, adding the City Attorney’s role is to provide legal advice on legal matters and not
how the Council runs the meeting. Ms. Miller then stated if the Council wishes to no longer allow the donation of
time to a speaker, the Council needs to address this instead of the City Attorney and this can be accomplished by
creating or updating what is commonly known as rules and procedures. Ms. Miller stated a clear set of rules and

procedures would alleviate any confusion at future meetings and would provide advice for everyone, including
Council, City Staff and citizens of the community who speak during the Call to the Public and more specifically,
would provide guidelines on how individuals speak not only to Council but to one another during the Call to the
Public. Ms. Miller then stated it’s quite shameful to see how some individuals conduct themselves during the Call
to the Public and use their time to attack not only the Council, but other community members. Ms. Miller then
stated people who address the Council should act accordingly and it is apparent some would benefit from a clear
set of guiding principles, adding this is precisely why many local governments have adopted rules and procedures.
Ms. Miller then stated those governing bodies also typically remind citizens wishing to speak on how to behave
and conduct themselves in Council meetings.

Paul Lotsof, a non-resident and business owner of the CAVE FM radio station in Benson, stated the Benson
newspaper doesn’t cover all the Benson Council meetings anymore, even though they used to at least since the
1970s and very likely, before then. Mr. Lotsof then stated the change may be a cost savings measure due to
sagging revenues, which is a problem all newspapers across the nation face. Mr. Lotsof stated the newspapers’
own websites further hurt their circulation and the papers end up raising their price, which again, lowers their
circulation even more. Mr. Lotsof then stated there is also some formidable competition to the Benson newspaper
that is able to offer far cheaper advertising, because they only print advertising cover and cover and have very
little overhead. Mr. Lotsof then stated if the City only places print advertisements in the newspaper, they are only
reaching a fraction of the newspaper readers, and even though the Council may think publishing items in the
paper will reach everyone, they are only complying with antiquated state law pertaining to informing the public,
at best, adding they need to update their thinking and face today’s reality. Mr. Lotsof then stated CAVE FM has
been covering Council meetings for the last 30 years and he would like everyone to know he will continue to
cover Council meetings as long as he is in charge, adding he knows of no other radio station in Arizona that
provides news reports on its local City Council meetings, even in Phoenix or Tucson. Mr. Lotsof then stated he
also placed a question on his website asking if listeners were interested in what the Council did and found that he
had listeners as far away as Sierra Vista say they are interested and are glad he reports on the meetings.

Scott Sinclair, Lee Street, St. David, stated he owns property in Benson and he hopes everyone had a great
Thanksgiving, adding it is a time to stop and reflect on what we do, what we’ve done and where we’re going. Mr.
Sinclair then stated he was wading through all the general plans of the City and found an item about bringing
Amtrak into the Visitors Center to get rid of the shack people have to wait in for the trains and praised the Council
for that, adding he hopes it happens in the near future. Mr. Sinclair then stated he received a letter from Cochise
County regarding Post Ranch Road and he wanted to share it with the Council, Staff and the public. Mr. Sinclair
noted the letter was addressed to Mayor King. Mr. Sinclair then read the letter, which urged “the City of Benson
to work with the private owners in this area to resolve the closure of this road in the short term, and to coordinate
the future alignment and construction of this connecting corridor in order to integrate into the downtown Benson
area in the longer term.” The letter will be retained with the Council packet.

Cindy Sinclair, Lee Street, St. David, stated she also owns a home in Whetstone Canyons in Benson. Ms. Sinclair
then spoke about Post Ranch Road being not only an issue in Benson, but in St. David, Sierra Vista and Cochise
County, stating these areas and the community are all interdependent. Ms. Sinclair stated people come from all
over to use the State Trust land and thousands upon thousands of people are from out of State and are familiar
with that road. Ms. Sinclair stated of their 700 signatures on the petition to open Post Ranch Road, about 2/3 are
Benson specific. Ms. Sinclair then stated St. David is very well aware of the proposed development, adding 95%
of the property is in the St. David school district. Ms. Sinclair then stated there is nothing Benson does that
doesn’t affect St. David and stated people from outside the City shop, eat and spend money in Benson and care
about Benson. Ms. Sinclair then asked the Council to please give them some weight. Ms. Sinclair then stated
Post Ranch Road is imbedded in the City’s GDP (General Development Plan) and Arizona has a statute which
says there can be no agreement with a developer that is in violation of a City’s GDP. Ms. Sinclair then stated no
one is arguing the developer can improve the road, but nowhere in anyone’s plans does it say the developer can
close the road. Ms. Sinclair then stated her understanding of Arizona law is that if a road has been used more than
50 years, which this road clearly has, and is documented, the road is now a public right-of-way, adding people can
own land on either side, but can’t own the public right-of-way. Ms. Sinclair then stated she is no attorney, but she
knows the Arizona Supreme Court just made a ruling in Pleak vs. Entrada, and it says the same thing: if a road
has been used by the public for 50 years or longer, the road is a public right-of-way.
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Greg Hall, Mesquite, St. David, stated this is all one big community, adding he got a card for the Cascabel Fair,
which is being held the same day as the Benson fair and instead of the events competing with each other, he
thinks people will go to both. Mr. Hall then stated a petition was started 4-6 weeks ago regarding Post Ranch
Road and the thing everyone had in common was that they wanted the road opened. Mr. Hall then noted there
could be people who don’t want it opened and just approach the people gathering petition signatures. Mr. Hall
then stated some of the comments he heard from people on the issue were that they used to drive to work on the
road every day, but now they have to go around the road; questions on why the road was closed; they learned to
drive on that road; their boy scout troop used to camp on the land and people can drive from Highway 80 to
Highway 90 with their car in neutral. Mr. Hall then stated he knew the Council didn’t really care about St. David
and the surrounding communities, but he thinks that is wrong, adding people from St. David shop in Benson. Mr.
Hall then stated so far, they have collected 723 signatures and of those, 416 were from Benson addresses and
there were a lot from out of State, representing the winter visitors. Mr. Hall then stated everyone used to think the
winter visitors brought the financial boon in the winter , which helped get everyone through the hard times, but
then everyone got sight of El Dorado’s golden carrot and just don’t care about anything else anymore.

