HELD FEBRUARY 27, 2017 AT 7:00 P.M.
AT CITY HALL, 120 W. 6TH STREET, BENSON, ARIZONA

CALL TO ORDER:

Mayor King called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance. Mayor King then introduced
Pastor Steve Medieros of the New Life Family Worship Center who offered the invocation.

ROLL CALL:

Present were: Mayor Toney D. King, Sr., Vice Mayor Joe Konrad, Councilmembers Pat Boyle, Levi Garner,
David Lambert, Crystal Lewie and Lori McGoffin.

EMPLOYEE RECOGNITION:

Mayor King recognized Kay Tucker for 10 years of service with the City.

PROCLAMATION: None

PUBLIC HEARING: None

CALL TO THE PUBLIC:

Patricia Cooper, Lee Street, St. David, addressed the Council regarding Post Ranch Road, urging the Council to
order El Dorado to take down the gates that illegally block the road and give the road back to the people who have
used it for more than 70 years. Ms. Cooper then read a list of reasons for the Council to do so, including avoiding
“any chance of a costly referendum or the certainty of a peoples’ lawsuit with the high possibility of loss and
payment of both sides’ attorneys [sic] fees with the public’s tax dollars.” Ms. Cooper’s statement will be retained
with the Council packet.

Brandii Carrillo, Stallion Ranch Road, Benson, addressed the Council regarding homeless people bothering
businesses, stating the Council needs to do something about it.

Trish Gerrodette, Eagle Ridge Drive, Sierra Vista, stated she also looks forward to the Council’s decision on Post
Ranch Road. Ms. Gerrodette then addressed the Council regarding Senate Bill 1480 (SB1480) concerning
community facility districts (CFDs), adding some of these proposed changes are similar to the bill introduced last
year. Ms. Gerrodette then stated SB1480 requires Councilmembers to be part of the governing board, then added
one thing that might be of concern is that it puts a limit on what the City could assess for the application to form a
CFD. Ms. Gerrodette then stated last year, the Council discussed applications fees and thought the Council was
hoping for a good size fee, but the proposed state law would cap that fee at $15,000. Ms. Gerrodette then stated if
the state law goes through, it would be an economic hit to Benson, adding she wanted the Council to be aware of
this proposed change and if it concerns them, they should call their State representatives.

Scott Sinclair, Lee Street, St. David, addressed Council stating he wanted to point out in the County’s long-range
transportation plan, the cover of the plan includes a picture of Post Ranch Road, and in the plan it is identified as a
through route between Highways 80 and 90. Mr. Sinclair then pointed to maps he displayed, stating the first was
an old map, which was probably the origins of Post Ranch Road from 1913, adding the road didn’t go all the way
through, but was extended later on. Mr. Sinclair then spoke about the other posters he displayed, stating one is
from the City’s own 2007 transportation plan and shows Post Ranch Road going from Highways 80 to 90 and
identifies the road from a survey done in 2003 or 2004, adding the plan shows the proposed daily traffic uses and
projects over 5,000 cars a day by 2030. Mr. Sinclair then stated another poster shows the Villages of Vigneto
developer’s proposed realignment for the Council to reference. Mr. Sinclair then spoke about the remaining
poster, stating it is from the City’s 2015 General Development Plan and shows Post Ranch Road much the same
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as in the City’s transportation plan. Mr. Sinclair then stated all the various transportation plans from the City and
the County and even the State identifies Post Ranch Road, then noted the only plan that doesn’t is the plan
presented by the developer, which completely fragments Post Ranch Road into their proposed housing
development. Mr. Sinclair then stated the developer also proposed a series of 7 traffic devices on Highway 90; a
combination of traffic lights and roundabouts, which he feels are totally inappropriate for a state highway that
handles the heavy traffic flow between Interstate 10 and Sierra Vista. Mr. Sinclair then stated his point is that the
Villages transportation plan, which was approved by Staff, but not by Council, completely ignores all the other
agencies that have spent hundreds of thousands of dollars in Highway User Revenue Funds (HURF) money for all
these planning documents, and comes up with something he thinks won’t work. Mr. Sinclair then stated he also
wanted to bring up Senate Bill 1245, which addresses the state trust land’s ability to transfer an easement to any
municipality or governmental agency, adding if it passes, it will make the situation easier to deal with. Mr.
Sinclair then stated he would be back to see the Council and he hoped they took his colleague’s words when they
went into the executive session tonight.

Cindy Sinclair, Lee Street, St. David, stated she finally did sit down and read the Villages of Vigneto’s
transportation plan, adding Public Works Director Brad Hamilton is probably the only other person who read the
it in its entirety. Ms. Sinclair then stated to her, the plan seems to leave out the Highway 80 end of Post Ranch
Road entirely, which effectively leaves out downtown Benson and Benson as we know it. Ms. Sinclair then stated
she dug up an old newspaper article, where Mr. Reinbold talks about never needing to leave the Villages and if
someone does, they can go right out to Sierra Vista or Tucson. Ms. Sinclair then stated that statement was right,
because the only way back to Benson would be to use Interstate 10, adding she feels it’s somewhat deceptive
when Mr. Reinbold tells the public that he is just going to realign Post Ranch Road and give it back. Ms. Sinclair
then stated Benson is going to be a ghost town unless something else happens with the road. Ms. Sinclair then
stated she understood the Council would be holding an executive session and wanted to remind them that an
executive session is for information and not decision making, noting the decision making needs to be done
publicly.

Mayor King stated the Council is aware of that and the Council follows that very strictly.

Greg Hall, Mesquite Drive, Benson, addressed the Council and thanked them for the recent carnival held at Lions
Park, adding it was good for Benson, a gold star should go to whoever made it happen and he hopes the carnival
is back for Butterfield Stage Days. Mr. Hall then spoke about Post Ranch Road stating when the issue came up, it
struck him as odd that the City would grade 3 miles of Post Ranch Road coming from Highway 90 instead of 1
mile going up from Highway 80, but Public Works Director Brad Hamilton told him EI Dorado was doing that for
the City. Mr. Hall then stated the pessimist in him felt El Dorado would be doing other work and would be
violating the 404 permit so he kept an eye on the road and found out the County was grading it. Mr. Hall then
stated the question he has is whether or not Post Ranch Road is a private or public road, adding if the road is
public, the locked gates on the road violate A.R.S. §13-2906, “Obstructing a Highway or Other Public
Thoroughfare, and if the road is private, it means having the County grade the road with the IGA in place with the
City, using HURF funds to do it, is a misappropriation of HURF funds. Mr. Hall then stated he knows the City
Council wouldn’t misappropriate HURF funds, which is how he knows the road is a public road.

Donald Buchanan, River Road, St. David, addressed Council stating he knew he was going to disappoint people,
but he had nothing to say about Post Ranch Road. Mr. Buchanan then spoke regarding what he believes is
something positive in everyone’s agenda. Mr. Buchanan then stated Dick Hamilton passed away very recently,
adding he had the pleasure of eating breakfast with Mr. Hamilton once a week at the CPC men’s breakfast for
about 6 years and he got to know Mr. Hamilton well. Mr. Buchanan then stated Mr. Hamilton was involved
heavily in developing the original hospital plans and the hospital district, was a volunteer fireman, was the Vice
Mayor and the Mayor. Mr. Buchanan stated Mr. Hamilton also ran the only drugstore in town and carried a lot of
people on his books. Mr. Buchanan then stated he has met no one that has had Mr. Hamilton’s deep experience,
adding Mr. Hamilton was a good person who was involved in everything and did not do so for his own personal
enrichment. Mr. Buchanan then stated he would like to see a way to memorialize Dick Hamilton in Benson,
adding he thought about asking the City to name the Tourist Center or the airport after Mr. Hamilton, but then
thought the City could put “Hamilton Way” signs on 4th Street, adding the addresses could remain what they
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currently are, and the only cost would be the signs and the labor to install them. Mr. Buchanan then stated he
thinks the Council should find some way to honor a man that he felt was one of Benson’s greatest citizens.

