CONTRACT FOR PROSECUTORIAL SERVICES 


City of Benson, Arizona 


 This Contract is entered into this 22nd day of May, 2017, and becomes effective on the 1st day 
of July, 2017, under the following terms and conditions, by and between THE CITY OF BENSON, an 
Arizona body politic, hereinafter referred to as "CITY" and ANN P. ROBERTS, an attorney licensed 
to practice law in the State of Arizona, hereinafter referred to as "ROBERTS". 


 WHEREAS, the CITY has entered into an agreement with COCHISE COUNTY to consolidate 
the City Magistrate Court and the Justice of the Peace Court for Precinct No. III, located at 126 W. 5th 
Street, Suite 1, Benson, Arizona;  


 WHEREAS, the terms of the Court Consolidation Agreement executed between the City of 
Benson and Cochise County effective July 1, 2004, require the CITY to provide all prosecutorial 
services for the Justice of the Peace for Precinct No. III; 


 WHEREAS, CITY requires certain prosecutorial services on a continuing basis and ROBERTS 
is willing and licensed by the State of Arizona to provide the necessary prosecuting services in the 
consolidated City Municipal Court and County Justice of the Peace Court Precinct No. III.  


 THEREFORE, FOR THE CONSIDERATION SET FORTH HEREIN, IT IS HEREBY 
MUTUALLY AGREED AS FOLLOWS:  


1. The terms of this Contract establish the agreement under which ROBERTS will be available to 
the CITY for up to twenty (20) hours a week to provide prosecutorial legal services to the CITY 
in accordance with the mutually agreed upon Scope of Services as shown on Exhibit "A", 
attached hereto and by reference incorporated herein.  
 


2. ROBERTS shall be reappointed to the position of City Prosecutor as of the effective date of this 
Contract and shall be available to CITY to handle those legal matters required of the City 
Prosecutor within the scope of work as described on Exhibit "A", in accordance with the terms 
of the Court Consolidation Agreement executed between the City of Benson and Cochise County.  
 


3. ROBERTS shall be compensated at an annual rate of FIFTY-SEVEN THOUSAND TWO 
HUNDRED EIGHTY-THREE DOLLARS AND TWENTY CENTS ($57,283.20) and said 
payment shall commence July 1, 2017, and ROBERTS shall be compensated at the minimum 
weekly rate of ONE THOUSAND ONE HUNDRED ONE DOLLARS AND SIXTY CENTS 
($1,101.60). 
 


4. During the term of this Contract, ROBERTS' employment classification shall continue as a part 
time employee of the City of Benson and CITY shall pay the then appropriate matching 
contribution to ROBERTS' account with the Arizona State Retirement System and all related 
payroll taxes, including but not limited to Social Security, Medicare, Federal and State 
withholding, State unemployment and worker's compensation. 
 


5. ROBERTS shall serve as the City Prosecutor pursuant to the terms of this Agreement beginning 
on July 1, 2017 through June 30, 2019, except that the City shall have the option to extend this 
Contract for three (3) additional, one-year periods or any portion thereof.  The terms of this 
Contract shall supersede the terms of any prior contract between the CITY and ROBERTS 
regarding attorney services. 
 







6. The annual rates set forth hereinabove for ROBERTS shall be reviewed prior to the CITY’s 
exercise of any extension and may be subject to annual increase as negotiated between 
ROBERTS and the City Council. In the event there is no salary increase negotiated in the annual 
rate, ROBERTS' annual salary shall be increased to reflect any cost of living salary adjustments 
granted to other CITY employees. 
 


7. Either party may terminate this Agreement by sixty (60) days written notice to the other delivered 
in person or by mail addressed to their usual business address. 
 


8. This Contract shall be governed by the laws of the State of Arizona. 
 


9. This Contract is an integrated agreement; adopted by the parties as a complete and exclusive 
statement of the terms of the agreement, to be a final expression of the parties agreement, and a 
full integration of the bargained for terms. Any modification or extension of the Contract shall 
be by formal written amendment executed by the parties hereto and must be approved by the 
Mayor and City Council, before any amended legal services commence. 
 


10. Either party may pursue any remedies provided by law for the breach of this Contract. No right 
or remedy is intended to be exclusive or any other right or remedy and each shall be cumulative 
and in addition to any other right or remedy existing in law or equity by virtue of this Contract. 
 


11. Each provision of this Contract stands alone, and if any provision of this Contract is held, in 
whole or in part, to be unenforceable for any reason, the remainder of the provision and of the 
entire Contract will be severable and will remain in effect. 
 


12. Any notice required to be given under this Contract shall be in writing and shall be delivered 
served by personal delivery or by certified mail upon the other party at the following address:

1. Shall serve and perform all functions of the City Prosecutor for the City of Benson in accordance 


with the terms of the Court Consolidation Agreement executed between the City of Benson and 
Cochise County.  
 


2. Work time shall include but is not limited to travel, research, trials, casework and interviews. 
Training and associated travel are not included, except upon prior pre-approval by the City 
Manager. 
 