Mayor King stated he and the Council do care about the surrounding areas and they know the decisions they make
do affect them. Mr. Hall then stated he had a Benson fireman tell him that unless Mr. Hall was a Benson resident,
Mr. Hall had no right to go to a Council meeting. Mayor King then reiterated that the Council does care about the
surrounding areas.

Sam Miller, Foothill Drive, Benson, stated he spoke at the last Council meeting not about the ASC (Airport
Services Coordinator) or the RFP (Request for Proposals), but about the airport. Mr. Miller stated he just wanted
to give the Council information on how airports can be a financial engine for a small city and examples in how
they can add to the gross domestic product of the State of Arizona, the U.S. and the jobs they create; however, the
newspaper article that was written only mentioned that he was against Mr. Dave Thompson being the ASC, which
is not what he said. Mr. Miller then stated again, he just wanted to bring to light that the airport could be used for
the benefit of Benson and thanked the Council for taking a step forward to help improve the airport and possibly
City finances by growing the airport. Mr. Miller then stated he also understands the Council may be supporting
the Benson Shop with a Cop program and that if the Council does, he wanted to thank them for their support. Mr.
Miller then stated the program is a great thing and he has participated every year except for 1 year when he was
out of town, adding his wife also volunteers. Mr. Miller then stated the program brings joy to every single
trooper, deputy, officer and federal agent who participates and gives them something to look forward to in
addition to benefitting all the children who participate. Mr. Miller then stated it is great to have this interaction
between law enforcement and children, especially, when some of the children come from a situation where they
have seen one of their parents being arrested and that negative interaction has been the only interaction with law
enforcement they have had.

Mr. Stephens stated the Lighting Code Task Force continues to meet on regular basis as set up by the Task Force,
adding anyone who would like to participate can contact Michelle Johnson for details. Mr. Stephens then stated
for more events in Benson, the public could visit the City’s website: www.cityofbenson.com under “What to do
Today.”

Mayor King encouraged everyone to show up for the Christmas events. Mayor King then encouraged people to
think of those less fortunate during the holiday season and donate to the food bank.

Discussion and possible action on the Consent Agenda

Vice Mayor McGoffin moved to approve the Consent Agenda. Seconded by Councilmember Lambert. Motion
passed 6-0 as Councilmember Moncada was not present for the vote.

Discussion and possible action regarding sponsorship of the Benson Shop with a Cop program

City Manager Bill Stephens stated each year the City has been a sponsor of this event, adding during the Fiscal
Year 16-17 budget process, the Council included a line item in the Community Enrichment fund for the Shop with
a Cop program in the amount of $500. Mr. Stephens then stated the item before Council is the sponsorship and
distribution of this expenditure. Vice Mayor McGoffin stated this was an excellent program she whole-heartedly
supports and moved to approve the $500 sponsorship of the Shop with a Cop program for the community.
Seconded by Mayor King. Councilmember Konrad stated Denise Celentano was present and he wanted to
recognize everything not only she, but her husband has done for the community, adding they are retiring and
moving along, but have done a lot for Benson. Ms. Celentano thanked the Council for their support over the last
7 years, adding the Shop with a Cop program will still continue with someone else taking over it for her. Ms.
Celentano received applause from all those present. Motion passed 7-0.

Presentation and possible discussion of the Certified Audit Report for the City of Benson for the fiscal year
ended June 30, 2016

Finance Director Dustin DeSpain stated the financial audit for the last fiscal year has been completed and Mr. Jim
Usevitch from Colby & Powell was here to present the findings. Mr. Usevitch addressed Council stating the audit
went very well, adding one indication was that he was addressing the Council in November instead of February or
March. Mr. Usevitch then stated he would address the basic points, stating last year, the City had a significant
finding regarding some reconciliation of accounts, but this year, there were no significant findings even with the
City having over $1,000,000 in federal funds, which were used to buy some buses and a fire truck. Mr. Usevitch
then stated the biggest point he wanted to make is that the City had about 4 years of losses, noting the City has
had some rough years with the economy being down, but last year, the City broke even and this year made almost
$600,000 in governmental funds, which was seriously needed, adding cities need funds on hand for unexpected
emergencies. Mr. Usevitch then stated this increased the City’s cash by over $400,000, which is a good thing,
adding cities can’t operate at a loss and continue doing so each year. Mr. Usevitch then reiterated that the audit
went really well and that he appreciates the Council. Mr. Usevitch stated the tone really starts at the top, adding
some Councils don’t take a lot of interest and it reflects in the work that happens in the accounting department,
but in Benson, the accounting reflects the Council’s interest. Mr. Usevitch then stated the accounting department
does a good job and has a lot of controls in place, adding when the audit is performed, a lot of testing is done,
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noting again, the audit went very well. Mr. Usevitch then stated the audit report before Council is noted as a
draft, adding auditors are now required to insert Public Safety Retirement and State Retirement information in the
report, but those reports had not been issued when the audit was complete. Mr. Usevitch then stated those reports
were just issued on Wednesday and his firm would be finalizing the City’s audit, adding the only change would
be the removal of the “Draft” annotation and then thanked Council for their time.

Discussion and possible action regarding Resolution 37-2016 of the Mayor and Council of the City of
Benson, Arizona, canvassing, declaring and adopting the results of the General Election held on November
8,2016

City Clerk Vicki Vivian stated this resolution is a requirement that must be completed no later than 20 days after
the election, adding Resolution 37-2016 officially approves the canvass of the votes cast in the November 8, 2016
General Election. Ms. Vivian stated the only issue the City had on the ballot was Proposition 418, which was the
resolution proposing an extension of the Alternative Expenditure Limitation (AEL) for the City of Benson for the
next 4 years, which allows the City Council to determine the amount of the alternative expenditure limitation for
the fiscal year and replaces the state-imposed expenditure limitation. Ms. Vivian then stated AEL, also known as
Home Rule, passed 1,166 to 823, with 1 over-vote and 114 under-votes, adding this means 114 people did not
vote on the issue at all.

Vice Mayor McGoffin stated a lot of people didn’t understand Home Rule, adding some people read the ballot
and thought the Council was imposing another tax. Vice Mayor McGoffin then stated the City can’t promote
Home Rule, but asked if there were any suggestions on getting information out so people could understand it.
Ms. Vivian stated the language on the ballot complies with state law, adding she agrees that it’s not the easiest to
understand, but it was required. Ms. Vivian then stated she did speak to the Finance Director about holding
workshops on Home Rule to distribute information, noting Vice Mayor McGoffin was correct that the City can’t
promote Home Rule, but can explain it. Ms. Vivian then stated the premise people need to understand is that it’s
like going back to 1979-80 and limiting a person’s spending amount to the amount they were paid in that time.
Ms. Vivian then stated since then, a person’s paycheck or income may have increased, but their spending limit has
not, adding the extra income can be put into a savings account, but they can’t do anything else with it, even if
their living expenses have increased since then. Ms. Vivian then stated Home Rule allows the Council to exceed
that limitation and can set limitations based on the City’s revenue. Vice Mayor McGoffin then stated people need
to understand this before the next Home Rule election in 4 years.

Councilmember Konrad moved to approve Resolution 37-2016. Seconded by Councilmember Boyle. Motion
passed 7-0.

Discussion and possible action regarding Resolution 38-2016 of the Mayor and Council of the City of
Benson, Arizona, prescribing standards of Financial Disclosure for Local Elected Officials

City Clerk Vicki Vivian stated recently passed House Bill 2429 amended the financial disclosure statement
required for candidates and public officers, adding the primary change was a new category on the statement that
requires reporting of certain travel-related expenses, which when reported, are exempt as a “gift” under the law.
Ms. Vivian then stated another change is that the law no longer requires the specific names of the public officer’s
spouse or children to be included on the statement as long as a general description is provided and allows the
public officer to provide a home or work address. Ms. Vivian then stated the last change is that the Secretary of
State is now authorized to prescribe the electronic format for the local public officer’s financial disclosure
statements. Ms. Vivian then stated the law is effective January 1, 2017.

Ms. Vivian then spoke about the new financial disclosure statement that was provided to the City Clerks last week
through the League’s Municipal Election Manual, stating the new statement reflects all the changes from House
Bill 2429 in addition to the removal of the notarization requirement, which is due to the Secretary of State’s
Office interpreting the law requiring a “verification” on the statement to mean that notarization is not required on
this form. Ms. Vivian then stated after the campaign finance training session, the issue was raised that the current
financial disclosure resolution adopted several years ago by cities and towns no longer reflects the current law and
the League agrees that the recent legislation necessitates an update to previously adopted resolutions, noting

Benson adopted Resolution 108-83, in 1983. Ms. Vivian then stated the proposed resolution before Council
contains revised language reflecting all statutory changes enacted since 2011. Ms. Vivian then stated the
Secretary of State’s Office is working on an electronic format and she anticipates that it may be a fillable pdf
version of the current form, but for now, to comply with electronic filing requirements, Councilmembers may fill
out the form, scan it and email it to the Clerk’s office, adding she would let the Council know when an electronic
form becomes available, but it’s not likely it will happen in the next 2 months.

Councilmember Konrad moved to approve Resolution 38-2016. Seconded by Vice Mayor McGoffin. Motion
passed 7-0.

Discussion and possible direction to Staff reqarding the Railroad Quiet Zone Improvements Final Design -
Scope for Professional Services and Fees

Public Works Director Brad Hamilton stated he requested a scoping fee from the on-call engineering firm that did
the initial study, adding the scoping fee is $105,000 and is not something the Council has in the current budget.
Mr. Hamilton then stated the upcoming budget process begins in approximately 60 days and that Staff was
looking for direction from the Council on whether they wanted to move forward and transfer funding for the study
from the current budget contingency fund or wait on the study and put the cost in the upcoming budget.

Councilmember Boyle asked about the price increasing should the Council decide to wait with Mr. Hamilton
stating he didn’t feel any price change would be significant. City Attorney Gary Cohen stated if the Council
decided to move forward, Staff would move through the formal bid process, but he also agreed any price change
would probably not be significant. Councilmember Boyle then asked about using the contingency now and
putting that money back in the next budget process with Finance Director Dustin DeSpain stating money isn’t put
back into a contingency fund. Mr. DeSpain then stated should the Council decide to move forward now, he
would need to check on it to make sure the City stayed within the current expenditure limitation set by the current
budget or the Council could build this expense into the upcoming budget.

Vice Mayor McGoffin and Councilmember Konrad both asked Staff preference and about the downside of
waiting to move forward with Mr. DeSpain stating the price could be slightly different, but he feels it would be
more advantageous not to pull funding out of the contingency fund.

Councilmember Moncada spoke about he and another Councilmember leaving the Council in January and that he
felt the new Councilmembers should be part of the decision, stating he felt the leaving Councilmembers shouldn’t
push the decision to move forward and then not have to deal with the problems it may create in the new budget
process.

Councilmember Lambert stated he always hated to use contingency funds, which the Council needs to maintain
for emergencies or a catastrophe, adding he would rather hold off and put the project in the upcoming budget.
Councilmember Lambert then stated the Council could also choose to put the project in the CIP fund over several
years, if they chose, enabling the project to be done over several years instead of having to spend half a million
dollars at one time.

Councilmember Cook stated moving forward would commit spending $100,000, which is 20% of the half million
cost of the project and then agreed with Councilmember Cook that the new Councilmembers should be part of
this decision.

Mayor King stated he wanted the quiet zone, but the Council has to be diligent with the spending and the budget
process, adding he agrees that the project should be addressed in the upcoming budget. Mayor King then stated
he thinks the Council should look at other projects as well, funding options and the possibility of tying them
together as the Council discussed at a previous meeting. Mayor King then stated the only thing he worried about
was increasing interest rates, but noted the budget process will be starting soon.

Councilmember Boyle then moved to postpone this expenditure until the next budget. Seconded by
Councilmember Konrad. Vice Mayor McGoffin stated the Council was basically just pushing the project back
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about 6 months. Councilmember Cook stated there were 2 incoming Councilmembers in attendance and he
wanted them to know that they would have to consider some of the things the current Council has, which is what
the best way is to spend the City’s money. Councilmember Cook then stated the condition of the Council
chambers and the City Hall building is an issue, adding it may hold together another 5 or 10 years and the Council
can move forward with the quiet zone, but on the other hand, the Council chamber wall may lean further over and
come down before the end of the year and a tremendous amount of money may have to spent on the building.
Councilmember Cook then stated if the Council committed $100,000 to the quiet zone and then had to repair or
rebuild the building, it may be years before anything more could be done on the quiet zone and as a
Councilmember, they each must consider what the highest priorities are. Motion passed 7-0.

EXECUTIVE SESSION: Pursuant to A.R.S. §38-431.03 (A)(3)& (4); Discussion or consultation with the attorneys of
the public body for legal advice and to consider its position and instruct its attorneys regarding the public body's position
regarding contracts that are the subject of negotiations, in pending or contemplated litigation or in settlement discussions
conducted in order to avoid or resolve litigation regarding Post Ranch Road.

EXECUTIVE SESSION: Pursuant to A.R.S. 838-431.03 (A)(7); Discussions or consultations with designated
representatives of the public body in order to consider its position and instruct its representatives regarding negotiations
for the purchase, sale or lease of real property, regarding the property known as the west Benson wellsite.

Councilmember Konrad moved to enter into executive sessions for the two topics listed on the agenda with the
Council, City Manager, City Attorney, City Engineer and the City Clerk at 8:03 p.m. Seconded by Vice Mayor
McGoffin. Motion passed 7-0.

Council reconvened at 8:50 p.m.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS: No comments from Council.

Vice Mayor McGoffin moved to adjourn at 8:50 p.m. Seconded by Councilmember Boyle. Motion passed 7-0.

Approval of the Resignation of Raymond Taylor from the Benson Library Advisory Board

Discussion:

Raymond Taylor has had to regretfully resign from the Library Advisory Board. His term ends on July 31, 2018.

Discussion:

The principal source of revenue for the Water & Wastewater Utility operations and maintenance is derived from
monthly user fees charged for services provided. The current Water & Wastewater Utility rates, fees and other
charges were adopted by Mayor and Council in March 2007 and went into effect April 2007. These rates were
put into place to bring the Water and Wastewater Utilities budgets into balance. Although, at the time it did
help, it did not meet its goal. In addition, due to the economic downturn over the past 10 years, the City
suspended capital expenditures on all utilities and services. This resulted in the Water and Wastewater having
no reserves for major maintenance and repairs and the utilities have been relying on the General Fund for
support to make their ordinary business expenses.

After ten years of no increases in rates, Staff is now proposing a 5-year rate increase with a Consumer Price
Index (CPI) increase after 5 years moving forward until otherwise changed. This will provide the Water and
Wastewater Utilities the opportunity to raise prices slowly to a level they need to be over 5 years and then
increase rates based on the CPI, which will eliminate the shortfall of revenue the City has had in the past. The
Consumer Price Index (CPI) is a small percent increase and sometimes even a lowering percent depending on
economic turns. This would allow the City to both keep rates affordable and have the ability to recover costs.

For cities to change water/wastewater utility rates, State law requires a cost of service study be completed and
the Council to adopt a notice of intention to modify rates, declare the study a public document and set a date for
a public hearing. After the public hearing has been held, the Council may adopt the proposed rates, which will
be in effect 30 days after such adoption.

Introduction

The City of Benson is authorized to operate and maintain a Water Utility and a Wastewater
Utility, under the Arizona Revised Statutes. The City of Benson Public Works and Finance
Departments are charged with the responsibility of managing and operating the Water and
Wastewater Utilities in Benson, Arizona. The Water and Wastewater Utilities operate as
enterprise funds, generating revenue from water and wastewater fees charged for providing water
and wastewater services to its customers in and around Benson, Arizona. The City is committed
to providing dependable and cost effective water distribution & wastewater collection services to
its customers.

The Water & Wastewater Utilities have 1,908 residential connections and 364 commercial
connections as of December 2016. In the past year, the Water Utility has pumped about 732
acre-feet of water to its customers. The Wastewater Utility collects and processes over 140
million gallons each year. The Water Utility has a current operating budget of $872,250 and a
capital budget of $1.0 million and the Wastewater Utility has a current budget of $1,079,000 and
a capital budget of $1.5 million.

As recommended in April 2016 by Council, the City of Benson Public Works and Finance
Departments have undertaken an examination of the Cost of Service for the Water & Wastewater
Utility. It is the intent of the Public Works and Finance Departments to complete the Cost of
Service Study in the first quarter of this year. The 2016 Cost of Service Examination was
performed in-house by City staff and is intended to be an update to the 2005 Cost of Service
Study.

Fees and Revenues

The principal source of revenue for the Water & Wastewater Utility operations and maintenance
is derived from monthly user fees charged for services provided.  The current Water &
Wastewater Utility rates, fees and other charges were adopted by Mayor and Council in March
2007 and went into effect April 2007. These rates were put into place to bring the Water and
Wastewater Utility budget into balance. Although, at the time it did help, it did not meet its goal.
With the economic down turn over the past 10 years, the City suspended capital expenditures on
all utilities and services. The Water and Wastewater has no reserves and has been relying on the
General Fund for support. The financials are located on pages 11-12 within this document.
Water and Wastewater has received funds from the General Fund to make their ordinary business
expenses. This has left both these enterprise funds with no reserves for major maintenance and
repairs. After ten years of no increases in rates, Staff is now proposing the following rate
changes to water and wastewater:

Water & Wastewater Utility Rate Change Explanation

As noted, the rate change suggestion to the Water and Wastewater Utilities have been done over
a S-year period. The reasoning behind this decision and suggestion by Staff is to lessen the
impact of a single large increase on the customer. Staff felt that a 5-year consistent smaller
increase would be more sustainable by customers and Benson residents. Each year the increase
on rates both in Water and Wastewater will be approximately 10%. Both Utilities will not move
into the black until close to the fifth year of rate increases, as shown on pages 11-12 in this
document. This means that the General Fund will continue to support these utilities until that
point. These are estimates as there are certain variables that are unknown and cannot be
predicted or forecasted. The estimates do include important capital expenditures to keep our
Water and Wastewater systems in compliance and functioning at full capacity. Both Utilities
are regulated by Arizona Department of Environmental Quality (ADEQ) whose mission is:
Protecting public Health Environment in Arizona through information about air, water and waste
programs and the regulations governing them. In order to stay compliant with the ADEQ
regulations, the Water and Wastewater Utility must be able to sustain itself and be able to
improve and replace systems in timely manner.

Comparisons of Effect of Rate Increase

The Public Works and Finance Departments have done a great deal of research and comparison
to other utilities in order to provide Mayor and Council with a good understanding of the local
market. The Water and Wastewater in the City of Benson is in most cases significantly
underpriced. Although, Staff doesn’t feel the need to increase to the level of these other utility
companies, the increases over the next five years are important and necessary. Each of the
companies listed in the comparisons below worksheets and rate sheets are in appendix.

Public Impact

The Median Household Income for the City of Benson is $31,111 with an average household
size of 2.09. The City of Benson has a poverty rate of 23.20% (US Census Bureau 2010). These
are important factors to the staff at the City of Benson as the increases on the Water and
Wastewater Ultilities were examined. In determining the change in utility rates, Staff looked at
the sustainability by its residents. With the increase over the next 5 years, the utilities would
remain within the affordability range for the proposed increases. It will still leave the utilities on
the lower end of cost recovery and the lower end of the bill comparisons to other similarly-sized
utility companies in the State of Arizona.

The above chart is provided to the Water and Wastewater Utility by the Water Infrastructure
Finance Authority of Arizona (WIFA). This is a tool used to help measure the affordability of
the proposed rate increase to residents, based on the average household income and poverty level
(US Census Bureau 2010). The explanation of this is that we are remaining with our increase
within the suggested 2% of median household income that will be affected negatively. In our
model 1.98% may or may not be affected negatively in the City of Benson. The green area is an
acceptable increase, yellow being a little more risky and red being high risk. This is only a tool
that has been used to help us ensure we are within an affordable index. There are really no finite
numbers or definitions of what is affordable.

The bill comparison above is based on similarly-sized utility companies to the City of Benson
Water and Wastewater Utilities. Again this is a tool provided by WIFA and is based on rates
they collect from other utilities in Arizona.  Overall, the City’s utilities are in the yellow,
meaning the utilities are below, even with rate increase, the average compared to other similarly-
sized utility companies in Arizona. The range is from the lowest at $43.01 per month to $119.38
per month for both utilities. With the majority of the companies in Arizona the City’s utilities
are compared with being around the $62.00 to $102.00 range. Ours is a total average residential
bill of around $51.23.

The Cost recovery chart above is used to determine if the rate increase will meet the cost of
operating the Water and Wastewater Utilities. This chart includes the depreciation of equipment
and capital expenditures. With the rate increase, the City is still barely meeting the cost of
recovery for these utility operations. This is the reason it will take several years to recover from
operating in the negative for so many years.

Conclusion

The 2017 rate study has proven to be a difficult undertaking for several reasons. Estimating
future revenue was challenging because of the constant change in consumption. The current
water demand is down by 5% compared to last year and seems to get less each year. This affects
the wastewater as the rates are based on water consumption. The primary reason water
consumption continues to drop is the increase in high efficient water fixtures in residence and
commercial structures. Some of these include high efficient dishwashers and no-flush urinals.

Another factor in this being such a large undertaking, is the constant change in laws. In
November 2016, Arizona voters approved a minimum wage increase starting in 2017 to 2020.
This minimum wage increase will have several effects. The most obvious effect will be the
need to adjust pay to the current utility workers in order to maintain a value in years served. The
other effect, which is not as obvious, is the cost of products and the amount of inflation that will
come with doing business in Arizona.

The final difficulty is estimating the future needs of the Water and Wastewater Utility. This is
difficult as the City moves forward to maintain and comply with the constant changing
regulations from ADEQ. It is difficult to project whether the equipment the City has will be able
to be fixed or if it will become completely obsolete over the next few years. Wastewater is
already encountering this type of issue as much of the equipment has become obsolete and is no
longer manufactured.

At this time the City Staff recommends the 5-year rate increase with a Consumer Price Index
(CP]) increase after 5 years moving forward until otherwise changed. This will provide the
Water and Wastewater Ultilities the opportunity to raise prices slowly to a level they need to be
over 5 years and then increase rates based on the CPI, which will eliminate the shortfall of
revenue the City has had in the past. The Consumer Price Index (CPI) is a small percent increase
and sometimes even a lowering percent depending on economic turns. This would allow the
City to keep rates both affordable and have the ability to recover costs.

Discussion:

The principal source of revenue for the Natural Gas Utility operations and maintenance is derived from monthly
user fees charged for services provided. The current Natural Gas Utility rates, fees and other charges were
adopted by Mayor and Council in November 1995 and went into effect January 1996. These rates were put
into place to bring the Natural Gas Utility budget into balance. Although, at the time it did help, it did not meet
its goal. With no increases and adjustments to rates provided by the City for over 21 years, the City’s Natural
Gas Utility has not kept up with the cost of inflation. This resulted in the Natural Gas Utility having no reserves
for major maintenance and repairs, in addition to relying on the General Fund for support to make its ordinary
business expenses.

After 21 years of no increases in rates, Staff is now proposing a 5-year rate increase with a Consumer Price
Index (CPI) increase after 5 years moving forward until otherwise changed. This will provide the Natural Gas
Utility the opportunity to raise prices slowly to a level they need to be over 5 years and then increase rates
based on the CPI, which will eliminate the shortfall of revenue the City has had in the past. The Consumer
Price Index (CPI) is a small percent increase and sometimes even a lowering percent depending on economic
turns. This would allow the City to both keep rates affordable and have the ability to recover costs.

For cities to change water/wastewater utility rates, State law requires a cost of service study be completed and
the Council to adopt a notice of intention to modify rates, declare the study a public document and set a date for
a public hearing. After the public hearing has been held, the Council may adopt the proposed rates, which will
be in effect 30 days after such adoption. However, for cities to change rates for Natural Gas and/or Sanitation
rates, none of this is required. Nevertheless, Staff is proposing the same procedures used to address water
and wastewater rates be followed.

Introduction

The City of Benson is authorized to operate and maintain a Natural Gas Utility, under the
Arizona Revised Statutes. The City of Benson Public Works and Finance Department Natural
Gas Utility is charged with the responsibility of managing and operating the Natural Gas Utility
in Benson, Arizona. The Natural Gas Utility operates as an enterprise fund, generating revenue
from Natural Gas fees charged for providing Natural Gas services to its customers in and around
Benson, Arizona. The Department is committed to providing dependable and cost effective
Natural Gas distribution to its service areas.

The Natural Gas Utility has 2,090 residential connections and 221 commercial connections as of
December 2016. In the past year, the Natural Gas Utility has delivered about 94,314 MMBTU
(1,000,000 BTUs) of Natural Gas to its customers. The Natural Gas Utility has a current
operating budget of $1,177,000 and a capital budget of $1,800,000.

As recommended in April 2016 by Council, the City of Benson Public Works and Finance
Departments have undertaken an examination of the Cost of Service for the Natural Gas Utility.
It is the intent of the Public Works and Finance Departments to complete the Cost of Service
Study in the first quarter of this year. The 2017 Cost of Service Examination was performed in-
house by the City staff and is intended to be an update to the 1995 Cost of Service Study.

Natural Gas Fees and Revenues

The principal source of revenue for the Natural Gas Utility operations and maintenance is
derived from monthly user fees charged for services provided. The current Natural Gas Utility
rates, fees and other charges were adopted by Mayor and Council in November 1995 and went
into effect January 1996. These rates were put into place to bring the Natural Gas Utility budget
into balance. Although, at the time it did help, it did not meet its goal. With no increases and
adjustments to rates provided by the City for over 21 years, the City’s Natural Gas Utility has not
kept up with the cost of inflation. The Natural Gas Utility has no reserves and has been relying
on the General Fund for support. The financials are located on page 7 within this document.
The Natural Gas Utility has received funds from the General Fund to make its ordinary business
expenses. This has left this enterprise fund with no reserves for major maintenance and repairs.
After twenty-one years of no increases in rates, Staff is now proposing the following rate
changes to natural gas:

Natural Gas Utility Rate Change Explanation

As noted, the rate change suggestion to the Natural Gas Utility has been done over a 5-year
period. The reasoning behind this decision and suggestion by Staff is to lessen the impact of a
single large increase on the customer. Staff felt that a 5-year consistent increase would be more
sustainable by customers and Benson residents. Each year the increase on rates for the Natural
Gas Utility will be around 10%. The Utility will not move into the black until close to the fifth
year of rate increases, as shown on page 7 in this document. This means that the General Fund
will continue to support the utility until that point. These are estimates as we are unable to
predict the future with absolute certainty. The estimates do include important capital
expenditures to keep the City’s Natural Gas systems in compliance and functioning at full
capacity. The Utility is regulated by the Arizona Corporation Commission Pipeline Safety and
Federal Agencies, which have the missions to: ‘“enforce federal and state pipeline safety
regulations and to provide information and guidance to pipeline operators to ensure safe
operations of pipeline facilities.....” In order to stay compliant with the Pipeline Safety
regulations, the Natural Gas Utility must be able to sustain itself and be able to improve and
replace systems in timely manner.

Comparisons of Effect of Rate Increase

The Public Works and Finance departments have done a great deal of research and comparison
to other wtilities, in order to provide Mayor and Council with a good understanding of the local
market. The Natural Gas Utility in the City of Benson is in most cases significantly underpriced.
Although, Staff doesn’t feel the need to increase to the level of these other utility companies, the
increases over the next five years are important and necessary. Each of the companies listed in

Public Impact

The Median Household Income for the City of Benson is $31,111 with an average household
size of 2.09. The City of Benson has a poverty rate of 23.20%. (US Census Bureau 2010) These
are important factors to the Staff at the City of Benson as the increase was examined on the
Natural Gas Utility. In determining the change in utility rate, Staff looked at the sustainability by
its residents.  With the increase over the next 5 years, the Utility would remain within the
affordability range for the proposed increase. It will still leave the City on the lower end of cost
recovery and the lower end of the bill comparisons to other utility companies in the State of
Arizona.

The chart above is used by the City staff to help measure the affordability of the rate increase to
residents based on the average household income and poverty level (US CENSUS BUREAU
2010). The explanation of this is that we are remaining with our increase within the suggested
2% of median household income that will be affected negatively. In our model 1.80% may or
may not be affected negatively in the City of Benson. This is only a tool that has been used to
help ensure the City is within an affordable index. There are really no finite numbers or
definitions of what is affordable.

The bill comparison chart above is based on utility companies located around or similarly sized
to the City of Benson Natural Gas Utility. Overall, the City is below the average rate for those
utilities located in the immediate area of Benson. The range is from the lowest at $42.32 per
month to $64.98 per month for Natural Gas.

Conclusion

The 2017 rate study has proven to be a difficult undertaking for several reasons. Estimating
future revenue was challenging because of the constant change in consumption. The current
Natural Gas demand is down by 15% compared to last year and seems to get less each year.
The primary reason Natural Gas Consumption continues to drop is the increase in high-efficient
Gas fixtures and the Solar power movement in residential and commercial structures.

Another reason this has been such a large undertaking, is the constant change in laws. In
November 2016, the Arizona voters approved a minimum wage increase starting 2017 to 2020.
This minimum wage increase will have several effects. The most obvious will be the City
needing to adjust the pay to its current utility workers in order to maintain a value in years
served. The other not being as obvious is the cost of products and the amount of inflation, which
will come with doing business in Arizona.

The final difficulty is estimating the future needs of the Natural Gas Utility. This is difficult
moving forward because there have been no Natural Gas increases for over 21 years. It is
difficult to project whether the equipment the City has will be able to be fixed or if it will
become completely obsolete over the next few years.

Cash
» Our unrestricted cash balance this month is $2.0M. As a comparison, our
unrestricted cash position in December of 2015 was $1.3M.

Citywide Results for All Funds
» Revenues from all sources were $902K for the month, compared with $900K for
December 2015. Year to Date we show a decrease in our overall revenues of
$283K. This is mainly attributed to some of the large grant funds we received in
2015.
Personnel costs were $340K. Year to Date our personnel costs city wide have
an increase of $167K.
Other operating expenditures were $347K for the month. Year to Date we are
showing an increase in our expenditures over last year by $130K.
Capital expenditures year to date are $99K, a decrease from last year of 456K
The City Wide Net Position was $89K during the month. Year to Date we have
a $115K net position compared to a net position of $237K in the prior year.
General Fund
» General Fund revenues were $557K, an increase of $22K compared to the
prior December. Noteworthy increases and decreases YTD include the
following:
o City Sales Tax is up 246K
o Police Revenue is down 873
o State Sales Tax is down $13K
0 State Revenue Sharing is down $8K
» Direct operating expenditures were $128K for December. Compared to
December 2015 expenditures are up $40K.
» Personnel costs were $220K, a decrease of $14K compared to December
2015. Year to Date, personnel costs are up $121K.
» The General Fund Balance was $119K during the month, an increase of $294
compared to December 2015. Year to Date, the General Fund balance is $214K.
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Transit Fund
» The Transit Fund was $678 during the month, and $14K YTD.
» The Budgeted Contribution from the General Fund for this fiscal year is $58K.

Streets Fund
» The Streets Fund Balance was $32K during the month, and is $38K year to
date.
» Gasoline Tax or HURF monies are up $243 compared to last year.

Enterprise Funds

The Natural Gas Fund net position was $7K for the month.
The Water Fund net position was $12K for the month.

The Wastewater Fund net position was $18K for the month.
The Sanitation Fund balance was $2K for the month.

The Airport Fund balance was $6K for the month.

Summary

The strategies implemented during the budget process are working for the City. We are
seeing the City’s cash balance rebound. We are seeing revenue from both the State
and City improve, as consumers gain more confidence. The 1% sales tax increase has
been very beneficial to the City and continues to meet expectations. Without the 1%
Sales Tax we would have seen no increases in our Revenue. We are starting to see a
slow-down in the amount of money we are putting in reserves. This is primarily caused
by maintenance that has been delayed for some time. We are beginning to watch the
hiring of new staff, as those costs have a direct effect on our ability to build up reserves.
As we move forward into budget season we need to remember that in 2019 we will have
a loss of revenue because of the .5% Sunset clause. This will mean in order to
continually place money in reserves we will need to adjust or budget to meet the loss of
revenue or find other valid and sustainable sources of Revenue. We are also facing
new challenges, as the voters approved an minimum wage increase, which will have an
effect on our budget moving forward. We will also need to be conscious of the voter
approved adjustments to the Public Safety Retirement System. | anticipate large
increase in the amount the City will have to contribute to this fund. We are working on
our Enterprise Funds (Gas, Water, Wastewater, Sanitation, Airport and Golf Course) as
we had significant loses in those Funds. The rate study is will be completed soon and
the utility rates will need adjustment, in order for us to keep up with maintenance and
aging utilities.

Summary

The strategies implemented during the budget process are working for the City. We are
seeing the City's cash balance rebound. We are seeing revenue from both the State
and City improve, as consumers gain more confidence. The 1% sales tax increase has
been very beneficial to the City and continues to meet expectations. Without the 1%
Sales Tax we would have seen no increases in our Revenue. We are starting to see a
slow-down in the amount of money we are putting in reserves. This is primarily caused
by maintenance that has been delayed for some time. We are beginning to watch the
hiring of new staff, as those costs have a direct effect on our ability to build up reserves.
As we move forward into budget season we need to remember that in 2019 we will have
a loss of revenue because of the .5% Sunset clause. This will mean in order to
continually place money in reserves we will need to adjust or budget to meet the loss of
revenue or find other valid and sustainable sources of Revenue. We are also facing
new challenges, as the voters approved an minimum wage increase, which will have an
effect on our budget moving forward. We will also need to be conscious of the voter
approved adjustments to the Public Safety Retirement System. | anticipate large
increase in the amount the City will have to contribute to this fund. We are working on
our Enterprise Funds (Gas, Water, Wastewater, Sanitation, Airport and Golf Course) as
we had significant loses in those Funds. The rate study is will be completed soon and
the utility rates will need adjustment, in order for us to keep up with maintenance and
aging utilities.

Summary

The strategies implemented during the budget process are working for the City. We are
seeing the City’s cash balance rebound. We are seeing revenue from both the State
and City improve, as consumers gain more confidence. The 1% sales tax increase has
been very beneficial to the City and continues to meet expectations.  Without the 1%
Sales Tax we would have seen no increases in our Revenue. We are starting to see a
slow-down in the amount of money we are putting in reserves. This is primarily caused
by maintenance that has been delayed for some time. We are beginning to watch the
hiring of new staff, as those costs have a direct effect on our ability to build up reserves.
As we move forward into budget season we need to remember that in 2019 we will have
a loss of revenue because of the .5% Sunset clause. This will mean in order to
continually place money in reserves we will need to adjust or budget to meet the loss of
revenue or find other valid and sustainable sources of Revenue. We are also facing
new challenges, as the voters approved an minimum wage increase, which will have an
effect on our budget moving forward. We will also need to be conscious of the voter
approved adjustments to the Public Safety Retirement System. | anticipate large
increase in the amount the City will have to contribute to this fund. We are working on
our Enterprise Funds (Gas, Water, Wastewater, Sanitation, Airport and Golf Course) as
we had significant loses in those Funds. The rate study is will be completed soon and
the utility rates will need adjustment, in order for us to keep up with maintenance and
aging utilities.