Jeff Cook, Huachuca Street, Benson, stated he was a Benson resident but was one of the outsiders that have been
referred to by various members of Council and Staff, adding an outsider is anyone who doesn’t fall in line with a
pre-determined conclusion. Mr. Cook then stated outsiders also include winter visitors, entities the City has IGAs
with and people in the Valley from J6 to Dragoon and from Cascabel to Whetstone who shop in Benson, adding
those same people also share the same aquifer Benson is drawing from and the Villages of Vigneto will be
drawing from. Mr. Cook then stated on the Post Ranch Road issue, he is one of the outsiders and is proud to say
so. Mr. Cook then stated he has difficulty with group speak calling people outsiders, adding even when he was on
the Council, he was an outsider because he was not going along with this when it started back in August. Mr.
Cook then stated another group speak is property rights, adding various members of Council and Staff, have
declared not taking a real stand but are in favor of property rights and have referred to the owner of the land where
the proposed Villages of Vigneto will be. Mr. Cook then stated his problem with property rights is the road going
across that land, Post Ranch Road, is a property right; then stated if anyone on Council and Staff wants to stand
up for property rights, they need to get off Council and Staff and start looking at all the zoning codes because
everything about where a person lives is governed by zoning codes, including the height of their roofs. Mr. Cook
then stated if someone is in favor of property rights, they need to get rid of that and stand of the side of Post
Ranch Road. Mr. Cook then stated he hoped the majority of the Council had not fallen into the group speak and
that they have done their own independent research, adding he hopes the Council has also not fallen into the keep
Post Ranch Road Ranch open or closed without looking at it honestly themselves. Mr. Cook then stated there is a
state law that declares when a highway is a public thoroughfare and is established and maintained for 10 years or
more by the state or an agency or political subdivision of the state, which the City is, before January 1, 1960 and it
has been used continuously as a thoroughfare for free travel and passage for 10 years or more, it is declared a
public highway, regardless of an error, defect, or omission in the proceeding or failure to act to establish those
highways; then stated Post Ranch Road is a public highway and this law supports Greg Hall’s comments.

David Thompson, La Cuesta, Benson, complimented Don Buchanan on his subject; then stated he sits and listens
to people talk and he is amazed sometimes, because these people are supposedly educated and have lived long
enough to soak up some expertise and have some common sense, but they stand up to address Council and it all
goes to hell. Mr. Thompson then stated there have been comments about proposed legislation that could possibly
affect Benson’s economic situation, but Vigneto could also possibly affect Benson’s economic situation. Mr.
Thompson then stated he did not work for the developer nor is he paid by the developer, but he is a resident of
Benson who would like to see the City grow and prosper. Mr. Thompson then stated he has seen the General
Development Plan and Post Ranch Road does appear on it, then added the street could be called Hamilton
Highway. Mr. Thompson continued, stating the road goes from Highway 80 to Highway 90 and will be an
improved, paved thoroughfare. Mr. Thompson then stated he may be ignorant of the concerns, but in the 8§ years
he has been here, as a pilot, he has flown and spent a lot of time over the area and has seen maybe 2 vehicles on
Post Ranch Road, adding he is sure there have been more, but that is his experience. Mr. Thompson asked how
many times environmentalists have driven their Prius over it, adding he thought it couldn’t be done due to the
current road conditions. Mr. Thompson then stated everyone is worried about the yellow-bellied sap sucker and
northern Mexican garter snake, but the property doesn’t meet their habitat criteria, adding it will when the
development is finished because there will be water, trees, lawns and lots of things that draw that wildlife. Mr.
Thompson then asked what the argument of them being chased away and being prevented from migrating was
based on, adding that is where common sense seems lost to him.

Mahlon MacKenzie, 4th Street, Benson, addressed Council regarding the Chamber of Commerce. Mr.
MacKenzie stated the Chamber has taken a direction to do what they were designed to do, which is improve
business, pull the community together and do what they can to help downtown and the community. Mr.
MacKenzie then stated they are being told it will be about a year before the developer of the Villages at Vigneto
will be moving dirt, then added downtown is important and it will be important to maintain its integrity, so it can
thrive as time goes on. Mr. MacKenzie then stated the Chamber has worked steadily since Butterfield Stage
Days, and has gotten the museum and Benson Clean and Beautiful to join with them in hosting activities, adding
each individual organization will take the lead on different events with Benson Clean and Beautiful taking
Butterfield Stage Days, the Chamber taking Christmas on Main and the museum taking the Spring Fling, which
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will be held April 29. Mr. MacKenzie then stated these efforts will keep the Chamber heading in the right
direction. Mr. MacKenzie then stated the Chamber is doing well and got an office manager in August, Regain
Wilmarth, who has done an outstanding job and has done a number of things to bring events to Benson. Mr.
MacKenzie then stated a pet project of hers if the SCA, adding she got them to come to Benson 2 times before
their event this month, which had 337 people attend on Saturday and 215 people attend on Sunday. Mr.
MacKenzie stated Ms. Wilmarth let restaurants and motels know about the event so they could be prepared. Mr.
MacKenzie then stated the Chamber also had a very successful third Thursday breakfast, noting there were asked
to have it at the school and utilize the culinary students, noting everyone was pleased to have it there. Mr.
MacKenzie then stated the Chamber also has several mixers planned, with the first one being at the National Bank
of Arizona, the second one being at SEABHS in May and the third one being at Pioneer Title in June. Mr.
MacKenzie then stated the Chamber has had a lot of positive feedback and has had an increase of members,
adding the Chamber will be active in the community’s interest and wanted the Council to be aware of their
activities and changes.

Councilmember McGoffin moved to approve the Consent Agenda. Seconded by Councilmember Lambert.
Motion passed 7-0.

Discussion _and possible action regarding Resolution 3-2017 of the Mavor and Council of the City of
Benson, Arizona, adopting a Notice of Intention to increase Water and Wastewater Rates and declaring the
“City of Benson Water/Wastewater Utility 2017 Cost of Service Rate Study” dated February, 2017, as a
Public Document and setting May 8, 2017, as the date for a Public Hearing on the proposed Water and
Wastewater Rates Modifications

Finance Director Dustin DeSpain addressed Council regarding the proposed rates for water and wastewater,
stating the City hasn’t raised rates since March, 2007 and noted those rates took effect April, 2007. Mr. DeSpain
stated at that time, there was a tier adjustment and rates were based on consumption, adding those rate increases
did help, but they didn’t meet what was needed to replace and repair the City’s aging system and equipment. Mr.
DeSpain then stated the proposal is for rate increases over the next 5 years, after which the rates will be adjusted
using the CPI, adding Staff felt it important to do smaller increases over 5 years, instead of the needed increase all
at once. Mr. DeSpain then stated this will be easier on utility customers, but will help to sustain the utilities.
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Vice Mayor Konrad stated he appreciated the work that went into the study, adding Council has asked for this for
quite some time and he’s glad to see it come to fruition. Vice Mayor Konrad then stated there is a small chance
the CPI could decrease over time and he would like to see a provision protecting the City from that, adding he
considers the condition of the utilities infrastructure and equipment first and foremost and doesn’t see a rate
decrease being logical. Mr. DeSpain stated he could make that change.

Councilmember McGoffin then asked what the average increase would be with Mr. DeSpain stating customers
will see a 10% increase on both the water and wastewater rates, adding the water rates are based on water
consumption and the wastewater rates are based on customers’ December, January and February water usage,
noting lower water consumption during those months will equal lower wastewater rates and therefore, a smaller
increase.

Councilmember Boyle asked if the 10% increase was spread over 5 years with Mr. DeSpain stating the proposal is
a 10% increase each year for 5 years, adding this would still leave the City’s rates far below every other water and
wastewater company in Arizona. Mr. DeSpain then stated the proposed rate increases will still not result in the
City being where it needs to be in 5 years.

Councilmember McGoffin stated the City has some seriously aging infrastructure, adding there have already been
a few issues with wastewater that had to be taken care of and there are water issues that haven’t even been
addressed yet. Mr. DeSpain agreed, stating the wastewater treatment plant is over 15 years old and although the
maintenance is kept up fairly regularly, it’s old enough that the company that made the software went bankrupt
and is no longer in existence, adding the software is still running on a computer that has Vista. Mr. DeSpain then
stated in addition to the system wearing out, general funds are being used to keep it running, then stated there will
be needed repairs and equipment replacements in the next few years.

Mayor King stated the Council has talked about this for a lot of years and noted the City’s mission statement
contains being fiscally responsible which includes making sure utility departments are self-sustaining. Mayor
King then stated right now, the City is basically robbing the general fund for certain departments, and this takes
away funding that could be used for something else. Mayor King then stated the increases are going to hit him
just like other customers, but it’s the right thing to do, adding he is 100% behind the proposed increases because
it’s time to act and make the utilities pay for themselves and stand on their own instead of taking from the general
fund.

Vice Mayor Konrad moved to approve Resolution 3-2017. Seconded by Councilmember Boyle. Motion passed
7-0.

Discussion _and possible action regarding Resolution 4-2017 of the Mayor and Council of the City of
Benson, Arizona, adopting a Notice of Intention to increase Natural Gas Rates and declaring the “City of
Benson Natural Gas Utility 2017 Cost of Service Rate Study” dated February, 2017, as a Public Document
and setting May 8. 2017, as the date for a Public Hearing on the proposed Natural Gas Rates Modifications

Finance Director Dustin DeSpain stated it has been 21 years since gas rates were raised, adding this year, the Gas
Department suffered a great loss due to the very warm weather; then noted this resulted in about $60,000 being
taken from the general fund for the Gas Department. Mr. DeSpain then stated the new minimum wage also
affects all utilities. Mr. DeSpain then stated he can also include the provision regarding a decrease in the CPI to
ensure rates would not decrease, adding the City’s proposed rates would still leave the City way below Southwest
Gas rates. Mr. DeSpain then stated the City’s goals are not to have rates like Southwest Gas, adding Staff is very
sensitive to those who live within our utilities areas, their income and what is going on around the City, then
stated the proposed rates are just to meet minimum qualifications and needed repairs. Mr. DeSpain then stated the
Benson regulator station parts are not being made anymore, adding the regulator station will have to be replaced
eventually and when it does, it will be a significant capital outlay. Mr. DeSpain then stated hopefully, the City
will have built up enough funding over the next few years to pay that repair from the utility fund.

Councilmember McGoffin asked about the proposed rate increases with Mr. DeSpain stating the proposed rates
are based on charges from the gas company, adding there is more of an increase in the first year with a 20%
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increase for the base demand fee, and a 50% increase on the consumption fee, then smaller increases for the next
few years and no consumption fee increase in year 4, adding the larger immediate increase is needed for the
capital improvements that must be done right away since they are mandated by the Arizona Corporation
Commission (ACC), noting the City doesn’t want any ACC violations.

Mayor King then stated this is something that will hit the Council also, but it is something that needs to be done,
adding again, he is 100% behind making each utility department be self-sustaining. Mayor King then thanked
Staff for their work on the rate studies.

Councilmember Boyle moved to approve Resolution 4-2017. Seconded by Councilmember Lambert.
Councilmember McGoffin stated she knows this is something that will hurt everyone, but it is worse having to
depend on a cold year to get anywhere or maintain the natural gas system., adding no rate increases in 21 years
means the gas utility is a little behind. Motion then passed 7-0.

Review of City Finances with emphasis on December financial results, and the City’s financial position as
of December 31, 2016

Finance Director Dustin DeSpain reviewed Citywide financial highlights focusing on December, stating the
City’s unrestricted cash sits at $2 million, which is significantly higher than last year at this time. Mr. DeSpain
then stated the bond proceeds remain at $1.07 million and that the City’s revenues did exceed the expenditures for
the month of December by $89,000. Mr. DeSpain then stated monthly revenues citywide were $902,000 for
December and were $4.8 million year-to-date, which is a decrease of $282,000 from this time last year. Mr.
DeSpain then stated citywide monthly personnel costs for December was $340,000, which is a decrease of
$24,000 compared to December of last year. Mr. DeSpain stated other citywide expenditures were $347,000 for
December which is an increase of $59,000 from last December.

Mr. DeSpain then reviewed the General Fund stating revenues for the month of December were $557,000 and
were $2.9 million year-to-date which is an increase of $300,000 from last year. General Fund personnel costs for
December were $220,000, which is a $14,000 decrease from last December. Mr. DeSpain then stated other
General Fund expenses for the month of December were $128,000 which is an increase of $40,000 from last year,
noting the recent repairs at the wastewater treatment plant. Mr. DeSpain then stated General Fund revenues did
exceed expenditures by $119,000 for the month of December and the General Fund year-to-date fund balance was
$214,000, which is an increase of $193,000 from last December, adding this is a significant turnaround.

Mr. DeSpain then reviewed Enterprise Funds stating the Gas Fund revenue for the month of December was
$79,000, the year-to-date revenue was $263,000 and the fund balance was -$57,000. Mr. DeSpain then stated this
was primarily because the Gas Fund has received about half of the revenues of the past years due to the warm
winter. Mr. DeSpain then continued stating the Water Fund revenue for the month of December was $48,000; the
year-to-date revenue was $350,000 and the fund balance was $23,000. Mr. DeSpain stated the Wastewater Fund
revenue for the month of December was $58,000; the year-to-date revenue was $356,000 and the fund balance
was $38,000. Councilmember McGoffin asked about only having $38,000 in the wastewater fund should repairs
need to be done with Mr. DeSpain stating the General Fund would have to supplement the wastewater fund.
Mayor King noted the Council recently spent $85,000 on the generator at the treatment plant and the General
Fund had to pay for it. Mr. DeSpain stated had the wastewater fund paid for the generator, the fund balance
would be negative, then added he makes the adjustments to the utilities fund prior to the audit, again noting the
General Fund is subsidizing the utilities funds. Mr. DeSpain then stated the reports he gives Council monthly.
City Manager Bill Stephens stated the Council also recently approved the bar screen repairs at the treatment plant
and confirmed that the monthly reports show the monthly operational finances.

Mr. DeSpain then continued, stating sanitation revenue for the month of December was $51,000 and the year-to-
date revenue was $368,000, noting the fund balance was showing $118,000, but that was due to the month of
December billing not being done. Mr. DeSpain then stated the correct fund balance would be approximately
$50,000. Mayor King then stated this was due to change soon with Mr. DeSpain stating the City will be issuing
an RFP for sanitation services and the rates may be different at that time, adding the City is also waiting on the
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County to review their rates and possibly put in a new rate structure and new fees due to their sanitation fund
losing money.

Mr. DeSpain then continued, stating the Golf Course Operations lost $17,000 the month of December and was
down $151,000 year-to-date, compared to last December when the Golf Course operations lost $4,000 and was at
a year-to-date balance of -$96,000; the Golf Course Food & Beverage was up $4,000 for the month of December,
the year-to-date balance was -$7,000, compared to last December when they lost $1,000 and year-to-date last
September was -$17,000. Mayor King noted the winter visitors will be back and this would hopefully be
reflected in the next report. Councilmember McGoffin said she would like to see more about the golf course and
restaurant on facebook so people remember the restaurant is open. Councilmember McGoffin then stated when
the City inherited the golf course, it came with a lot of old equipment and asked if the year-to-date negative fund
balance include replacing equipment or if it was due to lower rounds of golf with Mr. DeSpain stating the fund
balance also includes capital expenditures such as the golf carts and 3 pieces of equipment that have been
purchased. City Manager Bill Stephens stated the equipment replaced aging equipment when it couldn’t be
repaired or parts couldn’t be found.

Mr. DeSpain then reviewed sales tax stating the City’s retail tax for the month of December was $366,350, which
is an increase from last December, adding the Council needs to remember this sales tax amount is a result of
shopping done in October. Mr. DeSpain then stated the State’s sales tax is showing a bit of a decrease, adding
this is due to the State sharing less revenue with cities. Councilmember McGoffin then stated the City Manager
said the state came up with a mid-census and it shows that Benson has about 300 less people with Mr. DeSpain
confirming this. Mr. DeSpain then stated State shared revenue and State shared sales tax is based on population
of the City, adding the mid-census shows Benson having a population of 4,888 instead of 5,105 from the last
census. Mr. DeSpain then said the State issued a notice that they will be going back to June or July and
backcharge the City, adding this adjustment will probably not show up until March, April or maybe May. Mr.
DeSpain then said the State’s policy is to not raise taxes, and instead the State takes money from cities and towns,
leaving cities and towns no choice. Mr. DeSpain then continued reviewing taxes, stating the Bed Tax has been
very low, then spiked up in December and was better than December of 2015. Mr. DeSpain stated he is hoping to
see increases remain until April, noting the Bed Tax will then decrease with the loss of winter visitors.  Mr.
DeSpain then stated Construction Sales Tax is worse; then noted in other taxes, confidence in purchasing can be
seen, adding he is hoping this will lead to more building permits. Mr. DeSpain then stated the Construction Sales
Tax collections show the effects of the new law requiring contractors to pay sales tax at the location materials are
purchased instead of the location of the project.

Mr. DeSpain then stated the total City Sales Tax collections are a little higher than last year, primarily due to State
shared sales tax, but the Council will continue to see a decrease due to the lower shared revenues and the mid-

census.

Mayor King thanked Mr. DeSpain for his work and the information.

EXECUTIVE SESSION: Pursuant to A.R.S. §38-431.03 (A)(3) & (4); discussion or consultation with the attorneys of

the public body for legal advice regarding the closure of Post Ranch Road.

Vice Mayor Konrad moved to enter into an executive session with the Mayor and Council, the City Manager, the
City Attorney and the City Clerk at 8:05 p.m. Seconded by Councilmember McGoffin. Motion passed 7-0.

Council reconvened at 8:57 p.m.

Discussion and possible action including direction to Staff regarding Post Ranch Road

Mayor King stated this item would be tabled as it is now a matter of involving threatened litigation and as such
the attorney has been instructed how to proceed.

Councilmember McGoffin moved to approve the Consent Agenda. Seconded by Councilmember Lambert.
Vice Mayor Konrad stated he had a question regarding the $94,000 credit card invoice. Public Works Director
Brad Hamilton stated he and former Finance Director Dustin DeSpain had discussed paying the City’s electric
bills with a credit card to receive financial incentives and he believed that accounted for the increase. Vice
Mayor Konrad asked for this to be confirmed. City Manager Bill Stephens stated without he had been out of the
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office and would confirm the information, adding Councilmembers should feel free to call the office for any
information they needed. Motion passed 6-0.

Discussion and possible action regarding Procurement of Environmental Remediation Services for 101 E.
6th Street and 185 W. 4th Street for the removal of regulated Asbestos and lead base paint under Arizona
State Contract # ADEQ17-140223 for $29.309.98

Public Works Director Brad Hamilton stated he received a court order to take down a dangerous building; the
Benson Motel, and notified the owner that if they did not tear down the building in 60 days, the City would do it
and then place a lien on the property for the cost of the demolition. Mr. Hamilton stated the first step would be
to remove asbestos and lead paint, then stated the City also owns a house on 6th Street and it would be cheaper
to have both projects done at the same time. Mr. Hamilton then stated the cost for this at the Benson Motel is
$21,000 and the cost for this at the City-owned house is $8,000.

Councilmember McGoffin asked what the chances were that the City would recoup this expense from the owner
of the property with Mr. Hamilton stating if the property owner doesn’t pay the costs, the City could file a
foreclosure on the property and then sell it. Councilmember Boyle asked if the funding for these projects was in
the budget with Mr. Hamilton stating the City does have the funding to cover the remediation. City Manager
Bill Stephens then stated the City would place a lien on the property and if the property owner did not pay the
City or sell the property, the City could foreclose on the property and sell it outright, adding that is not the plan
at this time, but it would be an option for repayment.

Mayor King stated this is the first move to hopefully make people take care of their rundown buildings.

Councilmember Lambert moved to approve the procurement and abatement of the properties as listed in this
item. Seconded by Councilmember Lewie. Motion passed 6-0.

Public Works Director Brad Hamilton stated about 10 years ago, the City purchased a backhoe, knowing it would
eventually need an engine, adding the funding for the engine has been in the budget for about 5 years and now it’s time to
replace it. Mr. Hamilton then stated with a replacement engine, the backhoe will probably last another 10 years or so.

Vice Mayor Konrad asked Mr. Hamilton about the cost of a new backhoe for those who didn’t know with Mr. Hamilton
stating a new backhoe would cost $120,000-$145,000. Mayor King stated the City purchased this backhoe 10 years ago
and got what was needed at the time, adding if this can get the City another 10 years with the same backhoe, it was good for
the City.

Councilmember McGoffin asked if the cost included installation with Mr. Hamilton stating it does, adding the backhoe will
be picked up, the engine will be installed and the backhoe will be delivered back to the City. Councilmember McGoffin
moved to approve the replacement engine for the Public Works 430D Backhoe for $26,074.60. Seconded by
Councilmember Boyle. Motion passed 6-0.

Discussion and possible action regarding request from the Benson Clean & Beautiful for financial and/or
services support of October 2017 Butterfield Days event

City Manager Bill Stephens stated this item is a request for $2,000 as a sponsorship of Butterfield Stage Days
from Benson Clean and Beautiful, who has taken over the events at Lions Park. Mayor King asked if Lisa Hill,
President of the Benson Clean and Beautiful committee was present with Ms. Cindy Allen coming forward
stating Ms. Hill was unable to attend the meeting. Councilmember McGoffin asked if this funding was
programmed in the budget with Mr. Stephens confirming it was.

Councilmember Lambert stated he had spoken with the committee and they had also put out a book with the
mural maps and information they are selling for $5.00. Councilmember Lambert then stated the books not only
talk about the murals, but about the City, which is great. Councilmember Lambert then moved to approve
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$2,000 out of the community enrichment fund as a sponsorship of Butterfield Stage Days from Benson Clean
and Beautiful. Seconded by Vice Mayor Konrad. Motion passed 6-0.

CALL TO ORDER:

Mayor King called the meeting to order at 6:02 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.
ROLL CALL:

Present were: Mayor Toney D. King, Sr., Vice Mayor Joe Konrad, Councilmembers Pat Boyle, Levi Garner,
David Lambert, Crystal Lewie and Lori McGoffin (arriving at 6:18 p.m.) Mayor King stated Councilmember
McGoffin would be arriving a little late due to work.

PUBLIC HEARING: The Mayor and Council will receive comments and questions from the public regarding the
proposed City of Benson Fiscal Year 2017-2018 Tax Levy and Truth in Taxation.

PUBLIC HEARING: The Mayor and Council will receive comments and questions from the public regarding the
City of Benson Fiscal Year 2017-2018 Tentative Budget and the Capital Improvement Plan for 2018-2022.

Mayor King stated he would be combining these public hearings and open the public hearing at 6:04 p.m.

Jeff Cook, Huachuca Street, Benson stated he was surprised the Council was taking comments after not taking
comments on the tentative budget and thanked the Council for being able to speak. Mr. Cook then stated his
thoughts aren’t necessarily on tonight’s budget but are on future budgets, adding he understands in 2018, the .5%
tax is going to sunset. Mr. Cook then stated a year ago, at the Council candidate forum, one person was soliciting
commitments from all the candidates to sunset the .5% tax, which generates about $500,000 and to create a quiet
zone, which is just over $500,000. Mr. Cook then stated is anyone knows politics, they know they were being set
up, adding there’s only one way to pay for the quiet zone and that is with the .5% tax, unless the budget is cut and
furloughs are implemented, which he thinks no one wants. Mr. Cook then stated even though there is only 1 more
payment to Wal-Mart next year in the amount of $250,000 and the tax is due to sunset, there is still a $300,000
bond payment due for the remaining 12 years out to 2030 and there has to be a way to pay that also. Mr. Cook
then stated as the Council thinks about a strategic plan, the quiet zones, maybe a City Hall and pet projects they
want done, they need to think about how those things are going to be paid for, the bond payments and the .5%
sales tax.

Mayor King indicated no one else signed up to speak at the public hearing and asked if there was anyone present
who wished to address Council.

City Clerk Vicki Vivian stated Financial Consultant Pat Walker was on the phone and would like to address the
Council. Ms. Walker stated it was her pleasure to present the Final Budget for adoption as well as to discuss the
budget and property tax levy for Fiscal Year 2017-2018 (FY17-18). Ms. Walker stated the total budget Staff is
asking the Council to approve is $20,832,836. Ms. Walker then stated the budget was presented in detail,
department by department at the May 15 budget worksession and was then again presented as the Tentative
Budget, which was adopted on June 6. Ms. Walker then stated the Final Budget was being presented for any
discussion Council may want to have, then noted one thing she wanted to bring attention to was the amount of the
property tax that is included within the budget. Ms. Walked then stated the Council would not be asked to
approve a property tax levy at this meeting, adding state law prohibits the Council from approving a tax levy rate
earlier than 14 days after the adoption of the Final Budget, which is scheduled for July 24 for Council’s
consideration. Ms. Walker then reviewed the property tax amount, stating the property tax rate in the City of
Benson is .5838 per $100 of assessed valuation, adding a home valued at $100,000 would be charged $58.38 local
primary property taxes per year, or $4.87 per month. Ms. Walker then stated, unfortunately, the FY17-18
assessed value, which is the property value of homes and businesses in the City, overall as an average decreased,
going from $38,610,221 in FY16-17 to $38,533,241 in FY17-18, noting this was a decrease of about $76,000 in
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property value. Ms. Walker then stated if the City maintained the current property tax rate of .5838, the collection
amount would decrease by $1,965, but noted one thing the City can do is raise the property tax rate up, adding a
homeowner would not pay more because their property values decreased, noting this was on average and it would
depend on the value of each home. Ms. Walker then stated if the Council set the property tax rate at .5889 per
$100 of assessed value, it would keep the property tax collection the same, noting it would increase a little due to
new construction and would be approximately $226,922. Ms. Walker then stated another thing the Council could
do, and what is programmed in the budget, noting if the proposed tax levy rate does not pass, the budget would
have to decrease by the like amount, is to adopt what is called the maximum allowable levy. Ms. Walker then
stated in the state of Arizona, once a tax levy rate is set, the maximum increase allowed each year is 2% plus new
construction every year, which keeps the rate from going sky high, but also allows increases. Ms. Walker then
stated if this is done, the property tax rate would be .8393 per $100 of assessed value, adding on a $100,000
home, the property tax would be $83.93 a year or $6.99 per month. Ms. Walker then stated when the Council
considers this issue at the July 24 Council meeting, the maximum allowable levy would require a unanimous roll
call vote of the Council, adding if the vote is not unanimous, the rate would not pass. Ms. Walker then stated the
maximum allowable levy rate of .8393 and the collection of $323,409 was programmed into the budget to allow
the Council to be able to adopt the maximum levy, if they chose to do so. Ms. Walker then stated as the Council
just heard from a citizen, there is a tax that is scheduled to sunset, and there are a lot of things, including
maintenance issues, the Council talked about at budget worksession that are not being funded, as well as
discussing the financials and the cash shortfalls in some of the funds, which means it makes sense to start bringing
in on-going revenue. Ms. Walker then stated the Council has a property tax comparison sheet and on that sheet,
they can see there are two types of property taxes, a primary tax, which is the only one Benson has, that can go
toward any municipal purpose and can be spent on anything in the general fund, and a secondary property tax that
can only be used for debt service; for principal and interest on bonds the City would sell, noting those would have
to be voter approved. Ms. Walker then stated on the chart the Council could see the City’s rate of .5838,
compared to the rates of Bisbee at $2.5873, Douglas at $1.1949, Huachuca City at $1.25, Tombstone at $1.8031
and Willcox at $1.2294, adding the Council can see by the chart that Benson has one of the lowest property taxes
of those cities and really a very, very low rate for a property tax compared to all the cities in Arizona. Ms. Walker
then stated the Council had been briefed on all the different items within the budget and had a narrative provided
as well that detailed budget line items for every department. Ms. Walker then stated she would answer any
questions the Council may have.

Mayor King asked if there were any questions. After receiving no responses, Mayor King closed the public
hearing at 6:14 p.m.

Discussion and possible action regarding Resolution 20-2017 of the Mavor and Council of the City of
Benson, Arizona, approving a Final Budget for Fiscal Year 2017-2018

City Manager Bill Stephens stated the Council adopted the Tentative Budget for Fiscal Year 2017-2018 at a
Special Meeting on June 5, 2017, adding all required notices have been published, and a public hearing regarding
the Budget was just held at this special meeting. Mr. Stephens then stated, the Council is now legally able to
consider the adoption of the proposed Final Budget, adding the proposed resolution adopts the Final Budget for
Fiscal Year 2017-2018 in the amount of $20,832,836.

Vice Mayor Konrad moved to approve Resolution 20-2017. Seconded by Councilmember Lambert.

Mayor King then stated as long as he has been on Council, the Council has never really raised the property tax
rate, but instead tried to keep the collection amount consistent. Mayor King then stated he knew the Council
would still have to act on the property tax levy on July 24, knows the proposed rate will mean he pays $30.00
more each year and that while some people may consider that a lot of money, it’s time the Council was fiscally
responsible, then noted the proposed increase would still be a lot lower than many communities in Cochise
County. Mayor King stated the Council needed to consider supporting the increase, adding this would be one of
the biggest steps the Council has taken in a long time, but they were elected to be fiscally responsible and he is
proud of the Council showing fiscal responsibility. Mayor King then thanked everyone involved in the budget
process.
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Vice Mayor Konrad thanked Ms. Walker, stating he truly appreciated the effort she put in on the budget on short
notice, adding Ms. Walker brought a lot of things to light that he thinks were very helpful for the Council and he
can’t express appreciation enough for what she has done for the City and the Council. Vice Mayor Konrad then
thanked Staff for their work, stating they stepped up to the plate and did a great job.

Councilmember Lambert stated he would like to thank Ms. Walker, City Clerk Vicki Vivian, City Manager Bill
Stephens, Public Works Director Brad Hamilton and all the other department heads, adding he knows they spent
numerous hours working on spreadsheets and fixing a lot of problems. Councilmember Lambert then stated he
wanted to thank each and every person for the time they spent on the budget.

Mayor King agreed, stating he knew there were times Ms. Vivian stayed until 10:00 at night sending out the
budget, and Bill stayed late also. Mayor King then thanked them, Public Works Director Brad Hamilton and
every department head, stating he truly appreciated everyone taking the time to get this done. Mayor King stated
it has not been easy this year, but he thanked everyone again, adding the City is moving forward and they are
being fiscally responsible as a Council.

Councilmember McGoffin arrived at 6:18 p.m. Mayor King asked Councilmember McGoffin if she had any
comments or questions on the budget with Councilmember McGoffin stating she just wanted to let everyone
know that she would be voting no because she doesn’t appreciate 2 people getting a huge raise when the City
can’t afford a raise for everyone else, adding she doesn’t think that’s fair. Councilmember McGoffin then stated
she thinks everyone deserved a small raise instead of 2 individuals deserving very large raises.

Motion then passed 6-1 with Councilmember McGoffin voting nay.

Councilmember Lambert then
moved to approve Resolution 24-2017 contingent upon the receipt of the minutes. Seconded by Vice Mayor
Konrad. Motion passed 4-0.
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Discussion and possible action regarding an Amended Agreement for Magistrate Services between Bruce
Staggs and the City of Benson

City Manager Bill Stephens stated the amended contract before Council reflects the salary adjustment included in
the Fiscal Year 2017-2018 budget, which was approved by Council on June 29th.  Vice Mayor Konrad stated he
was not at the meeting when this was discussed, but noted it was a steep increase as far as the percentage of the
increase and it is more than the Council has considered in the past, adding he has some concerns about that.
Mayor King then stated he knows the magistrate’s office is busier now and the Benson magistrate salary is lower
than the salary of the Willcox magistrate, even though the Benson magistrate has the same case load. Vice Mayor
Konrad stated he wanted the Council to recognize that this is a huge percentage increase. Councilmember
Lambert moved to approve the amended agreement for Magistrate services between Bruce Staggs and the City of
Benson. Seconded by Councilmember Boyle. Motion passed 3-1 with Vice Mayor Konrad voting nay.

Discussion_and possible action regarding Resolution 25-2017 of the Mayor and Council of the City of
Benson, Arizona, approving and authorizing the expenditure of Public Funds, in an amount not to exceed
$49.333.00, to allow Cochise County (“County”) to proceed with the construction of improvements to City
streets pursuant to the January 25, 2005, Intergovernmental Agreement with the County

Public Works Director Brad Hamilton stated the proposed project is for Darby, between Ocotillo and Madison,
stating this road has a lot of truck traffic, especially considering all the tons of garbage that goes to the transfer
station and the trucks coming back out of the transfer station. Mr. Hamilton stated Darby is really starting to need
attention, noting nothing has been done on the road for the last 20 years, except patching potholes.
Councilmember Lambert asked if Mr. Hamilton had looked at Madison Road, with Mr. Hamilton stating work
had been done on Madison within the last 7 years. Councilmember Lambert then moved to approve Resolution
24-2017. Seconded by Vice Mayor Konrad. Motion passed 4-0.

Discussion _and possible action regarding Ordinance 585 levying upon the assessed valuation of the
property within the City of Benson, Arizona, subject to taxation. A certain sum upon each One Hundred
Dollars ($100) of valuation, sufficient to raise the amount estimated to be required in the annual budget

City Manager Bill Stephens stated the Property Tax Ordinance is adopted annually no earlier than fourteen days
following Council’s adoption of the Budget for the next fiscal year, adding the City has followed all requirements
in A.R.S. for Truth in Taxation. Mr. Stephens then stated the levy proposed is upon each One Hundred Dollars
($100.00) of assessed value of all property, both real and personal, within the corporate City limits of the City of
Benson. Mr. Stephens then stated it is important to note that the City is a small portion of the total property taxes
paid to the County each year and the vast majority of each tax bill goes to support the Benson School District, the
San Pedro Valley Hospital and Cochise County. Mr. Stephens stated, as the tax levy ordinance is an
administrative method of setting apart funds necessary for use and maintenance, it does not require an
extraordinary % vote to make it effective immediately, adding this determination is based on a Supreme Court
decision and is fully explained in the Municipal Budget and Financial Manual provided by the Arizona League of
Cities and Towns; however, for the Council to adopt the proposed tax levy rate, the vote of the members present
must be unanimous. Mr. Stephens then stated he would also like to let the Council know that the Financial
Consultant, Pat Walker was on the phone to address any questions the Council may have.

Vice Mayor Konrad stated a lot of thought and work went into this and though he was personally against any tax
increase, as the Council looked at the budget and the decrease in revenues, this was a necessary evil the Council
was faced with. Vice Mayor Konrad then stated the City staff had done an amazing job during this budget season,
adding over the past few days, he had spoken to the City Manager and the Financial Consultant and knew this was
the right thing to do. Vice Mayor Konrad then stated even though it was painful and hard to do, he wanted
everyone to know it was not done without thought. Vice Mayor Konrad then stated the City is recovering from
furloughs and has lost several good people because of the furloughs, but now the City has the opportunity to start
springing back from that and to fill-in the hole that was dug in the past. Vice Mayor Konrad then stated Staff
would keep an eye on things and he knew the City Manager would keep the Council apprised of where the City is
financially. Vice Mayor Konrad then stated Ms. Walker also did a fantastic job.
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Councilmember Boyle asked Ms. Walker to go over the result of the proposed tax rate using a home valued at
$100,000 with Ms. Walker stating the proposed tax rate of .8393 would result in an annual tax of $83.93 a year, or
$6.99 a month. Vice Mayor Konrad then asked what the increase would be over the current rate with Mr. Walker
stating the current annual tax is $58.38 a year or $4.87 a month, compared to $83.93 and $6.99, adding instead of
paying $4.87 a month, the tax would be $6.99 a month; an annual increase of less than $30.00.

Mayor King stated he hoped people understood that this is something the Council needs to do, adding it has taken
a lot of courage to do what the Council has had to do to keep the City going. Mayor King then stated he truly
believes the development will be coming, and added the Council decides the tax levy rate each budget year and is
hopeful the Council may be able to lower the rate in the future, but right now, the Council is doing what is fiscally
right for the City, adding this has been the boldest Council in years and they are setting out to fix things, to make
the City run better and to do more things for the community. Mayor King then moved to approve Ordinance 585.
Seconded by Councilmember Lambert. Councilmember Lambert then stated the actual annual increase is $25.55,
which is $2.13 per month, adding it’s a small increase to offset the budget. Motion passed 4-0.

Discussion and possible action on Resolution 26-2017 of the Mayor and Council of the City of Benson,
Arizona, approving and authorizing the execution of an amended Intergovernmental Agreement between
the City of Benson and the State of Arizona through its Department of Public Safety for the City Police
Department to participate in the Cochise/Graham/Greenlee Highway Investigative Team regarding drug
trafficking and related crimes

Chief of Police Paul Moncada stated the City previously had an officer assigned to an auto theft task force, but
this year the funds were cut for that and the position will no longer be in place effective July 28. Chief Moncada
then stated it is his desire to turn around and assign an officer to this narcotics task force, adding there are issues
with drugs and this would give the department someone specifically assigned to work the narcotics problem, with
the benefit of utilizing the assistance DPS personnel, equipment and funding for the narcotics investigations.
Chief Moncada then stated this is something he has wanted for years and now the opportunity is here, adding he
contacted DPS and asked if the City could place an officer in this task force. Mayor King stated this was a great
idea, adding it would be good to have an officer involved in this and who can focus on the narcotics problem in
our community also.

Councilmember Boyle asked what costs the City would be paying for the officer with Chief Moncada stating the
City would provide the officer, his regular salary and his primary and secondary weapons with DPS paying for
overtime, providing a vehicle, fuel and a computer for the officer. Councilmember Boyle then asked if this would
be a new officer with Chief Moncada stating the Police Department would utilize a current detective who will be
assigned to the task force, adding they will simply transfer the officer who was assigned to the auto theft task
force, adding that officer is already indoctrinated to DPS methods and their way of doing things. Councilmember
Boyle asked if the Police Department would still have the ability to use that officer with Chief Moncada stating
the officer’s primary area of responsibility will be in the Benson area, but he will travel with the narcotics squad
as cases are developed in other jurisdictions.

Vice Mayor Konrad moved to approve Resolution 26-2017. Seconded by Councilmember Boyle. Vice Mayor
Konrad thanked Chief Moncada for this opportunity with Chief Moncada stating narcotics have been an issue for
quite a while and he feels fortunate that the City has this opportunity and has the manpower to do this at this time.
Chief Moncada stated this is something he has wanted and has felt has been needed, adding in previous years, this
was considered a luxury, but he believes it’s a necessity. Vice Mayor Konrad then asked if the auto theft rate
decreased with Chief Moncada stating Benson’s auto theft rate was pretty low, adding the reason an officer was
assigned to the auto theft task force was that it was the only task force available at the time. Chief Moncada then
stated he tends to use these special assignments as rewards and breaks from the monotony of patrol, adding the
City’s Police Department is very small and has very few opportunities for lateral or upward movement for the
officers and these assignments are also a way of gaining some education and training, in addition to boosting
morale. Mayor King agreed, stating he thinks it’s a great idea and added he respects and appreciates our officers.
Motion then passed 4-0.

Mr. Stephens stated the work of the body is governed by the
Cochise County Tourism Commission Steering Committee (CCTSC) consisting of the City/County Managers of
each participating jurisdiction and since its inception, the County has served as fiscal agent for the cooperative
effort. Mr. Stephens then stated the CCTC has traditionally hired an external consultant to develop and
implement the regional tourism strategy, purchasing and placing ads, designing collateral materials and pitching
stories about the County, but in discussions among members, it was determined that transferring the fiscal agent
responsibility to the City of Sierra Vista would allow the program to take advantage of efficiencies and to access
resources through Sierra Vista's more robust Marketing and Public Affairs Office staff to better plan and utilize
the resources contributed by each of the participating jurisdictions. Mr. Stephens stated in addition to utilizing
their in-house staff, the City of Sierra Vista would hire a part-time marketing specialist dedicated to the work of
the CCTC, noting the revised IGA incorporates the change in fiscal agent, and also includes updated legal
language, as well as a clearer description of the CCTSC to more accurately depict the policy level direction
appropriate for the governing bodies. Mr. Stephens then stated the CCTC will then establish their own operating
guidelines. Mr. Stephens then stated on July 13, the CCTSC approved the attached IGA for placement before the
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governing bodies of each participating entity, and noted the contributions historically made by each of the
jurisdictions have not changed. Mr. Stephens then stated Benson’s contribution of $10,011 will remain the same
and is included in the FY2018 budget and noted the City’s designated representative is Bob Nilson.

Mayor King asked the Mr. Stephens, the City Attorney and Tourism Supervisor Bob Nilson if they had any
comments on the IGA with all stating they reviewed it and agreed with the terms.

CALL TO ORDER:

Vice Mayor Konrad called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.
ROLL CALL:

Present were: Vice Mayor Joe Konrad, Councilmembers Larry Dempster, Levi Garner, David Lambert and Lori
McGoffin. Absent were: Mayor Toney D. King, Sr. and Councilmember Pat Boyle.

PUBLIC HEARING: None

CALL TO THE PUBLIC:

Vice Mayor Konrad then had those present observe a moment of silence in remembrance of 9/11.

Dave Thompson, La Cuesta, Benson spoke about the worksession to be held on September 25th regarding the
airport, stating he understands the worksession was requested by the Vice Mayor. Mr. Thompson then stated
about 18 months ago, SAEDG requested about $1,500 for a promotion at the airport, but nothing has come of it.
Mr. Thompson then asked where the money was and if it could be used, adding he is requesting an accounting of
that funding. Mr. Thompson then stated the other thing he has noticed is that there are no meeting minutes from
Council meetings since January 23 and the audio is difficult to hear due to a lot of background noise, adding he is
asking for the Council to place the audio system on a future agenda.

Jeff Cook, Huachuca Street, Benson spoke about the NLC, stating if any of the Council attend the Arizona League
Conference, they must take time off work to do so, adding if a Councilmember wants to have to attend the
National League Conference, they would also have to take time off for it. Mr. Cook then stated this leaves the
majority of the Council out of this, noting it’s hard to have a family life and some vacation time with them also.
Mr. Cook then stated this items appears primarily to benefit one person; the one person who wants to be the
representative. Mr. Cook then stated the City would have to pay for transportation, lodging and per diem, in
addition to the $800 to $1,100 yearly dues. Mr. Cook then stated next year, the .5% sales tax is to go away, but
the bond payment the City has will still be in effect for 12 more years and the City is $1.2 million in debt on the
Public Safety Personnel Retirement System; then stated the money for these has to come from somewhere. Mr.
Cook then stated if the City Hall building needs to be replaced, that also has to be paid for. Mr. Cook then stated
being a member of the NLC and having a representative is a frivolous bonus so someone can have something nice
on his résumé when they run for another office.

Paul Lotsof, a non-resident and business owner of the CAVE FM radio station in Benson, stated two weeks ago,
at a Council worksession, some Councilmembers asked good questions about Community Facilities Districts, then
stated more questions should be asked. Mr. Lotsof then read a list of questions he suggested the Council ask. The
questions included: If the special taxing district issues the bonds, why does the City choose the bond person?
When the application was cancelled, did the developer disclose why and what’s going on, has there been any
indication on when a new application will be submitted? When Mr. Reader talked about getting the developer’s
financial statements, it was deemed pre-mature, when would it be appropriate to ask for financial statements?
Why are the 10 special taxing districts? Is the reason complexity to make trackability hard? Who makes sure the
bond funding is prudently spent? Is it the City and if so, does the City have the manpower to do so? If it is the
City’s responsibility, isn’t the City liable for this? He understands for bonds to be sold, they need to be highly
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rated; who rates the bonds? El Dorado agreed to pay Kutack Rock for the formation, so the City Attorney is
doing at least that much, how much has the City paid for legal services related to Vigneto? The developer is
asking for $1 billion in bond funding; how much should be raised prior to getting the needed permits and who, if
anyone, controls the amount they seek? The development agreement requires the City to form special taxing
districts, if the City does not form them, is it a breach of contract? The success of the development is predicated
on demand; what happens if the houses or bonds don’t sell? There will be public hearings on the matter; will the
public be allowed to ask questions and will they be answered? Mr. Lotsof then stated if there are answers to these
questions, he would like the Council to let him, adding he could then pass on the answers to his listeners.

Vice Mayor Konrad asked the City Manager to look into the approved airport event funding. Mr. Stephens stated
he would look into the matter.

Councilmember Lambert stated he would also like to address Mr. Thompson’s comments and asked about the
minutes; whether they were just not on the website or not done yet with City Clerk Vicki Vivian stating she has
been working on them, but her workload has been and is affected by not having an HR person for over 2 years
and not having a Finance Director. Councilmember Lambert then asked about the audio recording system with
Ms. Vivian stating she has spoken to the vendor and they made some adjustments to the system. City Attorney
Gary Cohen then stated the comments needed to be limited to addressing any criticism from the Call to the Public
with Councilmember Lambert directing the City Manager to place the audio system on the next agenda. Mr.

City Attorney Gary Cohen then addressed the Council stating he quickly researched State law concerning the Call
to the Public and Councilmember Lambert was correct in that a Councilmember could direct Staff to place any
matter raised during the Call to the Public on a future Council agenda. Mr. Cohen apologized to Councilmember
Lambert for suggesting otherwise.

Councilmember McGoffin moved to approve the Consent Agenda. Seconded by Councilmember Garner.
Motion passed 5-0.
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Discussion and possible action regarding the requests from the Benson Butterfield Rodeo Committee and
the General Federation of Women’s Clubs — Arizona Benson Junior Women’s Club for assistance with

Butterfield Stage Davs by providing and assisting with set up of bleachers and serpentine fencing,
providing equipment and personnel to assist with chalking the parking lot at the Arena, giving access to

water for prep and dust control and becoming a sponsor for the Benson Butterfield Rodeo

City Manager Bill Stephens stated in August of 2012, the Council voted to sponsor the Benson Butterfield Rodeo
with a donation allowing the event to expand to 2 days and the Benson Butterfield Rodeo Committee is requesting
sponsorship through funding and logistical support. Mr. Stephens then stated the funding would come from the
Community Enrichment section of the budget with its own line item budget of $4,650.00, which the Council
approved in the 2017/18 Fiscal Year Budget. Mr. Stephens then stated they are also requesting logistical support
to provide and set up serpentine fencing for the VIP tent area and parking control, consisting of providing
equipment and personnel to assist with Arena parking lot chalking and access to water for prep and dust control.
Mr. Stephens then stated the General Federation of Women’s Clubs, specifically the GFWC-AZ Benson Junior
Women’s Club has also requested assistance for bleacher set up in the G&F Pizza parking lot, as well as police
support, blocking off the streets for the Butterfield Stage Days Parade route on Saturday, October 14th, 2017. Mr.
Stephens then noted this will be the 31st year for the parade which will begin at 9 a.m. and end approximately one
hour later. Mr. Stephens then reminded the Council that during the May 8, 2017 regular Council meeting, the
Council approved a request by the Benson Clean and Beautiful and the Benson Chamber of Commerce to provide
logistical support for Butterfield Stage Days in Lion’s Park, adding the vendors will remain setup overnight.

Councilmember McGoffin asked if the employees providing assistance would be spread too thin if the support
were pledge to the Chamber of Commerce, the Benson Clean and Beautiful and the Butterfield Rodeo Committee
with Mr. Stephens stating the duties are the same, they are just split up.

Councilmember Lambert asked if the request was for just in-kind service or if the request included an actual
monetary issue with Mr. Stephens stating the request from the Jr. Womens Club is for logistical support and the
request from the Butterfield Rodeo Committee is for logistical support and a financial sponsorship in the amount
of $4,650, which is the same amount approved last year.

Councilmember McGoffin and Councilmember Lambert spoke about way a motion should be worded with City
Attorney Gary Cohen stating his recommendation was to take action on “agenda item 2”. Councilmember
McGoffin moved to approve agenda item 2. Seconded by Councilmember Garner. Motion passed 5-0.

Discussion and possible action regarding approval for the City of Benson to become a member of the
National League of Cities (NLC)

City Manager Bill Stephens stated this item was placed on the agenda by Councilman David Lambert, adding
while at the 2017 League of Arizona Cities and Towns conference, Councilman Lambert attended an NLC session
where city membership and associated benefits were discussed and reviewed in the packets the Council has been
provided. Mr. Stephens then stated membership is annual and the costs are dependent on population, noting in the
Council packet, there is a Membership Application with a chart showing the cost a city the size of Benson is
$1,117.00, based on the 2010 census. Mr. Stephens then noted the material provided for this item can be utilized
for items New Business Items 3, 4 and 5.

Vice Mayor Konrad stated he was not opposed to joining the NLC, but he would like to be enlightened on the
benefits, adding the packet shows Mr. Mike Nelson as the City’s contact person. Mr. Stephens stated Mr. Nelson
was the contact, but he was unable to be at the Council meeting, adding he did not speak to Mr. Nelson, but
Councilmember Lambert did. Mr. Stephens then stated Mr. Nelson told Councilmember Lambert that he would
be glad to show up at a future meeting with additional information, but noted all the information regarding
benefits is in Council packet. Vice Mayor Konrad then moved to table this item with the intent to have Mr.
Nelson available in person or by phone. Seconded by Councilmember McGoffin. Councilmember Lambert
stated Mr. Nelson had said he could be here on the 25th if the Council had questions or wanted more information.
Vice Mayor Konrad asked if the 3 items regarding the NLC could be done together with City Attorney Gary
Cohen stating the items needed to be addressed separately. Vice Mayor Konrad then stated the motion on the
floor was to table this item until September 25. Motion passed 5-0.

6. Discussion _and possible action regarding Resolution 31-2017 of the Mayor and Council of the City of
Benson, Arizona, authorizing the City to enter an agreement with Pavex Corporation, for the
reconstructing of the Airport Access Road (Approximately 2,230 feet before the entry way of the Airport)
in the amount of $244.030.00

Public Works Director Brad Hamilton stated at the special Council meeting on September 7, the Council
approved the FAA Grant agreement, adding this item is the contract for the project construction with Pavex, the
lowest qualified bidder. Mr. Hamilton then stated the City’s cost for the project is $18,400.

Vice Mayor Konrad stated he was unable to attend the special meeting, but he appreciated the work Mr. Hamilton
put in on the grant, adding he knows people are excited about the project. Mr. Hamilton stated he spent about 5
years trying to convince the FAA that the road was eligible for this funding.

Discussion and possible direction to Staff regarding the audio recording system; including possible
authorization to investigate and/or procure the possible purchase of a digital recorder

Discussion:
This item was placed on the agenda by Councilmember Lambert.

The recording system has had adjustments made to it over the last year, but unfortunately, there have been
problems with the audio quality. Councilmember Lambert came into the office and made adjustments to the
audio system (separate from the recording system) to include grounding the audio system, adjusting volumes
and turning off equipment that was not being utilized.

Councilmember Lambert then suggested contacting the company that installed the audio system to see what
other recording devices were available. One of the options is a portable digital recorder with Wi-Fi that saves
audio to a memory card; however, this is an analog conversion. The estimated cost for this device, power
pack, cables and installation is approximately $350.00.

For a true digital recording, the mixers would need to be upgraded and a small PC would be installed in the
audio rack. To do something like this is estimated at $2,000.

The adjustments Councilmember Lambert made seem to have taken care of the audio system problems
feeding into the recording system. However, should the Council decide that another recording system should
be investigated and/or purchased, this item allows for that direction to Staff.