3. Shall supervise and direct the work, using her best skills and attention. 
 


4. Shall be free to establish and control her time of performance of the work, so long as all work 
matters are handled to the satisfaction of the CITY Magistrate and Chief of Police. 
 


5. Shall not be required to serve as General Counsel for the City of Benson. 
 


6. Shall not be required to attend City Council meetings. 
 


7. Shall not be required to perform legal research or legal memoranda or legal briefs, except as to 
Criminal Prosecution. 
 


8. Shall not be required to represent the City before administrative boards and local and appellate 
courts in civil actions, but shall prosecute criminal cases in municipal courts and their appeals.

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Discussion:  
 
In 2002, the Arizona State voters passed Proposition 202 which Arizona tribes share a portion of their gaming 
revenues with the State.  The Tribes can choose to give the monies to cities, towns or counties for the purpose 
of benefiting the general public through direct distribution to the local government or they can deposit the 
monies to the State of Arizona’s Commerce and Economic Development Commission’s Local Community 
Fund. 
 
In 2017, the Tohono O’odham Nation has chosen to contribute directly to local government.  The Fire 
Department has asked for funds in the priority area of Firefighting Equipment. 
 
The Fire Department is asking for Personal Protective Equipment in the form of new Turnout Pants and 
Jackets.  Also new Boots and Helmets.  These items have a ten-year service life and we are coming up on the 
expiration dates for these items.

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Discussion:  
 
The principal source of revenue for the Water & Wastewater Utility operations and maintenance is derived from 
monthly user fees charged for services provided.   The current Water & Wastewater Utility rates, fees and other 
charges were adopted by Mayor and Council in March, 2007 and went into effect April, 2007.  These rates were 
put into place to bring the Water and Wastewater Utilities budgets into balance.  Although, at the time it did 
help, it did not meet its goal.  In addition, due to the economic downturn over the past 10 years, the City 
suspended capital expenditures on all utilities and services.   This resulted in the Water and Wastewater having 
no reserves for major maintenance and repairs and the utilities have been relying on the General Fund for 
support to make their ordinary business expenses.   
 
After ten years of no increases in rates, Staff is now proposing a 5-year rate increase with a Consumer Price 
Index (CPI) increase after 5 years moving forward until otherwise changed. This will provide the Water and 
Wastewater Utilities the opportunity to raise prices slowly to a level they need to be over 5 years and then 
increase rates based on the CPI, which will eliminate the shortfall of revenue the City has had in the past.  The 
Consumer Price Index (CPI) is a small percent increase and sometimes even a lowering percent depending on 
economic turns.  This would allow the City to both keep rates affordable and have the ability to recover costs. 
The staff has check and the CPI can only go to 0% not negative.

proposed water and wastewater rates were discussed.

The principal source of revenue for the Natural Gas Utility operations and maintenance is derived from monthly 
user fees charged for services provided.   The current Natural Gas Utility rates, fees and other charges were 
adopted by Mayor and Council in November 1995 and went into effect January 1996.  These rates were put 
into place to bring the Natural Gas Utility budget into balance.  Although, at the time it did help, it did not meet 
its goal.  With no increases and adjustments to rates provided by the City for over 21 years, the City’s Natural 
Gas Utility has not kept up with the cost of inflation.  This resulted in the Natural Gas Utility having no reserves 
for major maintenance and repairs, in addition to relying on the General Fund for support to make its ordinary 
business expenses. 
 
After 21 years of no increases in rates, Staff is now proposing a 5-year rate increase with a Consumer Price 
Index (CPI) increase after 5 years moving forward until otherwise changed.   This will provide the Natural Gas 
Utility the opportunity to raise prices slowly to a level they need to be over 5 years and then increase rates 
based on the CPI, which will eliminate the shortfall of revenue the City has had in the past.  The Consumer 
Price Index (CPI) is a small percent increase and sometimes even a lowering percent depending on economic 
turns.   This would allow the City to both keep rates affordable and have the ability to recover costs. The staff 
has check and the CPI can only go to 0% not negative.

providing natural gas services;  


 
WHEREAS, the City of Benson prepared a written report supplying data supporting the 


proposed natural gas rate modifications, said report being entitled the "City of Benson Natural 
Gas Utility 2017 Cost of Service Rate Study” dated February, 2017;    
 


WHEREAS, the City adopted Resolution 4-2017 as a Notice of Intention to modify its 
natural gas utility rates and published in a newspaper of general circulation a notice of the 
hearing at which the proposed rate modification would be discussed; and 
 


WHEREAS, on May 8, 2017, the Mayor and Council held a public hearing at which the 
proposed natural gas rates were discussed.  
 


NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL as 
follows:  


 
1.  Effective the first billing cycle after June 8, increasing the rates the City charges to 


provide natural gas to its customers as follows: 
 
a. Base Fee Within City Limits will increase to $9.00 per month; 
b. Base Fee Outside City Limits will increase to $11.00 per month; 
c. Monthly Fee per Therm of Natural Gas Consumed will increase to $0.60 per Unit. 
 
2. Beginning the first billing cycle after January 1 of each successive calendar year, 


increasing the rates the City charges to provide natural gas to its customers as follows:
